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PREFERENCJE STUDENTOW NA RYNKU NAPOJOW
ENERGETYZUJACYCH

Obecnie rynek napojow energetyzujacych bardzo si¢ rozwija, tak pod
wzgledem samej wartosci sprzedazy, jak i spozycia. Celem artykulu jest
przedstawienie rozwoju rynku napojow energetyzujacych i ocena czynnikow i
popularnosci marek tych napojow przez studentow Polskich uczelni wyzszych.
Udziat warto$ciowy na rynku napojow energetyzujacych wzrost z 7% w 2016
r. do 10% w 2021 r. i spodziewany jest dalszy wzrost, w 2026 r. -12%.
Przewazajaca wigkszo$¢ badanych studentow (ponad 70%) zgadza si¢ z
twierdzeniem, ze dostepnos¢ napojow energetyzujacych wplywa na ilos¢ ich
Spozywania. Najczestszymi czynniki, ktére decyduja o wyborze napojow
energetyzujacych wérod studentow sa walory smakowe, cena i promocja. W
dalszej kolejnosci dostepno$¢ na rynku i wielko$¢ opakowan. Najbardziej
preferowanymi marki napojow energetyzujacych wsrdd badanych studentow sg
Black Energy, Red Bull, Monster Energy. Obiecujace prognozy, jak i rosnaca
popularno$¢ napojow energetyzujacych wsrod milodziezy 1 studentow
wskazuje, ze jest to bardzo rozwojowa i przyszlo$ciowa branza na rynku
napojow bezalkoholowych.

Wstep

Napoje energetyzujace S3 to napoje bezalkoholowe, ktore maja dziatanie
pobudzajace, funkcjonalne, ktorych celem jest zwigkszenie poziomu energii,
maja za zadanie poprawia¢ koncentracje, zwickszy¢ szybkos¢ reakcji oraz
wydolnos¢ organizmu, a takze majg przyspiesza¢ metabolizm i przeciwdziataé
zmgezeniu. Zawieraja duze iloSci kofeiny i1 majg dodatek witamin
rozpuszczalnych w wodzie, najczesciej sa to witaminy z grupy B, w tym
niacyna, kwas pantotenowy, witamina B6 i witamina B12. W sktadzie moga
by¢ aminokwasy, takie jak tauryna i glukuronolakton, a takze produkty
ziotowe, takie jak guarana i zen-szen. Mogg by¢ gazowane lub niegazowane
(Euromonitor Internacional 2023, Plajzer 2018).



Warto$¢ energetyczna napojow energetyzujacych wynosi okoto 45
kcal/100 ml, a zawarto$¢ cukrow prostych okoto 10g/100ml napoju. W Polsce
zawarto$¢  kofeiny w napojach energetyzujacych wynosi  najczgsciej
80mg/250ml, tauryny — w granicach 500—-1000mg/250ml (Wajszczyk 2023).

Napoje energetyzujace to ich wilasciwa nazwa, cho¢ w réznych
opracowaniach, doniesieniach, raportach spotyka si¢ czesto rowniez okreslenia
napoje energetyczne, energetyki.

Napoje energetyzujace sa obecne na rynku $wiatowym juz od lat 50-tych.
Jednym z pierwszych napojow energetyzujacych byt japonski Lipovitan,
zawierajacy do 2-3g tauryny (Cichocki 2012). W Polsce napoje energetyzujace
pojawity si¢ w latach 90-tych minionego wieku. Obecnie rynek tych napojow
bardzo si¢ rozwija, tak pod wzgledem samej warto$ci sprzedazy, jak i
szerokosci 1 glebokosci oferty. Napoje tego typu zyskuja na znaczeniu dzigki
temu, ze dodaja energii, a wzrost popytu na nie napedzany jest przez
,,Milenialséw” i ,,Pokolenie Z” (Gerok 2022).

Celem artykulu jest przedstawienie rozwoju rynku napojow
energetyzujacych i wskazanie czynnikow wyboru napojow energetycznych
oraz ocena popularnosci marek tych napojow przez studentow Polskich uczelni
wyzszych.

Material i metody badawcze

Badania zostaty przeprowadzone metoda sondazu diagnostycznego z
wykorzystaniem autorskiego kwestionariusza ankiety, za pomoca Formularza
Google na przetomie lutego i marca 2023r.,wérod 324 studentow, ksztatcacych
si¢ na r6znych wyzszych uczelniach w catej Polsce. Kwestionariusz badawczy
sktadat si¢ z pytan zamknigtych i pototwartych oraz metryczki. Otrzymane
wyniki zostaly sprawdzone pod wzglgdem formalnym i merytorycznym.
Wyniki zliczono, przeliczono i przedstawiono w postaci tabeli, wykresow oraz
opisow stownych.

Rynek napojéw energetycznych

Swiatowa podaz napojow energetyzujacych jest bardzo rozproszona.
Jednoczesnie produkty poszczegdlnych przedsiebiorstw znacznie si¢ od siebie
roznig m.in. sktadem, jakoscia i cena. Konkurencja na rynku $wiatowym
przypomina konkurencje monopolistyczna, cho¢ na poszczegolnych rynkach
lokalnych moze przybiera¢ forme oligopolu (Czernichowski 2019).

Rynek napojow energetyzujacych w 2015 roku przekroczyt wartos¢ 38
mld euro (ryc.1.). W samej Unii Europejskiej wynidst on ponad 7 mld euro. W
Europie najwiecej na tego typu napoje wydali Brytyjczycy (ponad 2mld euro).
Polski rynek wygenerowat obroty na poziomie 308 mln euro, co stanowi 4,3%
wartos$ci rynku UE, a konsumenci spozyli 118 mln litrow tych napojow.

Jak podaje raport Euromonitor International warto$¢ sprzedazy napojow
energetyzujacych wykazuje trend rosnacy (rycina 2). W 2015 roku wartos¢
sprzedazy w Polsce byla wyzsza o 93mIn PLN w stosunku do roku 2010.
Sredni roczny wskaznik wzrostu wartosci sprzedazy w tym okresie wynosit
1,5%. Wedlug zakladanych szacunkow warto$é sprzedazy od 1016 roku ma
dynamicznie rosng¢, $rednio 0 6,8% rokrocznie, by osiagna¢ poziom w 2020
roku prawie 1,8 mid PLN.

Wedlug raportu przygotowanego przez Nielsena ,,Rynek napojow
bezalkoholowych w Polsce” w okresie IX. 2017 — IX. 2018 w poréwnaniu do
analogicznego okresu rok wczesniej odnotowal dwucyfrowy wzrost wartosci
sprzedazy napojow energetyzujacych na poziomie 18,1% (Kociubinska 2019).
Udzial warto$ciowy na rynku napojow bezalkoholowych samych napojow
energetyzujgcych wzrost z 7% w 2016 r. do 10% w 2021 r. i spodziewany jest
w 2026 r. poziom 12%. Jak podaje Euromonitor Internacional w swoim
raporcie, wedlug prognoz warto$¢ sprzedazy detalicznej napojow
energetyzujacych w 2026 roku osiagnie poziom 2,5 mld zt (Gerok 2022 ).
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Wedlug deklaracji w 2017 roku napoje energetyzujace spozywato 42%
Polakéw. Oznacza to, ze w Polsce jest okoto 22 min potencjalnych

konsumentdw, a tendencja jest wzrostowa (Przeglad handlowy.pl).

Wyniki i dyskusja

W tabeli 1. przedstawiono charakterystyke populacji badanych studentow
z uwzglednieniem profilu socjodemograficznego. W badaniu wzigto udziat 324
studentéw, ponad 65% stanowily kobiety. Najbardziej liczna grupa pod
wzgledem wieku, byli studenci w przedziale 18-25 lat, w sumie stanowili
89,2% badanych. Pod wzgledem miejsca zamieszkania, badani studenci
najliczniej w 40% pochodzili ze wsi i prawie 33% z duzych miast powyzej 100
tys.

Napoje energetyczne spozywaja przede wszystkim tzw. heavy userzy,
czyli konsumenci siggajacy po nie regularnie. Zazwyczaj sg to osoby ponizej
30. roku zycia, gléwnie mezczyzni, najczesciej studenci oraz uczniowie
(Szczepaniak 2017).

Na pytanie dotyczace wplywu dostgpnosci napojow energetyzujacych na
ilo§¢ ich spozywania badani studenci w prawie 72% zgodzili si¢ z tym
stwierdzeniem (wykres 1.). Prawie 17% nie zgadza si¢ z tym Stwierdzeniem, a
11,5% nie ma wyrobionego zdania w tej kwestii.

Jak wynika z raportu przygotowanego przez Nielsen, wigkszo$¢
sprzedazy napojow energetycznych ma miejsce w kanatach matoformatowych,
z ktérych najwicksze znaczenie majg Srednie sklepy spozywcze, kolejno
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dyskonty i stacje benzynowe (Kociubinska 2019). W dyskontach, kupuje
napoje energetyzujace dwoch na trzech konsumentow, w supermarketach 55%,
hipermarketach 51%. Na zakupy w sklepach spozywczych decyduje si¢ 44%
uzytkownikow (Szczepaniak 2017).

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W badaniach zapytano respondentow o czynniki, ktére decyduja o
wyborze napojow energetyzujacych (wykres 2). Najwigcej wskazan miaty
walory smakowe (216), cena (171) i promocja (75). W dalszej kolejnosci
podobng ilos¢ odpowiedzi miaty czynniki dotyczace dostgpnosci na rynku i
wielkosci opakowan.

W badaniach Wojtowicz-Chomicz i in. (2015) najwazniejszym
czynnikiem decydujacym o wyborze napoju energetyzujacego byta cena. Z
badan Suwaty (2011) studenci jako najwazniejsze czynniki wptywajace na
decyzje o wyborze konkretnego napoju energetyzujacego wskazali ceng,
walory smakowe, pojemno$¢ opakowania i dostepno$¢ produktu na rynku.

Producenci rozwijaja wachlarz smakéow — oprocz popularnego mojito
konsumenci majg dzi§ do wyboru m.in. smak pomaranczowy, mandarynkowy,
granatu i czarnej porzeczki, pitai, granatu i limonki, czy mango i brzoskwini
(Szczepaniak 2017).

Na rynku napojow energetyzujgcych wystepuje wiele marek, ktore ze
sobg bardzo silnie konkuruja. Zapytano studentow o marki napojow
energetyzujacych, ktére znaja choéby ze styszenia (wykres 3.). Najwiecej
odpowiedzi otrzymaty marki, kolejno Red Bull, Tiger, Monster Energy, Black
Energy, Oshee, Rockstar.

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Badani respondenci zostali zapytani o wskazanie jednej najbardziej
preferowanej przez nich marki wérod napojow energetyzujacych (wykres 4.).
Najwiecej odpowiedzi otrzymaty marki Black Energy (86), po tyle samo Red
Bull, Monster Energy (64) i Dzik (32). Pozostale wskazane marki byly
preferowane przez duzo mniejsza grupe studentéw. Badani studenci wymienili
18 preferowanych marek.

Dzisiejszy rynek napojow energetyzujacy jest bardzo bogaty,
najpopularniejsze marki to: Tiger (40,68%),
Red Bull (24,02%), Powerade (9,43%), Burn (7,60%), XL Energy Drink
(4,24%) (Plajzer 2018). Jak podaje Kociubinska (2019), najpopularniejszymi
markami wsrod energetykow sa: Black od Food Care — 22,7% udziatlow
wartosciowych, Red Bull — 20,3%, Tiger (Maspex) 18,2%, Monster (Monster
Beverage) — 12,7% oraz Burn (Coca Cola) — 5,1%. Cho¢ w tej kategorii jest
ponad 100 marek, zdecydowana wickszo$¢ sprzedazy generujg trzy firmy: Red
Bull, Maspex Wadowice (Tiger) oraz FoodCare (Black) (Szczepaniak 2017).
Wedtug raportu ,,Global Sports and Energy Drinks Market 2018-2022” do
kluczowych graczy w wielu krajach naleza Red Bull, Monster Energy
Company, Rockstar, The Coca-Cola Company (produkujaca np. nap6j Burn)
oraz PepsiCo (wytwarzajgca np. Amp Energy) (Czernichowski 2019).

2. Najczestszymi  czynniki, ktore decyduja o wyborze napojow
energetyzujacych wsrod studentéw sg walory smakowe, cena i promocja. W
dalszej kolejnosci dostepnos¢ na rynku i wielkos¢ opakowan.

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POLITYKA HANDLOWA UNII EUROPEJSKIEJ

W ostatnich latach wymiana handlowa na poziomie miedzynarodowym
zyskalta na znaczeniu. O ile obecnie jest to spowodowane wojng w Ukrainie, a
weczeéniej pandemia COVID-19, to dawniej réwniez istniaty liczne powody,
dla ktérych warto bylo si¢ skupi¢ na rozwoju polityki handlowej Unii
Europejskiej. W artykule przedstawiono rozwdj polityki handlowej oraz
zwrécono szczegdlng uwage na Swiatowa Organizacje Handlu, a mianowicie:
na jej historig, cele, charakterystyke, a takze jej osiggnigcia i rozwoj.
Zaprezentowano rowniez Ogolny system preferencji taryfowych w kontek$cie
ulatwienie krajom rozwijajacym si¢ dostepu do rynku Unii Europejskie;j.
Przedstawiono znaczenie handlu mi¢dzynarodowego, a takze zaprezentowano
kierunki rozwoju polityki handlowej Unii Europejskiej.

In recent years, trade at the international level has become increasingly
important. While this is currently due to the war in Ukraine and, before that,
the COVID-19 pandemic, there have also been numerous reasons in the past to
focus on the development of the European Union's trade policy. The article
presents the development of trade policy and pays particular attention to the
World Trade Organisation, namely: its history, objectives, characteristics, as
well as its achievements and development. It also presents the Generalised
System of Preferences in the context of facilitating market access to the
European Union for developing countries. The importance of international
trade is presented, as well as the directions for the development of the
European Union's trade policy.

1. Wprowadzenie i metodyka

Jednym z gléwnych wyzwan zwigzanych z uwarunkowaniem twierdzen 0
rozwoju miedzynarodowego systemu handlu jest zintegrowanie polityki
handlowej krajow. Z tego powodu Unia Europejska odgrywa gtéwnag role,
poniewaz nalezy do gldwnych propagatorow skutecznego handlu
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mi¢dzynarodowego opartego na zasadach praworzadnosci. Handel zagraniczny
byl jednym z pierwszych obszarow, w odniesieniu do ktérego panstwa
cztonkowskie postanowily potaczyé swoje silty. Wspotczesne tendencje
integracyjne najlepiej mozna przedstawi¢ przy pomocy jednej z
najwazniejszych grup integracyjnych, czyli Unii Europejskiej (UE), ktora
zjednoczyta kraje gospodarcze po 2 wojnie $wiatowej. Art. 207 Traktatu o
funkcjonowaniu Unii Europejskiej (TFEU, ang. Treaty on the Functioning of
the European Union) stanowi, ze wspolna polityka handlowa nalezy do
wytacznych kompetencji Unii Europejskiej. Taki system pomaga zapewnic¢
przedsigbiorcom dostgp do rynkéw zagranicznych na sprawiedliwych zasadach
[1]. Przysztos¢ UE wiaze si¢ z rosnaca liczbg jej panstw cztonkowskich.
Zwigkszenie tej liczby zwigkszy rowniez rdéznorodno$¢ ekonomiczng, co z
kolei moze zwigkszy¢ nieefektywnos$¢ podejmowania decyzji. Codzienne
wyzwania, takie jak zmiana klimatu, niestabilno$¢ finansowa, pandemia lub
wojna podkre$lajg znaczenie miedzynarodowego systemu handlu. Wczesne
debaty na rzecz utworzenia platformy utatwiajacej i regulujacej stosunki
handlowe migdzy krajami miaty na celu uczynienie miedzynarodowej polityki
handlowej bardziej przyjaznej dla rozwoju. W pierwszych dekadach XX w.
kwestie handlowe wymagaly coraz bardziej ztozonych interakcji miedzy
panstwami. Jedna nie wszystkie kraje maja roéwne szanse na rynku
miedzynarodowym. Z jednej strony polityk handlowa koncentruje si¢ na
wspieraniu polityk krajowych w krajach rozwijajacych sie, a z drugiej strony
wszystkie kraje niezalezne od ich poziomu rozwoju sg zainteresowane
wspolpracg miedzynarodowg w celu zapewnienia sobie stabilnego dostepu do
tych wymiany handlowej [2]. Dlatego w wyniku $cistego powigzania pomig¢dzy
dziataniami krajowymi i globalnymi, miedzynarodowa polityka handlowa jest
glownym celem rozwoju. Celem artykulu jest przedstawienie roli
miedzynarodowe;j polityki handlowej z wyszczegdlnieniem polityki handlowej
Unii Europejskiej oraz okreslenie tego jak wpisuje si¢ w ogolnym kontekscie
celow na rzecz rozwoju. W artykule wykorzystano analiz¢ fachowej literatury
przedmiotu, w tym pras¢ Parlamentu Europejskiego oraz Rady Unii
Europejskiej.

2. Wyniki badan i dyskusja

W temacie poruszanym w artykule bardzo duze znaczenie ma Uktad
Ogoblny w Sprawie Cet i Handlu (GATT, ang. General Agreement for Tariffs
and Trade), ktory zostat zawarty 30 pazdziernika 1947 r. w Genewie i
obowigzywat od 1 stycznia 1948 do 1995 roku. Dzigki GATT powstal system
zasad handlowych, ktoéry zostal uznawany na arenie mig¢dzynarodowej,
poniewaz zapewnia rowne warunki dla wszystkich czlonkow [2]. Czgsto
wystepuja problemy, z ktorymi borykaja si¢ wszystkie kraje. Nie tylko te
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biedne, ale roéwniez bogate. Mozna do nich zaliczy¢: wystgpowanie
nierownosci 1 walka ze starzejacym si¢ spoteczenstwem. Rozwigzanie tych
probleméw nie przynosi bezposrednich korzysci transgranicznych i dlatego sa
to cele krajowe. Natomiast problemy takie jak zmiana klimatu, migracja i
dostep do zywnosci dotyczy catego globu. Wszystkie kraje niezaleznie od
poziomu rozwojowego czy dochodowego majg wspdlny interes w rozwigzaniu
istniejagcych wyzwan. Z tego powodu powstato kilka wzorcoOw wspolpracy
migdzynarodowej. Wspotpraca moze zosta¢ utatwiona przez instytucje. Jednak
obecny pesymizm stawia pod znakiem zapytania zdolno$¢ istniejacych
instytucji do dostosowania si¢ do zmian wladzy i coraz bardziej ztozonych
probleméw. Handel miedzynarodowy to nie tylko wymiana dobr materialnych,
ale takze wymiana ustug i idei. Z tego powodu GATT zostal przeksztalcony w
1995 roku w Swiatowa Organizacje Handlu (WTO, ang. World Trade
Organization), ktora przejeta wezeéniejsze umowy handlowe oraz wprowadzita
nowe porozumienia. Do najwazniejszych z nich mozna zaliczy¢: Uktad Ogblny
w sprawie Handlu Ustugami (GATS, ang. General Agreement in Trade of
Services) oraz Porozumienie w sprawie Handlowych Aspektow Praw
Wriasnosci Intelektualnej (TRIPS, ang. Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
Intellectual Property Rights). Najwazniejszym jednak osiagnieciem WTO jest
umocnienie Organu Rozwigzywania Sporéw (Organ DSB, ang. Dispute
Settlement Body). Organ ten jest uprawniony do rozwigzywania sporow
handlowych na podstawie z gory ustalonych zasad, ktore umozliwiaja
cztonkom WTO, bez wzgledu na ich sitg polityczng i znaczenie gospodarcze,
na wnoszenie skarg w przypadku naruszenia zasad WTO. Cztonkowie w
zwigzku z tym mogg réwniez ubiegaé sie o rekompensate. Mechanizm ten
przyczynit si¢ do ograniczenia jednostronnych dzialan obronnych, ktore mogty
doprowadzi¢ do otwartej wojny handlowej. System dawat rowniez gwarancje,
ze silniejsi cztonkowie nie beda mieli przewagi nad stabszymi. W latach 1995
— 2022 Unia Europejska wystepowata: w 110 sporach jako strona skarzaca, w
91 sporach jako strona pozwana, w 216 sporach jako strona trzecia. W 2001 r.
cztonkowie WTO rozpoczeli runde ambitnych i wielostronnych negocjacji
handlowych zwanych ,,Runda dauhanska” lub ,,dauhanska agenda rozwoju”.
Jej glownym celem jest uznanie rozwoju za podstawowy element §wiatowego
systemu handlu. Negocjacje maja na celu zwigkszenie roli krajow
rozwijajacych sie i podniesienie ich zdolnosci do czerpania korzysci z handlu
migdzynarodowego, a takze pomocy im w zwalczaniu ubdstwa. W grudniu
2005 r. na konferencji ministerialnej WTO w Hongkongu podjeto inicjatywe w
zakresie pomocy na rzecz wymiany handlowej, ktora stanowita uzupehienie
dauhanskiej agend rozwoju i zapewniala wsparcie w zakresie budowania
dolnosci handlowych w celu generowania wzrostu gospodarczego i
przeciwdziatania ubdstwu. Negocjacje odnosnie ,,Rundy dauhanskiej” nadal
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trwaja, poniewaz utkngty w martwym punkcie w waznych obszarach, gldwnie
zwigzanych z dostgpem do rynku. Najwicksze rozbiezno$ci dotyczg metod
przeksztalcania mig¢dzynarodowego systemu handlu [3]. Unia Europejska
zmuszona zostata do znalezienia alternatywnych sposoboéw zagwarantowania
lepszego dostgpu do rynkow panstw trzecich. W 2015 r. podczas dziewiatej
konferencji ministerialnej WTO na Bali ratyfikowano porozumienie o
ulatwieniach w handlu. Dzigki temu w kolejnych latach wprowadzono nowa
generacje kompleksow uméw o wolnym handlu, ktére wykraczaja poza
obnizki taryf celnych oraz handel towarami, m.in.: podpisano wielostronne
porozumienie handlowe miedzy UE a Peru, Kolumbig oraz Ekwadorem,
stworzono uktad z panstwami Ameryki Srodkowej oraz podpisano
kompleksowsa umowe gospodarczo-handlowg UE-Kanada (CETA, ang. The
Comprehensive and Economic Trade Agreement). Gdy istnieje jakis problem
to przede wszystkim trzeba najpierw go zidentyfikowaé, poniewaz dopiero
wtedy bedzie on mozliwy do rozwigzania. Waznym elementem sg réwniez
negocjacje i podejmowanie decyzji. Niezaleznie od réznic w zaangazowaniu
uczestnikow 1 réznych struktur cztonkowskich, mechanizmy zarzadzania
dzialaja w oparciu o procedury decyzyjne, ktére musza réwnowazyc
wymagania dotyczace wydajnosci, wladz i integracji. Podejmowanie decyzji
czesto opiera si¢ raczej na nieformalnym osiaggnieciu konsensusu. W swojej
polityce rozwoju UE podkresla znaczenie handlu i koncentruje si¢ na krajach
najbardziej potrzebujacych. Komunikat Komisji z 2012 r. pt. ,,Handel, wzrost
gospodarczy i rozwoj — dostosowanie polityki handlowej i inwestycyjnej do
sytuacji krajow najbardziej potrzebujgcych” odzwierciedlal istotng zmiane
unijnego paradygmatu handlu i rozwoju. Pomimo, ze handel nadal znajdowat
sie w centrum strategii rozwojowych, to w komunikacie podkreslono coraz
pilniejszg potrzebe rozrézniania migdzy krajami rozwijajacymi sig¢, aby
koncentrowa¢ si¢ na tych najbardziej potrzebujacych. Ogodlny system
preferencji taryfowych (GSP, ang. Generalized system of preferences)
umozliwia niektorym towarom z krajow rozwijajacych si¢ preferencyjny
dostep do rynku UE. Celem tego systemu jest utatwienie krajom i terytoriom
rozwijajacym si¢ dostgpu do rynku UE dzigki obnizeniu stawek celnych na ich
towary. Pierwotnie UE przyznawata jednostronne preferencje taryfowe, aby
kraje rozwija¢ si¢ mogly generowa¢ dodatkowe dochody z wywozu z
przeznaczeniem na inwestycje we wilasny zrownowazony rozwoj. W ramach
reformy w 2012 r. system GSP przekierowano w wiekszym stopniu na kraje
najbardziej potrzebujgce utrzymujac jednak jego trzy elementy. Pierwszym
elementem jest standardowy system GSP, ktory stanowi autonomiczne
rozwigzanie handlowe, za ktérego posrednictwem UE udziela dla niektorych
zagranicznych towarow jednostronnego preferencyjnego dostepu do rynku UE
w postaci obnizonych lub zerowych stawek celnych. Drugim elementem jest
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GSP, ktory stanowi konkretne zachety w postaci redukceji cet dla krajow w
najgorszym potozeniu. Ostatnim elementem byla inicjatywa ,,wszystko oprocz
broni”, ktéra zapewnia dostgp do UE bez cet i kontyngentow dla wszystkich
ich produktéw z wyjatkiem broni i amunicji. Od 2012 do 2020 roku liczba
krajow klasyfikujacych si¢ do standardowego GSP spadta z 176 do zaledwie
15. Spowodowalo to, ze dostep do programu posiadaja jedynie te najbardziej
potrzebujace kraje. Beneficjentami GSP plus natomiast zostato osiem krajow.
Z kolei do inicjatywy ,,wszystko oprocz broni” przystapito 48 najstabiej
rozwinigtych krajow, z czego jest: 34 krajow afrykanskich, 8 panstw
azjatyckich, 5 krajow Pacyfiku oraz jedno pafstwo karaibskie (Haiti). Jednak
umowy handlowe to nie tylko umowy o wolnym handlu, ale réwniez umowy 0
partnerstwie gospodarczym, ktdore skupiaja si¢ przede wszystkim na wspieraniu
rozwoju partnerow handlowych z panstw Afryki, Karaibow i Pacyfiku.
Umowy te stopniowo zastepuja jednostronny unijny system preferencji
handlowych. Za przyktad mozna tutaj poda¢ podpisang w grudniu 2009 roku
umowe pomigdzy dwoma krajami Pacyfiku — Papug-Nowa Gwineg oraz Fidzi
[2]. 17 czerwca 2020 roku jest rowniez datg, ktorg nalezy zapamigtaé. Tego
dnia po ponad 20 latach negocjacji na dwunastej konferencji ministerialnej
WTO osiagnigto historyczne porozumienie w sprawie zniesienia niezgodnych
zasada zrownowazonego rozwoju dotacji w sektorze rybotowstwa.. Jest to
pierwsze w historii wielostronne porozumienie skupiajace si¢ na
zrownowazonym rozwoju. Ponadto uzgodniono konkretne kolejne kroki w
kierunku reformy WTO, wsrod ktorych znajduje si¢ przywrdcenie organizacji
roli arbitra rozstrzygajacego spory. Ogloszono réwniez deklaracj¢ ministerialng
w sprawie reakcji WTO na COVID-19 oraz gotowo$¢ na przyszte pandemie, a
takze zatwierdzono zwolnienie z niektorych obowigzkow w zakresie wlasnosci
intelektualnej w odniesieniu do szczepionek przeciwko COVID-19. We
wspolnej reakcji na rosyjska napas¢ na Ukraine cztonkowie WTO zgodzili si¢
na ograniczenie restrykcji wywozowych i wylaczenie z takich ograniczen
zakupdéw humanitarnych Swiatowego Programu Zywnosciowego [3]. W 2018
roku powstalo nowe podej$cie w sprawie negocjowania i zawierania unijnych
umow handlowych. Nowe podejscie powstalo w nastepstwie opinii Trybunatu
Sprawiedliwosci w sprawie podziatu kompetencji migdzy Unia a jej panstwami
cztonkowskimi. W konkluzjach Rada odnotowuje, ze Komisja zamierza
zaleca¢ rozdzielenie (w formie odrgbnych umdéw) postanowien dotyczacych
inwestycji, ktore wymagaja zgody UE i jej wszystkich panstw cztonkowskich,
od innych postanowien handlowych lezacych wylacznie w kompetencjach UE.
Mimo, ze WTO ogoélnie kojarzona jest z wolnym handlem, to organizacja
czasem zezwala na wprowadzenie cel, poniewaz propaguje system zasad
sprzyjajacych wolnej i uczciwej konkurencji. Istnieja trzy bariery handlowe.
Pierwsze to taryfy, czyli cta przewozowe, ktore daja towarom lokalnym
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przewage cenowa nad podobnymi towarami importowanymi. Drugie to
uregulowania techniczne, czyli roézne przepisy majace zastosowanie do
towarow i ushug. Ostatnie to bariery pozataryfowe, ktore sa ograniczeniami
wynikajacymi z zakazow, warunkoéw lub szczegdlnych wymogoéw rynkowych,
poprzez ktére import lub eksport produktow staje si¢ kosztowny [4]. Unia
Europejska jest najwickszym na $wiecie eksporterem i importerem
bezposrednich inwestycji zagranicznych. Co z kolei sprzyja zatrudnieniu i
wzrostowi gospodarczemu, dlatego przyciaganie i zatrzymywanie inwestycji
pozostaje niezwykle istotne. Aby osiagnaé ten strategiczny cel UE chce
utworzy¢ staly organ rozstrzygajacy spory inwestycyjne — wielostronny
trybunal inwestycyjny. Komisja Europejska chce w ten sposdb zastapicé
dwustronne systemy trybunatéw inwestycyjnych przewidziane w unijnych
umowach handlowych i inwestycyjnych. W 2015 roku powstata strategia
,Handel z korzyscia dla wszystkich”, ktéra laczy promowanie wzrostu,
zatrudnienia i inwestycji z dgzeniem do sprawiedliwego handlu pod wzgledem
poszanowania praw czlowieka i $rodowiska. W lutym 2021 roku Komisja
przedstawita swoj przeglad polityki handlowej pt. ,,Otwarta, zrbwnowazona i
asertywna polityka handlowa”, ktorej celem jest wyznaczenie kierunku polityki
handlowej do 2030 roku. Przeglad jest nastepca strategii z 2015 roku. Jego
celem jest dostosowanie polityki handlowej do obecnych wyzwan i utatwienie
transformacji  ekologicznej i cyfrowej poprzez ,otwarta strategiczng
autonomi¢” [1].

3. Whioski

Polityka handlowa Unii Europejskiej ma ogromne znaczenie w rozwoju
mi¢dzynarodowej polityki handlu. Najwazniejsi przedstawiciele krajow Unii
Europejskiej wymienili dziatania, ktére nalezy w tym kierunku podjaé.
Stwierdzili, ze przede wszystkim nalezy utrzyma¢ 1 poglebi¢ system
wielostronny, ktorego funkcjonowanie oparte jest na zasadach. Zwrocili
rowniez uwagg na wage szybkiego przyjmowania wnioskow ustawodawczych
W sprawie monitorowania bezposrednich inwestycji zagranicznych, co
pomogloby w realizacji unijnego programu w sprawie handlu. Kolejna wazna
kwestig jest konsekwentne zwalczanie unikania opodatkowania, uchylania si¢
od podatkow oraz oszustw podatkowych. Nalezy rowniez potozy¢ nacisk na
potrzebg dostosowania systemow podatkowych do ery cyfrowej. Podkreslili
roOwniez wage rozwoju wysokiej jakosci badan naukowych, dzigki ktorym
mozliwe bedzie stworzenie nowych produktéw, ustug i modeli biznesowych w
catej Unii Europejskiej. Powiedzieli rdéwniez o istotnym znaczeniu
przyspieszenia prac nad pozostalymi wnioskami ustawodawczymi dotyczacymi
jednolitego rynku tre$ci cyfrowych, ktore sg niezbedne dla budowania
europejskiej gospodarki opartej na danych oraz rozwoju sztucznej inteligencji.
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Na koniec podkreslili znaczenie kontynuacji prac nad umowa wystapieniowa
[5]. Rozwijanie $wiatowych stosunkoéw gospodarczych w oparciu 0
zintegrowang polityke migdzynarodowa handlu ma coraz wigksze znaczenie
dla wielu gospodarek narodowych, a w szczegdlnosci dla krajow Unii
Europejskiej. Rosnaca wspoétzalezno$¢ gospodarcza pomiedzy jednostkami
gospodarczymi wyraznie przejawia si¢ w tempie i czasie trwania $wiatowych
kryzyséw gospodarczych — w czasie wojny i pandemii.
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ZNACZENIE SEKTORA USLUG W POLSCE | NA SWIECIE

Ushugi odgrywaja kluczowa rolg w gospodarce kazdego panstwa,
zarébwno jako zrddlo zatrudnienia, jak i rowniez jako podstawowy motor
wzrostu gospodarczego. Stanowig one coraz wiekszg cze$¢ Produktu
Krajowego Brutto (PKB) wiclu krajow na $wiecie. Natomiast sektor ustugowy
stal sie¢ najwazniejszym sektorem gospodarek krajow rozwinietych. Sektor
ustug odgrywa rowniez coraz wiekszg role w zatrudnieniu oraz ma duze i
wcigz niewyczerpane mozliwosci tworzenia nowych miejsc pracy. Ustugi sa
kluczowe dla rozwoju innowacyjnoséci, wytwarzania dobr, a takze dla
zapewnienia konkurencyjno$ci panstwa w skali globalnej. Nauka przyczynia
sie¢ do rozwoju rolnictwa i przemyshi, jednakze zaawansowane i wcigz
rozwijajace si¢ ushugi przyczyniaja si¢ do polepszenia komfortu zycia
cztowieka. Prace, ktore jeszcze niedawno kazdy czlowiek wykonywat
samodzielnie, teraz zlecane s3 firmom ustugowym, ktore dzicki dobrze
wyszkolonej kadrze pracowniczej przejmuja wiele obowigzkéw obywateli.
Dzigki temu napedzaja rozwdj gospodarczy krajow. W niniejszej pracy
wskazano zaréwno na istote ustug, jak i ich r6znorodne role w gospodarce
panstwa. Poruszono takze kwestie dotyczace klasyfikacji ustug, a takze ich
wplywu nie tylko na rozwoj gospodarczy panstwa, ale i rozwdj spoteczny.

Services play a key role in every country's economy, both as a source of
employment and also as a primary engine of economic growth. They account
for an increasing share of the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of many
countries around the world. The service sector, meanwhile, has become the
most important sector of the economies of developed countries. The service
sector also plays an increasingly important role in employment and has a large
and still inexhaustible potential to create new jobs. Services are crucial for the
development of innovation, the production of goods, and for ensuring the
country's competitiveness on a global scale. Science contributes to the
development of agriculture and industry, however, advanced and still
developing services contribute to the improvement of human well-being. Work
that not long ago every person did on their own is now outsourced to service
companies, which, thanks to a well-trained workforce, take over many of the
responsibilities of citizens. As a result, they drive the economic development of
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countries. This paper points out both the essence of services and their various
roles in the country's economy. It also touches on the classification of services,
as well as their impact not only on the economic development of the state, but
also on social development.

1. Wprowadzenie i problem badawczy

O tym jak bardzo rdéznorodne i powszechne sa ustugi, swiadczy fakt
duzego zréznicowania kategorii wchodzacych w ich sktad. Mowa tutaj o takich
ustugach jak: ustugi transportowe, gastronomiczne, hotelarskie, informacyjne,
finansowe, ubezpieczeniowe, edukacyjne, zdrowotne czy zwigzane z kulturg i
rozrywka. Mozna wigc dostrzec duze spektrum tego poje¢cia. Oczywistym jest,
iz kazdy cztowiek codziennie korzysta z roznego rodzaju ustug, w zwiagzku z
czym kondycja tego sektora istotnie wptywa na jako$¢ zycia obywateli danego
panstwa.

W  pewnym okresie historii ekonomii, znaczenie ustug byto
marginalizowane, a wrecz w zatozeniach niektorych nurtéw ten sektor byt
pomijany. Jednakze nadszedt czas na to, by znaczenie tego pojecia zostato
zauwazone. Obecnie, ze wzgledu na mozliwosci zatrudnienia, generowania
przychodow, czy mozliwos$¢ wdrazania innowacji, duza rolg przypisuje si¢
wlasnie ustugom.

Celem niniejszego artykulu jest przedstawienie istoty ustug, ich
klasyfikacji, a takze ukazanie rozwoju tego sektora w Polsce i na $wiecie. Przy
opracowywaniu niniejszego artykulu wykorzystano literature przedmiotu, a
takze dostepne dane statystyczne odnoszace sie do omawianego zagadnienia.

2. Wyniki badan i dyskusja

Rozwazania na temat znaczenia sektora ustug warto rozpoczaé od
przedstawienia definicji ustug, ich cech, a takze zaprezentowania réznych ujec¢
klasyfikacji tego pojecia. Niestety jednoznaczne zdefiniowanie ushig
przysparza wiele trudnosci, ze wzgledu na rézne ujecia i rdznigce si¢ podejscia
poszczegodlnych badaczy do tego zagadnienia. Jako przyktad definicji, ktora
najczesciej pojawia si¢ w polskiej literaturze, podaje si¢ ta, ktora zostala
skonstruowana przez O. Langego. Wedlug niej uslugami mozna nazwac
czynno$ci, ktére sa powigzane w sposoéb posredni lub bezposredni z
zaspokajaniem potrzeb cztowieka, ale nie prowadzgce w sposdb bezposredni
do produkcji dobr. Jest to tylko jedna z wielu definicji probujaca opisac istote
ustug [1]. Istotnym zagadnieniem sg rdéwniez cechy ushug, wérdd ktoérych
wymienia si¢ najczesciej: niematerialno$é, jednoczesno$¢ procesu $wiadczenia
i konsumowania, brak jednorodnosci, nietrwatos¢, brak sposobnosci nabycia na
wlasnos¢ (przy czym to niematerialno$é jest kluczowym atrybutem, z ktorego
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wynikajg te pozostate). Specyfika ustug powoduje istotne trudno$ci, miedzy
innymi takie jak: brak mozliwo$ci pomiaru przed zawarciem transakcji kupna-
sprzedazy, niezdolno$¢ do transportu czy magazynowania, a takze zaleznosc¢
od wielu czynnikéw, w tym cech i kompetencji osoby §wiadczacej ustugi [2].

Z uwagi na setki rodzajéw ustug, wystepuje wiele sposobow klasyfikacji
poszczegodlnych ich rodzajow. W Polsce wystepuja dwa ustawowe systemy
zajmujace si¢ klasyfikacja ustug — Polska Klasyfikacja Dziatalnosci (PKD)
oraz Polska Klasyfikacja Wyrobow i Ustlug (PKWiU). Pierwsza z tych
instytucji powstala na podstawie Rozporzadzenia Rady Ministréw z dnia
24.12.2007 r. w sprawie Polskiej Klasyfikacji Dziatalnosci (PKD) [3]. W PKD
zostal dokonany podzial i pogrupowanie rodzajéw dziatalnosci wykonywane;j
na rynku przez podmioty gospodarcze. Kazdy przedsigbiorca przed
rozpoczgciem swojej dziatalnosci ma obowiazek ustalenia kodu PKD.
Odpowiedni numer wybiera si¢ na podstawie zalgcznika do Rozporzadzenia.
Natomiast w szczegolnie zawitych przypadkach przedsi¢biorca ma mozliwosé
zwroci¢ si¢ z wnioskiem do Osrodka Klasyfikacji i Nomenklatur Urzedu
Statystycznego w todzi o nadanie takiego numeru. Polska Klasyfikacja
Dziatalnosci petni funkcje statystyczng i opiera si¢ na statystycznej klasyfikacji
dziatalnos$ci gospodarczych Unii Europejskiej NACE Rev.2. Drugi z systemow
klasyfikacji dziatalnosci, czyli Polska Klasyfikacja Wyrobow i Ustug (PKWiU
2015), powstal na mocy Rozporzadzenia Rady Ministréw z dnia 4 wrze$nia
2015 r. [4], a wejécie ww. przepisOw w zycie nastgpilo z dniem 1 stycznia
2016 r. PKWiU wykorzystuje sie glownie w statystyce, ewidencji i
dokumentacji oraz rachunkowos$ci, a takze w urzedowych rejestrach i
systemach informacyjnych administracji publicznej [5]. Sposob klasyfikacji na
poziomie sekcji przedstawia tabela nr 1.

Na podstawie PKWiU mozna dokona¢ rowniez podziatu ustug ze
wzgledu na odbiorcow [6]:

» ustugi produkcyjne — przeznaczone dla producentdéw i biznesu a
obejmujace prace projektowe, dzialalno$¢ naukowo-badawcza, marketing,
ustugi doradztwa finansowego i prawnego, utrzymanie ruchu, naprawe i
konwersacj¢ maszyn i urzadzen;

» ushugi konsumpcyjne — ustugi skierowane dla konsumentéw, mozna w
ramach tego punktu wymieni¢ zaréwno ustug materialne (np.: handel,
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gastronomia, taczno$¢, ustugi naprawcze, gospodarka komunalna) jak i nie
materialne (np.: opieka zdrowotna, edukacja, opieka spoteczna, kultura i
sztuka);

» ushugi ogolnospoteczne — ustugi dla spoteczenstwa i1 gospodarki
narodowej, np.: wymiar sprawiedliwoSci, administracja panstwowa,
dziatalno$¢ organizacji spotecznych, ustugi ubezpieczeniowe i finansowe.

Ze wzgledu na wynik podjetej pracy ustugowej wyroznia si¢ nastepujgce
rodzaje ustug [6]:

> renowacyjne — przywrocenie (ochrona) warto$ci uzytkowej produktu
materialnego, np. konserwacje, remonty, naprawy lub ochrona (maszyny,
budynki);

Sektor przemyslowy na okreslonym etapie rozwoju
gospodarczego wykazuje wzrost znaczenia w gospodarce, nastepnie pewng
stabilizacj¢, ale w pozniejszych etapach rozwoju gospodarczego stopniowo
zmniejsza swoja pozycje w gospodarce.

Z przedstawionych danych wynika, ze w panstwach wysoko rozwinigtych
udziat ustug w gospodarce narodowej nie roénie w tak znaczacym tempie, jak
w krajach, rozwijajacych si¢ w danym okresie swojej historii. Szybki wzrost
zauwazy¢ mozna bylo w przypadku Polski w pierwszych kilku latach po
przeprowadzeniu transformacji gospodarczej, kiedy to udziat ushug w
tworzeniu PKB wzrést o ponad 6,5 p.p. w ciagu pigciu lat. Natomiast
najwickszy wzrost w badanej probie zaobserwowano w Ukrainie, kiedy to
udziat ustug wzrést o ponad 11% p.p. w 2004 roku w poréwnaniu z 1999 r.

3. Whnioski

Sektor ustug jest niezwykle zroznicowany, ale tez kluczowy dla rozwoju
gospodarczego kazdego panstwa. Obejmuje takie dziaty jak: handel, transport,
turystyka i rekreacja, edukacja, ochrona zdrowia, administracja publiczna,
ustugi biznesowe i finansowe, tacznos$¢ i komunikacja, gastronomia, kultura i
sztuka. Znaczenie ustug poczatkowo bylo umniejszane przez niektorych
przedstawicieli szkot ekonomicznych na rzecz przemystu oraz rolnictwa.
Dopiero w pozniejszych okresie w mysli spoteczno-ekonomicznej zauwazono
ich duzy potencjal w dynamizowaniu rozwoju catej gospodarki. W Polsce od
samego poczatku transformacji systemowej sektor ustug rozwijat sie szybko i
dynamicznie. Warto zaznaczy¢, iz obserwowany dynamiczny rozwoj sektora
ushlugowego jest jednym z czynnikow przyczyniajacych sie do budowy
gospodarki opartej na wiedzy [14].

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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF HIGHER EDUCATION BRANDING IN THE
GLOBAL ECONOMIC INTEGRATION OF VIETNAM:
A COMPARATIVE PERSPECTIVE

Simultaneous to the development of a knowledge-based economy is the
present integration of the global economy. In order to attain economic success
and catch up with global trends, any nation's primary focus must be on
advancing higher education. In addition, the competition in the education
market is increasing, necessitating those educational institutions battle for their
brand position in order to attract high-quality values in accordance with the
demands of businesses. Vietnam is a developing nation that has benefited much
from global economic integration in recent years. Therefore, branding the
higher education is necessary for the country's development and growth. Thus,
this paper will use the UPCD model to compare the process of constructing a
Vietnamese higher education brand with that of higher education in the UK to
identify the remaining issues that hinder Vietnamese educational brands from
developing. The University of Cambridge and Academy of Journalism and
Communication have been chosen for the typical case studies. From their
branding circumstances, the authors evaluate the issues that Vietnam is
experiencing and give suggestions for the improvement of the higher
education branding system. The study stresses on highlighting the deficiencies
of higher education in Vietnam and elaborating on the sources of this problem
in terms of administration of the education process.

Introduction

The contribution of higher education to economic growth is already
substantial (Edward Crawley et al. 2020) as university and corporate
partnerships have been strengthened (Digital Marketing Institute, 2018).
Furthermore, these reseachers admited that governments in a number of nations
have met a substantial portion of their country's development goals (Edward
Crawley et al. 2020) with the assistance of universities, as indicated by the
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supply of high-quality resources and productive research (Hilten, 2015).
Universities may contribute to effective commercial development since they
always provide high-level intellectual education and inventive skills for
students to build an innovative research environment (Digital Marketing
Institute, 2018). Therefore, it might be claimed that higher education is an
invisible force crucial to the nation's economic growth.

In the context of international economic integration, the importance of
higher education has increased due to its capacity to contribute to the
government and quickly adjust to socio-economic changes. Globally, the trend
of sustainatble development of many nations is orient toward the knowledged —
based economy (Edward Crawley et al. 2020), which replaced automation to
solve many problems arise continuously in the process of economic change
(Brussels, McKinsey’s 2018). This indicates that the desire in higher education
will increase in order to offer the required human resources for innovation.

More competition on the education market will result from more
advanced universities. Thus, branding for higher education is crucial to stand
out in students' minds and partners (Sylvie Lomer et al. 2016). It is essential for
all universities worldwide, but in developing nations, branding still remains
problematic, and the case of Vietnam is one of them (Tien, Nguyen Hoang et
al. 2019). Particularly, it can be observed that the rating of Vietnamese
universities in the global context is still a gap. According to university rating
websites, there are just six Vietnamese institutions in the top 500-1500. Times
Higher Education (THE 2023) ranks Duy Tan and Ton Duc Thang Universities
as 401-500, whilst QS TopUniversities (QS & Elsevier 2023) ranks them as
801-1000 and 1001-1200 respectively. The rankings for the remaining three
public universities (Vietham National University Ho Chi Minh City and Ha
Noi City, Hanoi University of Science and Technology) are 1501+ in THE and
801-1000, 1201-1400 in QS Top Universities. In comparison to the worldwide
education system, the Vietnamese system of higher education is still not
particularly remarkable. Studies have evaluated the reasons why this system
has not been able to improve its level to that of the rest of the world, one of
which is the lack of financial capacity and the inefficient use of money (Le Thi
Kim Anh et al. 2019). And it is evident that university branding will be an
essential component of the answer to this challenge. Consequently, this paper
will emphasize the significance of higher education branding in the context of
global economic integration and give updated evaluations of the situation in
Vietnam, thereby contributing to the enhancement for certain aspects of the
Vietnamese educational system.
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Literature Review

1. Global economic integration

This term has been popular at a lot of research. According to Philemon
Kazimil Mzee, economic globalization is a continual process since
governments, corporations, and individuals must constantly develop the
economy to stay up with the growing trend and worldwide competitiveness
(Mzee, Philemon Kazimil 2012). After World War Il, when the economic
market and production forces collapsed, it became apparent that countries had
to integrate under mutually beneficial circumstances in order to restore the
economy (Anh & Tien, 2019). These authors (Anh & Tien, 2019) showed that,
Global economic integration is achieved when countries cooperate in the
establishment of common economic principles and rules that are suited to their
unique circumstances and interests. This is extremaly the result of the
international cooperation period. As (Nguyen Van Trinh et al. 2020), economic
integration is not only the key to tying the economic system of each country to
the common market of the area and the globe when they permit the free
opening of their national economies, but it also interacts actively with each
other to construct a strong economic institution together. Basically, global
economic integration is the process of opening the economies of nations,
removing trade barriers and obsolete rules to trade benefits for both sides,
therefore forming an economic alliance.

Knowledge and economic growth are in constant interaction.
Globalization has made the global economy more knowledge-based (Hayes,
2021), and knowledge has also helped drive the global economy toward
sustainability by producing and using creative knowledge through increasing
commerce, promoting international collaboration, and facilitating the transfer
of technology (Nitsan Chorev; Amanda C. Ball, 2022). When a nation invests
in technological development, it demonstrates the growth of research and
education. Clearly, the measures to increase human resource knowledge in that
country are substantial (Sajjad, Barkhordari et al. 2019), and higher education
is a significant component in meeting this expectation by always seeking
answers to global problems (Digital Marketing Institute, 2018). This is the
economic development trend that major nations such as the United States,
China, Canada, Australia, are normally the main destinations (Nhandan Online
2021).

In developing nations, global economic integration is a tremendous
chance for governments to find many opportunities from developed economies
to grow their domestic economy, such as encouraging capital investment,
reducing tariff barriers, and boosting free trade (Anh & Tien, 2019). In
addition, the knowledge economy is a target for these nations since it
represents a potential for them to break through the economy, establish
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sustainable growth, and even be able to achieve sustainable development in the
future. Instead of focusing on high-tech growth like wealthy nations, low-
middle income nations will concentrate on information technology, human
resources (skills, qualifications, training techniques,), and the use of
technology to reduce government spending (Asian Development Bank, 2014).

Due to its active engagement in global economic integration, Vietnam has
been regarded as a country with a dynamic economy in recent years. According
to OECD Secretary-General Mathias Cormann, FDI capital has helped
Vietnam attract many multinational enterprises to develop their supply sources,
and he predicts that Vietnam's GDP would expand by more than 6% in 2022
and 2023 (Minh Duc 2022). Additionally, it is remarkable that FDI funds have
been used by the government in high technology and R&D operations,
indicating that Vietnam is advancing the manufacture of global products with
value added. Investment capital in manufacturing and assembly for factories in
Vietnam has demonstrated potential in recent years, as seen by the emergence
of major global suppliers such as Apple, Samsung, and Danish toy (Schrage,
Burkhard & Tram, Nguyen Ngoc Hong 2022).

To satisfy the requirements of developing high-quality production
activities, Vietham must currently emphasize the sustainable growth solution,
which entails concentrating on the development of a knowledge economy. Ho
Chi Minh City has marked this as an economic growth goal for the period 2021
to 2035 (Nhandan Online 2021). And now, the young Vietnamese generation at
the tertiary level has a huge demand for knowledge acquisition and is highly
accessible. They willingness to pay for high quality academic conditions
(EducationFair NL 2020), as indicated by the rising proportion of students
studying abroad (132,559 students studying oversea, including 20.273 students
go to the United States, representing 2.2% of all students studying abroad who
contribute $721 million to the U.S economy) (Vietnam - Country commercial
guide , 2023). It can be seen that Vietnam has great potential to develop more
strongly in terms of its economy in the competition of economic integration.

2. Branding in higher education institutions

Kotler defined that “Brand is a name, sign, symbol or combination of
them that defines a seller's product, makes it stand out and makes it competitive
in the marketplace” (Kotler, Philip 1997). Brand is also described as an
intangible or physical feature that combines identity and image characteristics
to generate a reputation (Sammut-Bonnici, 2015); a distinguishing
characteristic that customers can rely on to differentiate and develop a
relationship with the product (Sjogren & Trautmann, 2019). In general, a brand
consists of all the tangible and intangible factors that remind people of the
product's attributes (the target audience using the product).
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In fact, no research has established a precise definition of brand in the
context of higher education. However, brand may be considered as the process
of attracting students via the creation of engaging study programs (Amzat,
Ismail Hussein 2016). Universities must have the right customer-targeting
strategies to create a strong brand. Regarding the education case, the university
is the service provider (the seller), and students and their parents are the
consumers (Amzat, Ismail Hussein 2016), with knowledge being the
fundamental product to be sold (Koku, Paul Sergius 2023). It is evident that
there are differences in the training programs or teaching quality of
universities, and students have the option of choosing where they learn in-
depth knowledge; therefore, it is essential to create visuals product to attract
customers attention. Many research has shown that the primary objective of
university branding is to establish a long-lasting link between educational
programs and students, which is what investors, partners, and other relevant
audiences consider when evaluating a university (Koku, Paul Sergius 2023)
(Paul Clark, et al, 2020). Moreover, in the period of globalization, branding
needs to be more targeted in order to adapt to rapidly shifting demographics
and student demands (Amzat, Ismail Hussein 2016). According to
(Subbarayalu, 2022), there are several advantages of branding in higher
education:

First, the improvement of the university's brand will strengthen its
financial capability. A brand that has been positioned with the appropriate
identity will attract a select group of high-quality students and professors
proportional to the school's stature. This not only helps the institution maintain
its quality and position, but it also boosts its enrollment rate, fosters student
loyalty, and enhances collaboration amongst important partners. Secondly, the
university's brand will assist students position themselves in society, enable
them to distinguish themselves from the other objects in the same context, and
contribute to their general competitiveness. Thirdly, university branding will
boost the probability of students obtaining employment if they have
specialized training from a well-known institution. In reality, businesses will
use graduation from a prestigious institution as a criterion for selecting fresh
graduates to join their organization.

Additionally, in the context of global economic integration, university
branding must improve if students are able to readily select different university
brands both nationally and globally. Yet, there are no research that explore the
link between them in detail.

3. Evaluation criteria for the higher education branding

The article by (Tien, Nguyen Hoang et al. 2019) showed that building an
educational brand requires a focus on five objectives: establishing a vision, a
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brand mission, brand positioning, system design brand edentity, selecting a
brand model, and generating value. The authors believe this to be true because,
regardless of whether it is a private or public institution, a university's brand
must be based on a combination of educational culture and business
philosophy.

As pointed out by (Maha Mourad et al. 2020) about the perspective brand
equity in higher education, the key element to expanding the brand position is
the implementation of suitable communication tools, such as word-of-mouth or
brand image through international activities, service enhancement, or
marketing applications. Similar to this study, another article emphasizes that
what constitutes a strong tertiary brand is the university's concentration on
student satisfaction in to attract their loyalty and ensure the school's long-term
viability. And brand image is the determining factor in resolving this issue
(Chen, Chin-Tsu 2016).

(Sjégren & Trautmann, 2019) synthesized perspectives on important
factors for building a strong educational brand, such as brand architecture,
brand identity, brand awareness. But the research has revealed that these
viewpoints are not truly correct when evaluating a university's brand since they
also contain characteristics to analyze for a company, and frequently, they are
all from the perspective of the student without consideration of the institution.
Ghodeswar's PCDL model theory was used by the authors of this study to
evaluate Jonkoping University's branding activities.

This model describes the tools that companies can use to position their
brand. It has four main parts: positioning the brand, communicating the brand
message, delivering the brand performance, and leveraging the brand equity.
However, the authors created a new model called UPCD (University
Positioning Communication Delivering Model) when they realized that some
data needed to be changed when analyzing the case of higher education.
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Intangible Atiributes

The UPCD model has been upgraded to include three components for
building a great brand: positioning the brand, conveying the brand's message,
and delivering brand performance.

The first phase is brand positioning, or developing an impression of the
brand in the minds of the target audience. Managers must always consider how
to separate this brand from the competition. The authors of this study claimed
that if this step is carried out effectively, the brand identity will be highly
competitive. Yet, in achieving these expectations, managers must have a
comprehensive understanding of the factors of psychological impact that
establish intangible value and an emotional connection with the target
audience. Consequently, this step requires consideration of the following four
components: Opportunities (what the school can offer students, such as foreign
exchange, employment opportunities, connections, or reputation); Benefits
(innovation in facilities and technology); Tangible Attributes (large campus,
modern facilities, many new technology equipment) Intangible Attributes (high
quality faculty, learning environment, school orientation)

The subsequent stage in establishing a relationship with the customer is
Communication the brand message. After the brand has been positioned in the
consumer's mind, making the distinction communicated to the customer is the
repetition that allows the brand to be remembered and creates a relationship
with the customer. The UPCD model identifies eight key elements for a
university to fulfill its goals: events, show, student ambassadors, alumni
ambassadors, advertising campaign, targeting, and social media.

Delivering Brand performance is the final phase of the model. This part
assists the institution in measuring the effectiveness of its branding strategy
and identifies the interventions that must be performed in order to maintain a
competitive advantage in the education market. According to the authors,
analyzing and enhancing a brand's competitive performance relative to its

competitors will contribute to the growth of consumer loyalty, a component of
brand equity. In the case of higher education brands, the PCDL model outlines
three critical factors: key performance indicators, university performance, and
alumni/student care. The best way to create brand loyalty is believed to create
long-term emotional connection.

The UPCD model has broken down how the branding process works for
university branding in a very clear manner. It has found enough important parts
of a successful brand for higher education that other studies have looked at
them separately. Therefore, this paper will rely on the UPCD model of
(Sjogren & Trautmann, 2019) to make a general assessment of the operation of
the developing Vietnamese higher education.

Methodology

This paper will use comparative research, descriptive research methods
and qualitative research to analyze the current status of the branding process in
Vietnam in the context of global economic integration.

Initially, the authors create a table comparing the development of higher
education brands in Vietnam and the United Kingdom using the UPCD model's
components. This paper compares the United Kingdom to Vietnam since the
United Kingdom has one of the most modern and standardized higher
education systems in the world. This comparison will assist clarify the
circumstances under which Vietnam's higher education building has been
ineffective relative to international norms. According to the UPCD model, this
part will be separated into three major topics to compare the current state of
higher education. The first issue will be based on data reported and researched
on the university's standard quality, teaching quality, infrastructure investment,
and student opportunities while enrolling in educational institutions in Vietnam
and England. The second and third sections give a more in-depth exploration of
how schools contribute to the formation of their respective university identities.
In order to analyze the last two phases according to the UPCD model, this
study will select a case study on two public universities representing two
countries: The Academy of Journalism in Vietnam and Communication and
The Cambridge University.

In the phase 2, the existing status of the Vietnamese higher education
brand will be assessed in order to understand Vietnam's difficulties in
developing a brand for higher education more thoroughly. From that vantage
point, it is able to understand more clearly the opportunities and challenges
Vietnam presents when constructing a brand for higher education at this period.
This stage will utilize datas, researchs, and scholarly papers on higher
education in Vietnam, as well as data pertaining to the restructuring of
universities. From here, we may discuss the consequences of globalization on
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Vietnamese higher education branding and identify the factors that have led to
the current situation in Vietnam.

Research Findings and Discussion

1. Evaluating Vietnamese higher education process in global norms

1.1. Positioning the Brand

1.1.1. Oppotunities

Students who decide to enroll in the United Kingdom institutions have
several advantages, such as being recruited into professional level employment,
obtaining high wages, having the ability to extend their contacts with
professors and PhDs, highly qualified lecturers at the school, accumulating
many work and internship possibilities as a result of the school's partnerships,
and most importantly, participating in an international learning environment
with international peers. Universities UK, which analyzed HESA (Higher
Education Statistics Agency) data, found that 58 percent of young college
graduates held high-skilled jobs by 2020, slightly below the 15 percent
expected for post-graduate degrees (Universities UK, 2022). Meanwhile, data
from the Institution of Student Employers (ISE) indicates that the demand for
graduate recruitment in the United Kingdom is 20% greater than in 2019 and is
projected to rise (Universities UK, 2022). Nevertheless, university graduates
receive a comparatively high wage of £28,000 between the ages of 21 and 30
when they enter the workforce (Universities UK, 2022). The proportion of
applicants with a history of studying in the United Kingdom who are approved
for employment is quite high. This is due to the fact that when a student is
educated by the world's top education system, he will undoubtedly have a great
deal of knowledge and skills at work; therefore, it is a safe choice for
multinational corporations when picking new graduates. Second, higher
education in the United Kingdom will bring students into closer touch with
international lecturers and their world-famous research works, because their
education levels are always high enough to qualify them to teach in the United
Kingdom. The presence of private firms in public administration, particularly
in higher education, has enabled the education system in the United Kingdom
to have several links that assist students in the United Kingdom in finding
employment that match their abilities in the domestic and worldwide labor
markets. The most obvious benefit of studying in the United Kingdom is that
students are exposed to a global environment. Report of HESA has calculated
that in 2020/21 there are a total of 2,751,865 foreign students studying in the
UK and 2,146,475 local students (HESA, 2022), and it proving that higher
education institutions may serve as a bridge for students to build worldwide
connections by assisting them in developing a way of thinking, a diversified
lifestyle, and internationalization.
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On the Vietnamese side, chances for students are frequently centered on
exchange and internship programs in a variety of countries, with substantial
support from a number of institutions to assist students in acquiring global
skills and knowledge. In addition, they have ample employment options in
Vietnam, since the recruiting trend among Vietnamese businesses is to
emphasize the value of a graduate degree. Despite the fact that many
international enterprises operate in Vietnam presents an opportunity for
students to attend a local institution, as they will have mastered the information
and understanding in their home country in order to assist those businesses in
integrating their cultural identity here. Today notable schools in Vietnam, such
as The Academy of Journalism & Communication, National Economic
University, Hanoi University of Science and Technology, and Foreign Trade
University, have several cooperation projects with foreign institutions on
courses and curricula to improve the quality of students, bringing chances to
engage with the world closer so that each student has the abilities to adapt to a
globalized society. Yet, there are a humber of issues that Vietnamese higher
education has not resolved, such as the fact that chances for students are still
not truly equal among institutions and that few universities have reached the
aim of global integration for their all programs. To be able to grab favorable
chances, students must make a concerted effort to study and clearly identify
their learning objectives, and conversely, they are unsure of what they have
learned at completion of the course since their abilities do not meet real-world
requirements. According to a study conducted by the Training support and
Human resources development centre of Ministry of Education and Training
(MOET) (Hue, 2021), only 68% of students obtain employment one year after
graduation, and of those, only around 67% work in the appropriate profession.
It is evident that graduate students in Vietnam have not yet concentrated on
expanding their acquired knowledge in the appropriate direction, preventing
the quality of human resources from reaching a high level.

1.1.2. Benefits

The obvious contrast between the sorts of institutions in the United
Kingdom is what distinguishes them from universities in other nations.
Conventional universities, metropolitan universities, specialist universities, and
campus universities are the four major categories of higher education
institutions in the United Kingdom (StudyintheUK 2023). Universities will
establish their trademarks in accordance with their identities and the
university's mission through these groups above. Traditional institutions, for
instance, are the best universities in the United Kingdom, have a lengthy
history, a rich history of academic research, are frequently situated in major
cities, and always have higher admissions standards than other universities. In
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metropolitan institutions, there will be a greater variety of subjects, a greater
emphasis on catching up with new trends, and reduced tuition and knowledge
requirements for admission. Specialist universities will consist of a succession
of specialized schools or a certain subject, such as agriculture, economics, art,
cinema, and music, allowing students to pick their major in a sequential
manner and in accordance with the standard model. Lastly, there are
institutions within the category of Campus universities that are suited for
students who desire a studying and living environment on the same campus.
This cluster of schools is comparable to an integrated region that can include
the entire region. Each university group in the United Kingdom has unique
features, the growth and benefit objectives for students will vary. On the basis
of this, students participating in the higher education system in this country
will most clearly establish their own inclinations. Based on that, students will
most clearly define their own orientations when participating in the higher
education system here, thereby creating special benefits and opportunities if the
student chooses the right environment.

Higher education in Vietnam usually generates learning circumstances for
students when there are tuition-free for students who choose majors such as
politics, state building, or pedagogical training, and has a policy to cut tuition
prices for students from underprivileged backgrounds. The remaining sectors
still charge tuition fees are insignificant, much lower than international
educational institutions. In addition, scholarship programs are created in
colleges to encourage students to enhance their abilities. Vietnam's university
system is separated into two major categories: public universities and private
universities, with public institutions further subdivided into state-controlled
universities and autonomous universities (MOET, 2023). The difference is that
instead of the State controlling and spending money for grassroots operations,
autonomous universities will handle their own funds, assume responsibility for
the stages of enrollment, training programs, and scientific research or alter
personnel. Universities and academies in Vietnam virtually universally offer
multi-disciplinary, multi-vocational, and multi-local training; there is a division
in management structure, although groupings of training schools have not yet
demonstrated distinguishing traits. This makes it difficult for students to pick
the right career and study environment for themselves, and they prefer to
follow the mass trend without knowing the course's substance or the rewards
they will gain upon completion.

1.1.3. Tangible attitudes

Higher education in the United Kingdom provides students with the most
innovative learning opportunities. Each institution will have a distinctive
facility element that provides students with a variety of alternatives to boost
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their brand's competitiveness. For instance, Cambridge University has more
than a hundred libraries on campus with a vast collection of books and other
resources to aid students' academic development. In addition, the institution has
computer and IT services to give all services, such as free email accounts,
archives, software or courses, IT consulting services. Students can visit the
language center to strengthen their different foreign language abilities through
classes with native speakers and a variety of materials for comprehensive
language study. There are nine sites containing both historical and present
academic activity, artifacts in the academic and research disciplines of the
institution, and museums and collections here. In addition, there are several
more fascinating facilities, such as places for religions, ceremonies, and
meditations, music halls, and movie theaters, etc (StudentCrowd 2021). This is
a typical university in terms of its abundance of facilities, and it serves as an
example of how institutions may strengthen their competitiveness by
recognizing the variables that contribute to their brand positioning.

Education services in Vietnam have not yet attained a large number of
notable accomplishments, but its management have a long-term vision and
objective of development and progress. In this sense, there are differences in
facilities between public and private schools. The majority of private
universities, such as BUV University, RMIT University, Thanglong University
almost all have their reasonably decent facilities. These schools provide
services such as outfitting modern rooms and facilities with sophisticated
technology when providing students with iPads, outfitting a computer room
with Apple computers, investing in the campus, and acquiring new teaching
equipment, among others. Because the budget has not been extensively spent in
public schools, the facilities are still restricted. In many locations, it is not
possible to update current equipment, refresh utility areas, or invest in new e-
books for the school library system. According to the higher education
database system of MOET, several instutions lack labs, practice areas, libraries,
and other amenities. However, this issue has been greatly alleviated for
institutions that are self-funded, such as Hanoi University of Science and
Technology, National Economic University, and Hanoi University, as a result
of their implementation of many advanced training programs, collaboration
with foreign partners, and expansion of university services and facilities. This
has allowed all three institutions to consistently rank at the top in terms of
admissions applications in recent years.

1.1.4. Intangible Attitudes

Under the Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education's oversight,
institutions in the United Kingdom constantly maintain quality and standards
(QAA). In place of the inspection system, the self-assessment system has been
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adopted, allowing schools to monitor the quality of their standards in order to
actively develop and improve. In addition, the level of training standards has
been clearly proved by the fact that six British institutions have joined the top
ten of the QS Top Universities worldwide university rankings (Universities
UK, 2008).

MOET monitors and evaluates the quality of educational institutions in
Vietnam. In general, the quality of education has improved as the list of
accredited higher education institutions issued by the MOET has been
progressively expanded. 182 institutions out of 236 schools meet domestic
criteria, while 7 educational institutions fulfill foreign standards (MOET,
2023). Nonetheless, there are still 49 universities that have not been evaluated
as standard, indicating that the growth of higher education institutions is fast
but not quality-driven. There are now a growing number of enrollment
facilities to satisfy the university study demands of the younger generation.
But, many universities need to recruit a significant number of students (Minh
Anh, 2019), so they have simplified the enrollment procedure and established a
model for unknown quality teachers. This results in a mismatch between the
quality of student production and the requirements of businesses, as well as a
disparity in the quality of the Vietnamese higher education system.

2. Communicating the brand messages

As mentioned in the Methodology section, University of Cambridge and
The Academy of Journalism and Communication (AJC) are chosen to compare
more specifically the elements to make an educational brand. The authors take

Cambridge University as a standard to review the shortcomings of the
Vietnamese university brand more clearly.

2.1. Events & Shows

During the year, Cambridge hosts a variety of events for everyone. There
will be simultaneous online and offline events. These events may be classified
as "Take a virtual tour, Cambridge Open Day, Think Cambridge, Applicant
Webinar Series, Subject Masterclass, Teacher and Advisers' Event, Sutton
Trust Summer Schools, Post-16 Subject Matters, and HE fairs and exhibits."
The events are gathered on the school's website with complete information
regarding time, activity objectives, and target audiences (University of
Cambridge 2023)

Many events take occur throughout the year at AJC, categorized into
groupings of events/shows produced by students, the Vietnamese Communist
Youth union affiliated with the AJC college federation. Other events may be
highlighted, such as a series of activities to welcome new students, as well as
more than ten significant events hosted by the university's faculties. These
events are not only well-received and enthusiastically supported by new
students, but also by staff and the students. In addition, events for students,
such as academic competitions, talent competitions, beauty pageants, art stages
held by clubs, are quite interesting. For activities, the primary activities of the
Communist Youth Union at the school, open day programs, social charity, and
activities for instructors were heavily utilized. Unfortunately, the
programs/shows have drawn a large number of participants, but there is no
place to properly update information about upcoming events, which are often
posted on unofficial Facebook pages, or on the same page as the school's main
account which include lots of information. This makes it difficult for
participants to comprehend the school's current activities and makes it
impossible to inform others outside of the school about the school's events and
shows.

2.2. Student/Alumni ambassadors

In  Cambridge, student ambassadors are organized into the
"CAMbassadors™" department. (University of Cambridge 2023) This group of
students is selected by "The Cambridge Admissions Office (CAQO)" and
operates according to specified duties to support school activities such as
introducing schools to partners, exchanging experiences, learning experiences,
assisting students in understanding the Cambridge admissions process. Student
ambassadors at the school will be chosen as a type of employment application,
and this has had a huge impact on their work. In addition, Cambridge's Alumni
Ambassadors are an excellent network of alumni organisations from across the
globe. Cambridge has utilized this network with tremendous success to expand
its brand's reputation to several global places. Alumni ambassadors must have
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ties in their local community, be committed to strengthening it, and host
frequent meetings in order to qualify. It is possible to say that Cambridge has
created a successful Ambassadors program to increase their brand's influence
(Cambridge Corporate University 2023, Cambridge Corporate University
2023).

While AJC has several students and graduates with exceptional potential,
this system has not yet been implemented. There can be a one-way impact
when images of students/alumni are published on media sites for school
activities and because they have not been included into a wider awareness-
raising strategy. Yet, according to the school's advertising efforts, the
PressBeauty contest winners are the Student Ambassadors, who were chosen
by a panel of experts as having the most exceptional qualities. There may be an
image of student ambassadors at the school, but it is still insignificant
compared to the school's potential factors.

2.3. Advertising campaign

On the Cambridge University website, it is straightforward to identify
several projects. People and society are the focus of the campaigns, which
generate significant community support and represent a turning point in the
growth of community activities. This has contributed to the growth and
strength of the school's brand. The school's largest fundraising campaign,
"Dear World...Yours, Cambridge," has raised about £2.2 billion and inspired a
number of human development-related initiatives (University of Cambridge
2011).

In the absence of sufficient funds, AJC campaigns are not yet completely
executed. AJC is a public institution administered by the Ho Chi Minh
National Academy of Politics, which receives state funding to operate its
training stages and provides tuition-free instruction in a variety of fields.
Hence, investment plans for advertising are modest, but the school consistently
engages in public relations initiatives to contribute to society and encourage
students to engage in community service. This helps the institution maintain a
strong presence in the local community and raises the bar for brand growth.

2.4. Targeting

Cambridge University's educational mission has always been to "give to
society by pursuing education, learning, and research at the highest levels of
international quality." Thus, this university's admissions standards are always
stringent and rigorous. It is evident that, in order to get admission to
Cambridge, students must achieve competitive scores on the most prestigious
worldwide assessments of their aptitude, including A levels, SATs, T-levels.
After completing the rigorous rounds, students will be individually evaluated
by the admissions system so that they can change their admission criteria,
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demonstrating the university's thorough screening at each level (University of
Cambridge, 2023).

In addition to a few unusual instances, such as applying for the IELTS
score with highschool background and direct admission with students who
have prizes in national academic contests, AJC still uses the results of the high
school exam as an admissions criterion for students. In addition, different
exams will be administered to select students based on their highest scores for
various sectors. In general, AJC still does not have a clear target in enroliment,
they still based on the school's scores and enrollment experiences. This makes
it impossible for the institution to screen incoming students adequately for the
finest traits.

2.5. Social media

The Office of External Affairs and Communications manages Cambridge
University's Social Media platforms, which include Facebook, Instagram,
LinkedIn (including public and non-public sites for students, alumni, and former
postdocs), Soundcloud, Twitter, and YouTube (University of Cambridge 2023).

Social network at AJC is quite strong but still separate and many unofficial
channels. The Academy selects Facebook as the official social networking site
managed by the AJC Communist Youth Union for the dissemination of official
announcements and updates. In addition, there are several more communication
channels of clubs, events, programs, and organizations that are highly
developed, have a significant impact on students, and are managed and
established differently by various departments within the academy.

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3. Delivering the Brand performance

3.1. KPIs

The governance system of Cambridge School is split very precisely and
carefully from the center to the faculty boards to ensure that the institution is
always run in the most effective manner. The councils, the geneal board, and the
Board of scrutiny are the three entities responsible for analyzing, assessing,
evaluating, and planning all resources and effort to assure the quality of all
Cambridge operations (University of Cambridge 2023).

AJC currently does not have this system to evaluate this goal.

3.2. University performance

Cambridge has long held a particular position in academia, as it has
always scored quite highly on the ranking criteria. Particularly, according to
the 2023 update at THE (Times Higher Education, 2023) and QS
Topuniversities (QS Topuniversities, 2023), the university was placed second
for having the highest ratios of foreign professors, international students,
academic reputation, and recruitment reputation. Biological sciences, clinical,
pre-clinical, and health, psychology, and European Teaching were listed in the
top two, along with a variety of other fields in the top five to seven.

AJC has made significant advancements in the construction of study
programs and has proved the quality of training by achieving its aims to
advance the globalization of training quality and scientific research. AJC has
administered MiddleSex University's British education program in line with
the franchise model, enabling students to be taught in PR and Advertising in
accordance with international standards and to satisfy market entry
requirements. In addition, a system of high-quality courses with five majors
has been created at the school, with the purpose of teaching students in English
and strengthening their abilities in accordance with international standards so
as to generate high-quality human resources in line with global aims. When
scientific presentations and seminars are conducted by faculties with the
involvement of several professors and masters, recent scientific research
activities are also highly intriguing (AJC 2014).

3.3. Alumni/student care

As mentioned in the Alumni/Student Ambassadors section, Cambridge
has developed its student and alumni networks with tremendous success.
Particularly for students, the school has its own Student Support system to be
able to address all student welfare difficulties, including mental health
problems, physical problems, and other problems for them (University of
Cambridge, 2023). Alumni are of great significance to the school since there
is a huge, active community of them throughout the globe. Members of this
institution are always engaged in creating enduring ideals for Cambridge and
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substantial advantages throughout their lives (Cambridge Corporate University
2023).

AJC has developed many ways to fully care for students. Presently,
the school has sections for student affairs and training departments to deal with
learning problems; each class will have mentors who are lectures at the school
to provide guidance and assist with student life concerns. Moreover, the AJC
Communist Youth Union will be an organization that assists students in
developing extracurricular activities and practicing abilities. For alumni, the
institution lacks a shared community to facilitate better connections across
generations.

4. Problems assessing and reasons explaining

In general, Vietnam is conscious of the significance of higher education
in the current context of global economic integration. However, efforts to
improve the brand have not been carried out effectively. According to the
results of the research based on the UPCD model, the Vietnamese higher
education system possesses nearly all the components of a brand. In contrast to
international higher education, these aspects are not prominent and are not as
competitive due to the lack of depth and breadth of the activities. For example,
the problem of student teaching programs is largely still in the traditional way
even though every university has tried to apply many practical parts. Several
institutions have acquired teaching programs from overseas universities,
however they encounter language difficulties when staff are unable to instruct
in English and students' English proficiency is low (Thanh Hang 2021).
Insufficient facilities, budgetary tactics, student selection and training
procedures can contribute to the low output quality of students. This is the
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reason why the Vietnamese university brand has not yet emphasized its worth
while establishing the global equilibrium.

There are several explanations for this situation. First, public universities
consistently lack a sizable budget for investment and growth in all fields. Each
year, the Vietnamese government spends roughly 17,000 billion VND on
higher education, but in 2020, it is projected to spend just about 12,000 billion
VND, or for 0.18 percent of GDP. This amount of investment is low when
compared to other nations in the area, such as Thailand (0.64%), Singapore
(1%) and Malaysia (1.13%) (Ha Cuong, 2022), while many institutions are not
yet financially independent and must rely on subsidies. This results in issues
relating to the quality of instruction, such as low-quality lecturers because there
are not enough incentives to pay them to do scientific research and upgrade
their credentials in accordance with international norms (Le Thi Kim Anh et al.
2019). The institution has been unable to modernize its operating system to
attract high-quality students, professors, and other stakeholders. The problem
of the expansion of institutions of higher education is another reason.
Operating an excessive number of universities without corresponding quality
would prevent the growth of higher education from coming into focus and from
bringing certain sustainable qualities to a group or region of higher education.
Additionally, the Vietnamese education system is still unsystematic, since
universities remain under the supervision and direction of several
organizations, ministries, and departments, making management extremely
complex and inconsistent.

Conclusion

Vietnam has greater potential to advance its economy on the international
market as a result of global economic integration. It is evidenced by a surge in
investment capital and the number of international businesses with ties to
Vietnam. To respond effectively to these possibilities, however, human
resources must possess high-quality and relevant skills, particularly in terms of
knowledge growth. Consequently, higher education is always a goal for
sustainable growth, and university branding has been an issue for Vietham in
order to attract the attention of stakeholders.

This research demonstrates that a university's brand must be constructed
in a sustainable manner, beginning with fundamental characteristics and
progressing to creative development phases. From comparisons with the
education system in the United Kingdom, universities in Vietnam should alter
the management system in all of its components, maybe by adding quality
inspection groups, strategic management team, external and communication
team, and career advancement team in order to establish key values for each
school's brand. To develop a competitive educational environment, special

attention should be paid to the screening and selection method for students. In
addition, concerns pertaining to the connection of alumni and ambassadors
should be examined, as this contributes to the university's greater prestige in
the community and, in certain cases, to the school's budget growth. Educational
institutions should have plans to solicit funding from social entrepreneurs and
appropriate partners in order to enhance expenditure on all aspects of branding.
The government should examine more efficient education expenditures and
implement new legislations regarding fines for educational institutions that do
not adhere to standard requirements. In general, this is a long-term endeavor,
but if it continues in the correct path, it is guaranteed that the Vietnamese
higher education brand will become stronger in the near future.

Nowoczesne technologie informacyjno-komunikacyjne i wazrost ich
znaczenia w zyciu konsumentdw sprawia, iz odgrywajg oOne rosnacg rolg w
dziatalno$ci marketingowej. W pracy poruszono problem wykorzystania
medidw spolecznosciowych w komunikacji marketingowej przedsi¢biorstw. W
zwigzku z rozwojem Internetu, obecnie wiele organizacji utrzymuje relacje z
klientami za posrednictwem Social Mediéw. W opracowaniu przedstawiono
zagadnienie medidéw  spoleczno$ciowych jako narzedzia marketingu
internetowego. Scharakteryzowano media spotecznosciowe jako nowoczesne
narze¢dzie marketingu.

Wstep

Media spotecznosciowe sg obecnie jednym z najwazniejszych narzedzi w
procesie budowania marki. Internet stal si¢ obecnie waznym narz¢dziem
marketingowym. Sifa Internetu polega na tym, ze w tym, komunikacja w jego
ramach otwiera przed marketingiem wcigz nowe wyzwania migdzy innymi sg
to serwisy spotecznosciowe (Gregory, 2011). W obecnych czasach social
mediow istotne jest, aby przedsiebiorstwa wykorzystywaly mozliwosci jakie
daje ta forma komunikacji z potencjalnymi klientami. Chcac zdoby¢ badz
utrzymaé pozytywny wizerunek konieczne jest zaistnienie w przestrzeni
Internetowej. Inwestowanie zasobow, prowadzenie kont wirtualnych wptywa
pozytywnie i znaczaco na wigkszo$¢ obszarow dziatalnos$ci przedsigbiorstwa,
takich jak: reputacja firmy, jej sprzedaz, a nawet przetrwanie (Hamala, 2014).
Stwarza to szanse na szybszy kontakt z odbiorcami oraz na skuteczng wymiang
informacji na temat nowych produktow i wuslug pomiedzy osobami
obserwujacymi media spotecznosciowe danej organizacji. Wigksza liczba
followersow oznacza wigkszy zasieg wplywu firmy. Wazna zatem jest wiedza
na temat tego, w jaki sposéb dziataé efektywnie w przestrzeni wirtualnej. W
nawigzaniu do powyzszego celem tego opracowania jest Systematyzacja
wiedzy na temat mediow spolecznosciowych oraz podejmowanych w ich
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obszarze dziatan zorientowanych na klientow, ktore moga wplyna¢ na
rozpoznawalno$¢ i budowanie wizerunku.

Celem opracowania jest usystematyzowanie wiedzy na temat mediow
spotecznosciowych, a takze podejmowanych dziatan zorientowanych na
potencjalnych klientow, ktéore moga wptynaé na rozpoznawalno$¢ i budowanie
wizerunku.

Media spotecznosciowe — definicja i charakterystyka

Media spoteczno$ciowe maja stosunkowo krotka, lecz dos¢ bogata
histori¢. Pojawity si¢ one w przestrzeni internetowej w latach 90. XX wieku
(cho¢ zdaniem niektorych poczatkow mediéw spoteczno$ciowych nalezy
dopatrywaé si¢ juz pod koniec lat 70., gdyz to wiasnie wtedy pojawit si¢
CBBS, czyli Computerized Bul letin Board System, umozliwiajacy pasjonatom
komputerow wymiang informacji miedzy sobg. Pierwsze serwisy
Spotecznosciowe, takie jak np. Classmates.com czy SixDegrees.com, mialy na
celu podtrzymywanie wiezi i kontaktoéw (w pierwszym przypadku ze
znajomymi ze szkoty, w drugim — z rodzing). Za moment przetomowy w
historii social media uznaje si¢ czgsto rok 2006, kiedy to Wikipedia i MySpace
osiggnely szczyt popularnosci, pojawit si¢ serwis YouTube, a zainteresowanie
powstalym w 2004 roku Facebookiem zaczgto wzrasta¢. Obecnie liczba
SerwisOw O Charakterze spoteczno$ciowym jest bardzo duza i stale rosnie.
Social media stuza juz nie tylko celom rozrywkowym badZ podtrzymywaniu
czy nawigzywaniu kontaktow. Wspotczesnie media spotecznosciowe staty si¢
niezwykle istotnym kanatlem przepltywu réznego rodzaju informacji i tresci
(content). Nadal stuzg podtrzymywaniu kontaktow (zwlaszcza tzw. stabych
wiezi), lecz przede wszystkim takze wymianie informacji tematycznych
pomigdzy poszczegdlnymi uzytkownikami, publikacji opinii i pogladow,
dyskusji, nawigzywaniu relacji zawodowych czy wymianie biezgcych
doniesien informacyjnych (Popiotek, 2015).

Przy formutowaniu definicji social media badacze zwracajg uwage na trzy
komponenty: spotecznosci sieciowe (communities and networks), zawarto$¢
(content) i Web 2.0. Kompilacje t¢ nazywa si¢ czgsto trojkatem mediow
spotecznosciowych (social media triangle), gdyz zdaniem wielu teoretykow
wlasnie te trzy elementy konstytuuja social media. kazdy z elementow ma
zasadniczo do odegrania réwnorzedng role. Warto w tym miejscu pokrotce
przeanalizowa¢ kazdy z nich. Spoteczno$ci sieciowe to inaczej wirtualne
wspoélnoty zgromadzone wokot okreSlonych przedmiotow (np. tematycznie
wedlug zainteresowan, miejsc zamieszkania, przynaleznosci do grup
wiekowych, zawodowych). Wojciech Gustowski zwraca uwage na to, ze $wiat
wirtualny jest odzwierciedleniem rzeczywistosci. Ludzie ze swej natury dgzg
do wymiany pogladow, informacji czy emocji. W rzeczywistoéci, aby
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zrealizowaé te potrzeby, tacza si¢ w grupy. Nie inaczej jest w $wiecie
wirtualnym,

gdzie jednostki tworza spotecznos$ci (e-spotecznosci) opierajace si¢ na
tych samych filarach, takich jak podobne zainteresowania, poglady,
przynalezno$¢ do poszczegoélnych grup ze wzgledu na miejsce zamieszkania
czy rodzaj wykonywanej pracy (Gustowski, 2012).

Termin ,,media spotecznosciowe” odnosi si¢ do aplikacji internetowych
stuzgcych do komunikacji i wymiany informacji przez Internet. Wedtug innych
zrodet social media mozna uzna¢ za narzedzie content marketingowe. Content
marketing to strategiczne podej$cie marketingowe, ktore skoncentrowane jest
na tworzeniu i dystrybucji istotnych, warto§ciowych i spdjnych tresci w celu
przyciagniecia i utrzymania wyraznie zdefiniowanej grupy odbiorcow, a w
ostatecznym rozrachunku w celu stymulowania zyskoéw wynikajacych z
dziatan klientow.

Media spotecznosciowe mozna réznorako klasyfikowaé. Znane sg
klasyfikacje ze wzgledu na zasigg spoteczny, pelnione funkcje, popularnosé i
istotno$¢ na medialnej scenie itp. Andreas M. Kaplan i Michael Haenlein
sklasyfikowali media spotecznosciowe wedhug kryteriow autoprezentacji (self-
presentation) i stopnia samoujawnienia si¢ uzytkownikow (self-disclosure), a
takze stopnia spolecznej obecnosci (social presence) i bogactwa medialnego
(media richness) (Kaplan i Haenlein, 2010). Ponizsza tabela prezentuje owa

klasyfikacje.
Kaplan i Haenlein (2010) rozrézniaja sze$¢ rodzajow medidw
spotecznosciowych:

1) aplikacje stuzace wspolpracy (collaborative projects), np. Wikipedia;

2) blogi (firmowe, eksperckie);

3) spotecznosci tresci (content communities), jak na przyktad YouTube;

4) portale spotecznosciowe (Facebook, Twitter, Instagram);

5) wirtualne $wiaty gier online, na czele z grami typu MMORPG
(Massive Multiplayer Online Role Playing Game) jak na przyktad League of
Legends;

6) spotecznoséci zrzeszone w S$wiatach wirtualnych, jak na przykiad
Second Life.

Media spoleczno$ciowe jako nowoczesne narzedzie marketingu
Media spoteczno$ciowe stanowig obecnie nieodtaczng czes¢ codziennosci
kazdego do Internetu, ktory jest idealnym miejscem do promocji. Jest réwniez
platformg komunikacji dajacg mozliwo$¢ dostarczania konsumentom wiekszej
ilo$ci informacji o ustugach, produktach czy markach. Internet jest przestrzenig
budowania relacji na wielu poziomach: pomig¢dzy organizacja a klientem,
pomigdzy organizacjami, a takze pomigdzy samymi klientami (Matwiejczyk,
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2020). Uzytkownicy mogg odnalezé na stronach internetowych porady
dotyczace konkretnych produktow, sposobow uzytkowania jak i fachowe
artykuly opisujace techniczne aspekty urzadzen. Internet, poprzez
oddziatywanie bodZzcami wizualnymi, sprawia, ze konsumenci w wigkszym
stopniu zapamigtuja symbolike graficzng marki. Oznacza to, ze elementy, takie
jak symbol, logo, czy kolory sa tatwiejsze do zapamigtania i rozpoznania przez
potencjalnych klientéw. Co istotne, zgodnie ze statystykami najczesciej
odwiedzanymi stronami internetowymi dotyczacymi marek sa te, ktére majg
juz pozytywng opini¢ wérod klientow i sa powszechnie lubiane. Dla marek
Internet jest szczegdlnym narz¢dziem komunikacyjnym. Dziatalnos¢ w sieci
jest w stanie znaczacO pomdc marce przekaza¢ komunikat do konsumentow,
jak i doprowadzi¢ do utraty pozytywnego wizerunku w wyniku szkodliwych
dziatan konkurencji, ktora moze si¢ posung¢ do nieuczciwych dziatan (Grebosz
i wsp. 2016).

Aby zaistnie¢ w przestrzeni wirtualnej jako firma nalezy rozumieé
zarowno samg definicje social mediow, jak i najskuteczniejszych sposobow
wymiany informacji z followersami. Zgodnie z jedng z definicji, jaka oferuje
przestrzen wirtualna, followersa mozna scharakteryzowa¢ jako osobe, ktora
zapisuje sie na koncie danej jednostki, aby otrzymywac od niej aktualizacje i
by¢ na biezaco z jej dziataniami. Istotne sg rowniez rozne definicje mediow
Spotecznosciowych.

Charakterystyka mediow spolecznosciowych

W drugiej dekadzie XXI wieku internet odgrywa jedng z najwazniejszych
rol w prawidlowym i sprawnym funkcjonowaniu kazdej firmy czy organizacji,
ale takze przyczynia sie do nawigzywania kontaktow lub kreowania relacji
migdzyludzkich. Dzieje si¢ to za sprawg mediéw spoteczno$ciowych — takich
srodkéw komunikacji, ktore wiaza si¢ ze spoteczng kontrola i mozliwoscia
przekazu na dowolng skale. W 2010 roku zdefiniowano je jako aplikacje oparte
na internetowych rozwigzaniach, umozliwiajace wymiang tresci uzytkownikow
(Szydtowska, 2013). To, co przede wszystkim charakteryzuje media
spotecznosciowe, to ich zasieg, dostepnosé, uzyteczno$é, natychmiastowosc i
trwalos¢. Ponadto tworczos¢ w mediach spotecznosciowych osiagalna jest dla
kazdego, nie potrzeba specjalnych $rodkow wytworczych, aby dang tresé
opublikowaé, a dodatkowo kazda tre§¢ moze by¢ wielokrotnie modyfikowana
(Chobot, 2019). Mowigc 0 mediach spoteczno$ciowych, przede wszystkim
wymienia si¢ takie media, jak: Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, YouTube,
Pinterest, LinkedIn czy Qzone. Zgodnie z najnowszymi danymi na podium
znajduja si¢ Facebook (2,23 miliarda aktywnych uzytkownikow), YouTube
(1,9 miliarda aktywnych uzytkownikéw) i Instagram (1 miliard aktywnych
uzytkownikow).
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Facebook jako narzedzie komunikacji

Facebook, ktory powstat w lutym 2004 r., jest S$rodowiskiem
komunikacyjnym, w ktorym dowolne zdarzenia z ludzkiego zycia przeksztatca
si¢ w znak ze wzgledu na okreslony kontekst kulturowy i spoteczny. Facebook
jest interaktywny nie tylko z powodéw technologicznych, ale takze
spotecznych. Sami uzytkownicy zdradzaja firmom, takim jak Facebook czy
Tweeter, wlasne sposoby myslenia, postrzegania czy warto$ciowania. Dla
wielu 0séb Facebook jest trescig zycia codziennego, tak jak zycie codzienne
staje sie trescig przekazoéw funkcjonujgcych na Facebooku.

Wsréd Internautéw duzym powodzeniem weciaz cieszy si¢ Facebook
pomimo wydarzen zwigzanych z poufnosécia danych uzytkownikow. Facebook
zostat pierwotnie stworzony przez Marka Zuckerberga, aby pomoc studentom i
studentom uniwersytetu utozsamia¢ si¢ z innymi studentami. Zrobit 0 wiele
wigcej poniewaz Otworzyl nowe mozliwosci autoprezentacji. Uzytkownicy
Facebooka nie tylko czgsto loguja si¢ do witryny, ale takze spedzaja na nim
duzo czasu. Wedlug Kirkpatricka im starszy jestes, tym bardziej
prawdopodobne jest, ze ujawnienie wszystkich tych danych osobowych bedzie
ucigzliwe i ekscentryczne. Facebook jest wykorzystywany przez osoby
prywatne do wymiany informacji, a przez organizacje do monitorowania
potencjalnych klientow oraz ich upodoban. Zagregowana eksploracja danych
jest wykorzystywana przede wszystkim przez biznes do badania kluczowych
rynkéw. Chociaz wiele motywow korzystania z Facebooka nie zostato jeszcze
zidentyfikowanych, duza liczba aktywnych uzytkownikdéw pokazuje, ze
zwigzek motywacyjny lezacy u podstaw Facebooka jest z pewnoscig potezny
(Koohang i Paliszkiewicz, 2016).

Prowadzenie dziatan promocyjnych w mediach spotecznosciowych to
koniecznos¢ dla firm, ktére chcg budowaé swoj wizerunek w sieci. Jednym z
szeroko stosowanych narzedzi jest firmowy fanpage. Stanowi on wizytowke
firmy, platform¢ komunikacji z potencjalnymi klientami, pozwala na wiele
wigcej niz standardowe konto na Facebooku, a mianowicie:

e analizowa¢ statystyki strony firmowe;j,

e tworzy¢ reklamy,

e planowac wpisy,

e dodawac przycisk wzywajacy do dziatania (CTA).

Posiadanie fanpaga zobowigzuje marki do przedstawiania ciekawych i
atrakcyjnych tresci. Obecno$¢ i nieustanna aktywno$¢ jest niezbedna. W
przeciwienstwie do bardziej tradycyjnych kanatéow marketingowych, w social
media najwazniejszy jest ciagly dialog z odbiorcami. Kontakt z nimi musi by¢
spersonalizowany i prosty (Werenowska, 2019).
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Facebook, tworzac nowa, wirtualng rzeczywisto$¢, wplynat tez na rozwoj
jezyka polskiego . Tradycyjne dialogi zastapity interaktywne rozmowy . Litery,
stowa i zdania zostaly wiaczone do graficznego $wiata znakdéw . Poprawnosé
jezykowa stala si¢ mniej istotna .Znaczenia nabraly natomiast czas oraz
przekaz: im szybciej i tatwiej, tym lepiej. Do jezyka internetu, w tym takze
tego, za pomocg ktorego porozumiewajg si¢ uzytkownicy Facebooka,
wprowadzone zostaty animacje, emotikony oraz ikony emoji . Ludzie sg dzi§ w
stanie zrezygnowad z rozmoOw ,twarza w twarz”’, wybierajac ich wersj¢
elektroniczng (Wojtowicz, 2016).

Na Facebooku moga by¢ tworzone grupy. Grupy na Facebooku moga by¢
tworzone dla rozrywki i typowych potrzeb firmowych. Uczestnicy grup na
Facebooku majg wspdlne tematy, w zwigzku z tym firmy tworzg réozne grupy
na Facebooku; grupy zamknigte — dla wspotpracownikdéw oraz grupy otwarte —
dla fanow czy ekspertow branzy. Wsrdd celow tworzenia grup nalezy
wymienié:

e poszukiwanie specjalistow,

e wzmocnienie zaufania fanow, czyli klientow,

e sprzedaz towardw za posrednictwem grupy — tak zwane grupy
sprzedazy.

Grupy sprzedazy to rodzaj grup sSkupionych glownie na
kupnie/sprzedazy/wymianie towar6w lub ustug. orzystne dla biznesu moga by¢
takze inne rodzaje grup, nie tylko te poswiccone stricte sprzedazy. Dzigki nim
mozna budowaé skutecznie wizerunek jako marki/eksperta w danej branzy.
Wystarczy wowczas utworzy¢ grupe tematycznag, na ktorej bedg co jakis czas
zamieszczane porady, recenzje. Umieszczane tam sg odsytacze do fanpage’a,
jednak warto pamigtaé, aby nie naduzywaé autopromocji. Grupy sprawdzaja
si¢ takze do zbierania opinii na temat produktow lub ustug — mozna na
przyktad utworzy¢ grupe dla statych klientow, ktorzy beda wymieniali si¢
spostrzezeniami zwigzanymi z aktualng oferta lub istniejacymi potrzebami
klienta//rynku (Werenowska, 2019).

Bardzo duza popularnos$cia odznacza si¢ rowniez Twitter i Instagram. Sa
to witryny, o ktorych styszat kazdy uzytkownik mediow spotecznosciowych.
Firmy reklamujace si¢ na platformach spoteczno$ciowych zyskuja wieksza site
przyciagania poprzez zachgcanie klientow i uzytkownikow do tworzenia
wilasnych tresci. Tak, jak recenzje produktow i ustug, tak samo i tresci
generowane przez uzytkownikow, ktore sg udostgpniane online pomagaja
przedsiebiorstwom. Istnieje wiele sposobdw, na ktore firmy mogg wykorzystaé
tresci generowane przez uzytkownikow bez kosztownych konkurséw i duzych
upominkow.
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Twitter jako skuteczny kanal promocji przedsi¢biorstwa

Zaktadajac profil na Twitterze uzytkownik, czy przez osobe fizyczng lub
organizacje moze nada¢ mu indywidualne cechy poprzez udostepnienie takich
informacji jak imi¢ nazwisko/nazwa przedsigbiorstwa lub np. lokalizacje.
Podobnie jak na Facebooku, profil mozna uatrakcyjni¢ wizualnie przez dodanie
zdjecia profilowego 1 zdjecia w tle. Kazdy opublikowany przez
zarejestrowanego uzytkownika wpis, tzw. tweet, moze skladaé si¢ z
maksymalnie 140 znakow i zawiera¢ wklejony odno$nik, zdjecie lub film.
Analogicznie do znanego z Facebooka przycisku ,,Lubi¢ to” mozna wyrazié
aprobate dla danej wiadomosci przez wyr6znienie jej kliknigciem w ikonke
serca zlokalizowang przy kazdym tweecie, dodajac ja w ten sposob
automatycznie do odrebnego zbioru ulubionych wiadomosci, petnigcego
rowniez rol¢ archiwum (Pawlak, 2016).

Podobnie jak w innych portalach spolecznosciowych mozna
subskrybowa¢ wybrane profile, a opublikowane na ich famach tweety zostang
automatycznie wys$wietlone na osi czasu (tzw. timeline) uzytkownika.
Uzytkownicy Twittera oznaczaja swoje wiadomos$ci tzw. hashtagiem,
atrybutem rozpoczynajacym si¢ od znaku ,#”, bedacym ciggiem znakoéw
zawierajacych najcze$ciej nazwe wydarzenia, jego lokalizacje i/lub czas, o
ktorym jest mowa w tweecie, lub zawierajacym podsumowanie jego tresci.
Hashtagi ulatwiaja odnalezienie tych tweetow przez innych internautow,
szukajacych wilasnie danych informacji. Wiadomo$¢ bedaca opinia dotyczaca
dziatan rzadu mogtaby zostaé wzbogacona hashtagiem ,,#polityka”, a zdjecie z
morza hashtagiem ,,#plaza”, ,#morze”, ,#travel” lub podobnym.

Uzytkownicy Twitter mogg dzieli¢ sie, dyskutowac i przekazywac rozne
rodzaje informacji, poczawszy od codziennych wydarzen osobistych do
znaczacych wydarzen globalnych. Twitter staje sie coraz bardziej popularny, a
uzytkownicy spedzaja coraz wigcej czasu na korzystaniu z systemu w celu
tworzenia sieci, dzielenia si¢ informacjami, uczenia si¢ i angazowania si¢ w
zaj¢cia rekreacyjne.

Instagram jako skuteczny instrument komunikacji marketingowej

Instagram zostat stworzony przez Kevina Systroma i Mike'a Kriegera w
San Francisco i uruchomiony w pazdzierniku 2010 roku. Facebook wprowadzit
serwis w kwietniu 2012 roku. Jest to darmowa aplikacja mobilna, ktora
umozliwia uzytkownikom udostgpnianie zdje¢ i krotkich filmow (do 15
sekund). Uzytkownicy moga réwniez polaczy¢é swoje konto z innymi
serwisami spoleczno$ciowymi, takimi jak Facebook czy Twitter. Dzieki temu
umieszczane na Instagramie zdjecia mogg rowniez pojawiaé sie ha tych
stronach. Uzytkownicy mogg "lubi¢" lub komentowaé zdjecia i widzie¢ na
biezaco, co nowego wydarzyto si¢ w zyciu osob badz przedsigbiorstw, ktore
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obserwuja. To prosta i nie zajmujaca duzo czasu i wysitku aplikacja, co czyni
ja bardzo popularna.

Instagram jest rowniez platformg dla firm i marek, ktore w duzym stopniu
polegaja na wizualizacji i opowiadaniu historii w celu zwigkszenia
zaangazowania, generowania leadow i1 konwersji potencjalnych klientow.
National Geographic jest tego doskonatym przyktadem, z obrazami w wysokiej
rozdzielczosci i dlugimi podpisami, aby zwickszy¢ emocje swoich
zwolennikow

Instagram shuzy nie tylko komunikacji z innymi czy dzieleniu si¢
zdjeciami, lecz przede wszystkim przekazywaniu informacji. Kazda tres¢
(zamieszczany post) jest zwykle opatrzona komentarzem, tak zwanym
hashtagiem. Wykorzystuje sie go do kategoryzacji grafik odpowiadajacych
naszym zainteresowaniom. Stosowanie odpowiednich hashtagéw zwigksza
prawdopodobienstwo wyszukania naszych tresci przez liczniejsze grono
uzytkownikow.

W wypadku postugiwania si¢ Instagramem w kontek$cie promowania
wlasnej dzialalnoSci nalezy szczegoélnie zwroci¢é uwage na budowanie
spotecznosci. To ona pomaga W tworzeniu nazwy, tresci, wptywa na liczbe
polubien i pokazuje, kim wlasciwie sa odbiorcy. Zwykle po zbudowaniu tej
pierwszej spotecznos$ci (poczatkowej) nastepuje zawgzenie kategorii
publikowanych przez nas tresci. Tworzy si¢ feedback tego, w czym sie
specjalizujemy. Kiedy liczba obserwujacych znacznie si¢ zwigkszy, zaczynaja
si¢ nami interesowa¢ inne marki, ktore uznaja nas za ekspertow w danej
dziedzinie.

Podsumowanie

Jednym z najwazniejszych kanatow marketingu internetowego staly si¢
media spotecznos$ciowe. Bez watpienia Facebook, Twitter czy Instagram maja
potencjal, aby sta¢ si¢ cennymi narzgdziami, ktore, jesli zostang dobrze
wdrozone, moga pozytywnie wplyna¢ na wyniki biznesowe, takie jak
wizerunek marki, wzrost sprzedazy i reputacja firmy. Ustuga ta pomaga w
budowaniu zaufania pomigdzy osobami fizycznymi i organizacjami.

Zapewniaja one wiele korzysci dla przedsigbiorstwa, gtownie zwigkszenie
zasiggu oddziatywania poniewaz dzigki nim mozliwe jest dotarcie do wigkszej
ilosci potencjalnych klientéw na calym $wiecie. Marketing w mediach
spotecznosciowych pozytywnie oddziatuje na start-upy i budowanie wizerunku
marek. Poprzez regularng aktualizacje odpowiedniej strategii marketingowej
medidw spolecznosciowych, doprowadza to do zwigkszenia liczby wejs¢ na
dang strone, skuteczniejszego pozycjonowania, silniejszej lojalno$ci wobec
marki, wyzszej satysfakcji klientéw oraz mozliwo$ci nawigzania z nimi
trwalszych relacji.

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ANALYSIS OF INDIAN INVESTMENT CLIMATE

This paper analyzes the current state of the Indian economy, its recent
economic growth, and the challenges it faces in terms of competitiveness. It
examines its macroeconomic indicators: GDP, inflation, unemployment, trade,
FDI, foreign exchange reserves, external debt, and currency strength. Finally,
the paper explores the role of government policies and institutions in
promoting economic development, as well as the opportunities and challenges
that India faces in attracting foreign investment.
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Introduction. India is a populous lower-middle-income Asian country
[1]. It is hard to imagine that it was once the leading world power. An
advantage of a large workforce did not lead to intensive production growth but
rather to its extensive usage. So, India was late to the Industrial Revolution.
Later, after independence, the Indian government, like many, made a mistake
by sticking to the planned economy and increasing the public sector, thus
reducing its overall competitiveness. Now, it is back on track with high-level
economic growth and ambition to become a developed nation [2]. In 2021
India had the 5th largest GDP in the world after the USA, China, Japan, and
Germany [1].

Discussion. In recent years India made an incredible jump in GDP: it
increased almost five times from $468 billion to $3173 billion just in 20 years
(Table 1). It showed an average growth of 5,7% in the last twelve years,
including when it was about 8% and even 8,9% after the significant fall in
2020, which showed -6,6%. Despite that, India experienced high inflation rates
starting in 2007-2008 and staying until 2014, when the needed actions were
taken by the Reserve Bank of India and specifically by Raghuram Rajan. He
took office as the country’s central banker in 2013 and began raising interest
rates after five months into the job even as India's economic growth was
slowing [3].

Indian population is increasing. In 2021 it almost reached China’s with its
1,4 billion people [1]. Despite that, it is following the world trend of slowing
population growth rate; it has one the highest values among countries that show
significant progress in economic development. The wealth of an individual
citizen is constantly improving as GDP per capita rose from $442 in 2000 to
$2255 in 2021. The growing economy ensures the employment of such an

amount of people. In the last twelve years, unemployment didn’t rise higher
than 5,5%, excluding recent 2020 and 2021. India was severely affected by the
coronavirus, not only in population health conditions but also economically.
Therefore, it experienced 8% and 6% unemployment in 2020 and 2021,
respectively.

India is experiencing a permanent trade deficit (Table 2). So even though
it distributes large quantities of products all around the world, it imports even
more. Therefore, the volumes of domestic consumption (calculated as
GDP-Ex+Im) exceed the GDP, causing imbalances. It adversely affects the
rupees exchange rate, which will be discussed soon.

When comparing the gross value added with the distribution of the
workforce across economic sectors, using available data between 2011 and
2019, we can observe such imbalances: services provided to consumers and
businesses add more than half the GVA value but employ only 30% percent of
people (Table 3). In contrast, retrieval and production of raw-material add only
21% to GVA but engage almost half the working force. In the manufacturing
sector, we can observe some equilibrium. Good to know that the primary sector
is slowly industrializing as its share in GVA is pretty stable, but the amount of
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people employed there decreases on average by 2% yearly. In contrast, the
tertiary sector is increasing by the same amount.

Export and import quotas averaged 21% and 25%, respectively. Import
quota is higher than export’s, which is a negative sign. Still, it is clear that
Indian export is in demand, and there are further opportunities for expansion.
India imports massive amounts of crude oil to supply raw materials to its
multiple oil refineries. As the largest import commodity, it accounted for 20%
of imports in 2021. And through refining, India makes refined oil its biggest
export commodity — 16% of all exports in 2021. Other exports are diamonds
(6,0%), packaged medicaments (4,0%), jewelry (2,6%), rice (2,3%), etc. [7]

According to UNCTAD’s revealed comparative advantage [8], which
compares if a country’s ratio of exports of a product to its totals exports of all
goods exceeds the same ratio for the world as a whole, India has the following
highest rates:

18,7 — Rice;

12,1 — Vegetable textile fibers, not spun; waste of them;

11,2 — Synth. organic coloring matter & coloring lakes;

10,8 — Pearls, precious and semiprecious stones;

10,4 — Spices.

Most of the values lay in categories of manufactured goods; food and live
animals; crude materials, inedible, except fuels; chemicals and related
products; machinery, and transport goods.

Numerous companies plan to expand their production to India and use the
cheap Indian workforce to their advantage. Trade disruptions in China
contribute to seeing India as an alternative. For example, Apple Inc. is
expanding its operations in India [9].

Foreign Direct Investment shows a positive tendency (Table 4). It is
slowly reaching China’s rates at the beginning of the century. External debt is
increasing, but it stays at about 20% of GDP on average, so it is not a source of
worry as it is being hedged by increasing foreign exchange reserves. The
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overall national debt reached about 88% of GDP as of march 2021, which is
considered to be higher than pear median of 56%; the country's ability to
finance its deficits domestically partly offsets the risks associated with it [10].
The Indian rupee is experiencing constant depreciation. This might be
beneficial for the country’s export, but it can be argued if it is a balanced policy
or just the result of continuing trade deficit. Generally, such a tendency in the
currency’s exchange rate doesn’t affect the investment activity inside a country
in a good way. According to the Big Mac Index, the Indian rupee is
undervalued against the US dollar [11]. A Big Mac costs 207 rupees in India
and US$5.36 in the United States. The implied exchange rate is 38.62. The
difference between this and the actual exchange rate as of January 2023, 81.72,
suggests the Indian rupee is 52.7% undervalued.

As a long-term issuer, India first received BBB- from Fitch in 2006, since
it didn’t move in any direction, even though it had several negative outlooks in
2012 and during the pandemic [10]. S&P also assigned the country BBB-, but
one year later, in 2007 [12]. As for Moody’s, it earned Baa3 only in 2020 as a
downgrade from Baa2 during 2017-2020 [13]. Overall, the agencies mentioned
above agree on seeing long-term issuing as lower medium risk.

Fitch agency named these positive outlooks: stable recovery from the
Covid-19 pandemic; forecasted growth of 7% over the next several years as it
predicts some governmental infrastructure push, reform agenda and easing
pressures in the financial sector; facilitating of better credit allocation and
investment in medium terms due to improved financial sector conditions;
slightly improved debt ratio; recent track record of peaceful political
transitions, a moderate level of rights for participation in the political process,
moderate institutional capacity, established rule of law and the moderate level
of corruption; etc. Still, it underlines some of the country’s challenges: the
uneven nature of the economic recovery; implementation risks for
infrastructure spending and reforms; rising general government debt/GDP
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ratio; the risk associated with heightened global macroeconomic uncertainty,
and several others.

In the 2019 Global Competitiveness Report, India took 68th place out of
141 [14]. It scored pretty well in such categories: market size (3rd), innovation
capabilities (35th), financial system (40th), and macro-economic stability
(43rd). It performed well in research and development; inflation dynamics and
use of online governmental services; airport and liner shipping connectivity;
venture capital stability and financing of small- and medium-sized enterprises.
Moreover, the country showed favorable results in corporate governance,
especially shareholder governance; renewable energy and conflict of interest
regulation; and the legal framework’s adaptability to digital business models.

The report revealed some of the country’s weaknesses, such as categories
of adaptation of ICT, health, skills, labor market, and product market. It was
due to the low number of informational and communicational technology
subscriptions, the life expectancy of only 59,4 years, the mean of only six years
of schooling, lack of primary education teachers, the immense gender gap in
salaries, poor workers’ rights, high tariffs on imports, etc. There were also
concerns about terrorism incidence, freedom of the press, and quality of land
administration.

Doing business 2020 ranked India 63 out of 190 economies [15]. The
report looks at domestic small and medium-size companies and measures the
regulations applying to them through their life cycle. It admitted its regulations
on protecting minority investors, getting electricity, getting credit, and dealing
with construction permits. It also reviled some its weaknesses: enforcing
contracts, registering a property, and starting a business.

Conclusion. As this analysis revealed, India's economy has shown
impressive growth over the past two decades, with a five-fold increase in GDP.
Foreign direct investment is increasing yearly, affecting positively export
volumes and overall national wealth. The problem of trade deficit remains.
Even though the foreign exchange reserves and external debt are growing
gradually to overall economic growth, the national currency is weakening.
There are some concerns about India’s ability to withstand global challenges,
but also several positive outlooks on the improvement of both economic and
political conditions. India seems to be moving fast in development and
innovation direction, improving its world competitiveness. Many companies
that seek to diversify their supply chains will benefit from these conditions,
using the country's current inexpensive workforce. Although challenges
remain, India's investment climate is promising, and the country is expected to
continue its economic growth in the coming years.

The conducted survey showed that all respondents use it from mobile
applications installed on their devices. The frequency with which they are used
is extremely high, as the answer: "Several times a day" was chosen by as many
as 98% of respondents.

When asked about the purpose for which the surveyed people use mobile
applications, the most indications were recorded for the following answers: "To
contact others" - 58 indications, "For browsing social media" - 51 indications,

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THE IMPACT OF THE CHANGING ECONOMIC ENVIRONMENT
ON THE INVESTMENT CLIMATE OF THE NETHERLANDS

In terms of global industrialized economies, the Netherlands constantly
ranks among the most competitive countries. It provides a hospitable
environment for corporate investment from the US and other countries, as well
as offers an appealing business and investment environment. However, during
the last few years the investment climate experienced changes due to the new
tendences in the world economy and shifts in the economic indicators. It is
projected that the Netherlands is going to keep its high position in terms of
attractiveness for FDI.

Economic overview

The Dutch economy had been in extremely good shape prior to the
COVID-19 crisis due to economic growth, with many years of budget
surpluses, public debt far below 50% of GDP, and a record-low unemployment
rate of 3.5%. This gave the Dutch government a lot of financial room to put
coronavirus alleviation measures in place. The Dutch government responded to
the COVID issue by implementing a comprehensive assistance program for
enterprises who were impacted (Korseman, 2022). This program included
compensation for fixed expenditures other than salaries as well as support to
pay employee wages. In the first year of the crisis, the financial support
measures cost a total of around $70.5 billion (€60 billion). Because of these
initiatives, the number of bankruptcies filed in 2020 and 2021 was at its lowest
level in two decades (U.S. Department of State, 2022).

Dutch Central Planning Bureau's (CPB) 2022 economic forecasts were
released in March of that year. The outlook was clouded with uncertainty and
"much higher" energy costs were identified as the main economic impact as a
result of Russia's invasion of Ukraine. Due to rising energy costs and high
inflation brought on by the COVID pandemic, the CPB forecasts an inflation
rate of 5.2% for 2022, with a possible range between 6.0% and 3.0%
depending on how long energy prices stay high. In 2022 and 2023,
respectively, CPB projected 3.6% and 1.7% GDP growth. Compared to 2021,
when it was 4.2%, CPB forecast that the unemployment rate will be 4% in
2022. The low unemployment rate underscores a similar dilemma that the
United States is facing: firms are having difficulty recruiting qualified
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employees. By 2025, government debt is predicted to reach 61 percent of GDP
as a result of higher expenditure under the new coalition administration,
including defense, outlays to sustain an aging population, and assistance to
low-income households to balance energy and food increased costs (U.S.
Department of State, 2022).

According to the research of OECD, the second half of 2022 is
anticipated to have seen a significant slowdown for the Dutch economy, which
had great growth in the first half. (OECD, 2022) The buying power of
households has decreased as a result of high inflation rates, while corporate
investment has been negatively impacted by tighter financial conditions, labor
shortages, rising input costs, and uncertainty. The third quarter of 2022 saw a
little decline in economic activity as a result of this, and the fourth quarter is
anticipated to have stagnated as a result. Estimated annual growth in 2022 is
4.4% (U.S. Department of State, 2022).

In 2023, private consumption growth is anticipated to remain modest due
to the loss of purchasing power brought on by rising prices, which will only be
somewhat compensated by rising wage growth and government support
programs. Corporate investment is anticipated to stay poor as long as financial
conditions remain tight and there are still labor shortages. In total, 0.9%
increase is anticipated in 2023. On the strength of declining inflation and a
partial rebound in consumer spending power, growth is expected to accelerate
to 1.3% in 2024. It is also anticipated that falling raw material input costs
would stimulate an increase in investment growth (European Commission,
2023).

The rise in energy costs in 2022 caused HICP inflation to soar, reaching a
September peak of 17.1% y-0-y. Since then, the inflation of energy prices has
fallen, and in December, the annualized rate of inflation fell to 11%. To shield
customers from additional energy price increases, the government has set a
ceiling on gas and electricity prices until 2023. Although core inflation is
predicted to slightly decline in 2023, it will still be high because to rising wage
increases. Overall, it is anticipated that the price cap and the decline in energy
costs would cause headline inflation to drop from 11.6% in 2022 to 4.5% in
2023. As energy costs continue to decline and core inflation gradually slows
down, the rate of inflation is predicted to drop to 2.7% in 2024 (European
Commission, 2023).

Main economic indicators

a) GDP

The graph below (Fig. 2) shows the changes of GDP Growth Rate from
2017 to 2022, as well as projections up to 2027. As it is seen from the bar
chart, there were a rapid decrease in GDP in 2020 due to COVID-19 pandemic.
However, in 2021 the economy stabilized, which could be noticed from the
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extreme growth of GDP indicator. After that there is a sharp decline to 0.8% in
2023, which is followed, according to the predictions, by an increase in GDP
up to 1.7% in 2024. After that the figures are predicted to remain almost the
same with the slight decline from 2024 to 2027.

b) Inflation Rate

An early assessment revealed that the Netherlands' annual inflation rate
decreased from 8% in February 2023 to 4.4% in March 2023. It was the lowest
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inflation rate seen since October 2021, mostly as a result of the considerably
quicker decline in energy and fuel costs (-28.2% vs. -1.1% in February) and the
more moderate increase in the cost of food, drinks, and cigarettes (15.0% vs.
15.1%). In contrast, the rate of inflation for services remained constant (at
5.6%) while it increased for industrial products excluding energy and motor
fuels (8.8% vs. 8.7%). Core inflation, which excludes energy, food, alcohol,
and tobacco, likely remained at a record-high 6.7% over this time. From 8.9%
in February, the harmonized CPI, which is used to compare prices with other
EU member states, is projected to have fallen to 4.5%, the lowest level since
October 2021 (Netherlands inflation Rate, 2023).

According to projections made by Trading Economics' global macro
models and analysts, the Netherlands' inflation rate will be 4.40 percent by the
end of this quarter. Long-term forecasts for the Netherlands Inflation Rate
indicate that it will likely fluctuate between 2.40 percent in 2024 and 1.80
percent in 2025 (Netherlands inflation Rate, 2023).

However, using the model from the other official source of information,
the projected figures are slightly different. On the graph below (Fig. 3), the
statistic displays the Netherlands' inflation rate between 1987 and 2021, with
forecasts extending up to 2027. The price increase of a predetermined product
basket is used to compute the inflation rate. This product basket includes goods
and services that the typical customer spends money on all year long. These
cover costs for food, clothing, rent, electricity, telephone service, recreation,
and raw materials (such as gas and oil), in addition to government fees and
taxes (Netherlands, inflation rate 2023).

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c) Interest Rate

The Netherlands is a European Union member that has embraced the
euro. The European Central Bank determines the reference interest rate for the
Netherlands. The rate is referred to as a primary refinancing operation in
official documents. (European Central Bank, 2023)

Trading Economics' global macro models and experts' forecasts predict
that the interest rate in the Netherlands will be 2.50 percent at the end of this
quarter (Fig. 4). The country’s Interest Rate is expected to be about 3.50
percent in 2023 and 2.75 percent in 2024 in the long run.

d) Unemployment Rate

In the Netherlands, the unemployment rate calculates the proportion of
the labor force that is engaged in active job search. Seasonally adjusted
unemployment in the Netherlands decreased from 3.6 percent in January 2023
to 3.5 percent in February 2023 (Fig. 5). 356 thousand people were jobless,
down 4,000 from a month earlier, while employment rose by 2,000, reaching
9.701 million. At 75.6 percent in February, the labor force participation rate
remained constant. By the conclusion of this quarter, experts and Trading
Economics' global macro models predict that the unemployment rate in the
Netherlands will be 3.80 percent. Long-term forecasts indicate that the
unemployment rate in the Netherlands will fluctuate between 4.20 percent in
2024 and 4.00 percent in 2025 (Statistic Netherlands, 2023).

e) Investment Risk Evaluation

Investment climate in the Netherlands is favorable according to the
indicators that were mentioned above. Furthermore, the research of Allianz
shows that the risks connected with investment activity in this country is low
(Allianz, Netherlands Country Risk Report & Analysis: Allianz Trade in USA
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2022). However, the risk of investment depends on the industry of investment,
and it is important to analyze it before making final decision.

Taxation

The Dutch tax authorities offer excellent customer service to international
investors and work to give clear, accurate tax advice that increases the
predictability of long-term tax payments. Local tax inspectors provide
assurances in the form of advance tax rulings (ATR) and advance pricing
agreements (APA) guaranteeing long-term tax commitments for a specific
purchase or greenfield project. As the EU works to unify tax policies across its
members, Dutch tax policy is still evolving.

Currently, the corporate tax rate on taxable earnings for Dutch firms and
branches of international corporations is 25%, placing the country below its
bigger neighbors and in the center of the EU's corporate tax rate distribution.
Corporate income tax rates in the Netherlands are now 19% for the first
€200,000 of taxable profits and 25.8% for taxable profits over €200,000. It
means that there was an increase of the corporate tax rate since 2022. The
changes could be seen in the Table 1 (Incentives & taxes, 2023; Dentons, 22).

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Dividends and capital gains from a foreign subsidiary are typically
excluded from Dutch corporation taxes. Both the corporation tax rate and the
effective corporate tax rate in the Netherlands are close to the EU average,
according to studies of the company tax structures of EU member states.
However, when other advantageous factors are taken into account, such as the
possibility for the tax authorities to give corporations clarity on how taxes will
be treated in the future via "advance" rulings and agreements like ATR and/or
APA, the Dutch corporate tax structure ranks among the most competitive in
Europe. Moreover, the Netherlands does not impose a branch profit tax or a
withholding tax neither on interest nor royalties (Financién, 2022).

As for the income tax, there also will be some changes in the following
year. For income up to EUR 73,031 in 2023, the basic rate of individual
income tax will decrease from 37.07% to 36.93%, with the highest rate
remaining at 49.50% (rates apply for individuals subject to state social security
contributions). Moreover, there will be a rise in the tax-free limit from EUR
50,650 to EUR 57,000, as well as a 1% annual increase in the tax rate on
individual Box 3 income (taxable income from savings and invested assets),
from 31% to 32% in 2023, 33% in 2024, and 34% in 2025 (doubled for
partners) (Orbitax, 2022).

Policies towards FDI

The Dutch government has shown a rising concern for safeguarding its
free-market economy from the harmful influence of other nations. In
accordance with an EU requirement, the Netherlands is in the process of
implementing a formal domestic investment screening procedure. The long-
awaited investment screening regulation for the telecoms industry went into
effect in May 2020. The law creating a framework for investment screening for
all vital industries went into effect in December 2020 with the intention of
safeguarding Dutch national security (ITA, 2022).

The Dutch government is analyzing the best ways to safeguard its
economic security and maintain its status as one of the most open economies in
the world in coordination with the European Union. In order to protect its
national security, the Netherlands has put in place screening procedures for
foreign investments and purchases (EIB, 2022). In 2020, the first of these laws
— one on investment screening in accordance with an EU directive and another
on unwelcome outside interference in the telecoms industry — was passed. The
government is working to broaden the scope of screening procedures to include
sensitive technology. A new law that will take effect as of September 2020 was
approved by Parliament in 2022 (U.S. Department of State, 2022).

Speaking about investment incentives, both local and international
investors have to meet the same general qualifications to participate in
investment subsidy programs. Dutch economic policy has historically used
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industry-specific, targeted investment incentives to encourage economic goals
and allow economic transformation. Regulations include specifics about these
subsidies and incentives. If there is no tax burden, subsidies are given out in the
form of tax credits through corporate tax refunds (Subsidies and programmes,
2023)

Information and communications technology (ICT), biotechnology,
medical technology, electronic components, and manufacturing and equipment
are examples of growing areas where FDI is typically focused. Investment
initiatives are mostly focused on value-added logistics, machinery and
equipment, and food (U.S. Department of State, 2022).

Since 2010, the government has moved away from conventional
industrial assistance programs in favor of a thorough strategy for public-private
finance arrangements in sectors where investment is regarded to have strategic
importance. The beneficiary sectors for jointly-financed (public and private)
R&D are chosen by the government, academia, and business. The
government's industrial policy is centered on nine "Top Sectors": high tech,
horticulture, life sciences, logistics, agriculture and food, and energy and water
(Ministerie van Economische Zaken, 2020).

Conclusion

To conclude, nowadays the Netherlands' economic strengths include a
stable political and macroeconomic environment, a highly developed financial
sector, a strategic position, a well-educated and productive labor population,
and high-quality physical and communications infrastructure. Investors in the
Netherlands benefit from the country's highly competitive logistics, which is
centered by Europe's biggest seaport and fourth-largest airport. In addition to
this, being one of the major historical receivers of direct investment from the
United States, the Netherlands is also considered as one of the largest sources
and recipients of foreign direct investment (FDI) in the world. This may be
linked to the competitive economy, consistently business-friendly tax
environment, and several investment treaties with investor safeguards of the
Netherlands. In a variety of industries, including manufacturing, logistics, and
information technology, the Dutch economy has considerable foreign direct
investment. The EU's efforts to unify tax laws across its members have led to
ongoing changes in Dutch tax law.

Dodatkowo 24 lutego 2022 roku rozpoczeta si¢
inwazja Rosji na Ukraing, ktora jest swego rodzaju wynikiem konfliktu
trwajacego miedzy tymi panstwami przez dituzszy okres. Ta inwazja nie
pozostaje bez znaczenia, zarowno w kontekscie gospodarczym, jak i
ekonomicznym, a jej pierwsze skutki sa juz zauwazalne. W celu pelnego
przedstawienia omawianego zagadnienia, w niniejszym artykule zostaty
poruszone takie kwestie jak istota konsumpcji, specyfika wojny i znaczenie jej
konsekwencji na arenie miedzynarodowej w  zakresie zachowan
ekonomicznych, w tym konsumpcyjnych (wzi¢to pod uwage sytuacje w Polsce
i kontekst regionalny). Omowiono takze wyniki badania przeprowadzonego w
ramach Kota Naukowego “Interkreator” na temat ,,Zachowania konsumpcyjne
i ekonomiczne mieszkancéw wojewodztwa podkarpackiego w kontekscie
wojny w Ukrainie” oraz przedstawiono wynikajace z niego wnioski.

Armed conflicts, among other things due to their devastating effects,
arouse negative emotions among the world's population. There have been many
of them throughout human history, and their nature has changed over the
centuries. Without a doubt, war significantly affects both the economy and the
population of a territory. Nowadays, the world has changed significantly as a
result of the COVID-19 pandemic. In addition, on February 24, 2022, Russia's
invasion of Ukraine began, which is a kind of result of the conflict that has
been going on between these countries for a long period of time. This invasion
is not insignificant, both in the economic and economic context, and its first
effects are already noticeable. In order to fully present the issue at hand, this
article addresses such issues as the essence of consumption, the specifics of the
war and the significance of its consequences on the international arena in terms
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of economic behavior, including consumption (the situation in Poland and the
regional context were taken into account). Also discussed are the results of a
study conducted within the framework of the Scientific Circle "Intercreator” on
the topic of "Consumption and economic behavior of residents of the
Podkarpackie region in the context of the war in Ukraine" and the resulting
conclusions are presented.

1. Wprowadzenie i problem badawczy

Na kartach historii zapisaly si¢ dwie wojny $wiatowe, ktore swymi
dziataniami objely bardzo duzy obszar. Jednakze konfliktow zbrojnych o
mniejszej skali bylo o wiele wigcej, o czym moze $wiadczy¢ historia Polski.
Wojna to potezna niszczycielska sita, ktora niesie za sobg wiele negatywnych
konsekwencji, takich jak $mier¢ niezliczonej ilosci o0sob, zniszczenie
infrastruktury danego terenu, czy problemy gospodarcze. Mozna tez
doszukiwa¢ si¢ jej pozytywnych aspektow, takich jak odzyskanie
niepodleglosci czy uzyskanie jaki§ praw, jednakze negatywne skutki
przewazaja nad tymi pozytywnymi. W tym kontek$cie warto przyjrzec¢ si¢
wplywie wojny na zachowania ludnosci, zardwno te konsumpcyjne, jak i
spoteczne. Faktem jest bowiem, iz wojna odciska ogromne pigtno na psychice
czlowieka.

Celem tego artykutu jest proba przedstawienia wptywu toczgcej sie wojny
na ekonomiczne zachowania ludnosci na podstawie wynikéw badania
przeprowadzonego w ramach Kota Naukowego “Interkreator” w zakresie
zachowan ekonomicznych, w tym konsumpcyjnych mieszkancow
wojewoddztwa podkarpackiego w kontekécie wojny w Ukrainie. W artykule
wykorzystano analizg literatury przedmiotu oraz badanie ankietowe.

2. Wyniki badan i dyskusja

Przed przystgpieniem do analizy wynikow badania bedacego
przedmiotem niniejszej pracy, nalezy wyjasni¢ definicje takich pojeé jak:
zachowania konsumpcyjne, wojna czy arena miedzynarodowa.

Pojecie zachowania konsumpcyjne jest $cisle polaczone z takim terminem
jak konsumpcja. Wedlug podstawowej definicji konsumpcja o0znacza
spozywanie, a takze korzystanie z dobr i uslug, w wyniku czego nastepuje
zaspokojenie indywidualnych potrzeb danego cztowieka. W literaturze
wyrdznia si¢ jej trzy wymiary: akt biologiczno-psychiczny, proces spoteczny
oraz sfere reprodukcji spolecznej, a jej definicja moze by¢ lekko
modyfikowana w zalezno$ci od dyscypliny naukowej, ktéra analizuje to
pojecie [1]. Z kolei przechodzac do definicji zachowan konsumentow warto
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zaznaczy¢, iz sg One wyjasnianie w odmienny sposob przez roéznych autorow.
Z ich rozwazan mozna jednak wywnioskowac, iz “zachowanie konsumentow
jest to cykliczny proces, na ktory sktada sie ogét czynnosci: nabywanie,
konsumowanie oraz dysponowanie posiadanymi dobrami materialnymi i
niematerialnymi” [2]. Nalezy zwr6ci¢ uwage na istotny fakt, iz kazdy
konsument posiada zréznicowane potrzeby, dlatego bedzie zaspokajat je w
indywidualny sposob. Na zachowania konsumentow istotny wplyw maja
czynniki ekonomiczne o charakterze zaréwno wewngtrznym, jak i
zewngtrznym. Do tej pierwszej grupy zalicza si¢: potrzeby i pragnienia;
postawy 1 preferencje; osobowos$¢; doswiadczenie oraz ryzyko zwigzane z
kupnem. Natomiast wsrod zewnetrznych bodzcow wyrdznia sie: czynniki
ekonomiczne; spoteczne; kulturowe; bodzce marketingowe i nie marketingowe
— otoczenie [3].

Wojna w Ukrainie ma bezpoéredni i negatywny wpltyw na polska
gospodarke. Konsekwencje gospodarcze tej wojny s3 bardzo powazne i
obejmujg migdzy innymi wzrost cen w sklepach, spowolnienie wzrostu PKB
oraz utrat¢ miejsc pracy. Wojna ta wptywa rowniez na sytuacj¢ gospodarczag w
catej Europie, a jej skutki beda zalezaty od jej dalszego rozwoju i czasu jej
trwania [4]. W tym miejscu warto tez wyjasni¢ czym w ogole jest wojna. Jest
to konflikt oznaczajacy uzycie sily zbrojnej lub przemocy przez jednostki lub
grupy spoteczne. Moze mie¢ charakter lokalny lub migdzynarodowy i
obejmowa¢ wszelkiego rodzaju konflikty, w tym konflikty zbrojne,
terrorystyczne, ekonomiczne, polityczne i spoteczne. Moze mie¢ cel
polityczny, religijny, ekonomiczny lub inny, a jej skutki sg zazwyczaj ztozone i
dlugotrwale. Wojny moga by¢ stacjonarne lub przemieszczacé sie, a takze mogg
mie¢ charakter ofensywny lub defensywny [5].

Na terenie Polski nie trwajg dzialania wojenne, jednakze nie oznacza to
braku konsekwencji toczacej si¢ za granica wojny. Zagrozenia dla innych
panstw, wynikajace z bliskosci wojny, moga obejmowac zwickszone ryzyko
braku stabilnosci spotecznej i gospodarczej, wzrost przemocy i przestepczosci,
zwigkszone ryzyko atakow terrorystycznych, wzrost cen zywnosci i paliw oraz
zaktocenia w dostawach energii. Dodatkowo, wojna moze takze prowadzi¢ do
wzrostu naptywu uchodzcow i migrantow, co moze stanowic¢ dalsze zagrozenie
dla innych krajow [6]. Wojna ma takze wplyw na calg aren¢ migdzynarodows.
Odnosi si¢ do politycznych, gospodarczych i spotecznych relacji pomiedzy
panstwami. Oznacza to, ze arena miedzynarodowa sklada si¢ z wszystkich
migdzynarodowych interakcji i wpltywéw, ktéore maja miejsce pomiedzy
réoznymi panstwami na catym §wiecie. Wszystkie panstwa sg w jaki$ sposob
powigzane ze sobg i wpltywaja na siebie nawzajem. Arena mi¢dzynarodowa
moze przybiera¢ wiele réznych form powigzan, w tym w zakresie dyplomaciji,
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handlu mi¢dzynarodowego, stosunkéw gospodarczych migdzy panstwami i
wiele innych, w tym wojny [7].

Przechodzac do analizy wynikow badania przeprowadzonego przez
cztonkinie Kota Naukowego “Interkreator” w roku akademickim 2021/2022 na
temat: ,,Zachowania konsumpcyjne i ekonomiczne mieszkancow wojewodztwa
podkarpackiego w kontekécie wojny w Ukrainie”, nalezy zaznaczy¢, iz celem
ankiety bylo zglgbienie informacji na temat podejscia mieszkancow
Podkarpacia do panujacej sytuacji w Ukrainie, a dokladniej: ich zachowan,
motywow postepowania, osobistych opinii oraz odczué. Badanie ankietowe
zostato przeprowadzone w sposdb anonimowy oraz jednorazowy tj. dane
zjawisko zostalo w danym momencie przebadane tylko raz, w wersji
elektronicznej za posrednictwem formularza Google. Przedstawione wyniki nie
obrazujg pelnej sytuacji konsumpcyjno-ekonomicznej, jednak skupiaja sie na
znaczacym obszarze, ktory przybliza realne zachowania mieszkancow
odno$nie konfliktu zbrojnego. Kwestionariusz ankiety liczyt 14 pytan
odnoszacych si¢ do badanego zagadnienia. Byly to gltéownie pytania
jednokrotnego wyboru dotyczace zachowan, opinii i odczu¢ ankietowanych.
Wsréd nich byly dwa pytania wielokrotnego wyboru, w ktorych istniata
mozliwo§¢ dopisania wlasnej odpowiedzi. Te dwa pytania miaty na celu
poglebienie analizy badanych zagadnien. W niniejszym artykule do analizy
wybrano pigé zagadnien, ktore obrazuja opinie i odczucia mieszkancow
wojewodztwa podkarpackiego (ich dobor miat charakter selektywny).

Kwestionariusz ankietowy zawieral takze trzy pytania specjalne, a
doktadniej pytania metryczkowe, ktore dotyczyty cech respondenta. Sposrod
555 respondentow, kobiety stanowity 56,40% proby badawczej, a m¢zezyzni
43,60%. Najliczniejszg grupe stanowity osoby w przedziale wiekowym 18-25
lat (40,72%), nastepne miejsce zajety osoby w wieku 26-35 lat (23,24%). Na
kolejnej pozycji usytuowali si¢ respondenci do 18 roku zycia (13,15%). Tylko
10,63% ankietowanych osob znajdowato si¢ w przedziale 36-45 lat. Kolejne
miejsce zajely osoby nalezace do grupy wiekowej 46-55 lat (7,57%), a osoby
mieszczace si¢ w przedziale 56-65 lat stanowily 3,06%. Najmniejsza grupe
ankietowanych okazali si¢ respondenci powyzej 65 roku zycia (1,62%).
Najwigcej ankietowanych wskazato jako swoje miejsce zamieszkania wies,
stanowiac 26,49% grupy badawczej. Na drugim miejscu znalazta si¢
spoteczno$¢ miasta, liczacego od 50.000 do 100.000 mieszkancoéw (21,26%).
Zaraz za nimi, w wysokosci 21,08% respondentow, znalezli si¢ mieszkancy
miasta przekraczajacego liczebnos¢ 100.000 mieszkancéw. Na kolejnej pozycji
usytuowali si¢ obywatele miasta do 10.000 mieszkancéw (16,94%). Natomiast
najmniejsza grupe ankietowanych stanowity osoby zamieszkujace miasto od
10.000 do 50.000 mieszkancow (14,23%).

Powodem zainteresowania zagadnieniami zwigzanymi z sytuacja w
Ukrainie, ktory zostal wskazany przez najwigkszg czg$¢ respondentdw, tj.
47,57%, czyli niemal polowe, byta blisko$¢ geograficzna Ukrainy. Z Kolei
40,72% oso6b jako przyczyng zainteresowania zaznaczylo obawe zwigzang z
rozwojem sytuacji zbrojnej. Trzecia w kolejnosci najczeéciej wybieranych
przestanek byta chec bycia na biezaco z konsekwencjami ekonomicznymi tych
wydarzen, na ktora oddato glos 33,51% ankietowanych. Niewiele mniej, tj.
31,71% badanych oznajmito, ze ich motywem bylo zainteresowanie tematami
zwigzanymi z polityka $wiatowa. Blisko Y respondentow, tj. 25,05%,
odpowiedziato, ze interesujg si¢ zagadnieniami zwigzanymi z sytuacjg w
Ukrainie, poniewaz chca i/lub pomagaja osobom dotknigtym skutkami
wydarzen w Ukrainie. Kolejnym uzasadnieniem, ktory zostat wskazany przez
18,38% o0sob udzielajacych odpowiedzi, bylo zainteresowanie ich bliskich i
nagta$nianie tego tematu. Nieco mniej ankietowanych, tj. 18,20%, przyznato,
ze powodem ich zainteresowania tym tematem byto posiadanie rodziny i/lub
znajomych w Ukrainie i obawa o ich byt. Okazato si¢ tez, ze 14,41% badanych
zadeklarowato, ze mieszkali w Ukrainie oraz musieli ucieka¢ z kraju, stad ich
zainteresowanie tym tematem. Tylko 3,78% uczestnikow badania zaznaczyto
opcje ,,Nie dotyczy”. To pytanie posiadalo mozliwos¢ wpisania wlasnej
odpowiedzi, z czego skorzystato 2 sposrod 555 respondentdw, tj. 0,36%. Jedna
osoba jako przyczyng¢ zainteresowania zagadnieniami zwigzanymi z sytuacjg w
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Ukrainie wskazata: ,,Temat glosny na poczatku. Wtedy sledzito si¢ kazda
informacj¢ by informowac znajomych, ktorzy powielali fakeNewsy. Z czasem
temat ucicht i zainteresowanie znikne¢to.”. Natomiast druga osoba udzielita
nastepujacej odpowiedzi: ,,Uwazam, ze sg buforem dla Polski przed Rosja”, co
w domysle odnosi si¢ bezposrednio do samej Ukrainy.

Sposrod wszystkich respondentow, 46,49% obawialo si¢ o przysztosé
zawodowa z powodu wojny w Ukrainie. Przeciwne odczucia miato 22,52%
ankietowanych. Az 30,99% nie potrafito okresli¢ swoich emocji, czy
odczuwali niepokoéj, badz zagrozenie o przyszto$é zawodowa, czy tez nie.

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Na zadane pytanie: ,,Czy sadzi Pan/Pani, ze polskie przedsi¢biorstwa
dzialajgce na rynku rosyjskim powinny si¢ wycofa¢ w zwigzku z inwazja Rosji
na Ukraing?” az 53,15% respondentow odpowiedziato twierdzaco, a tylko
11,71% os6b bioracych udziat w badaniu zaprzeczylo. Na ten temat nie miato
zdania 35,14% ankietowanych.

Wisrod 555 ankietowanych 46,13% uwazalo, ze Polska moze umocnic si¢
na arenie migdzynarodowej, dzigki pomocy udzielanej Ukrainie. Tego zdania
nie podzielato 24,14% badanych. Natomiast 29,73% o0s6b, ktore odpowiadaty
na to pytanie, nie miato zdania na ten temat.

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Wsrod 555 respondentow az 51,35% obawialo si¢ braku zywnosci
spowodowanego wojng w Ukrainie. Z kolei 23,60% badanych osob nie
wykazywato takiej obawy, a 25,05% ankietowanych nie myslato o tej kwestii.

3. Whioski

Z przeprowadzonego badania wynika Kilka konkluzji. Najczesciej
wybieranym powodem zainteresowania zagadnieniami zwigzanymi z sytuacja
w Ukrainie w 2022 roku byta blisko$¢ geograficzna tego kraju, ktora zostata
wskazana przez niemal potowe badanych. Obawa zwigzana z rozwojem
sytuacji zbrojnej i ch¢¢ bycia na biezaco z konsekwencjami ekonomicznymi
wydarzen majacych miejsce w omawianym kraju to kolejno drugi i trzeci
motyw zainteresowania tym tematem. Niemal potowa ankietowanych obawiata
si¢ o przyszto$¢ zawodowsa z powodu wojny majacej miejsce za wschodnig
granicg Polski. Niewiele ponad potowa respondentéw sadzila, ze polskie
przedsigbiorstwa dzialajace na rynku rosyjskim powinny si¢ wycofaé w
zwigzku z inwazja Rosji na Ukraing. Moze to oznaczaé to, ze 0soby te chcialy
zakonczy¢ polsko-rosyjska wymiang handlowa, ktoéra przyczynia si¢ do
utrzymania poziomu gospodarczego Rosji na tym samym poziomie. Blisko
potowa odpowiedzi stanowita, ze Rzeczypospolita Polska moze umocni¢ si¢ na
arenie miedzynarodowej, dzieki pomocy udzielanej panstwu ukrainskiemu.
Nieco ponad potowa respondentdéw obawiata si¢ braku zywnosci
spowodowanego wojna w Ukrainie. Wszystkie powyzsze wnioski dotycza
odczu¢ i opinii mieszkancow wojewodztwa podkarpackiego na czas
przeprowadzanego badania, ktore w wyniku uptywu czasu mogty ulec zmianie.
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CHARAKTERYSTYKA PIERWSZEJ FALI UCHODZCOW
WOJENNYCH Z UKRAINY W PERSPEKTYWIE POLSKIEGO
RYNKU PRACY

Wybuch wojny w Ukrainie w 2022 roku byl impulsem do rozpoczecia
migracji ludno$ci z terenéw zagrozonych dziataniami zbrojnymi. Dla wielu z
tych osob Polska stata si¢ krajem tranzytowym, ktoéry byt traktowany jako
przystanek w dalszej wedrowce na zachod. Jednakze liczna grupa uchodzcow
traktowata Polske jako cel migracji. Jako kraj frontowy, bezposrednio
graniczacy z Ukraing pozwalal on na szybki powrdt oraz staty kontakt z bliski,
ktorzy pozostali w ojczyznie. Sytuacja ta sktania do postawienia pytan: jak
duza skale przyjeta migracja, jakie osoby gltéwnie decydowaly si¢ na
opuszczenie kraju oraz jaki wktad w polski rynek pracy beda mieli uchodzcy.
Celem artykutu jest charakterystyka pierwszej fali uchodzcéw wojennych,
ktorzy na przetomie kwietnia i maja przybyli do Polski. Przedstawiony
zostanie profil wieku, plci, wyksztalcenia oraz ambicji zawodowych
migrantow. Zarysowana zostanie takze sytuacja, ktéra ksztattowata si¢ na
polskim rynku pracy w ciagu ostatnich lat. Analiza ta pozwoli na zobrazowanie
miejsca jakie moga zaja¢ uchodzcy na rynku pracy. Przedstawione zostana
wyniki badan: Sytuacja zyciowa i ekonomiczna uchodzcéw z Ukrainy w
Polsce Raport z badania ankietowego zrealizowanego przez OO NBP oraz
Uchodzcy wojenni z Ukrainy — zycie w Polsce i plany na przysztosc.
Przedstawione zostang takze dane z Gtéwnego Urzedu Statystycznego.

1. Wprowadzenie

Wojna w Ukrainie w bardzo duzym stopniu oddzialuje na procesy
gospodarcze zachodzace w niemal kazdym panstwie. Poza klgska humanitarng
dla Ukrainy i Rosji wigze si¢ ona takze ze znaczacym niepokojem
ekonomicznym dla ich sasiadow oraz panstw wspotpracujacych. Daleko
posunigta wspoétpraca oraz niespotykana dotad solidarno$¢ krajow stojacych w
opozycji dla dziatah wojennych zaowocowata powaznymi sankcjami
gospodarczymi, ktére skutecznie utrudniajg codzienne funkcjonowanie Rosjan.
Jednakze beneficjentami konsekwencji ograniczen sa takze kraje nie objete
konfliktem. Zerwanie stosunkéw gospodarczych z Rosjg moze wigzaé si¢ z
powaznym kryzysem energetycznym. Ceny paliw opatowych zaczynaja
osigga¢ niezwykle wysokie ceny ograniczony moze by¢ takze dostep do gazu
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czy wegla, ktorego Rosja byla znaczacym eksporterem. Trwajacy konflikt
wigze si¢ takze z przemieszczaniem duzych mas ludzi, ktorzy w poszukiwaniu
schronienia wybieraja kraje graniczace z Ukraing. Jednym z tych krajow jest
Polska, ktora stala si¢ krajem frontowym. Naptyw uchodzcow wojennych
wigze sie z duzymi konsekwencjami dla danej gospodarki.

Celem artykulu jest scharakteryzowanie uchodZzcow wojennych z
Ukrainy, ktorzy przybyli do Polski wraz z pierwszg falg migracji zaraz po
rozpoczeciu wojny. Przedstawiony zostanie takze ich wklad w polski rynek
pracy. W artykule przedstawione zostang dane statystyczne dostarczone przez
instytucje pafistwowe takie jak Glowny Urzad Statystyczny (dalej GUS),
Narodowy Bank Polski (dalej NBP) oraz inne jednostki badawcze. Do trafnej
analizy danych postuzy miedzy innymi badania: Sytuacja zyciowa i
ekonomiczna uchodzcow z Ukrainy w Polsce Raport z badania ankietowego
zrealizowanego przez OO NBP oraz UchodZcy wojenni z Ukrainy — zycie w
Polsce i plany na przysztos¢.

2. Wyniki badan i dyskusja

Od momentu rozpoczecia wojny na polskiej granicy odnotowywany byt
wzmozony ruch. Dopiero na poczatku maja 2022 tendencja zmienita sie,
wigcej ludzi wracalo na Ukraing, w nastgpnych okresach tendencja ta byta
dominujaca. Zwigkszony ruch na granicy tylko czgsciowo przetozyt si¢ na
liczbe uchodzcow pozostajacych w Polsce, poniewaz duza cze$¢ z nich
wybierata inne kraje zachodnie jako miejsce docelowe, traktujac Polske tylko
jako kraj tranzytowy. Mozna szacowac, ze w okresie od kwietna do maja 2022
roku w Polsce znajdowato si¢ okoto 1,5 mln kobiet i dzieci.

Charakter migracji w duzym stopniu byt determinowany dekretem
Prezydenta Ukrainy, ktory mowit, iz mezezyzni w wieku 18-60 lat maja zakaz
opuszczania kraju. Wprowadzone zostaly pewne wyjatki takie jak zezwolenie
na wyjazd ojcom przynajmniej trojki dzieci w wieku ponizej 18 lat. Wobec
tego dorosli uchodzcy to w niemal 90% kobiety. Statystyka wieku uchodzcow
zostata przedstawiona na wykresie 1. Jak mozna zauwazy¢ najwigkszy odsetek
uchodzcoéw stanowia osoby w wieku 33-44 lata, czyli osoby w wieku prime-
age, gdy najwyzsza jest aktywno$¢ zawodowa oraz zwigzana z zaktadaniem
rodziny. Warto zwréci¢ uwage takze na wysoki odsetek osob 60+ ktorzy w
standardowych warunkach nie decyduja si¢ na migracje [1].

Mozna zauwazy¢, ze na przestrzeni 12 badanych lat znaczaco zmniejszyta
si¢ stopa bezrobocia rejestrowanego, z poziomu 12,4% do 5,4%. Przektada si¢
to na ilo$¢ bezrobotnych, ktora zmniejszata sie. W latach 2019, 2020 i w nieco
mniejszym stopniu 2021 widoczne sa wplywy obostrzen zwigzanych z
pandemig COVID-19. W 2020 roku, gdy w najwigkszym stopniu odczuwane
byly skutki pandemii zanotowano niemal 200 000 bezrobotnych wigcej niz w
roku poprzednim. Ilo$¢ bezrobotnych w 2021 roku rowniez jest wyzsza niz w
2019, co moze $wiadczy¢, ze nie kazdy pozbawiony pracy znalazt ja po
likwidacji najbardziej restrykcyjnych obostrzen. W okresie tym widoczna jest
rowniez mniejsza ilos¢ nowych miejsc pracy oraz zwigkszona il0o$¢ miejsc
likwidowanych.

Zauwazy¢ nalezy, ze w catym badanym okresie pomiedzy rokiem 2010 a
2020 nastgpit wzrost ogdlnej liczby zatrudnionych. Najwigkszy procentowy
wzrost nastgpil w dziale informacja i komunikacja, niemal o 70% w 2020 w
stosunku do 2010. Réwniez duzy wzrost mozna zaobserwowaé w dziatalnosci
profesjonalnej, naukowej i technicznej, wynosit on ponad 50% w stosunku do
2010 roku. Jedynymi sektorami gospodarki w ktérych nastgpit spadek
zatrudnienia sa gornictwo i wydobycie, gdzie spadek ilosci zatrudnionych w
2020 roku wzgledem 2010 wyniost 22% oraz wytwarzanie i zaopatrywanie w
energi¢ elektryczna, gaz, par¢ wodna, goraca wodg i powietrze do uktadow
klimatyzacyjnych, gdzie spadek ten zostal odnotowany na poziomie 24%.
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4. Podsumowanie oraz wnioski

Nalezy zwroci¢ uwage, ze wigkszo$¢ osob migrujacych z Ukrainy to
miode kobiety z wyzszym wyksztatceniem, ktore przyjechaly do Polski z
wlasnymi dzie¢mi. Najczesciej z najblizszej rodziny na Ukrainie pozostawali
rodzice. Jak wskazuje badanie wiele z tych 0sob znalazto prace w Polsce i
planuje w niej pozostaé przez jaki$ czas po zakonczeniu wojny. Osobami, ktore
mialy najmniejsze problemy na polskim rynku pracy sa te, ktére na Ukrainie
pracowaly w branzy IT oraz budownictwie. Jak wskazuja wyniki badania,
ktore mozna uzna¢ za uzupehienie danych NBP do Polski przybyli gtéwnie
przedstawiciele, czy tez raczej przedstawicielki, ukrainskiej klasy $redniej.
Ponadto w czasie badan, ktére trwaly pomiedzy kwietniem a majem 2022
prawie !5 respondentéw znalazta prace W Polsce. Prawie !5 uchodzcow
przebywajacych w Polsce pracuje zdalnie na Ukrainie oraz sposrod badanych
respondentdw % zamierza znalez¢ prace w Polsce [5]. Dane te sg szczegodlnie
istotne w zwiazku z sytuacjg ksztattujaca si¢ na Polskim rynku pracy. Ukraincy
W Polsce majg mozliwo$¢ legalnego zatrudnienia, co w czasach kryzysu jest
bardzo pomocne. Pozwala to unikng¢ sytuacji wyzysku czy pracy ,,na czarno”.
Prace w Polsce podjeto okoto 900 000 Ukraincow. Osoby te uzupetniaja rynek
pracy oraz odprowadzajg w Polsce sktadki i podatki [6].
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GOSPODARKA ZASOBAMI SUROWCA DRZEWNEGO W UJECIU
ZROWNOWAZONEGO PODEJSCIA

Zréwnowazony rozwo6j to pojecie pod ktérym kryje sie szeroko
rozumiana dbato$¢ o taki rozwdj, aby z jednej strony mozliwe bylo
zaspokojenie potrzeb wspotczesnych pokolen, a z drugiej strony umozliwial
przysztym pokoleniom zaspokajania ich potrzeb. Nalezy zatem wypracowac
takie rozwiazania, ktore pozwola na dalszy rozwoéj gatunku ludzkiego przy
zachowaniu kapitatu przyrodniczego, bez ktoérego istnienie przysztych pokolen
nie bedzie mozliwe. Szczegolng role w tym procesie odgrywa podejscie oparte
na gospodarce zrownowazonego podejscia oraz szczegdlna dbatos¢ o zasoby
naturalne, w tym rowniez zasoby le$ne, ktorych aspekt zostat poruszony w
niniejszym opracowaniu. W ramach badan przeprowadzono obserwacje
dzialania wdrozonych standardow dwoéch systemow — FSC oraz PEFC, w
przedsigbiorstwie  zajmujagcym  si¢  obrobka drewna. W  artykule
zaprezentowano sposob W jakim Przedsichiorstwo weryfikuje wtasnych
dostawcow, jak rowniez sprawuje kontrole w Zaktadzie nad przeptywem oraz
przebiegiem procesow uszlachetniajacych, od momentu przyjecia surowych
ktod, az do etapu magazynowania i wysytki wyrobu gotowego do klienta.

Wstep

Polski przemyst drzewny stanowi jeden z glownych gatezi gospodarki
narodowej. Jego baza surowcowa s3 zasoby polskich lasow, ktorych rozwdj
oraz stan jest uzalezniony od dochodow, ktore dostarcza sprzedaz drewna
okragtego podmiotom przetwérczym. Drewno to najbardziej naturalny,
ekologiczny i w pelni odnawialny surowiec, a jego szerokie wykorzystywanie
wpisuje si¢ w ekologiczng polityke Polski, a takze Unii Europejskiej. Bedac
materialem o réznych kierunkach uzytkowania, od tysigcy lat byto i nadal jest
niezbedne w budownictwie, transporcie, do wytwarzania licznych
przedmiotéw codziennego uzytku, jak rowniez zrédto pozyskiwania energii.
Najwiekszym dostawcg drewna na polski rynek sg Lasy Panstwowe. To
wlasnie one poprzez prowadzenie zréwnowazonej gospodarki zasobami
lesnymi zaspokajaja zapotrzebowanie przemystu i mieszkancéw na ten
surowiec jednoczenie zapewniajac trwato$¢ lasow. Koncepcja ta ma
szczegllne znaczenie W sektorze lesno-drzewnym, w ktorym konieczne jest
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harmonijne podejscie taczenia funkcji produkcyjnych lasoéw oraz zadan
pozaprodukcyjnych, jakie lasy pelnia wobec spoleczenstwa w wymiarze
lokalnym (na terenach wiejskich), jak i globalnym (zapobieganie zmianom
klimatu). Utrzymanie dynamicznego tempa rozwoju przemystu bazujgcego na
drewnie wymaga szeregu wspierajacych dziatan poczynajac od tych, ktore
zapewni¢ majg stabilno$¢ jego zaopatrzenia w drewno, przez wspomagajgce
wprowadzanie nowoczesnych rozwigzan technologicznych, po takie, ktore
pomagaja w pozyskaniu nowych rynkéw zbytu.

Czynniki kreujace popyt na surowiec drzewny

Gléwnym czynnikiem kreowania popytu na surowiec drzewny, tak jak w
wypadku kazdego dobra sa potrzeby oraz uwarunkowania spoteczne. Popyt na
drewno posiada charakter wtorny, co wiagze si¢ z faktem, iz zapotrzebowanie
na oferowany surowiec wynika w sposob bezposéredni z popytu na materiaty
drzewne, czyli wyroby pierwszego stopnia przetworzenia. Dla wszystkich
ogniw fancucha drzewnego, na ktory sktadaja sie: surowiec drzewny, wyroby
gotowe, wraz z ich finalnym miejscem zastosowan, wystepuja
charakterystyczne czynniki tworzace popyt, bedace rezultatem indywidualnych
cech produktow drzewnych oraz charakteru zaspokajanych przez nie potrzeb.
Rynek drzewny bedac elementem catego systemu gospodarczego, jest
determinowany wieloma czynnikami o charakterze makroekonomicznym oraz
mikroekonomicznym, oddziatujgcymi zaré6wno w krotkiej jak i diluzszej
perspektywie czasu. Do glownych czynnikow kreujacych rynek drzewny po
stronie popytowej zaliczy¢ mozna: stopien rozwoju gospodarczego oraz
wynikajacy z niego poziom zamozno$ci spoteczenstwa, uwarunkowanie
demograficzne, aktywno$¢ przemyshu budowlanego oraz energetycznego w
pozyskiwaniu energii ze zrodet odnawialnych. Wazng role w procesie
kreowania popytu odgrywa zapotrzebowanie rynkow zagranicznych, czynniki
psychologiczne oraz spoteczne bgdace wynikiem modelu i stylu zycia, trendow
mody, estetyki, ekologii (Ratajczak, 2014).

Popyt na surowiec drzewny jest ponadto pochodng potrzeb odbiorcow
bezposrednich czyli producentow materialu drzewnego, a takze struktury
asortymentu produkcyjnego wynikajacej z relacji cen surowca drzewnego
pozyskiwanego lokalnie i pochodzacego =z importu, dobr i ustug
konkurencyjnych oraz substytutoéw. Waznym aspektem w tym kontekscie jest
rowniez poziom dostgpnosci materiatéw alternatywnych w stosunku do drewna
pochodzacego bezposrednio z zasobow lesnych, obszar odzysku i mozliwos$ci
wtdrnego wykorzystania drzewnych odpaddéw przemystowych, np. makulatury
czy rozwoju nowych technik i technologii przerobu drewna, ktére wptywajg na
ksztaltowanie si¢ wydajno$ci materialowej (Ratajczak, 2013).
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W dluzszej perspektywie podstawowym czynnikiem wpltywajacym na
wielko$¢ oraz specyfike popytu i konsumpcji drewna jest poziom i tempo
rozwoju gospodarczego. Drewno jak wigkszo$¢ surowcow stanowi posredni
typ naktadow w procesie produkcji. Dlatego na konsumpcje¢ przektada si¢ jego
zuzycie w produktach i ustugach koncowych. Popyt na drewno jako koncowy
produkt stanowi matoznaczacy margines. W zwigzku z tym zmiany warto$ci
kofcowych dobr i ustug, tj. domy mieszkalne, meble, papier, opakowania i
inne wyprodukowane przez posiadane czynniki produkcji dobr koncowych w
danym okresie czasu, bedg istotnym czynnikiem wyznaczajgcym zuzycie
drewna (Strykowski, 2015).

Zroéwnowazona gospodarka surowcem drzewnym, a jako$¢ zycia

spoleczenstwa

Lasy stanowia jeden z najbardziej zrdéznicowanych ekosystemow na
naszej planety. Ten wazny element planety zapewnia surowiec jakim jest
drewno i energie, ziota oraz zywnos¢. Jest siedliskiem wielu gatunkow roslin i
zwierzat, stanowi kluczowy element w globalnym obiegu wody i wegla,
zapobiega pustynnieniu i odgrywaj wazng role w regulacji klimatu. Dlatego
sprawg priorytetowg jest jego ochrona. Przemyst i gospodarka drzewna
nieustannie si¢ rozwijaja, wobec tego nalezy w sposob racjonalny zarzadzac
tak cennym surowcem. Lasy stanowig nie tylko zrodto odnawialnego surowca,
ale wptywaja na jako$¢ zycia spoteczenstwa. Pelnig funkcje ochronne wobec
zmian klimatu, sa miejscem odpoczynku i rekreacji oraz kreujg liczne miejsca
pracy. W Polsce potencjal sektora lesno-drzewnego i jego mozliwo$ci
oddziatywania jako stymulatora rozwoju na poziomie lokalnym nie zawsze jest
doceniany, podczas gdy w Unii Europejskiej lesnictwo traktowane jest jako
element wspdlnej polityki rolnej (Common Agriculture Policy) i polityki
wspierania rozwoju obszarow wiejskich. Waznym jest, aby w zrdwnowazone;j
gospodarce racjonalnie gospodarowaé zasobami naturalnych surowcow. W
obrebie sektora drzewnego jest to realizowane w stosunkowo wysokim stopniu,
gdyz powstajace odpady przemystowe sa ,zawracane” do procesu
technologicznego, wykorzystujac w ten sposob wtornie surowiec, a w wypadku
ich nieprzydatnosci spalane z odzyskiem energii. Jedynie w razie niemoznosci
wtérnego wykorzystania materialowego lub energetycznego dopuszczalna jest
utylizacja, cho¢ ten etap powinien by¢ eliminowany dzigki postgpowi
technicznemu (Ratajczak, 2014).

Idea zrownowazonego podejécia do rozwoju sektora lesno-drzewnego
wynika z charakterystycznych cech tej gatezi gospodarki, gdzie lasy, w ktérych
zgromadzone sg zasoby ekosystemowe, w tym drzewostany i drewno, pelnia
niezwykle istotne funkcje przyrodnicze i ochronne wobec $rodowiska
naturalnego. Koncepcja wielofunkcyjnej gospodarki lesnej i zrownowazonego
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rozwoju bylta i jest zgodna z oczekiwaniami spoteczenstwa, coraz bardziej
swiadomego waznej roli lasow i gospodarki lesnej w zapobieganiu zmianom
klimatycznym. Stale jednak rosnace potrzeby konsumentéw oraz CcCiagle
dazenie do ich zaspokojenia, nadmierne gromadzenie drewna, a takze wzgledy
ekonomiczne, spowodowaty, iz odnotowuje si¢ coraz czgsciej w ostatnich
latach potrzebe analizy podejScia do zagadnienia rownowagi w gospodarce
lesnej (Jaszczak, 2012).

Poziom $wiadomosci konsumenckiej nieustannie sie podnosi. Klienci
wrecz wymagajg od producenta zapewnienia legalno$ci zrédta pochodzenia
surowca, z ktorego powstal nabyty przez nich produkt finalny. Stawiajgc na
pierwszym miejscu zréwnowazony rozwdj i prowadzenie odpowiedzialnej
gospodarki lesnej jak réwniez zadowolenie konsumenckie wraz z dniem 3
marca 2013 roku wprowadzono Rozporzadzenie Parlamentu Europejskiego i
Rady Unii Europejskiej nr 995/2010 z dnia 20 pazdziernika 2010 r. (tak zwany
EU Timber Regulation -EUTR), ktére wymaga od firm wprowadzajacych
drewno na rynek krajow UE obowigzek wdrozenia Systemu Zasad Nalezytej
Staranno$ci. Obecnie na §wiecie sprawdzajg si¢ w takiej kontroli dwa systemy
certyfikacji lasow i tancuchéw dostaw, stosowane przez mig¢dzynarodowe
organizacje promujgce odpowiedzialne gospodarowanie globalnymi zasobami
lesSnymi. Sg to FSC® (Forest Stewardship Council®), ktory zrzesza
organizacje przyrodnicze, firmy obrobki materiatu drzewnego i papierniczego,
sieci handlowe oraz osoby prywatne, dla ktérych rozporzadzanie
odpowiedzialng gospodarka lesng jest sprawg pierwszej rangi oraz PEFC
(Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes — Program
Zatwierdzenia Systemow Certyfikacji Lesnej) majacy poparcie przez przemyst
drzewny, papierniczy, organizacje handlowe i organizacje dziatajace dla
ochrony $rodowiska naturalnego. Celem tych pozarzadowych organizacji (non-
profit), jest promocja trwale zréwnowazonej gospodarki lesnej przez
certyfikacje wykonywang przez niezalezne jednostki (Krysik, 2022). Standard
FSC® zawiera wytyczne peinej kontroli przeptywu surowca od momentu
wycinki, do momentu dostarczenia gotowego wyrobu klientowi
indywidualnemu. Dzicki temu odbiorca finalny otrzymuje gwarancjg, ze
produkty pochodza z lasow spetniajacych wymagania FSC®. Natomiast PEFC
jest pelnym potwierdzeniem, iz osoby dokonujace zaopatrzenia w surowiec
jako sprawe nadrzedng stawiajg utozsamianie si¢ z rozpowszechnianiem
prowadzenia zrbwnowazonej gospodarki lesnej (Kowalkowska, 2022).

Unia Europejska bierze czynnie udziat réwniez w wielu dziataniach
migdzynarodowych dotyczacych ochrony laséw (w glowne] mierze w
Ramowej konwencji ONZ w sprawie zmian klimatu). Na poziomie
ogodlnoeuropejskim gldwnag przestanka polityczng na rzecz lasow pozostaje
Forest Europe. W jej ramach uruchomione sg aktualnie dyskusje nad prawnie
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wigzagca  umowa  dotyczaca  zrOwnowazonej  gospodarki  lesnej
i zrownowazonego wykorzystania lasow (Negre, 2022).

Material badawczy

Zaktady trudnigce si¢ w obrobce drewna, wyrazajace cheé uczestnictwa w
certyfikacji powinny wdrozy¢ na kazdym etapie produkcji peing kontrole
dostawcéow, identyfikacje i identyfikowalno$¢ przetwarzanego materiatu.

Jako przedmiot badawczy, wzigto za przyktad, Zaklad dziatajacy na
rynku krajowym jak rowniez =zagranicznym, ulokowany na terenie
wojewddztwa Podkarpackiego. Przedsiebiorstwo, w ktorym przeprowadzono
przeglad i obserwacj¢ sprawno$ci dziatania systemu kontroli dostawy oraz
przeptywu surowca, zajmuje si¢ wytwarzaniem wyrobow z drewna bukowego,
debowego, jesionowego i jaworowego.

Wyniki

Certyfikacja w badanym Przedsi¢biorstwie objete sa fryzy surowe,
suszone, strugane, tarcica, parkiety, ptyty klejone (lite, mikrowczepy), panele
podlogowe, elementy meblowe, zr¢bka oraz brykiet drzewny.

Surowiec pozyskiwany jest z obszaréw lesnych Regionalnej Dyrekcji
Laséw Panstwowych z nadlesnictwa Krosnienskiego, legitymujgcego sie
certyfikatem PEFC. Wazno$¢ certyfikatow weryfikowana jest na stronie:
http://www.pefcregs.info.

W procesie Przedsigbiorstwo stosuje metode racjonalnego zarzgdzania
surowcem. Oznacza to, ze z kazdego S$cigtego drzewa wykorzystuje si¢ jak
najwiecej drewna. Ogromne znaczenie ma w tym wypadku koncentracja na
podstawowym gatunku drewna wystepujacym w rejonie lokalizacji Zaktadu.

Powstajace resztki poprodukcyjne sg w 100% zagospodarowywane i
miedzy innymi stanowig lokalny zasob energii odnawialnej (biomasa), ktorej
rola i znaczenie ciagle wzrasta.

Firma przez caly okres swojej dziatalnos$ci stawia na rozwdj. Odbywa si¢
to takze w trosce o $srodowisko naturalne. Dokonywane inwestycje, poprzez
unowoczesnianie parku maszynowego oraz wdrazanie nowych technologii,
pozytywnie wplywaja na kwestie dotyczace ochrony srodowiska naturalnego.
Zarzad przedsigbiorstwa jest silnie zaangazowany i wSpotpracuje z lokalnymi
wiladzami i le$nictwem regionalnym, wspierajac akcje sadzenia nowych drzew
i zalesiania terenow.

Kontrola pochodzenia produktu odbywa si¢ na kazdym etapie produkc;ji.
Zarzad Przedsiebiorstwa wyznaczyt pracownikow wyzszego szczebla
(Kierownik Produkcji, Mistrz zmianowy), jako nadzor i osoby odpowiedzialne
za weryfikacj¢ i kontrole pochodzenia produktu. Zarzad Zaktadu wymaga od
wszystkich  dostawcow  surowcow  certyfikowanych kopii aktualnego
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certyfikatu gospodarki leénej, tancucha dostaw lub innych dokumentoéw
potwierdzajacych status certyfikacyjny, jak rowniez innych dokumentéow w
celu potwierdzenia wypelnienia kryteriow wyznaczonych dla dostawcow
surowcow certyfikowanych.

Juz od momentu pozyskania surowca, jest on odpowiednio sktadowany w
miejscach wytypowanych.

Zasoby ludzkie i pracownicy réwniez odgrywaja istotng role w realizacji
przyjetej strategii Przedsiebiorstwa. Zaktad zapewnia, aby wszyscy pracownicy
wykonujacy prace zwigzang z wprowadzeniem 1 utrzymaniem tancucha
dostaw, byli kompetentni i dobrze przeszkoleni z obowigzujacych procedur-

czego gwarancja jest obowigzkowy udzial we wlasciwych szkoleniach
tematycznych.
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Przedsigbiorstwo sukcesywnie poddaje si¢ ocenie audytorow. Audytorzy
oprocz analizy zarzadzania gospodarka lesng, przeprowadzajg przeglad
ochrony przyrody, praw pracowniczych, planowania i dokumentowania
prowadzonej dziatalnosci oraz przepisdéw prawnych. Certyfikacja opiera si¢ o
Zasady 1 Kryteria Dobrej Gospodarki Les$nej, ktore opisuja jak powinna
wyglada¢ zrownowazona gospodarka lesna opierajac si¢ na wiedzy ekologow i
0s0b $cisle zwigzanych z branza oraz podstawowych zasadach funkcjonowania
gospodarki lesnej.

Podsumowanie

lesnictwie oraz obszarach produkcyjnych zajmujacych si¢ obrébka surowca
drzewnego, jest kluczowe w skutecznej ochronie, zapewniajacej trwale
odtwarzanie lasow, a takze wspierajgce poszukiwanie sposobdéw planowania
dziatan doskonalgcych system optymalnego gospodarowania. Prezentowany
artykul ukazuje jak wazne dla sektora drzewnego jest uczestnictwo w
rozpowszechnianiu idei zrownowazonego rozwoju poprzez podejscie
holistyczne integrujace cele ekonomiczne, spoteczne jak rOwniez
srodowiskowe, w mysl koncepcji ochrony zasobow lesnych.
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OCENA SYTUACJI FINANSOWEJ INSTYTUCJI
MIKROFINANSUJACYCH W ZACHODNIEJ | WSCHODNIEJ
EUROPIE

Mikrofinanse sg kluczowym zagadnieniem w kontekscie pomocy ludziom
ubogim, poniewaz wlasnie na te grupe spoteczng ukierunkowane sg dziatania.
Instytucje mikrofinansujace zyskuja na popularnosci, dzigki efektywnosci
swoich dziatan oraz aspekcie spotecznym, czyli pomocy dla ludzi ubogich. W
artykule podjeto probe dokonania analizy sytuacji finansowej instytucji
mikrofinansujacych w Europie Zachodniej i Wschodniej. Zwrdcono uwage na
rys historyczny mysli ekonomicznej oraz na przejrzyste ukazanie definicji
mikrofinanséw. W celu zrealizowania postawionego celu pracy, przedstawiono
dane dotyczace wskaznikow ROE, ROA oraz OSS $wiadczace o stabilnosci
systemu mikrofinansowego. Ukazano takze dane dotyczace liczby 0sob oraz
podmiotéw, ktore skorzystaty z oferty instytucji mikrofinansujacych. W
artykule zostalty zawarte dane odnosnie wielko$ci oprocentowania
mikrokredytow. Wszystkie te dane pokazano z podziatem na panstwa Europy
Wschodniej oraz Zachodniej. Zgodnie z wynikiem analizy, to w panstwach
Europy Wschodniej instytucje cechujg sie wiekszg stabilnoscig oraz moga
pochwali¢ sie wiekszg liczbg klientow. Jednakze to whasnie w krajach Europy
Wschodniej oprocentowanie jest na wyzszym poziomie, co jest podyktowane
wyzszym ryzykiem, ktore jest zalezne od sytuacji panujacej na Krajowych
rynkach. Wplyw na ryzyko ma takze standard zycia ludzi, ktoérzy zdecydowali
si¢ na skorzystanie z oferty instytucji mikrofinansujacych.

Microfinance is a key issue in the context of helping poor people, since it
is this social group that is targeted. Microfinance institutions are gaining
popularity, due to the efficiency of their activities and the social aspect, i.e.
helping the poor. The article attempts to analyze the financial situation of
microfinance institutions in Western and Eastern Europe. Attention was paid to
the historical outline of economic thought and to clearly show the definition of
microfinance. In order to achieve the stated purpose of the work, data on ROE,
ROA and OSS indicators indicating the stability of the microfinance system
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were presented. Data on the number of people and entities that have benefited
from the offer of microfinance institutions are also shown. The article includes
data on the size of micro-credit interest rates. All these data are shown with a
breakdown by Eastern and Western European countries. According to the
results of the analysis, it is in eastern European countries that institutions are
characterized by greater stability and boast a larger number of clients.
However, it is in eastern European countries that interest rates are at a higher
level, which is dictated by the higher risk, which depends on the situation in
domestic markets. The risk is also influenced by the standard of living of the
people who have decided to take advantage of the offer of microfinance
institutions.

1.Wprowadzenie i metodyka

W kontekscie analizowanego tematu nalezy przedstawi¢ historyczno-
ekonomiczne tto tego zagadnienia. Informacji na temat poczatkow tworzenia
si¢ gospodarek mozna doszuka¢ si¢ w pogladach tzw. bulionistow. Twierdzili
oni, ze gromadzenie szlachetnych metali (ztota, srebra) oznacza bogactwo.
Kolejno mozna odwotac si¢ do swiatopogladu merkantylistow. Rozszerzyli oni
podejscie poprzednikow. Uwazali oni, ze zrodtem bogactwa naturalnie sa
rezerwy  kruszcow. Aczkolwiek dodatkowo twierdzili, iz nalezy
implementowac uzyskanie owych metali i co wazniejsze — przeciwstawi¢ sie
wywozeniu ich za granice panstwa. Wspomniany protekcjonizm miat jednak
swoje wytlumaczenie. Dziatania antyeksportowe merkantylistow miaty
zapewni¢ obnizenie mozliwo$ci zmniejszania bazy monetarnej danego kraju,
badz tez deflacji [1]. Nastepnie owe poglady zostaly zakwestionowane przez
klasykow. Idac dalej poprzez Kkarty historii powstawania $§wiatowych
gospodarek, nalezy pochyli¢ si¢ ku znanemu myslicielowi — A. Smithowi. To
wilasénie ten cztowiek plasuje si¢ w opozycji do ekonomicznego zamykania si¢
na $wiat. Jego poglady stanowia jasne otwarcie si¢ na import i eksport, bowiem
jest to lepsza alternatywa w kontek$cie aspektu ekonomicznego danego kraju.
A. Smith twierdzit, iz zachowujac odpowiedni balans pomiedzy wskazanymi
zjawiskami, gospodarka moze uzyska¢ znacznie wigksze korzysci, anizeli
wykazujac awersje do eksportowania i importowania. Owe podejécie zostato
rozszerzone przez D. Ricardo. Ten angielski ekonomista sformutowat teorie
przewag komparatywnych [2]. Nastepnie istotng postacig w tworzeniu historii
gospodarek $wiatowych jest D. Hume, ktory uwazal, iz gromadzenie kruszcow
jest determinantg wzrostu bazy monetarnej, co przektada si¢ na niemozno$¢
utrzymania dodatniego bilansu obrotéw biezacych (wskutek czego nastepuje
wzrost inflacji, czy takze redukcja eksportowanych towaréw i zwigkszenie
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atrakcyjnosci towaréw wytwarzanych za granica) [3]. Ta krotko opisana
historia formacji handlu na §wiecie zwraca uwage na zagadnienie przewagi
konkurencyjnej panstw, a szczegdlnie, co za tym idzie, na powstanie roznic
gospodarczych powstatych w konkretnych gospodarkach. Wspomniane r6znice
ekonomiczno-gospodarcze moga by¢ rozpatrywane rownocze$nie na bazie
pojecia jakim sg mikrofinanse. Mikrofinanse sa kluczowym zagadnieniem w
kontekscie rozwoju gospodarczego panstwa. Sa one istotne szczegdlnie dla
matych przedsigbiorstw, poniewaz poprzez wsparcie firmy, przez takie ustugi
finansowe jak pozyczka, moga znaczaco wplyna¢ na rozwdj przedsigbiorstwa.
Rozwoj przedsigbiorstw Sprzyja takze rozwojowi panstwa, dlatego tez jest to
zagadnienie, ktoremu poswigca Si¢ coraz wigcej uwagi. Mikrofinanse
wplywajg takze na stabilno$¢ systemu finansowego. Zagadnienie
mikrofinanséw weszlo w zycie stosunkowo niedawno, przez co jest stabo
zbadane. Przecigtnemu cztowiekowi jedynie kojarzy si¢ z mikroustugami, czy
wykluczeniami finansowymi. Problem ten zauwazyt M. Yunus, ktory wyszedt
naprzeciw najubozszym, dajac im dostep do mikrokredytow. Yunus z czasem
zwigkszat skale swoich dziatan. Jego wysitek zostat wynagrodzony pokojowa
Nagroda Nobla w 2006 roku [4]. Ze wzgledu na ztozono$¢ tematyki
mikrofinansow, trudno znalez¢ w literaturze ujednolicong definicj¢ tegoz
pojecia. Przedstawiane jest w sposob ogolny, jako system proceséw walczacy z
wykluczeniami finansowymi, podkreslajac brak ubankowienia [5]. Jednak L.
Vigano rozszerza pojecie mikrofinansow  takze do  promocji i
rozprzestrzeniania form posrednictwa finansowego, w szczego6lnosci do
klientow, ktorzy nie moga by¢ obstuzeni przez tradycyjne metody [6]. Szersze
ujecie definicji uwydatnia aspekt spoteczny oraz dziatania niefinansowe,
majace na celu dotarcie do jak najwiekszej liczby osob. Mikrofinanse sg
zagadnieniem bardzo zlozonym, czemu dowodzi mnogo$¢ narzedzi
ekonomicznych, ktore wchodzg w ich sktad m.in.: mikroredyty, systemy
transferu pieniadza, systemy oszczgdnosciowe czy takze mikroubezpieczenia.
Cecha taczaca kazde z tych narzgdzi jest dostepnos¢, poniewaz z zatozenia
powinny charakteryzowaé si¢ tatwym dostgpem, w szczegodlnosci dla
najubozszych [7]. Jednakze nie mozna upraszcza¢ mikrofinansow jedynie do
aspektu finansowego, poniewaz coraz bardziej popularne staja si¢ narzedzia
niefinansowe jak np. edukacja finansowa, ktora niekiedy niesie wigksza pomoc
od wsparcia finansowego. A. Alinska zwraca takze uwage, ze cecha
charakterystyczng mikrofinanséw jest $wiadczenie ustug finansowych dla
najubozszych zarowno w biedniejszych, jak i bogatszych krajach. Podkre$la
tym samym aspekt spoleczny oraz socjalny mikrofinanséw, taczac je z
pojeciem bankowosci socjalnej [8].

Glownym celem niniejszego artykulu jest ukazanie sytuacji instytucji
mikrofinansujacych w krajach Wschodniej Europy oraz poréwnanie ich z
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krajami Europy Zachodniej. W artykule siggnieto do publikacji ksigzkowych,
artykutow naukowych oraz danych statystycznych dostepnych w raportach
opracowanych przez European Microfinance Network. Podczas realizacji
artykutu zastosowano metody badawcze takie jak: metode dedukcyjna,
poréwnawcza, wskaznikowa oraz metody opisowo-analityczne.

2. Wyniki badan i dyskusja

Chcac dokona¢ analizy instytucji mikrofinansujacych w krajach Europy,
kluczowe jest dokonanie podziatu na kraje zachodnie oraz wschodnie.
Dokonany podziat zostat ukazany w tabeli 1.

Przechodzagc  do  analizy  ekonomicznej sektora  instytucji
mikrofinansujgcych nalezy skupi¢ si¢ na wskaznikach takich jak ROA, ROE
oraz OSS. ROA to wskaznik rentownosci aktywow, Ktory ukazuje stosunek
migdzy wynikiem finansowym a jego majatkiem. Wskaznik ROA mowi takze
o0 zdolnosci aktywow do generowania wyniku finansowego [9, s.93]. ROE jest
to wskaznik rentownosci kapitatow. Jest jednym z glownych wskaznikow
oceniajacych rentowno$¢. Wysoka rentowno$¢ oznacza mozliwos¢ ciaglego
rozwoju podmiotu. Wskaznik ten okresla zdolno$¢ kapitatu do generowania
zysku [9, s. 95]. Natomiast wskaznik OSS mowi o zdolnosci do generowania
przychodow.

Patrzac na dane ukazane w tabeli 2, kraje Europy Wschodniej cechuja si¢
wyzszym poziomem wskaznikéw takich jak ROA czy ROE, co jest sytuacjg
pozadang patrzac z perspektywy krajow Wschodniej Europy. Swiadczy to o
wigkszej stabilnosci systemu instytucji mikrofinansujacych. Podobnie OSS,
mowigcy o zdolnosci do generowania zyskow jest takze korzystniejszy. Moze
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to wynika¢ z popularnosci instytucji mikrofinansujacych oraz zapotrzebowania
na tego typu produkty na lokalnym rynku.

Moze to wynikaé z
wigkszego odsetka ludzi ubogich, Kktorzy potrzebuja pomocy w formie
mikrokredytow. Wartym podkre$lenia jest takze fakt, ze rowniez liczba
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klientow, ktorzy skorzystali z mikrokredytow biznesowych jest znacznie
wyzsza w Krajach Wschodniej Europy.

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EVFTA AND THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE AGREEMENT:
POTENTIAL OBSTACLES FOR EXPORTS FROM VIETNAM

Since the early 1990s, Vietnam has been a developing country with a
rapidly growing economy driven by international trade. One of the main
determinants of economic growth in Vietnam is believed to be the export.
Therefore, the impact of free trade policies on exports is always a major
concern with the contemporary economy. After more than 2 years of
implementing the EU-Vietnam Free Trade Agreement (EVFTA) (August 1,
2020- December, 2022), the two-way import and export growth between
Vietnam and the EU has achieved remarkable results. Although the Agreement
has been implemented when the Covid-19 pandemic was still complicated, not
only in Vietnam but also in the EU and in the globe, it has brought about
impressive economic growth results. In this article, we examine the role of the
EVFTA as well as the limitations that hinder export from Vietnam to the EU
since the EVFTA Agreement was valid. At the same time, this study has
proposed a number of recommendations for the Government, specialized
ministries and enterprises exporting to Europe. The results show that there is a
substantial, comprehensive and extensive development of relationship between
Vietnam and the EU, while undeniably the EVFTA has a significant impact on
Vietnam's export to the EU. Having favorable conditions to expand export
when both Vietnam and the EU are strengthening economic activities, bilateral
trade has gradually recovered after the pandemic when the number of
enterprises exporting to the EU market increase. However, the slight increase is
still not commensurate with the advantages and potentials of the tie.

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Introduction

The economic and social transformation of Vietnam over the past 30
years has been noteworthy. The speed of Vietnam's economic integration
through Free Trade Agreements (FTAS) has been accelerated since 2001.
Participation in both old and new-generation FTAs brings Vietnam plethora of
opportunities, in terms of export. The price of imported goods after tariff
change has become lower, leading to an increase in domestic demand for
imports from particular trading partners, which, in turn, increases those
partners’ exports. Vinod K. Aggarwal (2007) points out that when the
government agrees to reduce import duties on a particular product under an
FTA, this changes the competitive relationship between imported products and
domestic products of a country in a way that is more favorable to the former
ones, bringing more benefits to the exporters. Ngan (2013, p.4) also argues that
exporters in Vietnam have benefited from expanding export markets as well as
reducing tariff and non-tariff barriers thanks to the FTAs.

Apart from the works, demonstrating the positive impact of the FTAs on
exports and the EVFTA on the export activities of specific industries, until now
there have not been so many official studies on the role of the EVFTA with an
overview of export activities from Vietnam to the EU. Therefore, this article
focuses on clarifying the impacts of the EVFTA on export from Vietnam to the
EU and the limitations of the Agreement that hinder this activity. On that basis,
it has proposed some recommendations for the Government, specialized
Ministries and exporting businesses to promote exporting goods to the EU.

Literature Review

FTAs have been one of the major issues in international economic
cooperation between countries globally. Since the early 1990s, the number of
FTAs has continuously increased. The rapid recent expansion of the FTAs is an
extraordinary development in the world economy (Chan-Hyun Sohn &
Hongshik Lee, 2005). Based on the EU trade strategy “Trade for All: Towards
a more responsible trade and investment policy™ in 2015, the new generation of
bilateral trade agreements are getting more and more comprehensive. There
have been several researches on the impact of FTAs on the national economy.
For example, according to Ganeshan Wignaraja et al. (2020), most Thai
exporters are not highly aware of the full content of the FTA. Thus, it is
recommended that FTAs should be better communicated to businesses.
Moreover, Titus Lee (2011), on the other side, says that FTAs have a positive
impact on Singapore's enterprises because they understand that there is an
ongoing increase demand for originating exports from Singapore in every FTA
that the government signs.

The implementation of the FTAs greatly affects the business performance
of the parties. One of those effects is a decrease in the consumer price of
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imported products through tariff reduction. Lower consumer price, then, can
also contribute to poverty reduction (Christian Broda et al., 2009). In
particular, exporting enterprises will have positive changes in the operational
efficiency, because the market price of products from exporting countries in
importing countries (FTA partners) will shrink. However, the increase in the
demand for the products may thus increases the quantity of their exports.
Therefore, after the implementation of an FTA, businesses will increase export
to partner countries. After the EVFTA, Vietnam also took advantage of the
agreement's mechanism to promote exporting activities to the EU. Particularly,
EVFTA has had potential impacts on Vietnam's garment exports Vo Thanh
Thu et al. (2018). During the 2015-2019 period, Vietnam's export and import
turnover with the EU both have increased steadily. Trade between Vietnam and
the EU is mainly cross-sectoral because the import-export structure,
comparative advantages and export specialization of the two are organized in a
different way (Vu Thanh Huong, Nguyen Thi Minh Phuong, 2016).

Methodology

This study has been conducted using the documentary analysis approach.
The selected documents should fully meet the criteria for related contents to the
EVFTA policy and its impacts on the export from Vietnam to EU. To analyze
and evaluate these effects, the authors mainly take secondary sources of
information, collected from books, journals, and proceedings of specialized
scientific conferences. We have searched for documents with keywords
"impacts of EVFTA", "Vietnam's export to EU” and “EVFTA implementation”
on searching engines like Google and Bing for the period of 2014 to 2022. The
documents are then carefully selected to ensure that they should be academic
enough. Normally, the chosen articles have all been published in prestigious
journals, ensuring the scientific level of the information. Besides, the searching
timeframe is counted until 2022 to assure the relevance of data, while the latest
news is classified in order to increase the reliability and accuracy of the
research. From there, we conduct syntheses and analyses to be able to provide
significant conclusions on the impacts on Vietnam's export to the EU after the
EVFTA agreement has been effective. In addition, the policies of Vietnamese
government have also been taken into consideration, in terms of export under
the scheme of EVFTA. This is the entire process of searching, collecting and
analyzing data that the research team has run to clarify issues that are still
unclear in the topic.

Findings and Discussion

Positive results of export activities under EVFTA

Currently, the EU is one of the largest export markets of Vietnam, but due
to the limited competency of Vietham suppliers (raw materials are mainly
imported, while the size of factories and the capacity of the enterprises are still
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quite small, unable to meet EU’s orders), the market share of Vietnam's goods
in the EU is still modest. With goods of up to 99% of reduction in tariffs, the
EVFTA has brought a great opportunity for Vietnamese small and medium
enterprises (SMEs) to be price-competitive and able to participate in a larger
market, while establishing a leveled playing field between Vietnamese
enterprises and the EU’s ones. Moreover, when Vietnamese SMEs overcome
this challenge, they will improve their competitiveness in dealing with the
EU’s enterprises in the domestic market.

According to the Ministry of Industry and Trade and the General
Department of Customs of Vietnam, the total trade turnover of goods between
Vietnam and the EU (comprising 27 members) in the period 8/2020-7/2022
recorded continuous growth in terms of export. In the first 5 months of EVFTA
implementation (i.e., last 5 months of 2020), export turnover from Vietnam to
the EU has reached 15.62 billion USD, up to 3.8% over the same period in
2019. In 2021 and in the first 7 months of 2022, the export turnover from
Vietnam to the EU has witnessed a growth rate of 40.12 billion USD (14.1%)
and 27.69 billion USD (21.39%) respectively over the same period. Thus, after
two years of implementing the EVFTA (from August 2020 to the end of July
2022), the total export turnover from Vietnam to the EU has successfully
reached US$83.4 billion, with an average of US$41.7 billion per year (VCCI,
2022). This should be much more noticeable while the EVFTA came into
effect in a very special context, when both Vietham and the EU countries were
facing the global outbreak of the Covid-19 pandemic. The incident, of course,
has had a strong impact on international trade and investment between Vietnam
and EU. Broken supply chain, logistics crisis, rising input material price due to
temporary lockdown of countries to prevent the spread of disease have
negatively affected trade between Vietnam and the EU. However, the EVFTA
have even shown positive results in a short time ever since.

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Firstly, the average annual total export turnover increased at a good rate.

Specifically, with an average total export turnover of 41.7 billion
USD/year, in comparison with the average export data for the period 2016-
2019 (33.5 billion USD/year), export turnover from Vietnam to the EU at the
average in the first two years of EVFTA implementation has been 24% higher
than that of the previous period.

Second, the growth rate of export turnover has improved notably.

In 2020, although the total export turnover of the whole year from
Vietnam to the EU has decreased by 1.82%, it is still considered much better
than the sharp cutback of 5.9% in the first 7 months of 2020. Only in the last 5
months after EVFTA’s effectiveness, export to the EU region has bounced
back at 3.8% increase, narrowing the previous year-on-year losses. In the
context of EU import date from the whole world in 2020, this extent of
decrease of 11.52% (Vietnam’s export to EU) could be considered a positive
signal though.

In 2021, for all 12 months of the first year of EVFTA existence,
Vietnam’s export to EU has achieved a growth rate of 14.1%, significantly
higher than the average growth rate of export to this market during the period
of 2016-2019 (8.2%/year). In the first 7 months of 2022, export to the EU has
even surged by 21.4%, exceeding the increase of 16.6% in general export
turnover to other markets.

Third, export benefits from the Agreement have begun to have a spillover
effect.

The group of exporting products that make the best use of the EVFTA's
tariff preferences in the first phase includes rice (use rate of almost 100%),
footwear (74-98%), seafood (70-76%), and plastic/plastic products (53-70%).
More significantly, the benefits of the EVFTA may have been spread to many
areas of the population in the fields of agriculture and fishery or in areas where
female workers are mainly employed.

Nevertheless, like other new-generation FTAs, the export data to the EU
in the two first years of implementation still has some unexpected
shortcomings, requiring Vietnam to overcome and transform it to opportunities
for sustainable growth.

Limitations in the content of the Agreement, hindering Vietnam's
exports to the EU

First, the risk of brand identity: A potential danger is brand identity for
Vietnamese exporting products. This makes Vietnamese goods unappreciated
by the EU’s customers and unable to compete effectively therein. The Vietham
Food Association has also pointed out that, in the first 6 months of the
Agreement, rice export to the EU market reached 50,221 tons, with a value of
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around 36.6 million USD (nearly doubling, compared to the same period of the
previous year). However, at the moment, Vietnam's rice market share in EU
only accounts for 3.1% of the total amount of rice imported into the EU. In
particular, the tariff advantage from the EVFTA is considered to be maintained
only in the short and medium terms, because EU may also negotiate with other
countries, especially the strong market rivals of Vietnam in the rice exporting
such as Thailand, Malaysia or Indonesia. At that time, Vietnam's advantages in
rice export will no longer exist. Therefore, Vietnam needs to enhance the
building and development of promising rice brands through more extensive
promotional activities, Marketing jobs, market research and R&D mechanisms
using modern production technology. These are to improve product quality and
raise its competitiveness in the international arena.

Second, the strict regulations on origin and trademarks introduced by the
EVFTA may be difficult to follow: Businesses operating and manufacturing in
Vietnam will face many difficulties in making the most of the products for
tariff exemption benefits from EVFTA. Normally, for goods to enjoy
preferential tariffs under EVFTA, raw materials must meet a certain percentage
of domestic contents (materials originating in the EU and/or Vietnam). This is
a big challenge for Vietnamese businesses because most of the raw materials
for export production are now imported from China and/or ASEAN. To take
advantage of tariff preferences under EVFTA, Vietham needs to meet the
requirements of the origin of goods. If they cannot be fulfilled, Vietnam's
export to the EU will not enjoy preferential tariffs and will lose its competency
in the EU member countries’ market. For instance, the EU requires cashew and
timber products to have a traceable origin, whereas the import of raw materials
from other countries often does not meet this standard. This issue poses a hard
choice for Vietnam, whether to find new sources of imports from other
markets, or to develop domestic raw materials. However, developing domestic
raw materials also requires a lot of investment and efforts in forming adequate
and efficient supply chains.

Third, EU is a difficult-to-serve market, where customers have high
requirements for product quality and there are barriers such as Technical
Barriers to Trade (TBT), SPS (Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures): The EU's
mandatory provisions on food hygiene and safety, labeling, and environment
are very strict and not easy to be met. The EVFTA has commitments that allow
greater transparency in TBT and SPS requirements, yet the Agreement does not
lower standards. The EU has also adjusted and enhanced many standards for
goods these times and they have been generally applied to all import partners
of the group. The main portions of Vietnam's export to the EU are agricultural
and aquatic products, which have to encounter many risks for the same reason.
In the past two years, Vietnamese products (especially food, agricultural and
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aquatic products) have been warned by the EU (even labelled with yellow
card), increasing the frequency of inspection due to detecting violations of
import market standards. In addition, the EU is one of the leaders in the global
effort to promote a circular, green and clean economy, so more standards and
obligations in these aspects will be added with increasingly higher
expectations.

Fourth, environmental regulations: Both the European Union and
Vietnam have attached great importance to and set high goals for sustainable
development, harmonizing economic development with society and
environmental protection. Therefore, the contents of environmental
commitments in the EVFTA have set requirements on the responsibility of the
States, businesses and all citizens for seriously and effectively implementing
their obligations of environment. Over the past few years, although many
enterprises have fostered awareness of environmental protection, due to
development reasons or economic difficulties, the lack of environmental
protection still exists in doing their businesses. At all managerial levels of the
company, the implementation of commitments and obligations related to the
environment faces many difficulties for a number of reasons. One of which is
the shortage of a feasible legal framework on environment. In recent practice,
many environmental policies and laws have been developed and promulgated.
However, some areas still lack specific regulations, not even addressing
country’s commitments to international obligations. The enforcement and
compliance with environmental laws in general have not been as effective as
per expected. Vietnam has little experience in these constraints. This poses
significant challenges for the country.

Fifth, harsh competition in ASEAN to export to the EU: Apart from
Vietnam and Singapore, two countries in Southeast Asia with signed FTAs, the
EU is negotiating FTAs with other countries in the region, such as Thailand,
Malaysia, Philippines and Indonesia. These countries will turn out to be direct
competitors with Vietnam in exporting goods to the EU in the near future.
Therefore, if Vietnam does not take advantage of the opportunity to be a first
mover in establishing trade relations with the EU, it will face substantive
competition from neighboring countries, especially with items related to
engineered spare parts, electronic equipment, textiles and tropical fruits.

Recommendations and Conclusion

As for the State

To overcome TBT, SPS and non-tariff barriers, Vietham needs to create
conditions for its producers, exporters and traders. A feasible way to do this is
to actively conclude general recognition agreements and case-by-case
equivalence agreements with the EU. Such agreements will give Vietnamese
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manufacturers, exporters and traders a great comparative advantage and
prioritized access to the EU market. This could offer advantages, equal to or
even greater than the tariff concessions in the FTA. In addition, the State needs
to help businesses raise awareness in dealing with non-tariff barriers. It is
necessary to renegotiate with foreign partners to help businesses overcome
these barriers. For example, though the EU may introduce new standards for
chemicals used in goods imported from Vietnam, but they are also ready to
cooperate with Vietnam to help businesses grasp these new points of
requirements.

In addition, the State needs to continue to improve the business
environment and protect the legitimate interests of investors. New
commitments and practical actions will be directly proportional to investors'
confidence in Vietnam. Implementing equal treatment between domestic and
foreign enterprises, reducing barriers to investment, ensuring transparency in
investment, protecting domestic investment through foreign investment
orientation, and focusing on foreign investment in areas where Vietnamese
enterprises do not have advantages and do not have the capacity are the major
things that the State needs to take actions on.

As for the Enterprises

Improving the quality of goods: The EU is a high-income market with
strict consumer protection policies. Therefore, Vietnamese enterprises that
want to export goods to this market need to overcome difficult technical
barriers. In order for Vietnam's export products to be able to access this market,
the quality and standards of food hygiene and safety, traceability must be
ensured. For example, the potential for food exports will depend on processing
activities as well as quality infrastructure. In order to increase the export
revenue of this product, it is necessary to exploit more added value from each
export unit, limiting the impact of production conditions such as water scarcity
and causing negative impacts on the economy and the environment. The long-
term strategy of Vietnamese enterprises is to guarantee the quality of goods and
to meet the set standards. At the same time, they should build and develop
brands to create competitiveness for Vietnamese goods in the EU market. Last
but not least, exporters need to continue to take advantage of commitments and
incentives from signed trade agreements to exploit this market more and more.
With these efforts, Vietnamese enterprises can improve the quality of goods
and achieve success in accessing the difficult EU market.

Improving the competitiveness of enterprises: Enterprises need to make
efforts to innovate technological equipment, to improve product quality to
affirm their position in the home field and take advantage of opportunities and
to reach out to the EU market. Focusing on developing key supporting
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industries that they are capable of such as textiles, footwear and assembly lines
such as automobiles, motorcycles and electronic equipment. Every Vietnamese
enterprise needs to actively approach EU investors to develop their foundations
in Vietnam. This is an opportunity to learn from experiences and improve
qualifications of the enterprises. In order to effectively take advantage of the
benefits brought by the Agreement, there is no other way than to make whole-
hearted efforts in rising up, shaping themselves within new strategies and
solutions for high-value products, which are strong enough to compete with
foreign partners and stay firmly in the domestic market. It can be seen that
enhancing competitiveness is a sustainable solution for Vietnamese products to
develop in both domestic and export markets. Some other methods that should
also be considered are: investing in technical improvement, increasing
technological contents and components in production; investing more in human
resources with a strategic long-term plan in training labor force and enhancing
capacity for key staff; researching to improve the quality and design of
products in line with the needs and tastes of consumers.

Conclusion

The EVFTA has come into effect in the context of a rapidly changing
Vietnamese economy. Along with it, Vietnam has already established a strong
commercial bond with the EU’s member countries. After 3 years of its
implementation, the Agreement has proved to bring initial "sweet results” to
the involved parties. At least, it is still a strong driving force to promote
cooperation between Vietnam and the EU in the coming time. On Vietnamese
side, the government needs to have appropriate support for bilateral trade
promoting policies, especially in terms of export. The whole system of
Vietnam government and businesses need to innovate constantly, while having
a strong branding strategy. This, on one side, is to help Vietnam become more
competent in the fierce fight for the international market share and, on the other
side, is to attract more foreign investors and buyers, while sustaining its name
as a trusted destination for doing businesses with.

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WYSOKA INFLACJA TURECKIEJ GOSPODARKI — WINA
RZADZACYCH PANSTWEM?

Inflacja jest procesem trwalego wzrostu przecigtnego poziomu cen w
gospodarce. Z poje¢ciem inflacji wigze si¢ zjawisko hiperinflacji — wowczas,
kiedy inflacja jest zbyt wysoka, a takze pojecie deflacji — kiedy obserwujemy
spadek przecig¢tnego poziomu cen w gospodarce danego panstwa. Kazdy kraj
realizujac polityke pienigzng dazy do osiagniecia bezposredniego celu
inflacyjnego, ktory jest specyficzny dla danego panstwa. Zapobieganie deflacji
jest celem roéwnie waznym, co dbatos¢ o realizacje $redniookresowego celu
inflacyjnego. Duzo wigkszym wyzwaniem jest zastosowanie odpowiednich
narzedzi w celu zmniejszenia hiperinflacji, a z taka sytuacja boryka sig
gospodarka turecka. Celem pracy jest teoretyczne przedstawienie zjawiska
inflacji oraz praktyczna weryfikacja problemu na przyktadzie gospodarki
tureckiej. Dokonano analizy materialu literaturowego oraz empirycznego,
egzemplifikujac przypadek sytuacji makroekonomicznej Turcji. W celu
omoOwienia 1 interpretacji wynikow analizy zastosowano metod¢ dedukcji i
indukcji oraz analizy opisowej. Zrédlami danych statystycznych sa w
szczegblnosei urzedy statystyczne tj. Eurostat, Turecki Urzad Statystyczny. W
analizie wykorzystano dane z lat 2015-2023.

Inflation is a process of permanent growth of the average price level in
the economy. The concept of inflation is related to the phenomenon of
hyperinflation - when inflation is too high, and the concept of deflation - when
we observe a decrease in the average level of prices in the economy of a given
country. Each country, while implementing monetary policy, strives to achieve
a direct inflation target, which is specific to a given country. Preventing
deflation is an objective as important as ensuring the achievement of the
medium-term inflation target. A much bigger challenge is to use the right tools
to reduce hyperinflation, and this is the situation that the Turkish economy is
facing. The aim of the work is a theoretical presentation of the phenomenon of
inflation and practical verification of the problem on the example of the
Turkish economy. An analysis of the literature and empirical material was
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made, exemplifying the case of the macroeconomic situation of Turkey. In
order to discuss and interpret the results of the analysis, the method of
deduction and induction as well as descriptive analysis were used. The sources
of statistical data are in particular statistical offices, i.e. Eurostat, Turkish
Statistical Office. The analysis used data from 2015-2023.

1. Znaczenie inflacji dla gospodarstw domowych i gospodarki

Inflacja to wzrost przecigtnego poziomu cen dobr w jakim$ okresie.
Czysta inflacja jest przypadkiem szczegdlnym, ktory pojawia si¢ wtedy, kiedy
wszystkie ceny dobr i czynnikéw produkcji wzrastaja w tym samym tempie
[1]. Zatem mozna stwierdzié¢, ze inflacja jest procesem, ktory zachodzi w catej
gospodarce. Inflacja jest prezentowana za pomoca wskaznikow cen. Wskazniki
te sa odpowiednio mierzone i podawane do wiadomosci publicznej przez
urzedy statystyczne. Inflacja jest najczesciej rozumiana jako $rednie zmiany
cen towarow i ustug konsumpcyjnych, ktore sa nabywane przez przecigtne
gospodarstwo domowe. Konsumenci doznaja inflacji, ktora jest wynikiem
zmian cen majacych miejsce w kazdym etapie procesu gospodarczego, dlatego
wskazniki cen sa obliczane takze w innych obszarach gospodarki np.
rolnictwo, przemyst, budownictwo itd. Gospodarstwa domowe niekiedy
odczuwaja rozbieznos¢ pomiedzy wzrostem cen a faktyczng inflacja, ktéra jest
podawana przez urzedy statystyczne. Czesto konsumenci wnioskuja co do
ogolnego wskaznika cen na podstawie towaréw czy ustug, ktorych ceny
wzrosty w najwiekszym stopniu. Dla pojedynczego gospodarstwa domowego
rozmiar inflacji moze by¢ wyzszy lub nizszy, co jest uwarunkowane
preferencjami — kazde gospodarstwo domowe ma inng strukture wydatkow.
Warto rowniez podkresli¢, ze nie kazdy wzrost cen danego towaru czy ustugi
oznacza og6lny wzrost cen w gospodarce, poniewaz normalnie funkcjonujaca
gospodarka to taka, w ktorej ceny niektorych produktow rosng a innych maleja.

W interpretacji ekonomicznej inflacja oznacza obnizenie sity nabywczej
pieniadza. Z perspektywy gospodarstwa domowego oznacza to, Ze przy
niezmienionym dochodzie konsument jest w stanie kupi¢ mniej towarow i
ustug. Na poziom cen wptywaja ceny na rynkach migdzynarodowych — tutaj
kluczowa role odgrywaja ceny importu oraz ceny uzyskiwane w eksporcie,
ktore dotyczg gtéwnie surowcoOw niezbednych do funkcjonowania gospodarek.
Wzrost cen powoduje powstanie potrzeby podwyzszenia ptac, ktérego moga
domagac sie pracownicy w przypadku, gdy ich mozliwos¢ do nabywania débr i
uslug zostaje ograniczona. Wzrost cen jest takze czgsto rekompensaty za
koszty poniesione w zawigzku z przeprowadzonymi badaniami nad nowa
technologia albo nad ulepszeniem produktow danego przedsigbiorstwa.
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Zmienno$¢ Cen jest takze uwarunkowana zjawiskami atmosferycznymi — co ma
szczegolne znaczenie dla cen produktow rolnych — w przypadku urodzaju
mozna zauwazy¢ znaczny spadek cen, a w przeciwnej sytuacji — ich wzrost.
Rowniez niespodziewane zdarzenia moga wptyna¢ na nagly wzrost cen — do
takich mozna zaliczy¢é pandemi¢ COVID-19 czy konflikt rosyjsko-ukrainski.
Przyczyny inflacji moga mie¢ odzwierciedlenie rowniez w polityce
prowadzonej przez rzad danego panstwa — sg to czynniki makroekonomiczne
tj. niezrownowazony budzet, nadmiar inwestycji prowadzonych przez panstwo
czy niezrownowazona struktura gospodarki, dlatego organy panstwowe tj.
banki centralne czy ministerstwa finansow sa odpowiedzialne za kontrole
rozmiaru inflacji oraz sa odpowiedzialne za dazenie do utrzymania celu
inflacyjnego ustalonego dla danego panstwa.

Hiperinflacja to takie natezenie procesoéw inflacyjnych, ktére prowadzi
do catkowitej erozji systemu finansowego panstwa, jednoznacznie obraca si¢
przeciwko wzrostowi gospodarczemu i catkowicie zrywa zwigzki miedzy
wydajnos$cig pracy a jej wynagradzaniem [2]. Hiperinflacja to inaczej bardzo
wysoki poziom inflacji, ktory utrzymuje si¢ od kilku do kilkudziesigciu
nastepujacych po sobie miesiecy — poziom ten jest szacowany na poziomie 25-
50% w sakli miesigca. Jest to zjawisko bardzo szkodliwe dla gospodarki
danego panstwa. Zwykle hiperinflacji towarzyszy szereg nierdwnowag
makroekonomicznych tj. nadmierny deficyt budzetowy, utrata wartosci waluty,
wstrzymanie inwestycji czy bezrobocie. Hiperinflacja wigze si¢ najczesciej z
kryzysem finansowym danego panstwa. Konsekwencje hiperinflacji sa
odczuwalne przez cate spoleczenstwo — nastepuje powszechne zubozenie.
Skutki nadmiernego wzrostu cen sg odczuwalne nie tylko dla 0sob pracujacych
na umowe¢ o pracg, ale takze dla osob, ktorych zrodlem utrzymania sa
$wiadczenia spoteczne np. renty i emerytury. Kolejnym problemem w czasie
hiperinflacji sg oszczednosci ludno$ci — wowcezas podejmowane sg proby
lokowania srodkow w dobra, ktore nie traca na warto$ci tak szybko jak inne.

Przeciwienstwem inflacji jest — deflacja. Wedlug Keynesa deflacja jest
nazywana jako konwencjonalna polityka zmniejszenia stosunku miedzy iloscia
pieniadza obiegowego w kraju a wielkos$cia produkcji i ustug oraz daznos¢ do
osiggniecia takiej sity nabywczej, zeby wzrosta warto$¢ pieniagdza w ztocie lub
w towarach [3]. Zatem mozna stwierdzi¢, ze deflacja to takie zjawisko
gospodarcze, w ktorym nastepuje spadek przecietnego poziomu cen w kraju.
W krotkim okresie deflacja oznacza zwigkszenie si¢ sity nabywczej pienigdza,
ktory jest w posiadaniu konsumentow, co oznacza, ze mogg oni naby¢ wiecej
towaréw 1 ustug za te samg kwotg. Diugotrwale utrzymywanie si¢ deflacji
prowadzi do zmniejszenia si¢ zyskow przedsigbiorstw i w rezultacie do zastoju
w inwestycjach i produkcji. Moze to by¢ przyczyna zmniejszenia oplacalno$ci
produkcji — a efektem redukowania kosztow jest zwickszenie si¢ stopy
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bezrobocia. Deflacja stanowi szczegodlne zagrozenie dla gospodarki wtedy, gdy
istnieje duza grupa przedsi¢biorstw i gospodarstw domowych posiadajacych
zadhizenie. Spadek cen moze spowodowac wzrost stop procentowych w ujeciu
realnym i w rezultacie problemy z biezaca sptata zobowiazan [4]. W dlugim
okresie deflacja moze prowadzi¢ do ekonomicznej stagnacji, a nawet recesji.

Najpopularniejsza miarg inflacji jest CPI (ang. Consumer Price Index) —
jest to wskaznik cen konsumpcyjnych, ktory obliczany jest przez urzedy
statystyczne poszczegdlnych krajow, dlatego moga by¢ zastosowane rozne
formuly obliczeniowe — jednakze musza one by¢ zgodne z zasadami
metodologicznymi wyznaczonymi przez ONZ. Na poczatku lat 90. XX wieku
rozpoczeto prace w Unii Europejskiej nad jednolita metodologia wskaznikoéw
cen konsumpcyjnych — od 1997 roku kraje cztonkowskie zaczety obliczanie
zharmonizowanych wskaznikoéw cen konsumpcyjnych — HICP (ang.
Harmonised Indices of Consumer Prices) [5]. Zastosowanie jednolitej
metodologii jest niezbedne do poréwnania wzrostu cen w poszczegdlnych
panstwach.

2. Problem wysokiej inflacji na przykladzie Turcji

Turcja przedtozyta wniosek o przystapienie do Unii Europejskiej w 1959
roku. Czterdziesci lat pozniej Turcja uzyskala status panstwa kandydujacego.
W 2005 roku rozpoczely si¢ negocjacje w sprawie cztonkowska — jednakze do
dzi$ Turcja nie zostata wlaczona we wspdlnotg Unii Europejskiej. Przyczyng sa
wzgledy geopolityczne, religijne, kulturowe, demograficzne — a takze
ekonomiczne. Od sierpnia 2018 roku turecka gospodarka znajduje sie na skraju
wydolnosci. Grozbe zatamania, obejmujgcego problemy z zadtuzeniem, kryzys
bankowy i — w konsekwencji — krach gospodarczy, udawato si¢ w ostatnich
dwoch latach odsuwac jedynie w sposob dorazny, bez usuwania przyczyn.
Obecna wtadza Turcji realizuje od 2002 roku projekt, dzigki ktéremu doszto do
gruntownej transformacji zycia spolecznego i politycznego kraju — a
ewentualny krach mogtby zagrozi¢ jego dalszej kontynuacji [6]. Pomimo tego,
ze Turcja nie jest panstwem cztonkowskim Unii Europejskiej, to konsekwencje
zatamania gospodarczego tego kraju wykraczatby daleko poza jego granice —
europejskie banki sg gtownymi kredytodawcami Turcji — zatem kryzys objatby
strefe euro, a takze wptynatby na inne gospodarki wschodzace.

W tabeli 1 przedstawiono podstawowe dane makroekonomiczne Turcji.
W roku 2016 i 2017 mozna zaobserwowaé wzrost PKB na mieszkanca
odpowiednio o — 3,25% i 5,61% w stosunku do roku poprzedniego. W 2018 r.
PKB na mieszkanca wzrosto nieznacznie - bo 0 0,31%, a w latach 2019-2020
odnotowano spadek miernika — odpowiednio o 0,96% oraz 0,14%. W 2021 r.
odnotowano silny wzrost az 0 9,65% w stosunku do roku poprzedniego. Sredni
realny wzrost PKB w latach 2015-2021 wynosi 4,9%. Deficyt rzgdowy oraz
dlug sektora instytucji rzadowych i samorzadowych z roku na rok sig¢
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powickszal w latach 2015-2021. Import towardw i ustug przewyzsza eksport,
zatem biezacy bilans ptatniczy pozostaje ujemny — wyjatek stanowi rok 2019.
Stopa bezrobocia utrzymuje si¢ na poziomie 10,3-13,7% w badanym okresie.
Stopa inflacji wedtug danych OECD wzrosta z poziomu 7,7% w 2015 r. do
poziomu 19,6% w 2021 r. — dla porownania stopa inflacji w Polsce wedtug
metodologii OECD wzrosta z poziomu - 0,9% w 2015 do poziomu 5,1%. W
2021r.

Wedlug danych publikowanych przez Turecki Urzad Statystyczny
wskaznik CPI osiagnat swoje apogeum w pazdzierniku 2022 roku i wynosit
85,51% (tabela nr 3), co znacznie przekracza cel inflacyjny Turcji, ktory
ksztattuje si¢ na poziomie 5% rocznie. W kolejnych miesigcach wartos¢
wskaznika CPI utrzymuje si¢ na poziomie przekraczajacym 25%, zatem mozna
stwierdzi¢, ze w Turcja zmaga si¢ ze zjawiskiem hiperinflacji. Jednakze nie
wszyscy wierzg, ze dane opublikowane przez Turecki Urzad Statystyczny sa
wiarygodne. Wedtug szacunkéw ENA Grup ceny w Turcji (E-CPI) byly az o
137,55% wyzsze w 2022 roku niz w grudniu 2021 roku [7]. Turcja cechuje si¢
druga najwyzsza inflacja cenowa wsrdd istotnych gospodarek $wiata — z
wykluczeniem Wenezueli, Sudanu, Libanu i Zimbabwe. Szybsze tempo utraty
sity nabywczej wystepuje w Argentynie.

Pomimo wysokiej inflacji bank centralny Turcji w 2022 roku dokonat
wielokrotnie obnizek stop procentowych. Jest to dziatanie sprzeczne z
tradycyjnymi zasadami prowadzenia polityki monetarnej. Obnizki stop
procentowych sa wymuszane przez prezydenta Turcji - Recepa Tayyipa
Erdogana, ktory twierdzi, ze wzrost inflacji jest wynikiem wysokich stop
procentowych, dlatego uzasadnione jest ich obnizenie w celu stymulowania
inwestycji krajowych i wspierania sektorow zorientowanych na eksport.
Nastawienie prezydenta Turcji do wysokich stop procentowych moze byé
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umotywowane pogladami religijnymi, czyli zabroniony w islamie zysk z tytutu
odsetek lub lichwy [8].

W spoteczenstwie tureckim narasta niepokdj zwigzany z kryzysem
gospodarczym. Na poczatku ubiegtego roku Turcy zmierzyli si¢ z wysokimi
podwyzkami cen energii elektrycznej. W lipcu br. cztonkowie Konfederacji
Zwigzkow Zawodowych Pracownikoéw Publicznych spalili swoje paski
wynagrodzen, protestujac przeciw inflacji, rowniez w mniejszych miastach
tureckich odbyly si¢ protesty, w ktoérych obywatele domagali si¢ rezygnacji
prezydenta ze stanowiska. Obecny rzad Turcji twierdzi, ze przyczyna kryzysu
gospodarczego sa sily zewnetrzne. Jednakze, aby poprawi¢ sytuacje
gospodarczg Turcji — w tym poziom inflacji — niezbedna jest niezalezno$é
Banku Centralnego od ingerencji polityczne;.

Wysoka inflacja przyczynia si¢ do potegowania zjawiska pauperyzacji.
Mtode osoby oraz pracownicy wysoko wykwalifikowani podejmuja decyzje o
emigracji ze wzgledu na brak perspektyw poprawy standardu zycia. Z danych
opublikowanych w 2021 r. przez Konrad Adenauer-Stiftung wynika, ze
ankietowani Turcy z grupy wiekowej 18-25 lat, gdyby mieli mozliwos¢,
cheieliby zy¢ w panstwach europejskich (30,6%) lub w USA (15%). Zaledwie
27,1% ankietowanych mtodych Turkow deklaruje, ze chciatoby pozostaé w
Turcji [8]. Glownym kierunkiem pozadanym przez obywateli Turcji sposrod
panstw europejskich sg Niemcy, Francja oraz Holandia.

3. Podsumowanie

Hiperinflacja jak i deflacja nie sg pozadane w gospodarce danego kraju,
poniewaz oba te zjawiska niosg za sobg negatywne konsekwencje. Najbardziej
pozadang jest inflacja oscylujagca wokot celu inflacyjnego okreslonego dla
danego panstwa. Gospodarka turecka zmaga si¢ z hiperinflacja, co znaczaco
odczuwaja obywatele Turcji. Przedluzajacy si¢ kryzys gospodarczy Turcji
moze by¢ przyczyna intensyfikacji emigracji — w tym takze nielegalne;j.
Wzrost wskaznika CPI — ktory jest szczegdlnie widoczny w okresie od grudnia
2021 do pazdziernika 2022 roku — moze by¢ przyczyna wplywow
politycznych, ktére dotyczg polityki realizowanej przez Bank Centralny Turcji.
Obnizanie stop procentowych w dobie wysokiej inflacji jest dzialaniem
sprzecznym z tradycyjnymi dziataniami polityki pienieznej, ktore sa
podejmowane przez banki centralne panstw europejskich. Konsekwencje
zatamania gospodarczego Turcji mogg wykracza¢ daleko poza granice tego
kraju — szczegdlnie moze to by¢ odczuwalne dla strefy euro, poniewaz
europejskie banki sg gtownymi kredytodawcami Turcji.
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FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION AND
INTEGRATION IN THE MEDITERRANEAN REGION

Summary
The aim of the article is to present the degree of international economic
cooperation and integration in the Mediterranean region. To achieve this goal,
an analysis of the literature describing the economic cooperation and
integration of Mediterranean countries was carried out above all with
cooperation strengthening in the region.
Keywords: Mediterranean Sea, cooperation, integration

Introduction

From global economy point of view the Mediterranean Sea is an
important place for cooperation between countries. It connects routes between
three continents: Europe, Asia and Africa. This is associated with many
problems for the countries in its basin, related to conflicts in the Middle East
and North Africa, migration crisis, or recent COVID-19 pandemic [Operation
EUNAVFOR MED IRINI, 2020].

An important factor initiating cooperation between the countries of the
Mediterranean basin was so-called Global Mediterranean Policy of 1976, thus
starting the processes of economic cooperation and integration between
European, Asian and African countries [Diawot, 2011].

In the following years, new initiatives were created, such as the Euro-
Arab Dialogue, the New Mediterranean Policy and the Lisbon Declaration. The
1990s were important here, where it was possible to tighten cooperation in the
field of political partnership and the security zone (Euro-Mediterranean Charter
of Peace and Stabilization), economic and financial partnership (Euro-
Mediterranean Free Trade Area) and in the cultural, social and humanitarian
sphere (Euro-Mediterranean Heritage Program or Euro-Mediterranean
Audiovisual Programme). Within the military plane associated with the
presence of NATO and the United States in the region, it focuses mainly on the
issues of illegal migration and the danger of Islamic fanaticism. African Union
countries, in turn, focus on cooperation with EU countries [Wordliczek, 2007].

The aim of the article is to present the most important issues of economic
cooperation and integration among the countries of the Mediterranean basin,
which began in the 1970s. The research method used in the article is the
analysis of the literature on the subject. The subject of discussion, however, is

the presentation of cooperation between Mediterranean states, problems and
benefits of cooperation, factors enabling joint activity in many fields of
cooperation of these countries and international organizations.

Regionalism and cross-border cooperation

In the early 2000s, both Europe and the rest of the world saw similar
trends in economic cooperation, integration and economic growth. These
activities have been undertaken in many areas: politics, economy, culture or
environmental protection. Integration itself is defined as "a network of links
crossing political and institutional boundaries, accompanied by the progressing
process of formation of transnational regions and the development of
cooperation at regional levels." Along with the growing importance of this
process, there has been also an increase in cross-border cooperation. Seaside
cross-border cooperation is implemented through the cooperation of several
regions located within a given sea [Palmowski, 2003].

Regionalism, in turn, is an ambiguous concept. Focusing on the issue of
international relations, it is defined as "a model of how states function in a
given territory”. This process is significantly perceived, for example, by
including it in UN regulations or in discussions on the European continent.
Currently, there are two concepts of regionalism: as a process in opposition to
globalism and as its complement [Bieniada, 2013].

In the Mediterranean, cross-border cooperation can now be observed with
the use of regionalism to complete the process of globalism. This initiative
covers the entire area of this basin, involving the activities of regional
authorities, but also government [Celata & Coletti, 2013].

Development of economic cooperation and integration in the region

The area of the Mediterranean includes 22 countries and one dependent
territory (Gibraltar - an overseas territory of Great Britain). Southern European
countries are: Spain, France, Italy, Malta, Monaco, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Albania and Greece. The countries of Western
Asia include: Turkey, Syria, Lebanon, Israel, Palestine, the Gaza Strip and
Cyprus. North African countries with access to the Mediterranean Sea are:
Morocco, Algeria, Tunisia, Libya and Egypt [Nations Online Project, 2023].

The processes of cooperation and integration taxed in Europe after World
War |l also affected the Mediterranean countries. The first relations of the
European communities with the countries of Southern Europe, Western Asia
and North Africa were concluded in the form of bilateral agreements in the
1960s. Trade agreements have been concluded with Greece, Morocco, Tunisia,
Cyprus, Turkey and Malta. The next step was the creation by the European
Commission of the so-called Global Mediterranean Policy in 1972. It was
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based on three pillars: the creation of a free trade area for industrial goods, the
reduction of customs duties on agricultural products, and technical and
industrial cooperation, as well as financial assistance. However, this policy
turned out to be ineffective in face of the enlargements of the European
Communities by Spain or Greece, as well as the energy crisis and stagnation
[Sengelebi, 2015].

In the meantime, European countries undertook to establish the so-called
Euro-Arab dialogue. The origins of this form of cooperation can be traced back
to the European Communities summit in Copenhagen in 1973. At that time, a
common position of European countries towards the conflict between the Arab
states and Israel appeared, calling for the end to the conflict and withdrawal
from the occupied territories. The dialogue between the states lasted until 1975
and ended with the signing of the so-called Dublin compromise. This initiative
was purely economic. For example, the development of rural areas or the
improvement of road infrastructure in Arab countries were proposed.
Difficulties related to the policy of the United States in the Middle East or the
invasion of Afghanistan by the Soviet Union in 1979 resulted in the collapse of
this format [Guasconi, 2012].

Changes at the turn of the 1980s and 1990s century in Europe (the
collapse of the Eastern Bloc, as well as the Soviet Union itself), resulted in a
return to the idea of strengthening cooperation between Mediterranean
countries. The change in the character of the European Communities, together
with their transformation into the European Union, resulted in the revival of
contacts with North Africa and Western Asia. The year 1991 is important here
- it was in this year that the New Mediterranean Policy was established. It
focused on reviving the economic development of the Mediterranean countries,
strengthening the role of foreign investments, intensifying financial assistance
and defining the rules of access to the common market. The issues of
democratic principles and respect for human rights in the region were also
addressed. However, the expansion of the European Union to the countries of
Central and Eastern Europe meant that the cooperation of the Mediterranean
countries was not very effective [Adamczyk, 2012].

In 1991, during a meeting of the Council of Ministers of the European
Communities in the Portuguese capital - Lisbon, a report was issued,
identifying cooperation in the Mediterranean as a priority for Europe, taking
action for the prosperity and stability of the region by supporting social
institutions, civil society, universities, media and local government authorities.
Four years later, an agreement known as the Barcelona Declaration was
officially reached. It covered the members of the European Union and Algeria,
Cyprus, Egypt, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Malta, Morocco, Syria, Tunisia,
Turkey and Palestine, establishing the Mediterranean Partnership for these
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ladies. The initiative focuses on three pillars: Pillar I - politics and security,
Pillar 1l - economy and finance, and Pillar Il - social, cultural and
interpersonal  partnership. Mediterranean countries have undertaken
cooperation on issues such as: intercultural dialogue, cooperation in education
and research, protection of human rights, poverty, crime, terrorism, media,
human capital, culture, mobility, civil society, local and regional authorities,
migration, health. It was also agreed that members would meet once a year to
conduct a dialogue aimed at supporting reforms in the field of politics, society,
economy and modernization [Wochowska, 2014].

The next step in the integration of the Mediterranean countries was so-
called New Neighbor Policy. Its origin is seen in the EU communiqués of 2003
and 2004. The aim of this initiative is to support the rule of law, good
governance, respect for human rights and market economy principles. This
policy focuses on socio-economic development, trade and environmental
protection. Instruments include country reports, action plans and progress
reports. Since the introduction of this form of cooperation, some problems have
been eliminated, but further actions are needed to transform the countries of
Western Asia and North Africa [Swieca, 2009].

One should underline that 2008 is the most significant period in terms of
cooperation and integration of the Mediterranean countries. The coordinator
and main originator of the creation of the Union for the Mediterranean as a new
initiative was the French president - Nicolas Sarkozy. The purpose of the union
is to develop the economic and social aspects of the countries of the
Mediterranean region. It was also decided to expand institutional mechanisms
and intensify activities on the basis of synergy. Summits of heads of state held
every two years, annual meetings of foreign ministers were also introduced,
and Councils, Association Committees and Working Groups were established.
Cooperation with the United Nations Organization, the North Atlantic Alliance
and the United States also plays an important role. This stage completed the
formal integration of the Mediterranean countries [Bartnik, 2015].

Problems and benefits of cooperation between Mediterranean countries

Mediterranean countries since the mid-90s of the twentieth century have
been directing their policy in the field of strengthening the cooperation process
in this macro-region and developing the integration process of these countries.
It assumes not only an economic dimension, but also a cultural, political or
social one [Gasiorek et al., 2009].

Cooperation performed by given states or international entities shows
both the benefits of its conduct and the problems associated with this process.
In terms of Mediterranean countries, the positives include: economic
development and employment, energy and climate action, research and higher
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education, social and civic affairs, transport and urban development, the water
environment and the blue economy. In terms of economic development and
employment, the countries located in the area of the above-mentioned sea focus
on creating new jobs, supporting the development of small and medium-sized
enterprises (Med4Jobs initiative), supporting the creative industry, social
economy, private sector development and cooperation in the field of
investment and trade. The second area of benefits - higher education and
research, focuses on the internationalization of higher education, academic
mobility, the possibility of learning in the Mediterranean region or cooperation
in the field of research and innovation. Another element that brings benefits is
the area of civil and social affairs. The role of young people and women in
economic, social and civic life is important here. The field of the aquatic
environment and the blue economy is characterized by access to water
resources, the protection of the Mediterranean Sea and the promotion of the
blue and green economy. Transport and urban development is understood
through the analysis of benefits for Mediterranean countries as: development of
the transport network, urban development and effective dialogue between
countries. The last analyzed area - action in the field of energy and climate, is
guided by actions in the field of energy and the environment among entities
such as: states, institutions, the private sector or society [Union for the
Mediterranean - UfM, 2023].

When analyzing cooperation in the Mediterranean basin, one should also
mention the problems faced by countries located in this area. Such
phenomenon includes: migration, terrorism, radical Islam, climate change,
conflicts and inequalities in various spheres. Migration, as the first analyzed
problem, is defined as a complex phenomenon caused primarily by
unemployment in the southern part of the Mediterranean Sea, population
growth and conflicts occurring in this area (Syria or Libya). Thus, the basin of
this sea is currently the most dangerous sea border in the world. Another
problem is the issue of terrorism. The effects of this phenomenon are felt
primarily by the inhabitants of the Middle East and North Africa, but attacks
also occur in European countries. Radical Islam, on the other hand, is
perceived differently by the countries of Southern Europe than by the region of
North Africa and Western Asia. In Europe, there is a view that it is a religion of
dos and don'ts, while in Africa and Asia - as a protection of culture and
tradition against the challenges of the modern world. Mediterranean countries
are also focusing on global climate change. The occurring problems may
concern, for example, such areas of the economy as agriculture or tourism.
Inequalities are also an important issue discussed in this issue. Mediterranean
countries. They are economic (rich north and poor south), historical (e.g.
Cyprus) or religious (Christianity and Islam). The last, but also the most
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difficult problem for the Mediterranean countries to overcome is the issue of
conflicts. They are dealing with the Greek-Turkish conflict, the civil war in
Syria or the Israeli-Arab conflict [Eurasia Review, 2023].

Cooperation of Mediterranean countries with states and international
organizations

Countries located in the basin of the Mediterranean Sea are an important
aspects of cooperation for both the most important countries of the world and
international organizations. The countries analyzed in this study are: the United
States and China, and the following organizations titled: the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization.

United States as the most important country in the world involved in the
presence in the Mediterranean Sea through the presence of the 6th Fleet,
thereby arousing the interest of Americans. They perceive sub-regions within
the countries bordering the Mediterranean with confidence, sharing certain
types of cooperation: the fight against terrorism (with Morocco and Algeria),
the normalization of relations between Israel and the Arab States (Egypt,
Jordan), in the field of energy (Algeria and Libya). The United States maintains
good contacts with NATO allies putting also on contacts with Morocco,
Algeria, Tunisia and Libya [Benantar, 2009].

China, as one of the world's fastest-growing economies, also focuses on
cooperation with Mediterranean countries. However, the policy of this country
differs in relation to Europe and Africa. Economic cooperation with the
countries of Southern Europe Concentrates mainly on exports of goods from
China and imports of technology, luxury goods and foodstuffs from Europe.
The Suez Canal itself and the port of Barcelona, through which goods are
transported from and to the “Middle Kingdom”, are important here. In turn, the
cooperation between China and North Africa manifests itself mainly as a
"market" for Chinese goods. Africa is a significant partner for the Chinese due
to the current raw materials. In return, it implements a number of projects on
this continent's character infrastructure and grants loans and credits [Obiols,
2010].

Its presence in the Mediterranean is also marked by the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization, which is the largest military alliance, because this
international organization includes, among others, France, Italy and Spain. As
early as 1994, countries recognized the importance of security issues in the
Mediterranean. This year, the so-called Mediterranean Dialogue. All
Mediterranean countries are invited to participate in this initiative. The type of
cooperation has also changed - from bilateral to multilateral. Currently, the
Mediterranean Dialogue focuses on features such as non-discrimination
between members, transparency and bilateral inclusion. In 2004, during the
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Istanbul Summit, NATO proposed activities in the field of military education,
strategy training, protection policy and crisis management. Individual
Cooperation Programs, concluded and updated, allow adjustment of the
cooperation program for specific countries of the Mediterranean Sea, making
cooperation more effective [Santis, 2010].

Conclusions

Economic cooperation and integration is a process that has been taking
place in the Mediterranean region for over a dozen years, but still requires
significant efforts in some areas. The analysis of the professional literature
shows that the activities of the region in the years 1990-2010 have strengthened
the role of cooperation in the region, but it still requires changes for further
economic, political and cultural development.

Forms of cross-border cooperation and regionalism can be seen in the
region. This is due to the location of the Mediterranean Sea between Europe,
Asia and Africa. In the region, we deal with so-called positive regionalism. It is
being used to accelerate socio-economic change in West Asia and North
Africa.

The most important initiative, still functioning today, is the Union for the
Mediterranean. It concentrates on the implementation of projects in the field of
111 pillars - 1 policy and security, Il pillar - economy and finance and social
cultural and interpersonal partnership. The implemented projects have allowed
to reduce disparities between countries, which have arisen, for example, after
the events related to the financial crisis or the COVID-19 pandemic.

An important aspect is to identify the positive and negative challenges in
this field. Coordinated actions by countries have contributed to improving the
situation of young people or promoted the development of the field of scientific
research. There are also issues such as terrorism and socio-economic
inequality. In the long term, however, joint activities must strengthen the
positive effects of cooperation and partially eliminate these problems.

The last analyzed element is the interest of international states in the area
of the Mediterranean Sea. As the analysis shows, the major powers and
alliances play a significant role of the region in creating security or conducting
effective exchange internationally.

To sum up, it should be emphasized that the process of economic
cooperation and integration in the Mediterranean region is a very important and
significant phenomenon in the modern world. It allows to reduce differences
between Europe, Africa and Asia. However, it is important to take further steps
towards it in order to increase economic, political, social and cultural
development, which will result in increasing the role of the Mediterranean
countries in the world in the future.
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CHARACTERISTICS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC CONFLICT
ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE GULF STATES - AN ATTEMPT TO
SITUATIONAL ANALYSIS

The purpose of this article is to present events that took place in the
Persian Gulf region from 2017 to 2021, when the conflict between Saudi
Arabia and Qatar and other Arab countries, e.g. Jordan, escalated. At the time,
Iran and to a lesser extent Turkey were actively participating in the course of
events between the conflicting states. The article adopts the thesis that the
behavior of the parties to the conflict affected not only international relations in
the Persian Gulf region, but also international relations with other countries. It
was a test of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) regional organization as a
forum for interstate agreement. Qatar's tenacity in face of a powerful neighbor
seemed incredible. This situation was an opportunity to expand its sphere of
influence for Iran, which, as the events of 2017-2021 showed, was partially
successful. The author usedmethod of content analysis (literature review) based
on articles from Polish and foreign Internet websites.

When on June 5, 2017, six Arab countries, led by Saudi Arabia, broke off
diplomatic relations with Qatar, observers and analysts of the fuel market and
the Middle East agreed that, on the one hand, this is its culmination and the
closure of a certain process in regional relations of the Persian Gulfand, on the
other hand, the beginning of a new stage in the relations between the states of
this politically important and economy of the region (oil and gas deposits are
estimated as the largest in the world).One wonders whether oil-rich Saudi
Arabia, backed by countries such as Egypt, the United Arab Emirates, Bahrain
and Yemen, will quickly achieve its goals against small but wealthy Qatar. One
of them was undoubtedly the weakening of the Emirate’s international position
along with a network of developed regional connections (alliances with Turkey
and Iran) and independent activity on the fuel market related to the extraction
and export of crude oil and natural gas[https://www.bankiel.pl(access: March
21, 2023)].

A political conflict that started in June 2017 had deeper roots. Diplomatic
attack and economic crisis in Qatar related to the decisions of Saudi Arabia had
been going on for a long time. As a local hegemon, Saudi Arabia could not
afford a country with a much lower economic and demographic potential and
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not having a position comparable to the emirate of Saudi Arabia to take an
increasingly stronger position in the region. It has recently been linked to Saudi
Arabia’'s policy in the region and launched an independent international policy
based on Iran. The conflict between Qatar and Saudi Arabia and the United
Arab Emirates has been seen previously in connection with events in countries
affected by the Arab Spring. In Libya, Qatar supported Islamists who were
trying to seize power in Tripoli and along the coast. At that time, the United
Arab Emirates provided financial and military support to General Haftar and
the government in Tobruk. Qatar supported the activities of the Muslim
Brotherhood and its president, Mohamed Morsi, with large subsidies, in Egypt.
Against these actions, the Arabs and Emirates supported the 2014 coup d'état
when the Egyptian military overthrew Morsi and installed Abdel Fattah el-Sisi,
the former general, as head of state. The third country where under the
influence of Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates and Qatar collided was
Syria, where Qatar sponsored the Nusra Front considered to be the local branch
of al-Qaeda, and Saudi Arabia supported Jaish al Islam in eastern Ghouta. Both
factions are fighting each other in Syria. On the other hand, it is worth
remembering that Qatar took part on the Saudi side in the first phase of the
Yemen tribal war.

Big political game of the great powers

From 2015 to 2017, the Qatari Air Force supported the Saudi Arabian
Army's war against Iran-backed Houthi rebels. Only in 2017 Qatar left the
ranks of the pro-Arab coalition. The immediate cause of the crisis was the
alleged statement by the Emir of Qatar that Hamas represents all Palestinians.
This decision has been linked to allegations that Qatar supports terrorist
organizations. June 5, 2017 Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Egypt, United Arab
Emirates, Yemen and the Libyan government in Tripoli decided to completely
sever relations with Qatar. Saudi Arabia and other countries expelled the
emirate's ambassadors and journalists from Al-Jazeera television in the capital.
Arab countries closed their airspace to Qatar Airways aircraft, which many
observers saw as a sign of competition between local retail giants, mainly
Emirates. The Gulf countries have lost maritime relations with the Emirate,
Saudi Arabia cut off the only connection between the Qatar peninsula and the
mainland, i.e. the land border. There was a full-scale blockade of the emirate of
Qatar.

The next step of the anti-Qatari coalition was the announcement on June
23, 2017 of a list of demands that the emirate had to meet before both sides sat
down to the negotiating table[https://wyborcza.pl/ (access: March 22,
2023)].The Qatari authorities had 10 days to comply with the demands that
were supposed to end the crisis in the region. The list drawn up by Saudi
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Arabia, the United Arab Emirates (UAE), Egypt and Bahrain contained 13
demands. Qatar had to announce that it was severing ties with terrorist and
sectarian organizations such as ISIS, the Muslim Brotherhood, Al-Qaeda and
Hezbollah. The emirate also had to extradite selected terrorists from its
territory. The list also included demands to loosen relations with Iran, shut
down Al-Jazeera TV and a Turkish military base in Qatar.

In response to a letter of June 23, 2017, the Turkish representative,
Fikrilsik, rejected the request to close the base. He noted that all such talks will
have an impact on relations between Turkey and Qatar. Instead, he suggested
strengthening Turkey's presence. According to Turkish media, the number of
Turkish troops in Qatar should increase to 1.000. Turkish President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan reacted similarly to the conflict between Qatar and the pro-
Arab coalition, who assessed the presented 13-point ultimatum. He said such
actions against Qatar are a violation of international law."We support Qatar's
position because we believe that the list of 13 demands is against international
law,"  Erdogan was quoted by the state Anatolia news
agency[https://www.gazetaprawna.pl/(access: March 24, 2023)].He described
the demand for the withdrawal of Turkish troops from Qatar as "disrespectful
to Turkey."Qatar's apparent involvement in the conflict has led Turkey to view
the emirate as a local ally against Saudi hegemony. Support for Qatar's policy
was reflected in the decision of the Grand National Assembly of June 7, 2017,
when the parliament in Ankara passed an extraordinary vote to increase the
contingent of the Turkish base in Qatar. In addition, the Turkish state sent 100
food-carrying planes as solidarity aid to Qatar.

There are many indications that the decision to block Qatar was
influenced by visit of US President Donald Trump to Saudi Arabia on May 20,
2017.[https://pism.pl/ (access: March 25, 2023)].The purpose of Trump's visit
was to show the Saudi authorities how important the American-Saudi alliance
is for the United States. The visit of the US president was supposed to be a
springboard from the presidency of Barack Obama, when bilateral relations
deteriorated significantly. The Saudis demanded more active US policy
towards Iran (Qatar's ally).In addition, Saudi Arabia opposed the July 2015
agreement between the US, Russia, China, France, UK, EU and Tehran on
Iran's nuclear program. Donald Trump met in Riyadh with Saudi authorities
and heads of state of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC).The course of the
visit emphasized the role of Saudi Arabia in the Middle East region and
showed American support for the coalition formed by Saudi Arabia opposing
Iran's policy. President Trump's visit to Saudi Arabia heralded the end of the
arms deal of the century. Over the decade, the US is expected to sell $110
billion worth of military equipment to the Saudis, including planes, ships and
cruise missiles. Thus, the Washington administration, led by the Saudis, wants
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to strengthen the military potential of the Arab states of the Persian Gulf, so
that they take responsibility for the security of the Middle East. President
Trump's support for increased Arab military cooperation may have precipitated
the decision to launch an operation against Qatar, perhaps with the tacit support
of the US and unofficial information that Israel supports these plans.

Not surprisingly, the Qatar blockade was a boon for the US, as Trump
himself tweeted that his visit to the Arabian Peninsula bore fruit. One of them
is the blockade of Qatar, which could be the beginning of the end of the war on
terror. This statement by the American president caused a stir in the American
administration. Qatar is home to the largest US military base in the Middle
East, which is also the command center for operations in the region. Qatar
supported the first of these countries. Qatar's close relations with Iran were the
reason why Iran got involved in the conflict initiated by the decision of Saudi
Arabia and its allies. On May 19, 2017, one day before President Trump's visit
to Riyadh, the incumbent President Rouhani won the presidential election. On
May 27, 2017, the Emir of Qatar called the President of the Islamic Republic,
Hassan Rouhani, to congratulate him on his re-election. This was the case from
May 20 to June 23 - a clear division between the parties to the conflict. On the
one hand, supported by Iran and Turkey, Qatar, on the other hand, Saudi
Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, Egypt and Bahrain. The involvement of
Tehran and Riyadh in this dispute threatened to turn the diplomatic and
economic confrontation into an open conflict between local authorities. The
two countries also have close interests and often support the same
organizations, especially Hamas in Palestine. Saudi Arabia, on the other hand,
has common interests with Israel, and especially common enemies, among
which Iran occupies a special place.

As we know, relations between Saudi Arabia and Iran have not always
been hostile. Before the overthrow of the Shah, until 1978, bilateral relations
were positive, and both countries were considered as allies of the West in the
Persian Gulf region. Along with the United States, the theocratic regime in
Tehran has found an adversary in Saudi Arabia, which is rightly considered to
be Washington's outpost of influence in the Middle East. Oil revenues allowed
the Saudis to pay for a number of projects aimed at stopping the expansion of
Shiite Iran. It was only after the Iranian Revolution that the significance of the
existence of Islamic holy places for the international relations of Mecca and
Medina became clear. The Saudis can base their rule on a very conservative
interpretation of Islam. The emergence of a center of radical Shiism in Iran has
led the authorities in Riyadh to see other religious movements as a blow to
their power and influence in the region. The other side saw the problem in the
same way, but being more radical, took more radical steps. An example is the
events of 1987, when protests by Iranian pilgrims during the annual Muslim
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pilgrimage to Mecca turned into riots and clashes with Saudi security forces,
resulting in the deaths of over 400 people and the wounding of thousands. It is
worth remembering that these events took place during the bloody Iran-Iraq
war that began in 1980, and Saudi Arabia admitted to spending huge sums of
money to support Irag, despite its bad relations with the secular regime of
Saddam Hussein. Despite this turmoil, all the three countries remained
members of the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC)
and continued to work together to stem the fall in oil prices and maintain their
position in the energy market.

Rising tense in the Gulf area

Relations soured again during the Arab Spring, when Iran supported Shia
allies in Irag, Syria and Lebanon - states that rivaled the Saudis. This clearly
undermined the interests and goals of Saudi Arabia. Shia propaganda saw the
Saudis as unworthy defenders and guardians of the holy places of Mecca and
Medina. Yemen, however, turned out to be the largest area of conflict. In the
ongoing civil war in the country, one of the main anti-government forces are
the Houthis, a Shiite political and religious group supported by Iran. When they
occupied Yemen's capital Sanaa in 2014, Saudi Arabia saw it as a threat to its
own security. Saudi Arabia accused Iran of supporting the Houthis and
launched a military intervention in Yemen in 2015 that was not final and led to
a humanitarian catastrophe. During the first period of the civil war in Yemen,
until 2017, Qatar supported the Saudis. The intervention strained relations with
Tehran, especially after Saudi authorities convicted and executed Nimr al-
Nimr, a popular Shiite cleric in Saudi Arabia who lived in a minority branch of
Islam in the country's east. The burning of the Saudi Arabian embassy in
Tehran by a mob of Iranians disrupted diplomatic relations. Relations have
deteriorated significantly.

Understandably, having been blocked by its Gulf neighbors for more than
three years, Qatar could not only sever its ties with Iran, but even weaken
them. Since 2017, when the Arab coalition imposed a blockade of Doha, Qatar
began to rely on regional cooperation with Iran, which, due to slowly
developing economic relations, had to turn into political cooperation over time.
Qatar, to signal a change in bilateral relations, reinstated its ambassador to Iran
in 2017.Prior to the outbreak of the coronavirus pandemic, Supreme Leader Ali
Khamenei met in January 2020 with the Emir of Qatar Tamim bin Hamad al-
Thani and stated that bilateral relations should be deepened as economic
cooperation has not reached the appropriate level of political cooperation
[M.Abdullah, Iran, Qatar Sign Deal to Boost Economic Cooperation,
November 25, 2020, ht- tps://www.aa.com.tr/en/middle-east/iran-gatar-sign-
deal-to-boost-economic-coope-  ration/2055423  (accessed March 22,
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2023).During a virtual meeting held on October 14, 2020, Iranian Energy
Minister Reza Ardakanian and Qatari Industry and Trade Minister Ali bin
Ahmed al-Kuwari highlighted the further development of bilateral relations
between the two neighboring countries [Iran, Qatar Agree to Hold Joint
Cooperation Commission in Tehran, https://iranpress. com/content/28577
(access: March 22, 2023)].At the same time, both ministers emphasized the
need for negotiations to determine the subject of cooperation and the manner of
its implementation. They also agreed that by the end of 2020, a meeting of the
7th Joint Commission for Cooperation of the Countries will be held in Tehran,
where a memorandum on the further development of trade relations will be
signed, approved by both countries. Another example of cooperation between
Qatar and Iran are joint investments in the energy sector. The IRNA agency
reported on November 9, 2020 that Iran and Qatar are developing cooperation
in the energy sector [ https://en.irna.ir/news/ (access: March 23, 2023)].Both
Iranian ministers Energy Minister Reza Ardakanian and Qatari Energy
Minister Saad Sherida al-Kaabi emphasized development of cooperation in the
power sector.The meeting was held as part of the visit of the Iranian minister to
the capital of Qatar - Doha. It was also reported that an Iranian visitor brought
a letter from President Hassan Rouhani to the Emir of Qatar, Sheikh Tamim
bin Hamad Al Thani, with a proposal for further cooperation. The problem of
cooperation between Iran and Kater was that Qatar, along with other members
of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC), supported US demands for an
extension of the arms embargo on Iran. This is due to the realism of the plan of
the authorities in Doha, which is interested in gaining a new ally. The policy
towards Iran is not based on idealistic views, friendship and loyalty, but on
pragmatism and survival in a difficult situation. If you look at such ties, both
on a regional scale, in relations between Iran and Saudi Arabia, Qatar and
Saudi Arabia, as well as between OPEC countries, we see certain patterns.
Saudi Arabia sought to undermine its two regional rivals, Iran and Qatar, while
preserving the cohesion and effectiveness of the oil cartel but not crossing the
line between war and peace. Conducting foreign policy in that part of the world
is an extremely delicate process.

When Qatar announced on December 3, 2018 that it would leave the
Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) on January 1,
2019, few oil observers and Gulf commentators were surprised by the decision.
The decision of the Qatari authorities was made about the actions and events of
the past years. The question has been raised as to whether Qatar's exit from the
cartel will significantly affect OPEC production, which includes the main
players in the conflict: Iran, Saudi Arabia, Qatar and the United Arab Emirates.
In 2017, Qatar produced 600,000 barrels of oil per day. This represented less
than 2% (1.0%) of OPEC production. The situation was similar in 2018, when,
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according to the International Energy Agency (IEA), it was 610,000 barrels per
day. In announcing the withdrawal, Qatar said it would meet its production
quota agreed under the OPEC-plus deal, an agreement between OPEC and
Russia. Qatar's decision to leave OPEC was influenced by the fact that the
emirate is a significant producer of LPG, which is not subject to OPEC
production limits.LNG production in Qatar was 1,916 mb/d in 2017, more than
three times the production of crude oil https://warsawinstitute.
org/pl// (access: March 23, 2023)].For ten years, Qatar earned more from
natural gas and related products than from oil. Liquefied natural gas (LNG)
accounted for 42% ofcountry's export earnings within 2013 and 2017.The main
gas production site in the emirate is the North Field, which is jointly exploited
with Iran, which is one of the reasons for disagreements with the United Arab
Emirates and Saudi Arabia. This was due to the fact that in 2005 Qatar
announced a moratorium on new development projects at North Field, although
it was developing gas projects for its own market. This mining limit was
increased in 2017.Already in 2006, Qatar became the largest exporter in the
world - 77 million tons of LNG per year. Production growth boosted exports to
81 million tons per year in 2017.Thus, one can get the impression that in the
case of the oil market, the impact of breaking out of the cartel on the economy
of the emirate and the functioning of OPEC is small. Qatar is a small oil
producer and its production of liquefied natural gas (LNG) is much higher than
oil production. This is also confirmed by the tightening of cooperation in this
field with China. There were also questions about OPEC's market strategy,
especially given the very strong growth in US oil production and whether the
OPEC-plus partnership with Russia will not come at the expense of the
technocratic approach that has served Saudi Arabia's oil policy so well. The
emirate's withdrawal from OPEC shows just how wide the gulf is between
Saudi Arabia and Qatar. On the other hand, Qatar's OPEC membership had
little impact on Qatari gas production and exports. OPEC has never restricted
Qatar's gas plans, and Qatar's withdrawal from OPEC has not brought any
changes to the emirate's economy. Qatar's move has been dubbed Qataxit by
some market observers and is seen as a political move in the face of restrictions
in the country imposed by Saudi Arabia and its allies. In the longer term, the
country's exit could weaken OPEC's position as smaller members feel
increasingly marginalized by Saudi Arabia's dominance through rivalry
between Russia and Saudi Arabia and Iran. Qatar's decision is important
because of its symbolism. It is a desire to show ambition and independence in
the face of difficulties, such as the boycott of the country by Saudi Arabia, the
United Arab Emirates and others.
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A high straight game

The new energy minister and president of Qatar Petroleum, Saad Sherid
al-Kaab, was a big influence on this. After taking office in November 2018, he
took a broader approach to the functioning of the energy market. In mid-
December 2018, he announced that Qatar Petroleum plans to invest around $20
billion in US gas and oil production [El Gamal, Knect, Zhdannikov,
https://www.reuters.com/article/us-ga- tar-gas-qp-idUSKBN1OF07X (access:
March 26, 2023)].Qatar has used its exit from OPEC to promote strategic
changes in the development of gas production and exports. The increase in gas
production continued after Qatar announced in April 2017 that it would lift a
self-imposed moratorium on production expansion at Field North. Since then,
Qatar has increased production capacity. By 2024, it plans to increase
production by 43 percent.— up to 110 million tons per year. Countries that
blocked Qatar, such as the United Arab Emirates, did not choose to shut down
the Dolphin pipeline, which fed a power plant and a seawater desalination plant
in one of the Fujairah emirates, throughout the crisis. This fact showed the
dependence of the UAE on gas flowing from Qatar through the Dolphin
pipeline. Qatar continued to export to strengthen its position as a reliable
supplier. In other markets, such as the United States, Qatar has been able to
offer long-term contracts at competitive prices to secure market share and gain
political allies through boycotts. Qatar's relations with Iran are noteworthy due
to the joint production of one of the world's richest gas fields, the North
Field/South Pars, whose resources are estimated at 52 trillion m3 of gas. The
lack of a solution to the conflict with Qatar and American mediation prompted
Saudi Arabia to end the conflict, which resulted in lifting the blockade of the
emirate [ https://www.euractiv.pl/section/demokracja/news/arabia-saudyjska-
katar-kuwejt-iran-usa-trump--kushner-turcja/ (access: March 27, 2023)].Saudi
Arabia opened its land and sea borders and airspace on January 4, 2021, ending
its boycott of Qatar. The decision taken before the summit of the Gulf
Cooperation Council (GCC) may pave the way to resolving the political
dispute that led to the boycott and blockade of Qatar a few years ago. On
January 5, 2021, agreements were signed between Saudi Arabia and Qatar with
representatives from the United Arab Emirates, Bahrain and Egypt. The
document, signed in the presence of President Trump's envoy Jared Kushner,
was intended to end the three-and-a-half-year conflict. The end of the Saudi-
Qatari conflict could lead to a gradual normalization of relations between Saudi
Arabia and Iran. According to press reports, at the beginning of April 2021,
representatives of the two countries met in Baghdad, which recently found
itself in  the Iranian  sphere  of influencelran  przyznaje:

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easing of tensions between Riyadh and Tehran. Saudi Arabia has lost an ally in
the person of Donald Trump, who supported the monarchy in its rivalry with
Iran. The Joe Biden administration has taken a new approach to Middle East
politics that differs from Donald Trump's. Washington gradually began to
distance itself from the actions of Saudi Arabia and announced the beginning
of a similar dialogue with Iran, as it was under the presidency of Barack
Obama. Thus, Saudi Arabia was forced to correct its policy and improve its
image with its ally. The first manifestation of this was the agreement with
Qatar concluded in January 2021, which ended the diplomatic crisis in the
Persian Gulf (it is worth adding that it was still in the times of Donald
Trump).In turn, the information about the meeting in Baghdad should be
treated as another step to show how important de-escalation is in the region.
The Saudis have probably realized that their current policy of confrontation is
not bringing the desired results. Qatar has benefited from this by protecting its
independence from Saudi Arabia. It remains an open question whether the
reason for this was not the price of excessive relations with Iran.

Conclusions

Recent years in the world have been extremely rich in various types of
events. The example of Arab states in the Persian Gulf region is one example.
The aim of the article was to present the events that took place in the Persian
Gulf region in 2017-2021, when a conflict arose between Saudi Arabia and
Qatar and other Arab countries, e.g. Jordan. The situation in that region was
extremely tense, which is shown in the above article, e.g. at that time, Iran and,
to a lesser extent, Turkey took an active part in the course of events between
the feuding states, there was a struggle for influence between the powers.
International relations in the Persian Gulf region, as well as international
relations with other countries, are still not the best, especially when it comes to
mineral resources. The current times are a test of the regional organization of
the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) as a forum for interstate understanding.
Qatar's tenacity in the face of its powerful neighbor, Saudi Arabia, seemed
incredible. This situation was an opportunity for Iran to expand its sphere of
influence, which, as the events of 2017-2021 showed, was partially successful
and Iran gained an ally in the form of rich Qatar. In the coming years, the
situation on the Arabian Peninsula may worsen for various reasons.
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UKRAINE’S INTEGRATION INTO THE EU IN TRADE CONTEXT

The paper directs attention to trade conditions between Ukraine and the
European Union in context of integration into the European space. The
cooperation between Ukraine and the European Union has become a significant
instrument in an economic and political field, especially in a new geopolitical
reality since February 2022. After foreign trade reorientation, the EU became
the main partner for Ukraine, what has had positive and negative consequences
in the long term.

The methods of desk research analysis from source literature and data
statistics were mainly used in this study. The hypotesis put in a paper is that the
position of Ukrainian’s economy has not been improved despite an increase in
the trade with the EU in recent years. The results showed a large disproportion
after the loss of the key market- the CIS. However, thanks to visible political
changes, the partnership provides a positive effect. The current engagement of
the EU countries in assistance for Ukraine is a chance to accelerate future
economic growth. It is recommended to fulfil economic goals among the rest
on both sides, as it remains the key factor that strengthens geopolitical potential
and safety.

Introduction

Foreign trade remains a significant factor in economic development. It
influences size of Gross Domestic Product and its structure, an increase in the
competitiveness of the economy, it enables technological progress by imports,
generates economies of scale, allows to reduce costs and increase productivity
(Jaszczynski, 2016). That is why, states define different goals in economic
relationships with foreign countries. On the basis of economic sciences, we
could distinguish free trade area that reduces or removes barriers and
protectionism policy that is supposed to prevent foreign competition. The trade
is also divided into: autonomous that happen on own accord and convention
that provides a legal framework for facilitation measures (Czerminska, 2008).
In a changing reality, countries need to search for the best possible solutions
and their instruments creating frameworks of cooperation that would result in
mutual benefits.

In order to illustrate Ukrainian way of cooperation with the EU, it is
worth paying attention to historical aspect. After Ukraine achieved
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independence from the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (USRR) in 1991
and the transformation from centrally- planned economy to free market
economy, the country had to face many internal problems, including
hyperinflation or huge production decline. In December 1991, Ukraine, Belarus
and Russia signed an international agreement called "The Belovezha Accords"
that announced their independence and estabilished "the Commonwealth of
Independent States” (CIS) as a successor, associating most of former Soviet
republics. Ukraine has never been a member of CIS as the country has never
ratified the CIS charter. However, Ukraine joined the CIS’s Economic Union
in 1993 and continued to cooperate with former Soviet republics (Tamilina,
2021). At that time, Ukrainian foreign policy maintaining neutrality between
West and East in the first years was considered to block plans of Russian
Federation to rebuild a sphere of influence on the CIS territory (Mironowicz,
2012). While Russian policy was moving gradually towards authoritarianism,
Ukraine showed more interest in Western direction, what created a political
pressure for Ukrainian government. Such desire was expressed through The
Orange Revolution in 2004-2005 and Euromaidan in 2013- 2014, when the
president Viktor Yanukovych did not sign "the European Union—Ukraine
Association Agreement”, what meant closer ties to Russia. Then, Ukraine has
gradually been withdrawing from associations with the CIS since Russia
annexed the Crimean Peninsula in February 2014, what worsened a tense
relationship between nations. Finally, Ukraine ended its participation in the
CIS statutory bodies in 2018 (Tamilina, 2021). Such situation reflects specific
character of Ukrainian economy and policy. As it is known, the location
between Russian Federation and Euro-Atlantic countries means that Ukraine
has been vulnerable to military attacks and geopolitical pressures far more
(Pietras et al., 2021).

The partnership has been regulated by "The European Union-Ukraine
Association Agreement” that was estabilished in 2014, after long years of
negotiations. The document committed to converge economic policy, prevent
fraud, cooperate in different sectors and provides a legal basis for further
developments. Another part of this association directs attention to a free trade
area between the EU and Ukraine, called "Deep and Comprehensive Free
Trade Area" (DCFTA) that intensifies mutual effort. Such agreement allowed
to open markets for goods and services, reduce tarrifs, quotas or technical
barriers and adapt Ukrainian economy to the EU standards (MFA of Ukraine;
accessed: 2023). As a result, the European Union became the main economic
partner for Ukraine. Moreover, Ukraine was granted the EU candidate status on
June 2022. Therefore, the cooperation is going beyond humanitarian or military
assistance and determines the future of all Europe.
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Analysis of the economic cooperation between Ukraine and the European
Union

As it has been mentioned before, foreign trade stays indispensable for
economic growth. The cooperation between two entities at different levels of
macroeconomic development may be a chance for sustainable growth on
condition that both decide to exchange their potential. Thus, the case of the EU
and Ukraine requires thorough analysis in order to evaluate the effectiveness of
the economic integration.

As we can see on a graph 1, Ukrainian imports and exports to the EU
countries have had a growing tendency since 1996 despite fluctuations.
Between 1996 and 2008, the Ukrainian trade with the EU was gradually rising
and the export increased by over 453% and the import went up by over 540%.
There was a decline in exports by 5.6% and in imports by 28.5% in 1999 in
comparison to the previous year, what could be explained by the impact of
1998 Russian financial crisis. The export value fell by 7.3% in 2005 in
comparison to 2004. In 2009, when Ukraine was facing financial crisis, exports
went down by 48.5% and imports decreased by 46.6% as compared to the
previous year. There was a slight decrease in exports in 2012 and 2013, then
imports went down by 20.5% in 2014 in comparison to 2013. Ukrainian export
decreased by almost 23% in 2015 as compared to the previous year, whereas
imports went down by about 27.6%. From 2015 to 2019, the export value rose
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by 59.1% and the import value increased by 64.2%. In 2020, Ukrainian exports
declined by about 10.9% and imports decreased by 4.6% in comparison to
2019. Then, the export rose by almost 49.4% and amounted to 26.8 billion
USD in 2021, whereas Ukrainian imports rose by 25.2% and were almost 30
billion USD. In that year, Ukraine reached the highest values in foreign trade
with the EU since 1996. In the end, it is worth noting that it took ten years for
exports and thirteen years for imports to reach higher values in trade with the
EU after 2008.

Then, it is worth looking at the structure of Ukrainian exports and imports
from the European Union. The attention was paid to the main product groups
that accounted for the largest share of trade between the EU and Ukraine over
past decade.

As we can see in a table 1, the main imported group products from the EU
are: machinery and vehicles, chemicals and energy. There was a decrease in
imports of that group of products by 39.4% in 2014 as compared to the
previous year and it decreased by about 13.8% in 2015. Then, the imports of
machinery and vahicles had generally had a growing tendency before it
declined by 14% in 2022 in comparison to 2021. The imports of chemicals
decreased by 19.7% in 2014 and by 16.2% in 2015 in comparison to the
previous years. Despite a slight decrease in 2020, the exports had been
increasing before a significant decline in 2022. There have been fluctutations in
the energy imports since 2012. It went down respectively by about: 23.8% in
2014, 30% in 2015 20% in 2016, 0.6% in 2019 and 34% in 2020, whereas the
imports increased by: 52% in 2017, 29.5% in 2019 and over 91% in
comparison to the previous years. It is worth noting that despite the ongoing
war, the imports of energy to Ukraine grew and amounted to the highest value
of 6 billion EUR in 2022.
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Moving on, we could state that Ukraine exports mainly raw materials
with food and drinks to the Europan Union. The exports of food and drinks
have generally had a growing tendency. The biggest decrease by almost 25.5%
was in 2020, what refers to the COVID- 19 pandemic and disruptions in the
supply chain. The decrease by about 10% in 2016 as compared to the previous
year could be explained by partial decline in agricultural production between
2014 and 2016 (Stehnei et al. 2019). It is well-known that the geographical
location of Ukraine is a key factor to produce food and use its economic
potential. In 2021, 10.6% of GDP in Ukraine accounted for agriculture,
whereas the EU average was only 1.6% (The WorldBank, accessed: 2023).
Looking at the exports of raw materials to the EU, we can see an upward trend
since 2016, in spite of its decrease by 13.6% in 2020. The integration into the
EU allowed Ukraine to satisfy European nutritional needs and increased
demand for raw materials, while the country is supplied by chemicals and
technologies. But regarding that Ukraine produces mainly intermediate and low
value-added goods with lower technological component, the economy remains
more backward and dependent on high-tech imports from abroad (Rybchuk,
Bachynsky, 2020). Moreover, cheaper import products lead to mass destruction
of the local producers in Ukraine that cannot adapt to foreign market players
anymore (Soroka, 2022). Such situation can have a negative impact on
Ukrainian competitiveness in the international market.

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As we may see on a graph 2, the biggest importer of Ukrainian goods in
the European Union was Poland and its value amounted to about 5.23 billion
USD in 2021. The share of exports to Poland was 19.5% of the total EU. It
could refer to geographic proximity and probably by the fifth largest
population among the other countries of the EU. The next places were taken
by: Italy, Germany, the Netherlands, Spain, Hungary, Romania, Czech
Republic, Slovakia and Austria. In 2021, Germany was the biggest exporter of
the EU to Ukraine and its value came to almost 6.29 billion USD, whereas the
share of Ukrainian imports from this country was 21.7%. That relatively high
proportion of imports could refer to the fact that Germany remains the biggest
EU economy and specializes in production of advances goods or technologies.
The next places were taken by: Poland, Italy, France, Hungary, Czech
Republic, Lithuania, the Netherlands, Spain and Slovakia. Signing of "The EU-
Ukraine Association Agreement" gave Ukraine an access to the biggest and
fast- growing European economies. Over 30% of the total trade fell on
neighbouring countries in 2021, what might indicate developed cross-border
cooperation.

Afterward, the analysis of trade between Ukraine and the CIS countries
seems to be necessary in order to assess potential benefits over the years.

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As we can see on a graph 3, Ukrainian imports and exports to the CIS
countries had had a growing tendency before they started to decline gradually
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in 2014. 2005 was the first year, when exports and imports were higher in trade
with the EU than with the CIS countries. However, if we compared graph 3
with graph 1, we could see that Ukraine imported and exported more to the CIS
countries until 2013. Ukrainian exports went down by 32.6% and imports
decreased by 38.2% in 2014 in comparison to the previous year, whereas
exports declined by 47.5% and imports fell by 39.3% in 2015. Reminding that
it had been a long time before Ukraine reached higher volumes of foreign trade
with the EU after 2008, it turns out that the country has lost its significant
markets- the CIS countries. Therefore, an increase in trade with the EU may
not compensate for such loss in the next few years.

The main problems of Ukrainian economic integration into the EU

As it has been described before, Ukraine has passed a longer way to the
European integration in comparison to other EU’s countries. However, the
economic partnership between the European Union and Ukraine is still
characterised by difficulties that hamper the mutual development. Among the
main obstacles we could mention: corruption, inefficiency of the public
administration system, socio- economic problems, labour migration or
incomplete judical reforms (Stoika, 2020).

One of the most important problem that needs to be solved has been a
large-scale corruption in Ukraine. According to Corruption Perceptions Index
Ukraine remained the second most- corrupted country in Europe with the score
33 out of 100 in 2022, after Russia. Despite a slight improvement in
comparison to the previous year, Ukraine stays far behind the EU members. To
better illustrate this, the most corrupt EU member- Bulgaria achieved the score
43 out of 100 in 2022 (Transparency International, accessed: 2023). Regarding
that corruption has a negative impact on a country's image and macroeconomic
indicators, Ukraine needs to strengthen the reforms in order to increase the
effectiveness of the partnership and economic development.

Then, according to the Pulse of the Agreement, Ukraine has completed
63% of all tasks planned by the Association Agreement with the EU. The
biggest progress has been made in humanitarian policy, political dialogue,
justice, freedom, security and human rights or public procurement, whereas the
least progress has been made in financial cooperation and combating fraud,
social policy and labor relations, transport infrastructure or consumer
protection (Ukraine- Europe, 2022). Thus, we could state that Ukraine has been
more successful in a political than economic integration to the European Union
since 2014.

The literature of the subject often draws attention to the competitivness of
economy. We can find out that Ukraine took 85th place in The Global
Competitiveness Report (GCR) in 2019, when the Global Competitiveness
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Index scored 57 out of 100 and was the third least competitive economy in
Europe, after Moldova and Bosnia and Herzegovina. In the same year, Croatia
remained the least competitive economy in the EU with the score 61.9 out of
100, what put it on 63rd place (GCR, 2019). This means that the
competitiveness of Ukrainian economy also stays far behind the EU’s
economy. It is worth reminding that due to the EU technical requirements and
low competitiveness of most Ukrainian products, foreign trade cannot lead to a
high increase in exports. Ukraine imports more high-tech products, while
exports mainly food products, raw materials and low value-added goods in
order to meet an increasing demand in the EU. Eventually, large disproportions
and more negative balance apprear in trade structure. Therefore, it seems to be
necessary to increase foreign investments in sectors of higher productivity with
high-tech and knowledge. However, we cannot forget about stable
macroeconomic environment that has a strong impact on competitive position
too (Wosiek, 2016). In such a situation, both sides need to implement new
solutions that would complete one another.

Possible solutions for Ukrainian economy after 24th February 2022 on the
example of Poland

Even though Ukrainian economy has already been considered as fragile,
Russian aggression against Ukraine significantly delays further economic
changes. It becomes clear that Ukraine will not be able to recover fast without
external support. That is why, the EU’s institutions have also been preparing
various aid programs since the war began, including 9 billion EUR of macro-
financial assistance for Ukraine (The European Commission, accessed: 2023).
A great involvement in support for Ukraine could be observed in the
neighbouring countries being members of the EU, for example in Poland. The
Polish Investment and Trade Agency that has received over 3,000 applications
from Polish entreprises related to reconstruction and future investments in
Ukraine (PAIH, accessed: 2023). Moreover, the Polish National Development
Bank (BGK) in cooperation with the European Commission participates in a
financial assistance for Ukrainian entrepreneurs and is supposed to guarantee
loan repayments, granted by Kredobank (BGK, accessed: 2023). According to
analysts of Bank Pekao (2022), thanks to Ukrainian's membership in the EU
and eliminated barriers, the total benefits for Polish economy could account for
3.6- 3.8% of GDP. Additionally, Polish experiences in economic
transformation, macroeconomic stabilization or adaptation to the EU standards
would provide support for vital reforms.

As it has been mentioned before, Poland is the biggest importer of
Ukrainian goods and the second biggest exporter to Ukraine from the EU.
Therefore, the effort made gives an opportunity to develop economic potential
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of both countries and ensure geopolitical safety in the coming decades.
However, the engagement of the other EU countries is needed as support from
neighbouring and smaller countries like Lithuania may not be enough in the
long term due to enormous losses.

Discussion and conclusions

In conclusion to this paper, we could confirm that the integration to the
European Union has not improved the position of Ukrainian economy
significantly, despite an increase in trade. After the reorientation to the EU
from the previous key market- the CIS, economic and geopolitical crisis,
Ukraine failed to generate more revenues that would compensate such loss.
Due to low competitiveness of most of Ukrainian goods and the EU technical
requirements, there is a small possibility of gaining as high values of export as
before the agreement. Taking advantage of strengths of Ukrainian economy, an
increased involvement in food and raw materials sector could be considered.
Moreover, further diversification of outlets would be essential unless the
economic integration with the EU achieves desired results. The East Asia and
the Asia- Pacific region are regarded as other potentially attractive partners
(Sardak et al. 2019). In order to maintain the EU's position for Ukrainian trade,
the redefinition of common goals seem to be needed, what would provide
additional opportunities for both sides.

As Stoika (2020) claims, successful integration of Ukraine into the EU is
possible only on condition that the country meets Copenhagen criteria
(political, economic and membership criteria). On the other hand, the ongoing
Russian invasion of Ukraine requires the implementation of new solutions by
the EU and Ukrainian government as the war does not allow to reduce
discrepancies with the Copenhagen criteria. While Ukrainian foreign policy has
been drifting towards the European standards since 2014, the new geopolitical
reality challenges to build independent, economically strong Ukraine and the
future EU membership could play an important role in post- war reconstruction
of the country. We cannot forget that the efficiency of such an undertaking is
also determined by current decisions.

CRISIS ASPECTS OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC IN THE
ECONOMIC SPHERE

The subject of the study is the social and economic significance of the
COVID-19 pandemic in the global and regional dimensions, particularly in
Poland. Based on the literature, the historical roots of various pandemics are
presented, confirming their cyclical nature. The analysis of current reports on
COVID-19 served to verify the hypothesis on the secondary nature of
economic effects in relation to social effects, which fundamentally
differentiates the current crisis from known economic and financial crises of
market provenance. In the perspective of recovery from an economic crisis is
the strengthening of the private sector, in the case of a pandemic crisis,
particular importance is attributed to the public sector, in particular health and
education. The need to develop crisis-fighting instrumentation based primarily
on logistics has been identified. A pandemic can consolidate long-standing
cultural, social and economic changes, for the time being rather modestly
heralded by various signs.

Introduction

The term ‘epidemic' (from Gr. epi - ‘haunting' and demos - 'people’,
‘people’) is 'the occurrence in a given area of infections or cases of an infectious
disease in a number markedly greater than in a previous period, or the
occurrence of infections or infectious diseases hitherto absent' (Fiton, 2020, p.
40). The word epidemic has come into common use and is also increasingly
replacing the word epizootic (plague, pestilence) - referring to the occurrence
of disease among animals rather than humans. The legal definition and
administrative procedure of an epidemic is regulated by the Act of 5 December
2008 on preventing and combating infections and infectious diseases in
humans - Journal of Laws No. 234, item 1570. The declaration of an epidemic
state has implications for the formulation of prohibitions and orders in an
administrative manner; in Poland, such a state was in force from 20 March
2020 to 16 May 2022. A pandemic, on the other hand, is not limited by its area
of occurrence, is global in nature, and is characterised by: lack of biological
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immunity of the population, long period of contagiousness and contagiousness
in the asymptomatic period, various symptoms making diagnosis difficult; a
pandemic is declared by the WHO. The pandemic is global, with secondary
outbreaks occurring in different countries and even continents independently,
i.e. not necessarily as a result of transmission by an infected person. In the
current COVID-19 pandemic, the presence of the pathogen has been reported
in imported frozen fish (New Zealand) or caught shellfish (Spain), but it is also
of cognitive interest to identify 'patient 0' in a given country to more fully
identify disease transmission routes. In the literature, the concept of an
epidemic is used with some flexibility, such as Justinian's plague epidemic in
the 6th century, which claimed 100 million victims worldwide in three years,
and the two-year plague epidemic in London in the 17th century, which
claimed 100 000 victims, while Poland's most recent smallpox epidemic
occurred in Wroctaw in 1963, lasted 25 days and, thanks to inoculation of 95%
of the population, was limited to 7 deaths. It is worth mentioning that this was
one of the last smallpox epidemics in Europe. Globally, the last case was
recorded in Bangladesh in 1975, and smallpox has not appeared anywhere in
the world since. This is undoubtedly the success of a unique vaccine that
administered live viruses of another pox (cowpox) that causes few symptoms
in humans. In 1980, the WHO declared smallpox to be completely eradicated
and smallpox vaccination is not on the compulsory vaccination calendar (Fiton,
Lukaszuk, 2020, p. 21). Epidemics and pandemics are caused by different
pathogens. In historical times, pandemics were mainly caused by bacteria
(plague, cholera). Today, viruses (influenza, AIDS, COVID-19) are primarily
the disease agent. Viruses attack selected regions of the body, which makes
them different from bacteria. The epidemiological chain is made up of three
links: source of infection and infectious agent, routes and mechanisms of
spread, susceptible individuals. Viruses have the ability to mutate rapidly,
adapt to a resistant host and change affinity. Epidemics (pandemics) have
plagued humanity since ancient times. Our knowledge of them is mainly
reduced to the number of victims, which is not always authoritative, even
disregarding the estimated nature of the data, e.g. the Athenian plague in 430
BC claimed 65 000 victims, but this relatively small number was one-third of
the population of Athens (Philemon, Lukasuk, 2020). The Antonine plague of
165-166 killed 5 million Romans, or 25 per cent of the empire's population at
the time (Fiton, Lukasuk, 2020).

The Antonine plague of 165-166 Killed 5 million Romans, or 25 per cent
of the empire's population at the time (Filon, Lukasuk, 2020). Relative
numbers show different things than absolute numbers. Which ones better
illustrate the tragedy? In 2016. WHO announced that 28646 people contracted
haemorrhagic fever, of whom 11323 died, or 40% (Fiton, Lukaszuk, 2020).
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However, the high mortality rate did not arouse a widespread sense of
insecurity due to the low transmission of the ebola virus. During the Justinian
plague in the sixth century, which contributed to the deaths of as many as 40%
of Constantinople's population (Fiton, Lukasuk, 2020), in addition to the
hecatomb of victims, ignorance was a strong concern: "little was known about
the aetiology of the diseases, their modes of transmission or treatment (...) it
was not known who could become infected, who recovered and why. This
ignorance caused panic among the population and uncoordinated behaviour,
such as some locking themselves in their homes, others fleeing from the cities
to the countryside, or vice versa...'(Wojcik, 2011, p. 387). Fear was also
compounded by the fact that the symptoms of the onset and development of the
disease varied from person to person (Wojcik, 2011). The search for parallels
between known epidemics is therefore not strongly justified. Nevertheless, the
COVID-19 pandemic historically ranks as the 9th worst plague in terms of
deaths even before its end (Wiatrzyk, 2021). By 17 January 2023, 683.2
million people worldwide had been infected with coronavirus, 6.8 million had
died, 655 million had recovered, and the rest are undergoing treatment.
However, the actual number of deaths may be much higher, according to the
BBC; the data reported by individual countries may not be complete and this is
not necessarily due to malice. Due to the pandemic, the treatment of other
diseases has fallen by the wayside, both because of inefficiencies in the health
service and because of patients' fear of dealing with the health service (Mazur-
Puchata, 2021) In addition, it may be thought that the dynamics of the
pandemic are slowing down. The media echoes with figures illustrating the
drama of the pandemic on a piecemeal basis; it is worth checking the actual
state.

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It is not possible to establish a 'ranking' of countries from the data in the
table, as such populous countries as China and Russia are not included, but it is
possible to make a rough estimate of how individual countries are dealing with
the problem. In the UK, there are a lot of infections, perhaps the restrictions put
in place are not strict enough, but the success rate in treating those infected is
high. In Brazil, with a high infection rate, treatment efficacy is least
satisfactory. In the USA, with a relatively low infection rate there is
simultaneously a high treatment efficacy, in Poland the opposite. The highest
treatment efficacy with relatively low transmission in India would dictate a
review of the reliability of the statistics. The pandemic has found different
countries in different situations and is exacerbating their polarisation without
creating uniformity. It is puzzling that, with regard to China, there is more talk
about the state of the economy than the spread of the pandemic. These are the
effects of globalisation, through which they play an important role in supply
chains. But China also reports success in dealing with the pandemic, a measure
of which is that 95,000 infections occurred between the beginning of 2020 and
September 2022 (Kapiszewski, 2022). Individual countries are coping, or not
coping, in their own way with the pandemic. In 2020, China handled the
pandemic best in the world. Now the situation is different. The Delta variant of
the coronavirus is spreading rapidly through the country. The authorities have
imposed drastic restrictions and even China's central bank admitted in a
statement that inflation is under control but the economic recovery is not
robust. "The pandemic is leaving its mark on the global economy. China,
although it has been gaining so far, is now catching breath" (Fraczyk, 2021a).
Similarly, in mid-August 2021, a stock market portal analyses the situation. "It
was hoped that the Middle Kingdom would be one of the engines of growth
pulling the world out of the crisis. However, China has its own problems, and
recent economic data coming out of the country has been considered quite
disappointing" (Koziel, 2021). In anticipation of weaker growth in China's
economy, global markets for copper, oil and agricultural commodities have
seen price declines in July/August 2021. The reported death statistics are
characterised by relative accuracy, as it is difficult to separate the effects of
different diseases and it is still uncertain what determines the course of the
SARS-CoV-2 disease in a particular patient. There are cases where patients die
within days of being discharged from hospital. During a pandemic, access to
healthcare is difficult and many people not infected with coronavirus die
because of this (Mazur-Puchata, 2021). It is also not insignificant that 190
countries, with a population of 7.822 billion in 2020, have separate health
policies, with different organisational proficiencies in data collection.
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Epidemics and pandemics history

In descriptions of the past, the terms epidemic and pandemic are used
interchangeably, usually referring to epidemics, plagues or indicating diseases.
For example, the Athenian plague, the largest in ancient Greece, brought by the
army of Sparta in 430 BC, first broke out in Ethiopia, reached Greek cities via
Egypt, but it was in Athens that it claimed 65,000 victims, or one third of the
population. Studies of the remains carried out between 1994 and 1995
established that typhoid fever was the causative agent; the cause was therefore
known after millennia. Another epidemic reached the Roman Empire with
soldiers returning from campaigns in the Middle East and claimed 5 million
victims, or 25% of the population, between 165 and 166 AD; it may have been
smallpox or measles. Three major recurrences of the plague occurred at
considerable intervals. Between 541 and 543, the Justinian plague - took a huge
toll of 40% of the population of Constantinople, with 100 million victims
worldwide. In 1347, a second epidemic claimed 50 million European victims.
Between major recurrences of the plague, between 1665 and 1666 in London,
the epidemic claimed more than 100,000 victims. The third one in 1894-1900,
then the main spreaders were rats travelling on steamships (later clarified to
mean rat fleas). Bacteria bacilli were responsible for the plague; they were
successfully isolated in 1894. Recurrences of smaller epidemics recurred every
15-20 years. "At the end of the 15th century, plague epidemics in Krakow
occurred every 2-3 years and even year after year. Between 1500 and 1750, 92
epidemics were recorded in Krakow - the most of any Polish city. (...) Plague
epidemics in Europe had died out by the beginning of the 19th century." (Fiton,
Lukaszuk, 2020, p. 19). Between 1545 and 1550 in Mexico, a plague of
typhoid fever, brought by the Spaniards, killed about 80% of the Aztec
population. A renewed outbreak between 1576 and 1578 claimed a further 8
million lives; the pathological agent was established centuries later in studies
of the remains of the victims (Fiton, Lukaszuk, 2020). The smallpox virus
appeared in 400 AD in China and India. By 1520 it had made its way to
Mexico, Peru, Brazil and by sea expedition routes to Africa, Australia, New
Zealand. At the end of the 18th century, it was responsible for the deaths of
about 800 000 people per year in Europe. It is worth mentioning that in 1989,
the WHO declared this disease entity completely eradicated and vaccination
against smallpox (blackpox) is not included in the mandatory vaccination
calendar (Fiton, Lukaszuk, 2020). Influenza has afflicted mankind since
ancient times, spreading mainly by the droplet route. It was first reported in
412 BC, the first reported epidemic in 1173, and the first pandemic began in
1729 in Russia. After two years, a recurrence covered the whole of Europe, and
in 1733 America and Africa. Between 1700 and 1900, 16 major influenza
epidemics occurred. In the pandemic that covered Europe and America in
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1782, at its peak in St Petersburg, there were 30000 patients each day. The
most famous pandemic is the so-called Spanish flu, caused by the avian
subtype virus. The influenza virus was isolated in 1933 and comes in three
types: A - transmitted by pigs, horses, birds, the most dangerous, B - found
only in humans, C - the mildest, in humans and pigs. The HIV virus was
isolated in 1983 and the AIDS pandemic caused by it continues to this day, the
first of such longevity. The first cases of haemorrhagic fever caused by the
Ebola virus, which has a mortality rate of up to 90%, were reported in 1976,
with epidemics confined to small local communities. Zika virus, transmitted by
mosquitoes, has so far appeared in 86 countries, with an estimated 1.6 million
infected in 2016 (Fiton, Lukaszuk, 2020). Epidemics and pandemics have been
occurring for a long time. Disease agents are subject to mutation and, in each
case, knowledge about them has to be at least updated, if not created from
scratch. Pandemics differ in their contagiousness and mortality and in the
severity of the disease course. "The problem of epidemics and the spread of
disease in the human population has changed over the centuries along with
advances in knowledge, living culture and technology" (Fiton, 2020, p. 49).
Over the centuries, the roles/comparative costs of factors of production have
changed. The human factor was first dominant, hence the many victims of
pandemics resulted in reduced production and often famine. Today, there is a
greater interchangeability of factors, but their interconnection in the digital age
is more complex and subtle. Economic aspects mix with social and political
ones, making the search for solutions no easier. In relation to pandemics, the
well-known black swan metaphor does not fit, as the shape of the future plague
and the time of occurrence are unknown, while the probability of its occurrence
borders on certainty. Arak (2020) proposes the metaphor of the grey rhinoceros
as a highly probable but downplayed threat that has a huge impact on the
reality around us. Also Zurek (2021) is of the opinion that a pandemic is a
white swan, not a black swan, for the reason that 'the contemporary economic
and political world is a so-called extremist one, dominated by rare events'.
Indirectly, the black swan metaphor in relation to the current pandemic is
negated by Nassim Taleb himself, who early last year published an essay
warning that the rise of corporate socialism preferring corporate permanence
threatens the world. Governments try to offset the effects of all crises by
propping up faltering companies with public money, paying less attention to
consumers. And the conditions for this are created by the printing of money.
This phenomenon assumes great proportions during a pandemic. As for the
pandemic itself, Taleb writes: "If anyone has read my book carefully, they
know that the global pandemic is a white swan. It was known that it would
happen, the probability was high. What was not known was when it would
happen. The pandemic was an expected event given the structure of the modern
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world and the increasing globalisation. The Singapore government, of which
we were advisors, had already been prepared for a pandemic since 2010"
(Rosik, 2020). The present pandemic is the third in succession. SARS-CoV
emerged in China in 2002, MERS-CoV in the Arabian Peninsula in 2012. The
current emergence of SARS-CoV-2 is certainly not the last. “The appearance
of SARS-CoV-2 did not surprise me (...) if we look at history, it is clear that on
average a new dangerous coronavirus appears every ten years. (...) Every
virologist knew that a new threat was coming. It was even forecast to happen
around 2020. We just didn't know where exactly it would come from," says
Prof Krzysztof Pyr¢, one of Poland's leading virologists. 'The SARS-CoV-2
coronavirus pandemic will eventually die out, but it will be followed by
another one," he adds (Kolesnychenko, 2021).

Pandemic in society and the economy

Unexpected multiple infections, concentrated locally, disorganise life by
introducing disruption to the provision of work. Perturbations include infected
people and those suspected of being infected due to their contact with infected
people; in terms of time, there are periods of illness, convalescence, quarantine.
The attrition of pilots guiding ships through the Panama Canal has caused
congestion, with ships waiting up to 15 days to traverse the canal. The price of
container freight from China to Europe increased more than tenfold. The price
of old cardboard, from which cardboard packaging can be made, has increased
several times due to the growth of e-commerce (this is the so-called Amazon
effect) and shipments of vaccines. Lockdowns and restrictions - bans and
controls - on cross-border traffic complete the rest. All the more reason for the
packaging industry to begin its turbulent development. It turns out that it is
relatively easier to predict the pandemic itself than its multidimensional
consequences. Wierciszewski (2021) estimates that in recent years, many
global trends have been initiated in China. Meanwhile, it is in China that signs
of an economic slowdown are being observed. The People's Bank of China has
unexpectedly eased monetary policy towards important banks, unexpectedly
lowering (previously announced to increase) reserve requirements in mid-2021,
which will trigger a 1 trillion yuan reduction. China's slowdown could continue
and spill over to the rest of the world. Economists note that this is happening at
the same time as the Federal Reserve is doing the opposite. Against the
background of these views, it is worth highlighting the emerging diagnostic
role of the People's Bank of China. Until now, the actions of the Federal
Reserve alone have been observed; now it is beginning to be different. This,
along with growth rates, is an important symptom of the growing role of the
Chinese economy. Concerns about its slowdown are serious in the context of
the emergence of new variants of SARS-CoV-2 and the uneven global
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vaccination rate. We should add - it is hard not to see the connection between
the pandemic and China's growing global exposure. Recently, China has seen a
decline in demand for services, while demand for products has increased,
correlating with a 10% increase in exports during the pandemic. Capital flows
have made China imperceptibly - including for the US - the factory of the
world, which has moved the bulk of its production to it as part of globalisation,
and the pandemic clearly demonstrates this. In the first half of 2020, China has
attempted to convince the rest of the world that expansion is not its only goal.
Thus, on 23 May, President Xi Jinping declared that he would "gradually
create a new development pattern that takes the main domestic economic
circuit as its focal point, with the domestic and international circuits driving
each other." (Guangyuan, 2020). The Chinese Embassy reports that currently,
economic growth is primarily driven by domestic demand, and further
deepening domestic demand is an effective strategy. "During the Asian
financial crisis in 1997 and the international financial crisis in 2008. China, by
accelerating reforms and increasing domestic demand, took a leading role in
the world in terms of realising stable economic growth. From 1998 to 2002 and
2008 to 2010, China's contribution to global economic growth was 16.3% and
51.7% respectively.” (Guangyuan, 2020). However, China does not intend to
give up the benefits of globalisation. In the second circuit, they are betting on:
a) cross-border e-commerce - the pandemic is giving a developmental boost to
this area; b) international shipping capacity - they are speeding up the
construction of the Hainan Free Trade Port; c) capital attraction - the foreign
investment law will be implemented; d) opening up the financial sector to the
outside world - the yuan (renminbi) was introduced many years ago into the
SDR basket of currencies and into the foreign exchange reserves of central
banks, e.g. Germany, and attempts are being made to expand China's
international settlement system in the event of a restrictive hindrance to
SWIFT. Overall, they are betting on globalisation "Just as hundreds of rivers
form a sea, they cannot be reversed and made into separate lakes, so the
structure of the global supply and industrial chain is the result of the long-term
complex influence of various factors such as market rules and choices made by
enterprises” (Guangyuan, 2020). It is not only in the product market that price
relations are changing. In the labour market, the wage situation for IT
professionals, especially freelancers, has changed favourably. Remote working
has become attractive, especially outside of full-time work, due to the growing
importance of programming - here younger generations are leading the way.
This, in addition to the higher mortality of the elderly, is another example of
the age categorisation of society in a pandemic. The markedly higher mortality
of the elderly in a pandemic changes the demographics and results in an
increase in retirement benefits. Cwiek (2021) states: (...) life expectancy has
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not actually been increasing since 2016, but never before have declines been so
great - last year, life expectancy for men shortened by around 1.3 years and for
women by 0.8, explains the expert and reminds us that the shorter the life
expectancy, the higher the benefit. Analyses based on CSO data show that, just
because of the higher mortality last year, the pension of those who will retire
this year will be around 5 per cent higher. This is mainly the result of the
pandemic." This is illustrated by the following example: if someone has
accumulated capital of PLN 500,000, retiring at the age of 60, he or she would
receive a benefit of PLN 1917 last year and already PLN 2013 this year. This
could contribute to an exodus of older workers from the labour market (Cwiek,
2021). The pension increase is an unexpected consequence of the pandemic.
Medical costs, vaccinations, absenteeism, corporate cover schemes cause a
spike in public debt and high inflation. Viewed through the lens of modern
monetary theory (MMTModern Monetary Theory), however, debt allows the
increase in public debt to be relativised. The theory has staunch opponents;
nevertheless, it must be acknowledged that it is gradually being put into
practice. A decade ago, Fed chief Alan Greenspan said that the US could pay
off any debt because money could always be printed to do so. In the financial
sphere, the US is creating certain standards of behaviour. Long ago, J.M.
Keynes recognised that "The ideas of economists and philosophers, both when
they are true and when they are wrong, are of greater importance than is
commonly believed. W istocie rzgdzg one $wiatem” (Skousen, 2012, s. 7). The
idea of adding money is attractive, as it provides a wide room for manoeuvre
for the government, which does not have to pre-finance its expenditures from
taxes and debt issuance through bonds. However, it changes the nature of
money. Money derives its value from a legal monopoly, giving it the status of
legal tender, hence the term fiat money (Latin: fides - faith). As such, it ceases
to be a commodity. By defining the right to participate in commodity
exchange, it becomes a social relationship. "MMT is not about regulating the
quantity of money as a resource (as in Friedman's monetarist theory), but about
controlling its flows. (...) A balancing budget or the size of the public debt is
irrelevant, because such a state cannot go bankrupt” (Blaszczak, 2020). Of
course, the issue of public debt is not so clear-cut. It should be mentioned that,
contrary to the common perception, there is parallel money in circulation of
different origins and nature, as illustrated, for example, by the variety of
monetary aggregates used in the creation of monetary policy, or by the Central
Bank Digital Currency (CBDC) project inspired by the International Monetary
Fund and the World Bank and, with some distinction, by the European Central
Bank. However, it is undeniable that MMT ‘absolves' governments of public
debt far more than the views of traditional economists. One might therefore
think that a pandemic would cure the ground for MMT implementation, which
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even qualifies as freakonomics. CBDC, on the other hand, will enable central
banks to create credit money. This would be a significant spread of e-money
and would be of great benefit to the banks, and this already sounds very
serious. After all, the creation of e-money by central banks would be much
cheaper than the creation of cash money. Besides, what enticing prospects it
would open up. Term money, which would expire on a specific date, is already
being discussed. They could be exchanged for new ones at a specific rate. This
would alleviate the problem noted by Keynes, namely that savings do not
automatically convert into investment. The timeliness of money is an idea
straight out of freakonomics? Not exactly. Flint (2018) reports that the fairly
frequent exchange of metallic (silver) money for benefits was used by
Boleslaw the Bold, Ladislaus Herman and Boleslaw the Wry-mouthed, and this
is, after all, the Middle Ages. A pandemic situation could develop
unfavourably, contrary to expectations that the spread of vaccination would
stop a pandemic. In 2020, according to weekly statistics published by the CSO,
372,000 people died between week 10 and week 50. During the same period in
2019. - 312 thousand, in 2018. - 314 thousand. The difference between 2020
and the average of the previous two years is 58.8 thousand, of which 22.7
thousand can be explained by the virus. With an adjustment for the 300 fewer
road accident victims (less traffic due to restrictions), "non-viral deaths™ were
36.4 thousand more numerous. This was due to chronic diseases whose
standard monitoring and treatment pathways were shattered, 'the health system
focused on treating one disease' (Fraczyk, 2021b). Eurostat reported data for 48
weeks. During this time, there were 11.8 per cent more out-of-hospital deaths
in Poland compared to the average of the previous two years. Italy, the Czech
Republic, Greece, Romania and Slovakia have worse parameters; ahead of us
is Spain, where there was a stronger coronavirus hit than in Poland. This is a
situation that vaccination will not be able to eliminate in the short term. At the
other demographic pole, the situation regarding child births does not look any
better. "2020 was the third worst year since the Second World War. In terms of
birth rates, this one could be even worse" (Zolciak, Osiecki, Klinger, 2021).
Before the pandemic, demographers pointed to two reasons for Poland's ageing
population: longer life expectancy and low birth rates. In a pandemic, fewer
women choose to give birth because the material situation is precarious and the
prospect of giving birth in a covid hospital is a deterrent. What characterises a
pandemic and what can come out of it A pandemic is characterised first and
foremost by its multidimensionality. In countering the effects of the financial
crisis in 2008, action was focused on helping banks, the aim was to avoid
contagion, to keep the banking system running smoothly. In the pandemic,
attention was focused on health protection, mainly by limiting the transmission
of infections through the deactivation of manufacturing, service, educational
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and performance activities and orders and prohibitions directed at the
population (quarantine, disinfection, distancing, masks). On the other hand,
efforts were made to prevent business bankruptcies and job losses. In the first
phase of the pandemic, the negative effects of such undertakings on the
economy were tried to be offset by artificially sustaining demand. A lot of
chaos crept in. A tourism voucher was introduced to help the tourist industry
and large families, and after a while hotels were closed down - they became
available only to business travellers. Remote learning was introduced and only
after a few weeks it was decided to support it by subsidising the purchase of
appropriate equipment by teachers. The idea of exclusively ‘one-name'
hospitals was recognised, only to be abandoned soon after. The National
Immunisation Programme was polemically referred to as a national vaccination
lottery. It was widely reported that 8,000 vaccination points had been prepared,
and it was not until 9 March that Gazeta Wyborcza wrote that the government
'wants to make' changes - so that when patients next sign up for vaccination,
they can choose a point no more than 100 km from where they live. Official
commentaries expose free beds and free ventilators as the efficiency of the
health service, while overlooking the fact that telephone medical advice has
become excessively widespread. The 'ripple effect’ of the epidemic adds to the
difficulties; after a relative calm, there is an increase in infections, and there is
uncertainty about the actual number of infections. The world is not coping well
with the pandemic; we cannot control its course. Just as dangerous as the virus
is proving to be our response to the pandemic. COVID-19 exacerbates the
weaknesses of the modern world: a lack of global governance, poor quality
institutions and growing inequalities. Inequalities are huge "The 50 richest
Americans have wealth equal to that of the poorer half of US citizens, or about
165 million people, according to a Bloomberg report on inequality. (...) The
pandemic exacerbates the negative" (Kaczmarczyk, 2020). During the
pandemic, out of necessity, we make extensive use of remote working and
remote learning. Remote working gets complimentary reviews, remote learning
does not inspire enthusiasm. "No technology can replace human contact"”
(Monka, 2020). Such contact with peers and with teachers is particularly
important for children's development. This is where neglect can arise, which
will take a long time to make up for. For purely human reasons, those who
neither work remotely nor study remotely should also not be forgotten.
Assessing the far-reaching effects of a pandemic, Roubini states: "There will
be changes in the way we live, study, shop, work. We will do more things
online, from home, and less in face-to-face interactions with other people.
Some sectors such as hospitality, tourism, air transport, etc. could be affected
for a long time. There will be an increase in public debt as everyone rightly
responds by increasing budget deficits (...). Perhaps the effect of the pandemic
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will be more debt, higher unemployment, more inequality, more social unrest"
(Kunica, 2020). We can see that, after such a short time after the pandemic,
even experts are lost in conjecture as to its ultimate effects. Chief (2021)
writes: "In essence, the bulk of the efforts of European governments and their
agencies are aimed at stopping the development of the pandemic and raising
public hopes that after a collective effort ‘everything will return to normal'."
This is not true. After a pandemic, the world, societies and their organisations
will be very different; nothing will "return to normal”. A pandemic is the
detonator of a great social change, the course of which, nor the end, let alone
the final results, are known". The opinion that nothing returns to the way it was
after a major upheaval is not an isolated one. Ochmanski (2020, pp. 73-78)
writes of another dangerous phenomenon: "In short, law in crisis can mean that
states of fact called emergencies can be used to break the constitution and
maintain lawlessness until the parliamentary majority changes. (...) As a result,
a practice of multi-level application or rather enforcement is produced: at the
level of the simplest norms of prohibition (...), the reaction of state authorities
amounts to the absolute imposition of sanctions. At other levels, where the
assessment of the behaviour of government officials or its acolytes is at stake,
the practice of 'suspending' the rules emerges, as if situationally they were
losing their general jurisdiction”. It seems that, in a pandemic situation, people
can be banned from the forest under threat of punishment and the huge
expenses incurred for envelope elections can be justified outside the legal
mode. Flieger (2020, pp. 41-45) adds: 'As the current pandemic crisis shows,
without losing ownership of the infrastructure, many organisations have lost
the ability to dispose of it on an ongoing basis completely, overnight, cutting
them off from the ability to function on a day-to-day basis in a known and
accepted mode. This is an unprecedented phenomenon that only some
organisations have been able to cope with'. The losses caused by the pandemic
have different dimensions. Overall, the pandemic has exacerbated divisions in
society and created new ones. Elderly people are exposed to greater risks, as
are people with other diseases, the labour market is more favourable to those
who can work remotely, young people who are condemned to distance learning
are adversely affected, the divide between supporters and opponents of
vaccination is unexpectedly sharp, emergency teams proved to be unprepared
to face a pandemic such as a flood, and staff, equipment and organisational
shortcomings in the health service have become apparent, indicating
considerable underfunding.

Summary

The pandemic is developing every now and then, creating new variants of
the virus, and we cannot be sure when it will peak, especially as vaccination is
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not available in every country, and where it is, it is meeting unexpectedly
strong resistance. Large, multidimensional changes are looming, catalysed by
the pandemic; their symptoms are discernible in the economy, society, politics.
Supply chains and industrial chains are suffering; China is organising internal
and international circulation - it cannot be ruled out that groupings of countries,
such as the European Union, will come to a similar conclusion. After major
changes (e.g. after WWI - the retreat of the colonies, after WWII - the Iron
Curtain, after Solidarity - significant displacements of global hegemony) there
is no return to the state before the changes occurred; after a pandemic, nothing
will be as it was. The pandemic becomes a catalyst for change, the effects of
which now cannot be fully predicted - in Spain it has accelerated the
introduction of a basic income (albeit not necessarily unconditional), remote
working is strengthening, income and wealth differentiation is increasing, the
nature of money is changing, climate protection is gaining ground, the role of
technical and technological innovation is increasing.
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OCENA SKUTECZNOSCI TECHNIK SPRZEDAZOWYCH UP I

Cross-selling i Up-selling sa przyktadami technik sprzedazowych, ktore
stuzg do maksymalizacji zyskow podczas pojedynczej transakcji. Omawiane
techniki sa z perspektywy kupujacego uznawane za przejaw troski i mysl o
jego potrzebach, a sprzedawca zwicksza swoje zyski, nie ponoszgc tym samym
kosztow pozyskania nowego klienta. To wiasnie zastosowanie tego typu
technik sprawia, ze sprzedawcy generuja wickszy zysk, czesto sprzedajac
artykuty, ktore nie bylyby kupowane osobno. Przeprowadzono badanie
przegladowe skupiajace si¢ na publicznych wynikach sprzedazy sklepu e-
commerce z elektronika. Badanie wykazalo zyski plynace z zastosowania
omawianych technik oraz pozwolilo na wskazanie réznic w wynikach
sprzedazowych przedsicbiorstwa, gdyby to nie stosowato metod up i cross
selling’u.

Wstep

W $wietle ciagle rozwijajacej si¢ globalizacji rynkéw e-commerce
powstajg zroznicowane techniki sprzedazy majgce na celu maksymalizacje
zyskoéw poprzez zwiekszanie warto$ci pojedynczej transakcji (Kubiak 2010).
Cheé czerpania zwickszonych zyskow wynikajacych z pojedynczego zakupu
jest spowodowana pewnego rodzaju dopasowaniem organizacji do klienta.
Oczekiwania 1 satysfakcja, a w konsekwencji lojalnos¢ klienta jest
nieodzownym czynnikiem sukcesu skutecznie dziatajacej organizacji. Mozna
zatem wyciggnaé wniosek, ze raz pozyskany klient to ogromna szansa dla
przedsiebiorstwa, ktore powinno dotozy¢ wszelkich staran, aby zaspokoié¢ jego
oczekiwania (Huczek 2013). Oprocz pozyskania i utrzymania lojalnosci klienta
bardzo wazne okazuje si¢ rowniez maksymalizowanie wartosci jego transakcji
poprzez oferowanie wersji rozszerzonych danego produktu oraz zapewnienie
débr komplementarnych zaprezentowanych w atrakcyjny, wygodny i
przejrzysty sposob.

Jednym ze sposobow na osigganie maksymalnego zysku podczas
sprzedazy jest oferowanie dobr komplementarnych, ktére maja uzupehiac
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produkt bedacy pierwotnym obiektem zainteresowania kupujacego
(cross-selling). Najczestszym obszarem wystepowania zjawiska cross-sellingu
jest $rodowisko zakupow internetowych tj. e-commerce, glownie z powodu
jego wysokiej skutecznosci (Wasielewski 2021). Produkty, do ktorych
dostepne sa dodatkowo ptatne dobra komplementarne to laptopy, smartphony,
podzespoty komputerowe, obuwie, ubrania czy nawet samochody. Jednak
zjawisko cross-sellingu mozna dostrzec rowniez podczas dokonywania
zakupow w formie stacjonarnej (np. sprzedawcy pytaja konsumenta o cheé
zakupu preparatu do impregnacji przy zakupie pary obuwia, czy che¢ doboru
szkta ochronnego i etui przy zakupie telefonu).

Kolejng technika sprawiajaca, ze przedsigbiorstwo handlowe
maksymalizuje zyski z pojedynczej transakcji, jest oferowanie rozszerzonej
wersji tego samego produktu nazywane up-sellingiem. Rozszerzanie sprzedazy
odbywa sie w tym wypadku poprzez np. oferowanie bogatszej wersji
wyposazenia w samochodach, wigkszej ilosci pamieci w smartfonie czy
wiekszej porcji frytek w restauracjach typu Fast food.

Wprowadzenie omawianych w artykule metod sprzedazy jest trudne, a
wigkszo$¢ programoéw wdrozeniowych konczy si¢ fiaskiem (Johnson i Friend
2015). Warto jednak podja¢ starania majace na celu implementacje tych
strategii, poniewaz jak wykazano w dalszej czg$ci tekstu, nawet pozornie
niewielki wzrost sprzedazy produktéw powigzany z zastosowanymi strategiami
pozwala znaczaco zwigkszy¢é warto$¢ pojedynczej transakcji. Dodatkowo
wedlug badan przeprowadzonych przez firm¢ doradczg Forrester dodatkowe
propozycje produktowe to az 10-30% obrotow w $wiecie zakupdéw przez
internet (Heller 2022). Metody cross i up-sellingu sg na tyle plastyczne, ze
mozna stosowaé je w kazdej branzy. W artykule skupiono si¢ na analizie
polskiego rynku e-commerce. Stosowanie omawianych technik sprzedazowych
moze by¢ odbierane przez konsumentéw jako przejaw dodatkowego
zabezpieczenia”. Klient preferuje zakup szerszego pakietu ustug, poniewaz z
jego perspektywy nalezy uisci¢ niewielka, dodatkowa oplate w zamian za
pewnos¢, ze nie zabraknie mu funkcji, ktére moga okazac si¢ kluczowe.

Material i metody badan
Materiat badawczy zostat zgromadzony poprzez analizowanie sprzedazy
konkretnych produktow w sklepie internetowym z elektronikg. Platforma
sprzedazowa udostepnia dane dotyczace ilosci sprzedanych sztuk danego
produktu z ostatnich 120 dni jak zaprezentowano na rysunku nr. 1.

Ten produkt w ciggu ostatnich 120 dni kupilo 271 oséb

Podsumowanie

Popularno$é¢ réznorakich technik sprzedazowych — w tym up-sellingu i
cross-sellingu stanowi korzy$¢ zaréwno dla sprzedawcy, jak i dla konsumenta.
Przedsiebiorca niewielkim naktadem pracy jest w stanie maksymalizowaé
kwote pojedynczej transakcji. Omawiane zwigkszenie kwoty transakcji nie jest
imponujace przy jednej sztuce, jednak przeprowadzone badania wykazaty, ze
przychody, a zatem zyski przedsigbiorstwa handlowego moga zosta¢ znacznie
zwigkszone dzigki zastosowaniu omawianych w artykule technik
sprzedazowych.

O trudnos$ciach w implementacji metody cross-sellingu wspominat juz F.
Harding w 2022 roku. Chociaz poczatkowo wprowadzenie metodyki up i cross
sellingu w branzach e-commerce mogta by¢ trudna i problematyczna (Johnson
i Friend 2015) to obecnie dzigki rozwojowi branzy IT oraz zglebianiu
zachowan konsumentow techniki te staja si¢ coraz bardziej powszechne i
gotowe do zastosowania w réznorakich dziatalnosciach komercyjnych. Dzieje
si¢ tak miedzy innymi przez mozliwosci, jakie oferuje zastosowanie
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algorytmow profilowania indywidualnego, ktore zapewnia oferowanie
konkretnych produktow osobom bedacym w stanie je kupi¢ (Kardys$ 2019).

W obecnych czasach, cechujacych si¢ wysoka zmienno$cig rynku,
inflacja oraz dostosowaniem do niej zachowan konsumentéw tym bardziej
wazne jest, aby przedsigbiorstwa maksymalizowaty swoje zyski, redukujac
przy tym koszty (Zulczyk, Stowik, Zalewska i inni 2023). Nawet dodatkowe
przychody, ktére na poczatku nie doprowadza do wielkich zyskdéw, moga
okaza¢ si¢ kluczowe do utrzymania rentowno$ci przedsigbiorstwa.

These beliefs and principles form the real borders of the
European countries and divide people into the ones who belong in Europe and
the ones who do not meet the required behavioural patterns. And those values
are, in fact, not new. A lot of them have been established and successfully
applied in society since the Ancient times. Right now they have been modified
to address the purposes and morals of the existence of the European countries.
This research covers the concepts of democracy, rule of law, tolerance,
multiculturalism, preserving human rights and equality. These values are an
inextricable part of the whole cycle of process happening on the terrains of
European countries, from interpersonal to business and economic relations. It is
vital to study and understand them to better realise the mechanisms, according
to which the whole European society functions.

Key words: European society, European values, democracy, tolerance,
multiculturalism, role of law, human rights, equality.

Introduction. The analysis of the ground values of the European society
should begin from the clear definition of the notion of the values themselves.
Values contribute a significant part to developing each country’s culture. These
are the main principles of society, state and personal organization, political,
economic, legal, cultural, ethical, and a number of other norms that unite a
significant majority of Europeans and serve as the basis of their identity. The
commonly accepted norms and beliefs bring the meaning and sense of
importance for the people within a social system (Definition of the most basic
European values, 2022). Consequently, the rules and norms for the society,
which are formed on the governmental level have their roots in those values.
From everything mentioned above it is clear that values have a deep
significance for the development of the strong and reliable social system -
European society, due to the fact that values, since outlined and set, become a
part of each person’s mindset, they are reflected in the actions and commitment
of people. Only under the condition of acceptance can the values become
respected within the society and transform into the inextricable parts of the
community’s identity (The EU values, 2021).
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The aim of this study is to outline the values followed by European
society on the basis of real example of political, economic and social life.

Main part. In the majority of cases, the main ideas behind all the values
lie in appreciating every human being. When we are talking about the
humanistic world itself, its core view starts with the thought of giving value to
a human being, in other words, humanistic thinking and ends with the thought
of giving value to all people (human rights.) It is a world-view made by the
people for the people. And to understand the basic processes of current
European society it is essential to slightly dive into some historical conditions,
which will shed the light on this evolution. Firstly, this whole approach widely
uses antique ideals from Greek and Roman times, when the peak of
development of human society was observed in the awareness of the dignity of
the human being (Canfora, 2018). Then these prominent thoughts became less
significant but only to re-emerge in the Renaissance. The complete opposite of
today’s European values are the ones from the Middle Ages- theocentric
world-view (God being everything’s center). And finally, today we live in the
era of the anthropocentric world-view, where “anthropos” comes from the
Greek and means “man.” This world-view therefore puts man in the center of
everything. Parting ways with the theocentric values meant, first of all,
applying secularity- separation of religion and state affairs.

Now that the preconditions of current European values establishment
have been outlined, it is time to discover the basic values, which form the
mindset and behavioural patterns of the representative of the modern European
society. These basic values can be found described in legal document -The
Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union. There also exists
Revised European Social Charter; a Council of Europe treaty to promote and
protect socio-economic rights. It guarantees rights related to employment,
housing, health, education, social protection and welfare. According to the
Charter, European citizens are guaranteed freedom of opinion, conscience and
religion; freedom of expression and access to information; freedom of
assembly and association. Now let us take a closer look into the peculiarities of
each particular value and what is its significance for the European society.

First crucial notion, that is valued and respected in the European society is
democracy. The word “democracy” consists of the Greek words “demos”-
“people” and “kratein” - “ruling.” This term stands for such a political system
where sovereignty is based and relies mostly on the will of the people, where
the government takes into account the attitudes, opinions and moods of the
society. European countries meet the following criteria of the democratic state:
firstly, the rulers and representatives of the government are elected by people
on general periodic unaltered elections. Secondly, the mentioned above
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government in case of their unpopular policies and general rejection of their
regime can be voted out of the office. Thirdly, the actions of the government
correspond with the common rules of law and constitution, as well as with the
majority rule. Last, but not least, all democratic states have members of at
least two parties, that represent different political views (Accept pluralism,
2021).

Democracy is closely connected with the right of freedom of speech and
free access to information. People get the chance to form their opinions
regarding the candidates for the elections by analysing independent sources of
information. Consequently, citizens express their formed opinion by voting for
the candidate they consider having the best reputation. However, some
European leaders violate these human rights to some extent. For instance,
Viktor Mihaly Orban- Hungarian politician who is famous for being country's
longest-serving prime minister due to being re-elected several times, is also
known to have accumulated almost all Hungary’s media sources in his hands or
in hands of his supporters and confederates since the beginning of his rule
(Bozoki, 2011). These actions of him therefore limit human rights regarding
the freedom of speech and receiving independent information. It is possible to
benefit from the filtered information illustrated in the “private” media.
Consequently, this manipulation of media might lead to the violation of
democracy and hinder fair elections on the terrains of the European state. It
may happen due to the fact that citizens cannot fully immerse and get the
complete picture of the candidates and circumstances from independent media,
only receiving information already sorted and preliminary selected for them.

Second great achievement of the European society is assuring strong
reliability on the rule of law. Modern law practices go back to the notions of
the times of Enlightenment. The first important breakthrough in the field of this
idea was made during the French revolution in the 18th century. In general, the
rule of law can be proclaimed to be followed when the following conditions are
present. Firstly, the general rights should be observed, such as following basic
and constitutional laws. Secondly, the powers should be divided to make sure
that the conditions of the fair play are met. Thirdly, the actions of the
government have to be predictable and calculable. And finally, the system of
security mechanisms should work properly to provide stability and reliability
(Alter, 2006).

As for the European countries, their policies and evolvement are basically
grounded on following legal rules and conditions. Everything that is done in
the EU, all the new changes undertaken by the government and society are
based on treaties, voluntarily and democratically agreed by the countries. Law
and justice are upheld by an independent judiciary. Moreover, the countries-
members of the EU were the ones to give final jurisdiction to the European
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Court of Justice, judgements of which are respected and taken into account by
all.

Yet, in some cases, European citizens might not be fully satisfied with the
new laws, created by the government. This was the case in Germany and the
law, that was issued in October 2017 and which is known as
“Netzwerkdurchsetzungsgesetz” - "protection of rights in social networks," or
in the short form- NetzDG(An analysis of Germany’s netzdg law — ivir, 2018).
This law stipulates that social networks will have only 24 hours after receiving
a complaint to remove posts that openly violate German law. It obliges the
largest social networks, which have more than 2 million users in Germany, to
remove posts with "blatantly illegal” incitement to hatred within 24 hours of
being reported to the network administration. Some people enjoyed the new
limitations of the media and found it beneficial for the society’s safety and the
ensuring that little amount of hatred appears in media. However, other people
expressed great criticism with regard to the new law: they claimed that because
of these restrictions social media will behave too cautious, deleting and hiding
even absolutely acceptable post in order to avoid huge fines, imposed by the
government on the ones breaking this law. In some cases, deleting posts that do
not contain any offensive contents once again violates human rights for
freedom of speech and information. So, even though laws are dedicated to
eliminating negative externalities in society, sometimes they can limit human
rights and be not completely accepted by European citizens.

Third greatest achievement of the European society is promoting
tolerance. It is so natural for European citizens that has already become a
common good and a second nature. It is the mindset, according to which not a
single individual is being criticised for being different. Being tolerant means
seeing the differences in others in the context of respecting and accepting the
diversity and the fact that all the people are different.

Tolerance incorporates two leading vectors: in the single country, it is a
condition for maintaining peace and in the European society and in world, it is
the basis for integration and cooperation with the international community in
the context of globalization of these processes (Dunn and Singh, 2012). The
European Council for Tolerance and Reconciliation has prepared a document
that legally regulates relations regarding the tolerance and is aimed at
addressing linguistic, religious, national, racial, political, gender and sexual
minority tolerance. According to the European Value Study seventy percent of
all Europeans want to teach their children tolerance and respect for other
people. When it comes to sociologists, they claim that the more tolerant people
are of the rights of others, the more secure are the rights of all. The majority of
people in Europe recognize tolerance as an important value in a free and open
society (Halman, Luijkx, and Zundert, 2005).
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Tolerance is the acceptance of others’ differences, not ignorance and total
indifference. The question is in how to measure tolerance and what should be
tolerated? To answer it there is a special questionnaire created by the European
Values Study that includes the question: Who would you not like to have as
neighbours (Inglehart, 2000)? Drug addicts and heavy drinkers turn out to be
the most despised neighbours in all countries, which may be a pragmatic rather
than a moral choice. Yet some drastic differentiation among European nations
is found in the tolerance towards people with HIV, homosexuals, and Jews,
with the general trend that the northern and western countries are the most
tolerant and Turkey the least (Halman,2003). Tolerance in European countries
can be definitely observed in many situations. Really eloguent about national
tolerance do speak current foreign policies regarding the aid to Ukrainian
refugees. Firstly, in the majority of European countries Ukrainians are warmly
welcomed and provided with the aid and all the necessary supplies needed for
living in a foreign country. In Poland, for example, tolerance towards
Ukrainians is really high: every Ukrainian who crossed the border after the
24th of February 2022- the beginning of russian military offensive in Ukraine-
can receive a document-PESEL UKR, which is basically a perpetual number
that not only gives Ukrainian citizens a right to legally be on the terrain of
Poland, but also provides a range of benefits, including the medical service
provided at the same level as for the residents of Poland (Poland and war
refugees from Ukraine beyond pure aid — cesifo, 2022). Moreover, people who
suffered and moved from war can receive foundation from the governments of
European countries. In addition, non-residents of the European countries and
society can set up a business in the European country and successfully operate
and provide their services.

Tolerance can also be observed with regard to the members of the
LGBTQ+. In many European countries marriages of people of the same gender
are legalised and raising children is also not prohibited by the law. The
representatives of this group not only can freely express themselves but
nowadays they occupy leading position at the world companies and even rule
the countries, as for example, Xavier Bettel-prime minister of Luxembourg
(Vollhardt, Migacheva, Tropp, 2009). Same with the gender tolerance-
nowadays in Europe women can be seen occupying leading positions more and
more frequently: Giorgia Meloni-new Prime Minister of Italy; Zuzana
Caputova- President of Slovakia, Angela Merkel- ex Federal Chancellor of
Germany and many others (Henig, Henig, 2001).

Religious tolerance is also important in multinational European countries.
In every big European city there surely are institutions-representatives of
several religious confessions (Gentile, 2019). People in Europe are also tolerant
towards people with some health issues-it is not necessary to create exclusive
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educational institutions or specials kids due to the fact that ordinary schools are
usually equipped with necessary amenities for special students; employers are
also expected to be tolerant and to equally treat and hire people regardless their
physical conditions.

Another important aspect of the set of European values and mindset is
multiculturalism. In a broad sense this idea means applying a policy that
preserves the principle of cultural diversity (Rex, 1996). It is also connected
with the right of different cultural and ethnic groups to retain distinctive
cultural identities ensuring their equitable access to society, encompassing
constitutional principles and commonly shared values prevailing in the society
(Modood, 2019).

Europe is a multicultural territory where people of various races,
nationalities, cultures and traditions can coexist and preserve their identity at
the same time (From ‘european cultural heritage' to ‘cultural diversity'? 2020).
As it was mentioned above, Europeans value the identity and uniqueness of
every human being, therefore they leave room for self-expression for people
leaving on European terrains. People from different countries are allowed to
express their cultural peculiarities in terms of preserving their national and
cultural spirits in the corresponding districts, such as, for instance, famous
China Towns in Rome, Milan, Rotterdam, Haag, etc, where traditional
architecture and institutions can be found that helps to literally immerse into
the other country (Piva, 2023). Moreover, people from different ethnicities are
allowed to represent their customs in face of traditional food places, for
example, the wide range of authentic kebab spots, Asian and other restaurants,
usually held by the corresponding residents of the countries; educational
institutions- Ukrainian school has been opened for residents of Ukraine in
Warsaw, Poland. Another example of multiculturalism can be observed not
only in face of the students of international schools, but in the nationalities of
professors themselves as well. It is a common thing for European educational
institutions to invite Professors from different countries to deliver some courses
to the students. Such approach broadens the horizons greatly and helps students
immerse into the perspectives of other point of view to understand the material
better.

And tolerance is connected with multiculturalism in face of promoting
peaceful coexistence between groups. The vivid example of this is Bolzano
(German: Bozen)-the capital city of the province of Alto Agide the largest city
in South Tyrol. It is the city where German and Italian are spoken equally and
treated on the legal level in accordance with the statute of autonomy.

The city of Bolzano is immeasurably enriched by bilingualism and is
home to a multitude of people who, in the same breath, can switch from one
language to the other and who embrace the diversity. The reason for that is
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because Bolzano was included into the state of Italy after the First World War,
yet, the inhabitants were not moved and the Tyrol people still constitute the
majority of the region’s citizens. The names of the streets, restaurants and
shops, bilingual education-all of this can be found in tolerant European city
Bolzano (Azienda di soggiorno e turismo bolzano (no date) Bolzano). If it
wasn’t for preserving diversity and identity, there would already have been
misunderstandings and conflicts around the language, cultural and territorial
matters.

Next core values of European society are human rights. For the first time,
the principle of human rights protection in Europe Communities was
recognized as a significant one by the Court of Justice of the European Union
in 1970 (A., F.M.D. ,2022). The case where these new notions were applied
concerned a request from a recipient of social aid to cancel the indication of
their personal data on the coupon provided to receive products at reduced
prices as social assistance. This case highlighted the need to improve domestic
legislation that regulates the use of aids and benefits. The requirement to
indicate personal data on the coupon violates human rights and is not
necessary. Gradually, two independent systems of human rights protection
began to emerge in Europe- within the Council of Europe and the European
Communities. At the first stages of its existence, it covered mainly economic
rights (Donnelly and Whelan, 2020). Nowadays these rules and regulations
cover the right to be free from discrimination on the basis of sex, racial or
ethnic origin, religion or belief, disability, age or sexual orientation, the right to
the protection of your personal data, and or the right to get access to justice
(Griffin, 2015). Preserving human rights is closely connected with preserving
freedom. By freedom in European Union in particular we realise the freedom
of movement, which gives citizens the right to move and reside freely within
the Union, for instance. Individual freedoms such as respect for private life,
freedom of thought, religion, assembly, expression and information are also
taken into account and protected by corresponding institutions. Today in
conditions of war in Ukraine a lot of human rights are violated, such as the
right to preserve life, right to receive food, water and social security. Yet,
Ukraine is fighting for these rights, and for such crucial rights as the right to
live in a free country, with freedom of speech, information and choice.

Last but not least, it’s impossible to imagine a prosperous modern
European state, where ideas of equality are not valued and preserved. In other
words, it means the efficiently provided equality for the citizens when it comes
to law. The principle of equality between women and men underpins all
European policies and is the basis for European integration. It is highly
applicable and used in all spheres of life in Europe. It all began officially when
the principle of equal pay for equal work became part of the Treaty of Rome in
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1957. Today both men and women can be found occupying leading positions in
the government and in the companies without any difference in salaries with
regard to the gender differences (Bericat, Sanchez Bermejo, 2015). Moreover,
new laws are being introduced equalizing the rights of men and women for the
maternity leaves. Because women in European states equally bring money to
the family and sometimes even more then their husbands do. Also this law
helps to provide equal rights for both parents to bond with the children and be
involved in their growth (Verloo, 2016).

In conclusion, the mentioned above values of the European society are
all closely interconnected. They are approved and accepted by its members and
are the core features when it comes to forming the particular mindset of the
whole community (Society 2018 European Values Study). Sometimes the
values, such as human rights and democracy, can be violated and not preserved
effectively, yet there is always room for improvement and the existing values
are crucial to enhance the sense of unity of the European countries and ensure
the development and growth of the entire community.

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RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN INFLATION AND UNEMPLOYMENT IN
DEVELOPED COUNTRIES

Economic growth, unemployment rate, inflation, and current account
balance are the most important variables to measure the performance of the
economy. However, this study deals with the interaction between inflation and
unemployment exemplified by Germany, as an example of a developed
country.

There are two theoretical approaches that explain the relationship between
inflation and unemployment rates: the Phillips curve and Okun’s law.

According to the Phillips curve, there is an inverse relationship between
inflation and the rate of unemployment. It claims that higher inflation is
associated with lower unemployment and vice versa [1].
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Figure.l Comparison between inflation and unemployment rates in
Germany from 2010 to 2021 [2][3].

The line graph above (Fig.1) illustrates the inflation and unemployment
rates which were measured in Germany for 12 years. Overall, it can be seen
that that the unemployment rate tends to gradually decline for the next 10 years
and rise a little to 3,9% while the inflation rate fluctuates reaching a peak of
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3,1% in 2021 and hitting a low of 0,5% in 2015 and 2016. It can be noticed that
presented data complied with the Phillips concept only for some periods: in
2010 and from 2017 to 2021. This situation occurs because the Phillips curve
has a number of shortcomings:

1. It gives only a simplified vision of processes that take place in the
national economy. This approach takes into account only one factor that affects
inflation — unemployment. However, we know that other aspects also influence
prices. This concept cannot explain a phenomenon of stagflation, for example.

2. The Phillips curve is based on a perfect model of capitalism when
there were no large-scale global events typical of the modern stage of
economic development. Although there were wars, they did not provoke
increased prices and unemployment jumps.

3. The Phillips curve is able to show only short-term relationships that
change in a long-term perspective. In a long-term period, inflation can rise
because of other circumstances that conflict with the Phillips concept.

So, the Phillips curve cannot be taken as a reliable economic approach
because of its narrowness. There are a lot of researches that give many
examples when inflation and unemployment operate in a parallel way, as
shown in the graph (Fig.1) in the period 2011-2016.

The next economic approach is Okun’s law that observes the relationship
between unemployment and losses in a country's production. It predicts that a
1% increase in unemployment will usually be associated with a 2% drop
in gross domestic product (GDP). The logic is quite simple. The amount of
output that an economy produces depends on the amount of labor (or the
number of people employed) in the production process; when there is more
labor involved in the production process, there is more output (and vice versa).
Okun's Law could be better described as a "rule of thumb" because it is based
on empirical observation of data, rather than a conclusion obtained from a
theoretical prediction. Okun's Law is an approximation because there are other
factors that influence production, such as capacity utilization and working
hours.

The relationship between unemployment and GDP (or GNP) differs from
country to country. In industrialized nations with labor markets that are less
flexible than those of the United States, such as France and Germany, the same
percentage change in GNP has a smaller effect on the unemployment rate than
it does in the United States [4].

Despite the fact that Okun’s law is broadly used by economists, there is
no agreement on the precise extent of this relationship due to the fact that there
are other variables that influence productivity or the unemployment rate,
making it difficult to make any accurate predictions using only Okun’s law.
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Because of it, some economists argue that Okun’s law has little value as a
forecasting tool.

To sum up, there is a close relationship between inflation and
unemployment rates, although there are other factors impacting the country’s
economy. Two economic approaches are used to distinguish a link between
inflation and unemployment, but they cannot be used as an accurate predictive
tool due to their shortcomings and inaccuracies in measurements. While there
have been many times when these variables did not behave as the Phillips
curve and Okun’s law predict, the rules appear to hold true overall.

UNITED STATES AS THE MAIN DESTINATION COUNTRY FOR
MIGRANTS IN THE WORLD

The USA has remained one of the main destination countries for migrants
for 50 years. In 2020, there were about 51 million foreign-born people living in
the United States, the largest population of this kind in the world. It is also
important to note the existence of the world’s largest “migration corridor” from
Mexico to the United States, so, as of 2020, 11 million Mexicans live in the
United States. Migrants from Latin America, the Caribbean, and Asia left the
United States the most. If we consider the countries of origin, in addition to
Mexico, there is a large humber of migrants from China and India. In recent
years, the countries of origin have been diversifying: the number of migrants
born in Mexico and coming to the USA is decreasing, while migration to the
USA from the Dominican Republic, the Philippines, El Salvador, Venezuela,
Afghanistan, and Nigeria has increased (U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, 2020).

The share of migrants in the US labour force in 2019 was 17.4% (28.4
million people). The largest percentage of migrants is employed in the field of
management (33.9% of the employed population), followed by the service
sector (22.5%). Almost two-thirds of US-born Americans work either in
management (42.2%) or in sales and office work (15.5%) (International
Organization for Migration UN. World migration report 2022, 2022).

Many migrants go specifically to the USA, because Americans have a
high standard of living and high wages. For example, the average annual salary
in Mexico in 2020 was $16,230. This is more than 4 times less than in the USA
for the same period ($69,392) (OECD.Stat, 2023). Not only the economic
component attracts migrants to the USA. Political freedom and democracy are
important factors for many refugees and asylum seekers. As of 2020, more than
1.3 million such persons lived in the United States. The majority came from
Venezuela, Mexico, Guatemala, EI Salvador, and Honduras, where people
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were forced to leave due to political and socioeconomic factors (U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics, 2020).

Many migrants who work in the USA transfer money to their relatives in
the countries which they left. Therefore, the US is also one of the largest
sources of remittances abroad. In 2020, transfers in the amount of about 68
billion dollars were made. According to this indicator, the USA is the largest
sender in the world. At the same time, in 2019, this amount was even higher
and amounted to 71 billion dollars.

Despite the fact that a few years earlier in the USA measures to curb
immigration were introduced, as these processes were considered a threat to
national security, the government’s policy has softened. This transformation of
migrant policy began to take place due to a change in government and a
demographic situation that began to deteriorate between 2010 and 2020. A
population growth of 7.4% was recorded over the decade, the second lowest
rate since 1790. Therefore, since the beginning of 2021, the new administration
of President Biden has begun to implement rapid changes in immigration
policy, including the lifting of travel bans to the United States from most
Muslim and African countries, the suspension of the construction of the wall
on the border with Mexico, and the idea of giving illegal immigrants an eight-
year plan to obtain citizenship. Moreover, in May 2021, the refugee limit was
increased from 15,000 to 62,500 for 2021.

The number of illegal migrants in the US continues to decline, in
particular due to increased return migration to Mexico. As of 2018, the number
of illegal migrants was estimated to be between 11 and 11.4 million people.
Later, the Center for Migration Studies released a study showing that the
number of such migrants fell by 12% in 2019, thanks in particular to the return
of 1.9 million people to Mexico.

Migrants occupy a fairly significant part of the society and economic
system of the United States, influencing various aspects of life both positively
and negatively. According to an article by the Joint Economic Committee of
the US Congress, while immigrants make up about 1 in 7 residents, immigrants
create 1/5 of new businesses (Joint Economic Committee, 2021). However, due
to such a large number of migrants, many contradictions arise within society.
Therefore, the issue of migrants needs constant regulation.

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THE ROLE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN MODERN
ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES

Consideration of the role of new information technologies in

contemporary international relations is both theoretically and practically
relevant. The increasing use of information technology is radically changing
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the daily lives of millions of people. They bring changes not only to domestic
politics of countries with different levels of development, but also to relations
between these countries and to the role played by international organizations,
social movements, financial groups, criminal organizations and individuals in
the world system.

The Internet has created an unprecedented need for the constant and rapid
exchange of information across the military, government and private sectors.
Information networks connected to the Internet constantly process private,
business and military information. Such qualitative changes in the processes of
collecting data, processing it into information and disseminating that
information form the basis of what is known as the information revolution.

The advent of technology such as artificial intelligence (hereafter referred
to as Al), particularly the ChatGPT discussed in this article, opens up fantastic
opportunities for start-ups in almost any field. You no longer need hundreds of
employees, factories or land to create a successful business. All it takes is one
good idea that becomes a breakthrough. In terms of its impact on the global
economy, the emergence of the GPT and similar algorithms could be akin to
the emergence of the entire global Web. Everyone would be able to use them,
and it would no longer matter what country or city they were in. One of the
main reasons why ChatGPT will definitely become an important part of the
economy is its ability to automate tasks that were previously performed by
humans. It saves time and resources, and is completely different in productivity
and efficiency. Market participants see great potential in the acclaimed
platform and are ready to actively invest in the technology, but in the long
term, artificial intelligence could put people out of work. This conclusion is
quite obvious for today's world.

New businesses using Chat GPT are already certain to emerge, and many
more will follow as the market fills more niches or more productive substitutes
for Al. The globalisation of Al such as Chat GPT will lead to the proliferation
of new start-ups, services and products that will make countries’ economies
richer from a consumer perspective, as well as for founders, creators and
consumers. As well as creating huge opportunities, it will also exacerbate the
gap between those who use Al and those who don't. Contenders for established
players and a flood of investment and mergers and acquisitions in this space
are likely to be seen.

Investor interest in Al companies has grown in tandem with the program's
popularity. For instance, shares of Al companies have risen sharply since the
beginning of 2023 on the back of increased attention to ChatGPT, reaching
between +6% and +205% in some measures of value (Xue et al., 2023).

The cryptocurrency market reacted similarly to the ChatGPT boom. In the
first two weeks of February 2023, almost all tokens classified as Al doubled in
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value or simply increased by double digits. The surge in attractiveness signals a
period of breakthrough in the market, but it is likely to be temporary (Hajric &
Shen, 2023).

As more and more economic activities become automated, there is the
potential for a revolution on the same scale as the last industrial revolution.
Similar to most technological revolutions impacting the jobs sector, chatbots
can result in there being winners and losers. The potential outcome of a
competition by, for instance, the biggest tech companies for leadership in the
IT segment could be the formation of a monopoly, duopoly or oligopoly in the
marketplace, suggests venture capitalist and founder of Google Analytics
Wesley Chan (Sraders, 2023).

According to the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD), this new revolution is likely to affect both physical and mental
workers. Both physical and mental workers are likely to be affected by this
new revolution, as reported by the United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD). Instruments such as the ChatGPT pose a credible
threat to qualified and semi-qualified workforces, suggests the international
organisation. «Workers who are quicker to adjust to technological change will
gain by increasingly taking on tasks complementary to Al while abandoning
automated ones. And the great potential for the creation of new jobs is in
innovation using tools like ChatGPT to bring new goods and services to the
market», reported in the UNCTAD report (Sirimanne, 2023).

By 2025, although 85 million positions will be robotically replaced, an
estimated number of 97 million new vacancies will be brought in to support the
new economy, according to the World Economic Forum, highlighting a
restructuring of the labour market, rather than a shrinking of it. (World
Economic Forum, 2023). Thus, for instance, many jobs in India will change.
Approximately 8% (800,000) of the 10.3 million open jobs will be affected
almost immediately with the full implementation of Al in various industries
(Mohmad, 2023).

Acrtificial intelligence can potentially intensify tensions both domestically
and internationally through the distribution of benefits and know-how, and the
part that technology can play in deepening political cleavages, whether
inadvertently or purposefully. The impact of technology such as ChatGPT is
present in both advanced economies and some developing countries. Countries
such as the European Union, Japan, South Korea and Singapore are investing
in Al, but their investment is relatively less than that of the US and China.

By contrast, low-income countries and most lower-middle-income
countries are in a more dismal position because they are limited in taking
advantage of Al, given the low proportion of skilled workers and relatively low
levels of digital transformation. (World Economic Forum, 2023)
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Technology giant Nigeria, where start-ups raised $1.2 billion in funding
in 2022, is thought to import around 90% of all software used in the country.
As Ethiopian cognitive scientist Abeba Birhane puts it, «The importing of Al
tools made in the West by Western technologists may not only be irrelevant
and harmful due to lack of transferability from one context to another but is
also an obstacle that hinders the development of local products» (Birhane,
2020).

Figuratively speaking, Al is like the elements, which, if properly
controlled, can be used as a source of power; otherwise, it can be a source of
destruction. It can also open up opportunities and create new jobs and different
types of organisations. ChatGPT is a knowledge-based platform that organizes
information but does not create original ideas, so it will not replace any jobs. It
will lead to the creation of new business models, new solutions, a new market,
based on the same information, which in itself will eventually lead to the
creation of more jobs. Rather, the platform can be used to enhance professional
skills and increase creativity and productivity. It is an opportunity to hone
human skills, which are likely to become more and more important for career
development as businesses enter the era of artificial intelligence and
automation.

The question is not whether Al will be enough to replace humans, but
rather how the mankind will adapt to this kind of innovation. The key is
figuring out how to redesign day-to-day and professional economic activities to
fully engage the working population and realising that innovation will
undoubtedly require companies to be more flexible in order to adapt to new
workflows and work tasks in economic systems.
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ANALYSIS OF THE DEPENDENCE OF THE COUNTRY'S LEVEL OF
DEVELOPMENT ON ITS SIZE

There are numerous factors that can influence the level of development of
any country. The size of a country can be measured by different variables such
as population, GDP, availability of resources or economic power, etc. In this
work, the size of a country is characterised by the area of its territory. The next
comparative measure is the coefficient of the human development index.

The Human Development Index is an indicator that assesses how
developed a society is. The main purpose of its calculation is to get unbiased
information about the standard of living that exists in every country in the
world. The indicator takes into account not only economic factors, but also the
type of policy that a state applies, whether it is oriented towards its citizens in
terms of quality of life, education and access to resources and benefits. The
development of the entire state is considered to be the total index of the
individual citizen’s development. It is a process that society goes through
improving the living conditions of people. These improvements involve not
only an increase in financial assets in personal wealth, which allows to satisfy
basic needs, but also the creation of a favourable environment where the rights
of every individual are respected, and where citizens of the country have
recourses and opportunities to fulfill their own potential. Therefore, this index
is based on three indicators, such as GDP per capita, education level and life
expectancy.
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Having analysed data from various countries around the world, it is now
possible to say whether there is a connection between the size of a country’s
territory and its level of development. For comparison, you can refer to Table
1, which demonstrates that the link between the size of a country and its level
of development is not direct.

Generally, larger countries have greater economic opportunities, but this
does not always lead to a high level of development. On the other hand, smaller
countries can achieve bigger and faster success, especially if they have
significant driving advantages, such as high-tech industry or a developed
scientific sector.

For instance, Singapore, which has one of the smallest territories in the
world, is one of the world’s leading countries with a high standard of living.
Despite the lack of most resources, Singapore’s economy is known as one of
the freest, most innovative, competitive, business-friendly and least corrupt
economies in the world. The country has managed to achieve such results
thanks to effective governance, transport infrastructure and a favourable
investment climate.

Switzerland is another good example of the world’s most resilient
economy. Its policy of a long-term monetary security and political stability has
made Switzerland a safe and attractive location for investors. Due to the
country’s small size and high labour specialisation, industry and trade have
become key aspects of economic development. The country has a low
unemployment rate, low budget deficit and has achieved one of the highest
levels of GDP per capita.

However, at the same time, countries with quite large territorial capacities
have difficulty obtaining such high positions. Russia is the largest country in
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the world in terms of its territory, but it is ranked only in the fifth place in the
HDI ranking of all countries [2]. Despite having a variety of natural resources,
such as numerous reserves of oil, natural gas, coal, etc., Russia as a state is not
able to properly and effectively manage its enormous potential. It faces
numerous economic, political and social challenges.

As for the People’s Republic of China, it is the second largest country in
terms of territory and economic power after Russia. But, just like its partner, it
has a low coefficient compared to democratic countries, as the development of
its society is uneven all over its territory. The People’s Republic of China is
experiencing severe environmental pollution, inequality in income distribution,
political restrictions and corruption.

Large countries usually have more complex political systems that require
more resources and administrative efforts to ensure stability and security.
Smaller countries, without large territories, have more flexibility and adapt
more quickly to changes in globalisation, using a variety of instruments to
create a sustain able flow of investment, which allows them to manage the state
more effectively.

Considering these factors, it can be pointed out that the size of a country
is not a direct factor in determining the level of development of a country.
There are many other things, such as education, economic and innovation
policies, and geopolitical conditions that contribute to positive growth.

INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE INTO THE EU: NEW OPPORTUNITIES
AND CHALLENGES FOR THE ECONOMY

The process of integrating Ukraine into the European Union (EU) has
been underway for several years with the aim of bringing Ukraine closer to the
EU in economic, political and social spheres. This integration gives new
opportunities and challenges for the Ukrainian economy. Ukraine's integration
into the EU has many staunch supporters, from the President of the European
Commission to about 90% of the Ukrainian population (Reuters, 2022). The
European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen had conversations with
Ukrainian leaders, visit unpeaceful country and she has focused a public
attention on the significance of making a firm commitment to Ukraine’s
survival and even victory in the conflict. Furthermore, she brought up the idea
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of entrance Ukraine to the European Union and in a such way re-opened the
debate on EU enlargement. It is going without saying that this process requires
time and a transformation of Ukraine and the EU.

One of the most important opportunities for integration into the EU is
improved access to European markets. Integration into the EU internal market,
open trade between Ukraine and the European Union is the key to preserving
the Ukrainian economy during the war and it will lead to a rapid economic
recovery (Government portal, 2023). The EU has also pledged financial and
technical assistance to support Ukraine's economic reform and modernization
efforts. It is important to mention that process of integration makes a country
more attractive for foreign investment. It is obvious that the Ukraine’s
accession to the EU will be beneficial not only for Ukraine, but also for the
European Union itself. The first reason is security. If Ukraine haven’t been
boldly defending their land, Russian military forces would probably already be
in Warsaw or Tallinn. The following key point is that there are a huge human
capital and entrepreneurial talents in Ukraine. In addition, IT, mechanical
engineering and other industries are quite developed here. It should positively
influence in the economic growth as qualified human resources increase
productivity. Ukraine’s culture is rich and original. Integration of Ukraine will
lead to a lot of changes to the European Union. Existing agreements between
Ukraine and the EU already facilitate important trade flows. The main
difference is that Ukraine will receive "EU member state” status rather than
associated or dependent status. The aftermath of Russia's invasion of Ukraine
and its bid to join the European Union changed the role of international
diplomacy (Maksym Zhytar, Oksana Lisinshuc, 2022).

However, integration into the EU also poses major challenges for the
Ukrainian economy. Ukraine needs develop technological competitiveness,
Ukraine will have to rethink the organization and structure of its science sector
so that it really becomes a source of new technologies for defense and
businesses as well as data-based policies for the government. Ukraine will also
need to continue reform of its healthcare sector to not only improve the quality
of life for millions of people but also create a stronger stimulus for investing in
human capital. Ukraine will have to go through a massive reallocation of
resources. For example, the country’s infrastructure especially railways will
need to be adjusted to accommodate the redirection of flows of goods and
people towards. The economic life in urban centers will likely shift towards
cities closer to the European Union. Mismatch in the labor market entails large
flows of workers across space, occupations and skills. To facilitate and
accelerate this adjustment, Ukraine will need to liberalize economic activity
further and remain open to the rest of the world. To fully utilize this
opportunity, Ukraine and the European Union should reduce tariff and non-
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tariff barriers and streamline cross-border flows of resources and ideas. In a
similar spirit, a society open to immigration can help address problems with
shortages of labor. The following point is that a strong defense sector will be
needed to protect Ukraine from possible Russian attacks. Recall that the
security risk will likely be the main impediment to Ukraine’s development and,
ultimately, only Ukraine can defend itself from future aggression. Although
today Ukraine largely relies on Western arms, it is capable of producing
effective weaponry that already has shown impressive results during the full-
scale war. Defense could also spur development of new technologies that can
benefit the economy. More generally, Ukraine will need to build resilience to
withstand future attacks. Another challenge is the likely intensification of
competition from EU companies. As Ukraine opens its market to European
firms, it may be difficult for domestic firms to compete, especially in industries
where European firms have a comparative advantage. This could lead to job
losses and economic chaos in the short term. Ukraine is a large country by
European standards in terms of territory and population. This will change the
political and economic balance considerably. In addition, the size of the
country would call into question the functioning of the EU's common
agricultural and regional policy. The experience of Eastern European states
also suggests that one benefit of EU integration, in the form of increased
foreign direct investment, can be realized before Ukraine is formally admitted,
since the mere process of integration makes a country more attractive for
investment. For this, Ukraine should implement the needed reforms — first of
all in its judiciary. To be successful, these reforms should involve Ukrainian
society so the new rules are not perceived as something ‘imposed from above’.
For this to be the case, major stakeholders will need to understand the strategy
for Ukraine’s EU integration and specific milestones of that strategy. This
strategy must be developed jointly by Ukraine and the EU (CEPR, 2022).

In conclusion, Ukraine's integration into the EU opens up a lot of
opportunities for the development of the economies of Ukraine and Europe.
However, it also requires a lot of changes especially in regulations on the part
of both. Time and policy resilience may help the EU-Ukraine “deep” trade
agenda deliver more in trade, sustainable development, legal and political
terms.
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GLOBAL E-COMMERCE DEVELOPMENT AND ITS IMPACT ON
INTERNATIONAL MARKETS

The way businesses run has undergone a major transformation as a result
of globalization and the growth of the internet. The rapid growth of e-
commerce has been one of the most noteworthy changes. In this research, we
will look into how globalization has affected the expansion and development of
e-commerce. To examine the impact of globalisation on e-commerce, we will
analyse data from various sources, including the World Bank, Statista, the
United Nations Conference on Trade and Development and UNCTAD.

Even though e-commerce has already attained a sizeable portion of all
retail worldwide, it is difficult to determine the extent of its penetration.
According to Statista, its volume in 2021 was USD 5.2 trillion, or 14% of all
retail transactions. By 2026, this amount is expected to have increased by 56%,
totalling about 8.1 trillion dollars. The global e-commerce industry has
generally shown rapid growth over the past six years (Figure 1).

One of the main factors in the rapid expansion of online commerce has
been the quick uptake of smartphones, easy and cheap access to technology,
and the ease of purchasing from anywhere, at any time. As a result, more

people around the globe are using the internet. The graph below shows the
number of internet users over the course of almost 20 years (Figure 2).

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The number of individuals shopping online has grown along with the
number of internet users. E-commerce has grown in importance as a means for
companies to connect with clients and transact business, especially in areas
where internet penetration is high.

It should be mentioned that according to UNCTAD data, despite the
reduction of restrictions in many countries, the significant increase in consumer
e-commerce activity caused by the COVID-19 pandemic was maintained in
2021. In 66 countries with statistics accessible, the average percentage of
internet users who made purchases online rose from 53% prior to the pandemic
(2019) to 60% after it started (2021).

However, the situation before the pandemic and how much internet
shopping was boosted varied by country. Before the pandemic, many
developed countries already had reasonably high rates of online shopping
(more than 50% of internet users), whereas the majority of developing
countries had lower consumer e-commerce adoption rates. (Figure 3)

The extent of global e-commerce varies by country in terms of economic
development, Internet connectivity, acceptance of electronic payments, and
consumer preferences. Although it can be challenging to determine precise
numbers for the proportion of e-commerce to total commerce due to
occasionally ambiguous definitions and a lack of transparency, it is generally
agreed that China leads in terms of e-commerce penetration, followed by the
UK and South Korea. In contrast to countries like the UK, South Korea,
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Sweden, and Germany where user penetration is above 90%, where it is below
60%, e-commerce in China still has a significant amount of room for
development. For the B2C market, the global e-commerce share of overall
retail is estimated to be around 15%. Due to the high percentage in China, this
percentage does not accurately represent the condition in the majority of the
other nations. The indicator is below 10% for the majority of nations, including
wealthy Western European nations. (Commerce Global Report, 2020)

In summary, this research has shown how significantly globalization has
impacted the growth of e-commerce. The rise of social media, mobile
technology, and increased internet usage are just a few of the elements that
have contributed to the expansion of e-commerce. Thus, e-commerce stands as
one of the most efficient means for businesses to connect with prospective
clients around the world. Businesses worldwide are becoming more linked as a
result of the expanding use of digital technologies. Over the past ten years,
cross-border trade has increased significantly, and it doesn't appear that this
pattern will reverse anytime soon.
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ISBITCOIN A CURRENCY: ARGUMENTS FOR AND AGAINST

Bitcoin, a decentralized digital currency, has taken the world by storm
since its first appearance in 2009. Over the years, it has received both praise
and criticism, and its status as a currency has been the subject of much debate.
In this essay, we will examine the arguments for and against classifying bitcoin
as a currency.

First, let's look at the characteristics that define a currency. According to
the International Monetary Fund (IMF), a currency is a unit of account, a
medium of circulation, and a store of value. A unit of account is a standard
measure of value used to determine the price of goods and services [1]. A
medium of exchange is something that is generally accepted for exchange for
goods and services. A store of value means that a currency can be stored for
future use without losing its purchasing power.

Bitcoin certainly meets the definition of a medium of exchange. It is
accepted as payment by an increasing number of merchants and can be
exchanged for other currencies. However, it is not a unit of account, as its
value fluctuates significantly and it is not a generally accepted pricing standard.
In addition, its use as a store of value is debatable, as its value can be volatile,
making it a risky investment.

Another argument against bitcoin's status as a currency is its lack of
regulation. Traditional currencies are backed by governments that regulate their
supply and ensure their stability. Bitcoin, on the other hand, is a decentralized
currency, meaning that there is no central authority that controls its supply or
value. This makes it vulnerable to manipulation and fraud, making it an
unstable currency.

Certainly, Bitcoin has its advantages. Since Bitcoin is an alternative to fiat
money that is gradually changing the global financial model, it helps to solve
the problems that used to be significant for "paper” money.

First, it is protected from inflation [2]. The issue of bitcoins is strictly
limited, therefore a user is able to mine only 21 million coins. While central
banks can print fiat currency indefinitely, leading to its depreciation, the
Bitcoin network protocol includes halving at the software level - the miners'
reward is halved for every 210 thousand blocks mined. As a rule, bitcoin
halving occurs every four years.

The second advantage is uninterrupted network availability, the network
is uninterrupted 24/7 [2]. Unlike conventional exchanges and banks,
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cryptocurrency exchanges operate around the clock and seven days a week, so
currency transactions can be conducted at any time convenient for the user.

We cannot ignore such an important point as security. Public and private
encryption keys are used to work with cryptocurrencies. A key is a parameter
of a cryptographic system that is used to encrypt and decrypt a message during
encryption; or to impose and verify a message authentication code or electronic
digital signature [3]. Without keys, users will not be able to transfer and
exchange digital money.

What are the main differences from the money we are used to?

e Sharp exchange rate volatility. The bitcoin rate can rise or fall sharply
during the day. This fact is one of the disadvantages of not only bitcoin but also
other cryptocurrencies. In this regard, the International Monetary Fund has
warned about the destabilization of the economy, which threatens countries
that have chosen to develop through cryptocurrencies [2].

o Decentralization. Bitcoin, unlike fiat money, is not controlled by the
central bank and the government. For example, the amount of crypto coins
issued in the bitcoin payment system is set at the software level. Neither miners
nor other members of the cryptocurrency community can influence it [2].

e Virtual currency. Bitcoin is a virtual currency that is fundamentally
different from other electronic money. Virtual money is not regulated by the
state and central bank, while electronic money is issued by a bank. Since all
banks report to the central bank, electronic money is centralized in the same
way as fiat money.

e Permanent access to accounts. Traditional user accounts can be
blocked or frozen by government agencies, while access to cryptocurrencies
can be restricted in some cases.

Cryptocurrencies are viewed ambiguously around the world. In third-
world countries, such as Venezuela, cryptocurrencies are banned and miners
are persecuted. At the same time, in the United States, bitcoin is seen as a
financial asset, a potential investment vehicle.

Japan is the most progressive in this regard, having recognized bitcoin as
a legal tender on a par with the yen. In other countries, it is recognized as a
financial or virtual asset, which is often not taxed. Different countries have
different approaches to this, because this market is still very young compared
to the stock market [4].

Despite these arguments, it is important to note that classifying bitcoin as
a currency is not black and white. Its characteristics overlap with those of a
currency, but it also has unique features that set it apart. Its lack of regulation,
volatility, and limited acceptance as a unit of account call into question its
status as a currency.
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Thus, bitcoin can be considered a medium of exchange, but its status as a
currency is debatable. Although it has some characteristics of a currency, it
also has unique features that distinguish it from traditional currencies. Its lack
of regulation, volatility, and limited acceptance as a unit of account are all
factors that call into question its classification as a currency. Ultimately,
whether bitcoin is considered a currency will depend on how it is regulated and
accepted in the future.

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NORWEGIAN EXPERIENCE IN ATTRACTING FOREIGN
INVESTMENTS

Norway is a strongly developed nation with a modest but steady economy
that is both powerful in the public and private sectors. The Norwegian
government insists influence over a number of sizable state-owned firms, a
significant social protection net, and major economic sectors, particularly the
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oil industry. GDP per capita is one of the highest in the world at $77,000
according to Statistics Norway [1], due to years of accomplishment in the oil
and gas sector as well as other top businesses notably shipping, shipbuilding,
and aquaculture. The Norwegian economy grows steadily each year by 1% to
2%. Between 2015 and 2020, the nation's budget deficit is set at a level
between 37 and 40 percent, and its dynamics are favorable for growth. The
Economist Business Environment ranks Norway as having the 14th best
business ambient out of 82 nations [2] According to the 2022 Corruption
Perceptions Index, it is evaluated 12th out of 102 [3]. In order to protect
national defense, economic security, and sovereignty, the Norwegian
government has implemented a new investment screening process that enables
Norwegian authorities to look into and deny FDI. Both EU and non-EU
investments are covered by the ruling. In Norway, there are roughly 8,100
international businesses. Several of the FDI data are shown in table 1.

Norway has consistently welcomed to foreign investment. There are
approximately 6,000 foreign limited companies in Norway with many more
branches. Foreign companies report for about 25% of all Norwegian value
added and about 20% of employment. Over the past decade, Norway has seen a
powerful expansion in foreign investment in comparison with numerous other
countries. Norway is not a participant of the European Union, but Norway is
part of the Single Market under her EEA agreement, so Norwegian businesses
have the same opportunities as those that do. The most commonly applied state
investment supported measures in Norway are subsidy schemes (mainly
research and development support for companies), export credit schemes,
export credit guarantees and insurance, and infrastructure to support
entrepreneurship. Creation (incubators, industrial parks, clusters, etc.), as well
as advisory and information support for foreign investors.

The nation has a tiny domestic market, but it also has a number of
advantages, including cordial relations with the United States, a location in a
fertile region, a competent and multi - lingual citizenry, a free market system,
and abundant energy resources.

Benefits of FDI in Norway:
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e The nation's infrastructure is of a high caliber, and the public sector is
properly organized.

e The labor force is among the most well educated, bilingual, and
wealthy in the world.

e The economic climate in Norway is relatively favorable and stable, as
evidenced by its 8 places in the World Bank list of nations where it is simpler
to do business (Doing Business Norway).

e Together with the financial and regulatory structure, the banking and
fiscal industries are also highly strong.

e The political climate in the nation is open, democratic, and healthy.

Drawbacks for FDI in Norway:

¢ Norway's economy is commonly not actual diversified, so it is heavily
dependent on oil prices and the country is as of now past peak production.

e The geographical isolation of certain parts of the country has resulted
in significant spending on transportation, logistics and communications
infrastructure.

e The country has enacted relatively strict labor laws that highlight the
country's extremely high labor costs.

An equally important indicator for assessing the country's investment
climate is the net outflow of direct foreign investment, the data on which are
presented below in figure 1.

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The Authority evaluates potential bidders' financial stability and whether
the acquisitions will unreasonably restrict competition. Foreign financial firms
and institutions are given national treatment by the Authority; however,
nationality limits still apply to banks. A bank must have at least 50% citizens
and permanent residents of Norway or another EEA country on its board and in
its corporate assembly. Regarding such legislation and the flexibility of the
Norwegian government, the country has consistently high investment freedom
not only in Europe, but throughout the world. The average for Norway during
this period was 65 points, with a minimum of 50 points in 2001 and a
maximum of 75 points in 2014 [6].

Business is, in Norway's opinion, the most efficient method to invest
money in a nation with a thriving economy and a liberal legal system. Norway
is one of the protected countries to do business with very low crime rates and
no corruption in the authorities. As a result, the recent Norwegian business
environment is very favorable for attracting foreign capital and for choosing
the country in which to invest. Foreign investors have special privileges and
comfortable conditions to choose sectors that are important to the country's
economic development. Further development and the situation regarding the
country's economy already depends on the extent to which its government will
be able to quickly and efficiently carry out reforms that will lead to prosperity
in the future.

HOW THE IT INDUSTRY IS BOOSTING UKRAINE'S ECONOMY

In the war conditions in Ukraine, the perspective direction of offshoring
has the most significant demand in the IT services market. Our country is one
of the leading countries in the list of countries providing offshoring services
and is a more stable area. The study aims to identify the main factors that will
speed up the process of digitalisation, determine the characteristics of the
market and make a forecast for its further development. The economic situation
in Ukraine is highly critical. We have an inflation rate of 30% and a GDP
decline of 35%. Despite this, the supply in the labour market exceeds the
demand. We also see an emigration of specialists abroad and higher prices for
specific goods. Here we can see some data (Fig.1).

Figure 1 shows that after the pandemic in 2020, numbers of GDP of
Ukraine grew, but now, during wartime in 2023, numbers excessively fall. The
numbers are declining due to the war in Ukraine, military spending, inflation
and reduced household income, as well as disruption of production chains and
higher commodity prices

Most information services are provided offshore. This sector is the most
profitable and has a clear format and idea. In Ukraine, the share of IT exports
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in 2021 amounted to 37% of the export structure, or (2.7% of Ukraine's GDP).
In addition, according to the world's best outsourcers, the International
Association of Outsourcing Companies (IAOP), the list includes 12 companies,
one of which is Ciklum (more than 2800 specialists in Ukraine headquartered
in Kyiv); Computools (more than 800 specialists, head offices in Kyiv,
Zaporizhzhia, Krakow (Poland); Eleks (more than 1300 specialists in Ukraine,
head office in Lviv) [2]. That is why Ukrainian specialists are among the most
sought-after in the world. In addition, our market has unique conditions that
attract foreign investors. Offshoring also has the following advantages:
proximity to Western values, highly skilled labour resources, cheap labour
resources, few language barriers, and developed infrastructure. Over
development, the following outsourcing centres have emerged: Kyiv, Kharkiv,
Lviv, Dnipro, and Odesa.

For effective development of the IT sector, we recommend increasing the
growth rate of IT companies and shifting the focus from traditional outsourcing
to solving business problems. Ukrainian companies are attracting business
analysts to the industry to expand the services industry range by creating state
international programs and new locations and making the necessary business
space. At the same time, higher education institutions are creating new
educational programs that develop the IT industry and teach students effective
work methods in integration with IT companies [3]. We believe that to
maintain this level, it is necessary, firstly, to invest in the development of the
education system, including the improvement and qualification of Ukrainian
specialists, and, secondly, to consolidate efforts to reform tax legislation and
maintain conditions that allow the industry to develop and be competitive on
international markets.

According to Ukrainian experts who study the IT market and its
contribution to the country's GDP, the share of this market could grow to 40%
in the next five years. In general, we agree with this forecast. Therefore, the
relevance of this study is relatively high. Consequently, we have modelled this
forecast and the present edition of the following chart [4].

Here in Figure 2, we can see that in monetary terms, the percentage will
increase and will grow from 2022 to 2029. The analysis of the above chart in
Figure 2 shows the possibility of annual growth of the digitalisation of the
Ukrainian economy in the perspective of 2022-2028, from 0.5 billion dollars
per year to 2 billion dollars per year. Such an increase in ICT consumption
will, in turn, impact the growth rate of Ukraine's GDP, which can range from 1
to 1.5% per year, demonstrating that these figures are essential for the near
future. However, what is most exciting and significant is the sharp increase in
the share of the digital economy in total GDP, from 5% in 2020 to 40% in 2028

Figure 3 shows that the Domestic market will grow from 2022 to 2028.
Over time, we hope that the country will create opportunities for the ICT
market because we are already seeing growth in the IT sector and the need for
more communication and information services, which are already proving their
effectiveness in developing the consumption market.

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European system. We want to see a Ukraine that creates conditions for people
that make it competitive in the labour market. Based on the data in the graphs,
trends in the digitalisation of the economy are going in the best direction. We
can expect to improve the country's GDP and digitalisation of most of the
economic spheres of life due to the possible end of the war and the recovery of
the country's economy, which will give a boost to development, restore
logistics links between enterprises and convince partners to invest in the
Ukrainian economy.

THE POSITIONING OF THE NIC IN THE MODERN WORLD

The interaction of the NIC with the outside world is their most important
link to economic development. The main manifestation of such interaction is
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trade with other countries. The level of development of foreign trade, its
nature, structure and geographical direction largely determine the role and
place of these countries in the global system of economic relations.

The development of exports in NIC economies, especially in Asian
economies, is of particular importance. It is the income from exports that has
contributed most to the growth of domestic savings and the acceleration of the
industrialisation of the economy. The leading export item in NIC is
manufactured goods. In 9 years, from 2000 to 2009, the share of manufactured
goods in NIC exports increased from 42% to 71% (Majaski, 2022). More
goods (such as natural rubber, tropical timber, palm oil, tin, oil, rice, maize and
coffee) remain in the exports of individual NIC. The increase in foreign
exchange earnings of the NIC from the export boom gave them a real
opportunity to expand imports of goods and services and use them to stimulate
the economy. From 2000 to 2009, NIS imports increased ninefold, reaching
$169 billion. Unlike other developing countries, the NIS has been able to make
the best use of imported goods to boost economic development, as evidenced
by their purchasing patterns (Haggard, 2011). For years, machinery, equipment
and vehicles have dominated NIS imports. Moreover, imports are not replacing
production of these products as it used to be, but rather complementing them.

Another large item of imports is processed products, primarily semi-
finished products for affiliates of TNCs and local firms that use foreign
technology; electronic components, individual components and parts for the
rapidly developing electronic and electrical industry in the NIC. It also includes
imports of components for the automotive industry and other machine-building
industries. NIC imports, like exports, are mostly oriented towards developed
countries, where 65% of the required goods had already been purchased by the
mid-2000s (2021). The Latin American NIC meets most of its import needs,
especially for machinery, equipment and industrial semi-finished products, at
the expense of the US, the Asian ones at the expense of Japan, and imports
from Western Europe are expanding.

In recent times, there has been a tendency to expand NIC foreign
economic relations in order to increase efficiency. Along with the rapid growth
of foreign trade, industrial cooperation, establishment of joint companies and
especially scientific and technical cooperation have been actively developing.
A new phenomenon in this process has been the outflow of entrepreneurial
capital from the NIC, which reflects a new stage in their economic
development, indicating structural changes in the economy. In addition, the
active establishment of foreign economic relations in the NIC and their
specialisation in the export of manufactured goods have had a good impact on
their GDP structure: the manufacturing part has grown strongly, which
probably indicates an improvement and increase in prosperity (Kuepper, 2022).
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The successful and rapid development of the newly industrialised East
Asian economies, in addition to being export-oriented, was facilitated by
policies supporting high rates of accumulation, as well as high investment
activity by local (banks, financial companies) and foreign investors. According
to the 1930s Japanese economist Kaname Akamatsu, the "flying geese" model
was ideal for Asian thinking. Following this concept, Southeast Asian countries
have achieved such incredible success that the whole world is talking about
"the Asian economic miracle" (2020). But if there is any "Asian miracle", it is
that several countries, despite severe adversity in the overall political and
economic situation, took advantage of each other's early experiences and after
the 1960s were able to create a favourable economic environment for profitable
private investment. And almost always with the participation of foreign
partners.

The influx of impressive foreign investment resources has been driven not
only by the geopolitical considerations of the main centres of the global
economic community, but also by the attractiveness of countries in the region
as recipients of foreign investment. East Asian states, including China, have
gradually become leaders in attracting foreign direct investment (FDI), taking
away at least half of all investment in the developing world.

East Asian countries outperformed Latin American countries in this
respect, with roughly double that in the 2000s (Kay, 2021). But then the Asian
crisis hit, which helped to equalise the shares of the two competing regions in
global FDI inflows. The financial resources received from abroad have been
used very effectively by East Asian countries. The inflow of foreign investment
in the form of loans has not contributed to such a rapid increase in external
debt parameters as in the Latin American region (except during the Asian crisis
in the late 2000s).

MIGRATION PROCESSES IN JAPAN

Migration refers to the movement of people from one place to another,
whether within a country or across international borders. People migrate for a
variety of reasons, including economic, social, political, or environmental
factors. Economic reasons are one of the primary drivers of migration. Many
people migrate in search of better job opportunities and higher wages. This
may involve moving to a new city or country where there is a higher demand
for their skills or where they can earn more money. Additionally, some people
may migrate to escape poverty or economic hardship in their home country.
Migration can have both positive and negative impacts on individuals and
communities. For example, migration can lead to new opportunities and
experiences, increased cultural diversity, and economic growth. However, it
can also lead to social and economic inequalities, cultural tensions, and issues
around integration and discrimination.

Migration has been a significant issue in Japan for many years. The
country has experienced both emigration and immigration throughout its
history, but in recent decades, the focus has shifted towards the latter. Japan
has traditionally been a homogenous society with a strong emphasis on cultural
and national identity. However, in recent years, the country has begun to open
its doors to immigrants in response to labor shortages and an aging population.
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For a long time, Japan, with its ethnically homogeneous population (less than
1% of foreigners resident in the nation) has completely justified its image as a
country with one of the most restricted migration policies in the world. Not
unexpectedly, the Japanese idea of citizenship is nearly comparable to the
concept of “racial purity” (Jun SAITO Senior Research Fellow & SAITO,
2022). Yet, globalization trends have called the prevailing ideology into
question, necessitating the need to modernize immigration policy regarding
migrant labor.

In 2008, Japan's population hit a peak of 128 million people (Figure 1).
However, since then, the population has been on a continuous decline. The
country faces a significant issue of labor shortages, a problem that is common
among many developed countries. Japan has a high life expectancy and social
standards, coupled with low birth and death rates, leading to a demographic
exodus and an influx of immigrants. The country's aging population and low
birth rate are the primary causes of the problem.

Japan's population decline has led to a labor shortage, with fewer young
people to replace those who are retiring from the workforce. As a result, there
are not enough individuals to fill open positions in various industries, leading
to a considerable impact on the country's economy. To address the issue, the
Japanese government is trying to attract more immigrants to fill the void.
However, Japan's culture and language barriers have made it challenging for
immigrants to settle in the country. Discrimination and a lack of support in
finding housing and employment further hinder the integration process. The
labor shortage has impacted various industries, including healthcare and
hospitality, which struggle to find enough workers to meet the demand. To
combat the labor shortage, the Japanese government has implemented policies
to increase the birth rate and attract more highly skilled workers to the country.
Additionally, some companies are offering flexible work arrangements to
appeal to workers with family obligations. However, these solutions may not
be enough to address the demographic challenges Japan faces in the long term.

Japan's immigration policy, which was introduced in 1990, is still in
effect today, albeit with modifications and amendments. The policy prioritizes
highly skilled professionals, and only 16 out of 28 statuses for foreigners allow
them to work in Japan. Those who are permitted to work in Japan must follow
a "three-door" policy. The first door, known as the "front door," is reserved for
returning Japanese expatriates and their families. The second door, or the "side
door," is open to scarce professionals, students, and trainees of Japanese
educational institutions who have the right to work in Japan. Lastly, the "back
door" is open to illegal immigrants who enter Japan on tourist or business visas
with the intention of staying to work in the country.

The Japanese government has introduced this policy to manage the
number of immigrants in the country, focusing on attracting highly skilled
professionals. However, the policy has its limitations and has resulted in
discrimination against low-skilled foreign workers who are unable to find work
and must resort to illegal means. To address this issue, the Japanese
government has introduced measures to support low-skilled foreign workers,
such as increasing the minimum wage and improving working conditions.
Additionally, the government has introduced programs to help foreign workers
learn Japanese and assimilate into Japanese society. Overall, while Japan's
immigration policy prioritizes highly skilled professionals, the "three-door"
system has led to discrimination against low-skilled workers, resulting in
illegal immigration. The government's efforts to support low-skilled workers
and help them integrate into Japanese society are a step in the right direction
towards addressing these issues.

As a result, Japan maintains a strict immigration policy. The Japanese
government has traditionally had a policy of limiting permanent resident status
(and even more so, citizenship status). According to administrative procedure
implemented in 1998, 10 years of continuous residence in Japan is necessary
for permanent residency, 5 years for refugees, and 1 year for children of a
Japanese citizen's interethnic marriage (Menju Toshihiro, 2020).

Despite its severity, Japan's new immigration policy has increased the
number of foreigners residing there (Figure 2). Japan's stock of overseas
migrants had reached 2,176,000 by the end of 2010, accounting for 1.7% of the
country's population. Koreans make up the largest group (33.8%), followed by
Chinese, Brazilian, Filipino, and Peruvian citizens (Immigration Services
Agency of Japan, 2021).

The government, for example, is aiming to boost the amount
of cheap housing units available to foreigners. The government is also
attempting to enhance public transportation so that tourists can move about
more easily. The Japanese government takes a variety of efforts to encourage
immigration and integration. In particular, language courses and vocational
training were provided to immigrants, and employers were offered incentives

to hire foreign workers. The government also provides social services and
assistance to help immigrants adapt to life in Japan. However, there are fears
that the government's policy on immigration may exacerbate social and cultural
tensions. The government has been criticized for not doing enough for social
integration and language learning among immigrant communities, which can
lead to exclusion and discrimination. Overall, the Japanese government's
approach to migration is evolving as the country grapples with demographic
changes and changing economic needs. Despite some positive steps to attract
foreign workers and students, there is still a need for more comprehensive
policies for the social integration and protection of migrant workers.

As it was mentioned before, despite these attempts, Japan continues to
struggle with integrating immigrants into society. Residents are opposed to
large immigration, according to the results of sociological polls. As a result,
only 12% of respondents feel the country requires more foreign labor (Thomas
Feldhoff, 2020). One negative effect of migration in Japan is the social and
cultural challenges faced by immigrants. Japan is a homogenous society, and
many immigrants struggle to integrate into the local culture and language. This
can lead to social isolation, discrimination, and a lack of access to services and
opportunities. In addition, some Japanese people may view immigrants as a
threat to their cultural identity, leading to tensions and conflicts. This can be
particularly challenging for immigrants who are perceived as "foreign™ or
"different” based on their race or ethnicity. This is due to the potential
detrimental consequences of immigration on the country's economy and
demographics. Discrimination and xenophobia continue to be issues, and many
newcomers struggle to find jobs and accommodation. Moreover, Japan's aging
population has resulted in a labor shortage in several areas, necessitating the
use of foreign labor.

Overall, migration is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon that is
shaped by a wide range of factors. Understanding the drivers and impacts of
migration is essential for policymakers and individuals alike, as they work to
create more inclusive and equitable societies. As a result, widespread
immigration may lead to the disintegration of traditional Japanese society as
well as the social structures that have helped Japan become one of the most
wealthy nations, proving through experience that migration is not required for
the country to succeed. But, given Japan's existing issues, a labor shortage will
not be rectified in the near future without immigrants. Overall, migration has
become a significant force in Japan's population growth and economic
development. The government has made initiatives to encourage immigration
and integration, but there is still work to be done to guarantee that immigrants
are accepted and welcomed into society.
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MAIN DIRECTIONS OF THE POST-WAR DEVELOPMENT OF
LOGISTICS IN UKRAINE

Logistics plays an important role in the economy. It performs tasks

related to the movement of goods from producers to consumers both within the
country and outside its borders. Logistics infrastructure, which consists of
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transport networks, warehouses, technologies and processes, plays an
important role in ensuring the fast and accurate movement of goods.

The military aggression against Ukraine showed that the Ukrainian
railway, as one of the most important components of the country's logistics,
remains a transport that, despite the war, fulfils its functions - transporting
people and goods. After blocking most of the seaports, which were an
important component of international logistics chains, the companies quickly
redirected the goods flows to the railway. Military actions on the territory of
Ukraine have demonstrated the importance of reasonable diversification of
logistics chains and highlighted and actualized a number of problematic issues
related to logistical limitations. These restrictions are imposed by the existing
infrastructure, which was created according to Soviet standards.

The difference between the standards of the Ukrainian and European
railway tracks significantly reduces the speed and volume of exports of
Ukrainian goods. In order to deliver cargo by rail to the EU, near the border it
is necessary to move cargo from a car for Ukrainian tracks to a car for
European tracks or to replace all wheel pairs (bogies) on all cars, which leads
to significant downtime, additional costs and does not make it possible to
optimally use the available capacity ability of transitions [1].

One of the main problems is the inability to deliver to recipients in
Europe the huge export cargo flows, which have increased dramatically
compared to pre-war levels. This limitation is partly explained by the
insufficient capacity of domestic land transport and its poor technical
condition. However, the most serious problem was the unpreparedness of the
infrastructure of European countries to receive a large number of trains and
trucks from Ukraine. The capacity of the EU transport system on the borders
with Ukraine and in European ports is extremely low [2]. The productivity of
cargo handling devices is also too low for Ukraine's rapid export wave.

It is impossible to significantly increase the volume of transportation only
by increasing the number of wagons and locomotives. This is hindered by the
fact that Ukraine and EU countries have different dimensions of rolling stock.
In particular, large Ukrainian wagons can damage tunnels, bridges, and other
objects of the nearby transport infrastructure, which often makes it impossible
for them to travel on European railways.

The next problem is that the border infrastructure of Ukraine is
overloaded. It turned out that there is a lack of cargo storage capacity, as well
as the number and capacity of container terminals.

A separate issue is that in order to work on the European market, it is
necessary to meet EU standards and establish partnerships with European
railway companies. In addition, the legal framework must be adapted to EU
regulations to ensure the safety and efficiency of the railway system.

The Ukrainian government's priority for stabilizing the transportation and
logistics market should be the construction and modernization of tracks in the
direction of the border with the European Union and the Danube ports.
Businesses should invest, in particular, in the development of transport hubs,
road overpasses and railway infrastructure. In order to solve the existing
limitations of railway transport of Ukraine, in cross-border cooperation with
the EU, border crossing reconstruction projects are being developed, which
require investments: the extension of the European track from the city of Kovel
to the city of Lutsk and from the Mostyska station to the city of Lviv with
Poland and the Baltic countries. There are great prospects in ensuring smooth
railway communication. In addition, the plan to restore the economy of
Ukraine provides for the development of logistics routes in the western
direction and the expansion of their carrying capacity. Thus, considering the
role of railway transport in Western freight transportation, it is extremely
important to use its potential effectively [3].

The experience of European countries shows the need to concentrate
efforts during the transition to a new track standard at the same time as
increasing maximum speeds on existing lines.

Western partners of Ukraine are also not standing aside and are
developing a number of infrastructure projects that will contribute to increasing
the volume of railway transportation of Ukrainian goods. For example, in
Poland, the restoration of the section of the Przemysl - Nyzhankovichi railway
track has begun, which, provided that the Ukrainian side continues the
European track on the Nyzhankovichi - Khyriv section, will allow the
resumption of freight transportation on this route - for the first time since 1995
[4]. In June 2022, a powerful container terminal equipped with railway tracks
of European and Ukrainian standards was opened near the Polish city of
Zamosc [5]. Slovakia plans to create a railway transport corridor from Ukraine
to the river port in Bratislava for the transportation of grain on the Danube
River [6].

Reforming logistics is also Ukraine's duty for future EU membership. The
large infrastructural network of Ukrainian railways requires significant
infusions of funds for its maintenance and development. The replacement of
tens of thousands of wagons and hundreds of units of rolling stock are very
valuable and integral elements of improving the quality of services not only for
passengers, but also for cargo owners.

The country's railway infrastructure must be developed at the expense of
the state and financial assistance from donors, and the rolling stock can be
updated through the implementation of public-private partnership projects or
with the help of large European railway operators.
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In the long term, the strategic modernization of the railway infrastructure
will speed up the restart of the economy after the war, diversify logistics
networks, get rid of Soviet technological barriers, and improve the security and
economic foundations of our country.

Ukraine created the Office of European Integration of Ukrzaliznytsia in
Europe, which will become an important part of the process of integration of
the national railway operator into European markets. It should become the
central communication centre between "Ukrzaliznytsia" and its European
partners, railway operators, private carriers and regulatory bodies [7].

Ukraine has significant geographical prerequisites for the development of
its transit potential, especially considering the demand for logistics connections
with European countries. Railways of Ukraine will continue to be an important
component of international logistics, which should ensure the potential growth
of exports and the preservation of the economy, but the challenges of European
integration must be solved to improve the quality, efficiency and
competitiveness of the company in the long term.

Active development awaits the market in the near future, and it will be
even more active after the victory of Ukraine. The key drivers of development
will be [8]:

- active development of the network of container terminals;

— increase in cargo flow with the recovery of the country;

— growth in the fields of agriculture and processing industry;

- entry into the Ukrainian market of European and other players in the
field of transport and industrial production.

With timely and proper investments, the rail transport market of Ukraine
will become an important link in the economic recovery and physical
reconstruction of the war-ravaged regions of the country. Improving logistics is
important for our country. This is a geopolitical choice of the nation — to return
to the European family, to integrate into the single economic, transport and
cultural space of the EU.

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WHY IS FRANCHISING IMPORTANT TO THE WORLD ECONOMY?

The franchising system has become a popular method of expanding
business around the world. It has been recognized as a powerful tool for
creating jobs, increasing output and developing entrepreneurship. Let's explore
how the franchising system can contribute to global economic development by
examining the benefits and challenges of franchising for businesses,
franchisees, and consumers. We will also consider the impact of franchising on
economic growth and development both domestically and abroad. The results
show that franchising can be a powerful tool for promoting economic
development, but its success depends on various factors such as the legal and
regulatory environment, the cultural and economic context, and the quality of
franchisee training and support. The main points why franchising really makes
a significant contribution to the economy of the world.

Job Creation: Franchising is an effective means of job creation as it can
provide significant employment opportunities in local communities. Franchise
businesses typically require a significant number of staff, ranging from
managers to front-line employees. This creates a large number of job
opportunities, which can help to reduce unemployment rates in the area.
Additionally, franchise businesses tend to be more stable than start-ups, which
means that these job opportunities are often more secure. If we consider the
current conditions, then the Ukrainian franchise is actively developing and
giving jobs to Ukrainians. For example, the franchise of the Nova Pochta
company, which opened in Germany and Poland, hires only Ukrainian
refugees, and the Monobank bank does the same. The same is true for the
beauty industry. A Ukrainian beauty salon G bar, which had been developing
outside the garrison even before the war, but the war gave them such an
impetus that they opened in more than 30 European cities during the war. The
owners of the ji bar prefer to hire jewelry masters, since the level of skill in this
area is much higher than in Europe.

Entrepreneurship: Franchising provides a lower-risk opportunity for
entrepreneurs to start their own businesses. Franchisees can benefit from the
established brand recognition, proven business model, and ongoing support
from the franchisor. This can make it easier for entrepreneurs to secure
financing, as lenders are often more willing to lend to franchise businesses due
to the lower risk involved.

Economic Output: Franchise businesses can contribute significantly to a
country's GDP. For example, US franchises generated $826.6 billion in 2022.
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Five years ago, in 2017, the US cash output of the franchise was $720.44
billion (About IFA, 2022). In many countries, franchising accounts for a
significant portion of retail sales and service revenue. This is because franchise
businesses generate revenue and create jobs. The economic output generated
by franchise businesses can be particularly important in developing countries,
where job creation and economic growth are key priorities.

Also, don't forget about taxes. Each franchise contributes to their local
communities by paying taxes. These monies assist public education, crisis
response, and road maintenance. Franchises grow to new sites and create jobs
more quickly than other types of businesses. Franchises lower local
unemployment rates by giving a variety of workers jobs.

Several franchises participate in their local communities by giving to
charities and educational institutions. Franchises frequently donate to charities,
sponsor neighborhood sports teams, join regional business associations, and
volunteer staff time. As a result, the general populace is more inclined to
support their establishment, keeping the money local. Franchises also provide a
lot of jobs and enterprises. The franchise gives money back to the community
and supports the local economy by regularly acquiring goods or using local
services. 90% of franchise-generated revenue is said to stay in the local area, as
opposed to the opposite for corporations, according to published studies.
Usually, the money they make goes to the corporate office of the business.
Roughly 72% of respondents think small firms are more likely than huge
enterprises to contribute back to their community (About IFA, 2022).

Franchises, one of the largest types of companies, provide a wide range of
advantages to their staff that also help the neighborhood. Franchises are
renowned for following the same training procedures that the parent firm
establishes. People can learn new skills and trades with or without a post-
secondary education thanks to on-the-job training. More skilled and semi-
skilled workers who are paid well and produce work boost the local economy
as a result. Then, other customers profit from the employee's training by
utilizing the service or item they produced.

The International Franchise Association (IFA) compiles a yearly report
with the most recent market statistics. The GDP contribution of franchises to
the overall economy "will stay stable at 3% in 2022," according to its 2022
forecast (About IFA, 2022).

According to some estimates, the overall number of employments, annual
payroll, and franchise output totals up to about 7% of the GDP. (About
IFA;2022) The expansion of non-franchised enterprises is a result of franchise
acquisitions as well as owner and employee purchases. According to IFA
research, 73% of voters think that franchisees help the economy as a whole,
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while 75% of voters in the United States think that franchises help the
communities where they are based (About IFA, 2022).

Globalization: Franchising has facilitated the globalization of businesses
by enabling companies to expand into new markets with less risk and
investment. By franchising their business, companies can leverage the
knowledge and expertise of local franchisees, who have a better understanding
of the local market and cultural differences. This can help to reduce the risk of
failure in foreign markets and accelerate the pace of global expansion. Many
successful franchises, many of which are already spread over multiple nations,
are found in nations like India, Brazil, Korea, China, and others. It's crucial for
nations to export services as well as goods, and to be compensated for doing so
by receiving royalties. Even those that export their goods will, if they do so
through a franchise chain, have an exclusive sales channel for their goods over
time and won't be caught off guard by foreign customers from more
competitive nations.

The franchisor will collect royalties for his brand and system for a long
time, sometimes for generations, when using exclusive distribution channels
like franchising. These royalties are paid in addition to the sale of goods or
equipment. Under the franchise system, many businesses will have an
exclusive channel of distribution and export a concept rather than a product
that would leave them open to risk. The world economy is expanding and
opening up to new commercial endeavors. Money is plentiful, but there aren't
enough unique brands and enterprises to invest in.

Businesses that can improve internally may be able to compete with
foreign firms, and they may even fare better if they can grow their own
operations abroad to gain expertise and recognition. With this power, they
grow into significant local market players. The power of your brand and your
control over your distribution channels are more important today than the
actual goods you have.

The system that enables small enterprises to make this significant global
shift is the franchise. And they have the speed to do this. A corporation today
does not plan to develop by leaving the country; instead, it will soon begin
looking for investors to expand in markets where it has more potential. Most
importantly, the business makes use of the knowledge and capital provided by
investors in the nations where it plans to expand.

The Americans are innovators in the creation of franchise systems and the
knowledge of how to export franchises internationally. Nowadays, through
"Eximbank-US" loans, the American Government guarantees a portion of the
loans given to overseas investors purchasing American franchises.

Franchises that want to expand internationally should always enlist the
aid of specialized consulting firms to help them identify the most lucrative
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markets, the best ways to expand, the principles guiding the business, where to
find quality franchise leads, and how to modify and implement the concept in
each nation.

Consumer Choice: Franchising provides consumers with more choices
and access to a wider range of products and services. Franchise businesses
often offer standardized products and services across different locations,
ensuring consistency and quality. This can be particularly important for
consumers who value brand recognition and consistency, as they can be
confident that they will receive a consistent level of service and quality,
regardless of the location they visit.

Franchising can be an important driver of economic growth and
development, providing benefits to both businesses and consumers. From job
creation and entrepreneurship to economic output and globalization,
franchising can play a significant role in shaping the world economy.
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AUSTRIA’S LABOUR MARKET AND ITS PARTICIPATION IN
INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION PROCECCES

Labour market — a type of market of the economic system (for example,
the commodity market, the capital market), the system of social relations
related to the purchase and sale of labour, employment, the formation of supply
and demand for labour through the price of labour (wages). The labour market
of the Republic of Austria is characterised by a strong labour force, which
possesses a high level of education and qualification, as well as a high labour
force participation rate, a low unemployment rate, and a robust system of social
welfare. Public sector employers offer a wide range of complex, up-to-date
opportunities for employees: job security, competitive compensation packages
(healthcare, retirement plans, paid time), social benefits and strategic stability.
Thanks to the emphasis on internationalisation, numerous private sector
employers have a worldwide presence.

The Republic of Austria has significantly improved labour as an object of
its labour market. Over the last 15 years aggregate (collective) and individual
labour demand, aggregate (collective) and individual labour supply of the
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Republic of Austria have changed due to different factors, including the global
financial crisis in 2008-2009, the COVID-19 pandemic, technologization,
globalisation etc (Statistics Austria, STAT, 2023). For example, demand has
increased in information, communication, human health activities, but it has
decreased in tourism, hospitality, and retail.

The labour market of the Republic of Austria has a high degree of
segmentation (Tab.1). Primary segment of the labour market includes workers
with a high level of education, skills, and experience, are employed in high-
paying, secure jobs in IT, finance, R&D (Eurostat, 2023). Secondary segment
of the labour market includes workers who are usually employed in low-
skilled, low-paying jobs, with little job security, few benefits, and limited
opportunities for professional development in manual labour, retail, hospitality.
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Internal segment of the labour market. Workers are usually employed in public
sector organisations and large private companies.

External (national) segment of the labour market includes formal
state segment of the labour market and formal non-state (private) segment of
the labour market. Private companies, non-profit organisations, and social
enterprises has played a significant role in driving innovation, creating jobs,
and supporting social and environmental initiatives.

The price of labour is a highly important element of the labour market.
Labour costs averaged 100.45 points from 1995 until 2022, reaching an all-
time high of 149.88 points in the second quarter of 2020 and a record low of
76.74 points in the third quarter of 1999. The average gross monthly earnings
increased from €2,974 in 2007 to €3,532 in 2023 (Fig. 1).

Levels of the labour market of the Republic of Austria are: National
(federal) level of the labour market. The government, the Federal Ministry of
Labour, Social Affairs and Consumer Protection develop and implement labour
policies and regulations in close, complex coordination with the Federal
Economic Chamber and the Austrian Trade Union Federation. (Eurostat,
2023). The Austrian Public Employment Service (AMS) provides employment
and vocational training services for job seekers, works with employers to
identify qualified candidates and supports them in recruiting and training
employees. The Federal Arbitration Board provides a platform for resolving
labour disputes between employers and employees.

Regional level of the labour market. Regional authorities implement,
enforce national labour laws and regulations, develop regional programs and
initiatives to support employment and economic growth in each of the 9 federal
states (Burgenland, Carinthia, Lower Austria, Upper Austria, Salzburg, Styria,
Tyrol, Vorarlberg, and Vienna). Labour force mobility within regions is higher
than across the country as a whole (Statistics Austria, STAT, 2023).

Local level of the labour market. Local authorities implement and enforce
labour laws and regulations at the local level (individual cities, towns, and
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municipalities across the country), develop different local programs and
initiatives to promote diversity and inclusion in the workplace and reduce
discrimination and social exclusion. Labour force mobility is maximum, which
is due to the territorial proximity, relatively low costs of job switching
(Bonfanti, S. and T. Xenogiani, 2014).

The Labour Cost Index (LCI) measures the development of the costs
borne by employers per hour worked on a quarterly basis (Fig. 2).

The current national minimum wage in collective agreements is €1,500.00
per month in 2023, which became valid on July 1, 2020.

System of the labour market regulation reflexes complexity of the labour
market:

- Legal Regulations: Austrian Labour Constitution, Working Time Act,
Employment Contracts Act, Minimum Wage Act, Maternity Protection Act,
Equal Treatment Act, Labour Market Service Act, Unemployment Insurance
Act.

- Collective Bargaining Agreements: Industry-wide agreements,
Company-level agreements, Territorial agreements (The International
Monetary Fund, IMF, Austria, 2022).

- Social Partnerships: Tripartite Social Partnerships (trade unions-
employers' associations-government), Bipartite Social Partnerships (trade
unions-employers' associations), Economic and Social Partnerships, Works
Councils, Joint Health and Safety Committees, Vocational Training
Partnerships (Table 2).

According to the data, the main characteristics of the labour market
regulation system of the Republic of Austria are: a high level of regulation of
employment relationships; a high level of working protection; traditionally low
levels of unemployment and income inequality; statutory minimum wage; a
high level of female labour force participation due to policies that support
work-life balance. Notwithstanding all of these complaints, it is important to
remember that Austria has led a remarkable recovery process that has resulted
in high-quality industrial production and internationalization. Even though
there has been much criticism of the absence of an industrial policy, offensive
approaches are becoming more prevalent. The promotion of science and
technology has taken on increased significance in contrast to the conventional
strategies for encouraging investment, whether directly through tax law or
indirectly through other legal means. Innovative and intangible investments
have been added to the list of available promotional campaigns. The
privatization's earnings will go toward funds supporting innovation and
technology.
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ANALYSIS OF THE ATTITUDES OF EUROPEAN POLITICAL
LEADERS TOWARDS UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF THE
RUSSIAN INVASION

European integration has always been one of Ukraine's most important
and long-term political goals when it comes to economic development and
stability. Despite the many challenges Ukraine has faced along the way, the
country has continued to strengthen its position and build relations with
European countries. But, unfortunately, Russia's invasion of Ukraine in 2014,
the occupation of parts of the eastern regions and the annexation of Crimea
have greatly weakened the country's political and economic position. It is the
armed conflict with the Russian Federation that has a huge impact on our
country's European integration, as Ukraine has been at war for nearly 10 years
and it is this fact that prevents the government from addressing other problems
that, in agreement with the European Union, must be resolved for Ukraine's
further accession to the EU.

EU leaders reacted instantly to the terrorist actions of Russia and took
immediate steps to help our country and condemn the activities of the
aggressor.

It is important to note, however, that not all European leaders have always
had an unambiguous view of supporting Ukraine in its war with Russia: some
have changed their position over time, but there are also those who continue to
express their favour for the Russian Federation. , In my essay | would like to
look at striking examples of EU leaders: those who support Ukraine, those who
oppose it and those whose position falls somewhere in between.

I would like to start with the worthy leaders of the European Union who
have been supporting our country for a long time, providing great assistance,
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and acting in Ukraine's interests, as well as realizing the importance of what is
happening very close to them.

The first person | want to write about is Andrzej Duda, the president of
Poland, who has a very strong position against Russia and has on more than
one occasion issued statements and condemnations against the terrorist country.
In 2022 after the start of the full-scale invasion Duda declared that "Russia is
waging war against Europe" (Reuters, 2022). The president also continues to
say that Poland will support Ukraine for as long as it takes, as the government
is aware of the gravity of the situation and its consequences (DW, 2022).

One of the most interesting examples of European leaders who have
embraced Ukraine's position is, in my opinion, the now very popular even on
the internet, Italian Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni, whose emotional statement
everyone has seen. When the politician was called upon to stop aid to Ukraine
and start a negotiation process, the woman objected to the parliamentarians and
made her position very clear. When Meloni heard the phrase: "stop aid to
Ukraine", quite emotionally the Prime Minister said that the phrase "Stop"
would be better said to Putin (International Politics and Society, 2023). In her
speech, she stated that she had no right to recognise a Russian invasion as it
would be a betrayal of the moral values of the Italian people and labelled the
so-called ceasefire with the terrorist country as a crime, thereby expressing
great support and understanding for the Ukrainian side.

The war in Ukraine has also made it very clear which EU leaders are
ready to do their best to speed up Ukraine's victory. So, | would like to mention
Ursula von der Leyen, President of the European Commission. Ursula's attitude
to the difficult situation in our country became clear from the first days of the
war, as she was a member of the delegation which was one of the very first to
arrive in Ukraine. At one of the joint meetings, the President of the European
Commission accurately stated: "Ukraine will become a member of the EU" The
(Guardian, 2022), she clearly expressed her position, stating that our country is
the place where the fate of Europe is decided, for which she is very grateful to
all the Ukrainian people. Ursula has become the shining example of a leader
from the European Commission who is truly committed to trying for the joint
plans of Ukraine and the EU.

Above | have listed quite several political figures from completely
different countries in Europe, who could be examples for those | will describe
below. In the following I want to tell you more about people who do not have
the courage to turn against Russia, who are afraid of Putin or who simply see
advantages in cooperating with the Russian Federation. Below | will pick out
leaders who have not supported Ukraine on the issue of the Russian invasion
and those who have a dubious predisposition to one side or the other, for fear
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of spoiling their reputation or who do not want to acknowledge terror on the
part of the aggressor country.

I would like to consider the extreme radical politician Marine Le Pen, a
member of the National Assembly. Against the backdrop of the crisis between
Ukraine and Russia, Marine Le Pen has often voiced her disapproval of the
Ukrainian government and Western aid. She claims that the Ukrainian
government is incapable of governing the country and accuses it of fascism and
anti-Semitism. The European Union's approach to Russia is also criticised by
Marine Le Pen, who believes sanctions are unwise and worsen relations
between Europe and Russia. She advocates better ties between France and
Russia, especially in the security and economic fields. Her position on the
crisis between Ukraine and Russia is to support better ties with Russia while
criticising the Ukrainian government. The MP has very often made strong
statements against Ukraine, which | think is one of the clearest examples of a
European leader being in opposition to Russia's terrorist actions and assistance
to Ukraine.

I would also like to consider the opinion of the Czech side, namely Milos
Zeman, President of the Czech Republic. This politician's quotes are as cynical
and oppositional as possible about Ukraine. The Czech president said in 2014
that in his opinion "Ukraine should be neutral, it should not join either the EU
or NATO, thereby not escalating the conflict with Russia”. He also criticised
sanctions against Russia and was very rude about the Ukrainian government. In
2015 Zeman said that "the main enemy and threat to Ukraine is not Russia, but
corruption and inefficiency". Being honest, | can state the fact that Ukraine has
big corruption problems, but to level the terrorism, aggression and destruction
caused by the Russian invasion at the expense of that is an offence on the part
of the leader of a European Union country.

I would like to finish the list of leaders of EU countries with former
Chancellor of Germany Angela Merkel, who everyone knows. Without any
doubt, in all her statements, she supported Ukraine, claimed that the Russian
attacks and actions were violations of international law, promised help and
support for our country and pointed out that the world should not forget the
bloodshed taking place in the Ukrainian land (The Japan Times, 2022). But it
must also not be forgotten that it was Germany, led at the time by Angela
Merkel, who became an opponent of Ukraine joining NATO because of the
Russian Federation's position on this issue. Merkel herself claims that she was
a victim of circumstances, and she did not have any influence on the Russian
president, but in my subjective opinion, the reason for Ukraine's refusal to
become a NATO member was only because the German government did not
want to disturb its friendly relations with Russia.
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To conclude, | would like to point out that the topic of European leaders'
attitudes towards Ukraine on the issue of the Russian invasion is quite difficult
to analyse due to its subjectivity. As in any society, there is a side of those who
are ready to help and support, as well as those who put profit and money above
moral values. | have conducted personal research into a multitude of politicians
and described what | consider to be the most striking examples of politicians
who have radically different viewpoints. Throughout the struggle for the
sovereignty and freedom of their country, which is still ongoing, Ukraine has
received many different reactions and assistance from Europe. Unfortunately,
we also see the opponents of supporting Ukraine in this matter, but we cannot
influence their opinion in any way, so we just must be grateful to those who are
ready to help us defend our home and the whole of Europe from a terrorist
country.

ANALYSIS OF INVESTMENT ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE UK

Investment is a prerequisite for restoring and maintaining sustainable
economic growth, and thus for improving people's standard of living. The
economy of any state needs financial resources. And investment is one of the
most important areas of economic development. The main factor of their
increase is a favorable investment climate. The investment climate of a state is
a set of political, legal, economic and social conditions, providing and
facilitating the investment activity of domestic and foreign investors. They
determine the comfort of investor's work. The key parameter of this comfort is
investment attractiveness. That is the factors that promote or hinder internal
and external investments. These are economic, political and social situation in
the country; transparent and efficient judicial system; guarantees of protection
of investors' rights; developed infrastructure; low risks - from investment and
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credit to environmental and political, competition in the industries; currency
and fiscal policy.

The study of the country's investment attractiveness is impossible without
a constant rethinking of the factors influencing it and the dynamics of their
changes. This includes the global economy, the geopolitical situation and many
other circumstances. Any state cannot develop under economic instability,
when inflation is rising, the national currency exchange rate is unstable, and
there are no plans for the development of small and medium businesses. In the
complex, it is possible to solve the problems, on which directly depends the
attraction of investment, only at the level of the government (Hayes, What is
investment climate? 2022).

Great Britain has been the favorite of foreign investors for many years.
Providing the most favorable conditions for investors, the country is constantly
improving the investment climate. Moreover, the UK is on the list of countries
with the best investment climate in the world. The UK is a country with
transparent regulation and a respected legal system. In addition, the British
culture of innovation makes the country one of the leading business centers.
Moreover, many of the world's largest and most dynamic companies, including
Google, Facebook, Amazon, and Coca-Cola, have chosen the UK as their
European headquarters (UK innovation 2023).

The country is in the top 10 on the Ease of Doing Business Index, and
ranked 8th in 2020. The Ease of Doing Business Index in the United Kingdom
is 83.5 (EASE OF DOING BUSINESS IN United Kingdom).

The idea of registering a company in one of the world's leading countries
and financial centers has several key advantages (Doing business in the U.K.
2023). The advantages of doing business in the UK include:

» economic and social stability in the country;

> well-developed market;

> legislation favorable to doing business;

> progressive taxation (in the current period, the level of taxes has all
the prerequisites for reduction);

> relatively low interest rates on loan rates;

> high level of asset security;

> established trade relations with European markets and the United
States (England is a few steps away from signing an agreement on free
economic space and cooperation with the United States).

In addition to the advantages, there are also disadvantages for foreign
investors wishing to open a business in the UK. These include:

= very little available space for the organization of the enterprise;

= itis necessary to have a real office in the UK;
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= the cost of renting premises is very expensive;

= high income tax;

= very expensive annual maintenance of the company;

= expensive living conditions in the UK, much more expensive than in
other countries;

= the salaries of hired employees will be high.

The English tax system is considered convenient for doing business in
Europe. Nevertheless, it has its own nuances and complexities (Services,
Opranmuzanust coOcTBeHHOro OusHeca B BemukoOpuranuu: "mmocel!" u
"munychl" - eltoma corporate services na VC.RU 2021). Legal entities in Great
Britain are obliged to pay the following types of taxes:

¢+ income tax - 0 to 45%;

+«» minimum amount not subject to tax - 12500 pounds;

« VAT tax - 20%, reduced tax rate - 5% and 0%;

« tax on dividends - from 7.5% to 38.1%, depending on the amount;

«» Property tax - from 0 to 12%.

In addition, it is important to know about the procedure for registering a
business in the UK. The first step in registering a business in England is to
open an account. In such a progressive country, this stage can be completed
online. To do this, you should fill out an application on the embassy's website,
which indicates:

e unique company name;

e legal address;

¢ (data of the company's founders;

o proof of financial capabilities;

e copies of documents;

e description of the business idea.

First of all, you can either create a company from scratch or buy a ready-
made business. The name of the new organization must be unique. Uniqueness
is checked directly by the registration authorities. The list of documents
required when submitting an application includes: the application, the
memorandum of association, the articles of association and the founders'
passports. Registration of the company in England is carried out in Companies
House. Finally, the result of the approval of the application is a certificate. It is
sent electronically immediately after the decision of the relevant authorities. A
paper one is received one week later.

These days, business in the UK takes one of four forms. Each of them has
its own nuances and advantages in a particular type of activity (Business
abroad (ITepeBaru 6i3necy B Anruii). An entrepreneur can register:
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4 Private Company Limited by Shares - an analog of a limited liability
company (LLC). The guarantee of the responsible person - in this case, the
manager - is within the limits of personal capital.

4 Private Company Limited by Guarantee is also an LLC, but under a
guarantee. In this case, it means limited activities. For example, this includes
charitable foundations and various non-profit enterprises. Surety - assets of a
tied company.

4 Private Unlimited Company or ULL - a company whose founders'
liability is not limited. There must be at least two founders of the company.

4 Private Limited Company is an analog of an open joint-stock
company. Shareholders' liability is limited to the shareholding. When opening a
company of this format, you need at least two founders and a fairly substantial
capital to start.

It is also important to know the inflation forecast in the UK. The chart
below shows that in 2023, the annual inflation rate in the UK is expected to
reach 6.1% after 9.1% in 2022. It is also expected that in 2027, the inflation
rate will decrease to 1.6% (Fig.1).

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PLACE AND ROLE OF THE USA IN THE WORLD TRADE

In contemporary realities, maintaining and enhancing the national
economy, raising the standard of living for the people residing there, fostering
international relations with other nations, and integrating into the global
economy are all major priorities for any modern state. Without involvement in
the global economy, specifically international trade, none of this would be
feasible. The development of such a promising area as foreign trade is crucial
for the USA. This strategy heavily relies on the exchange of products and
services on international markets. Imports and exports make up the volume of
international commerce.

For many WTO members, the United States is one of the main trading
partners and the main export market. The USA is also a leader in directing and
attracting foreign direct investment.

The role of the USA in modern international trade is difficult to
overestimate: the country is the second in the world in terms of exports after

China and the first in terms of the value of consumption of foreign goods and
services. From the second half of the 20th century and to this day, the country
retains the status of the world's leading trading nation (the share of the United
States in the world trade in goods by export share is 8.6%). However, 2012 was
a critical year in the history of US trade relations, when China overtook the
country for the first time in terms of export value and since then confidently
occupies the first position in the list of the world's leading exporters (in 2022,
China accounted for 12.5% of world exports) (Fig. 1).

Likewise the majority of countries of the world, the USA exports more
goods than services, but the share of services in exports from the USA is high -
about 25% and higher than the world average (23%) and the similar figure has
its main competitor - China (15%) [1]. This indicates a high level of
development of the tertiary sector of the economy and the corresponding
export specialization of the country. This feature positively characterizes the
structure of US exports, because while China increases export volumes due to
the scale of sales of relatively cheap goods, the US increases exports of high-
tech, innovative services, which are predicted to be the future of the
information economy. In addition, the surplus in trade of services to some
extent compensates for the negative balance in trade of services.

The main categories of exports of US goods in 2022 were: means of
production (562,918 million dollars); industrial goods (541,736 million
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dollars); vehicles ($158,839 million ) . the detailed structure of US exports in
2018 is shown in fig. 2.

The USA mainly imports machinery and equipment, including computers
( $ 386.4 billion , or 14.8% of total imports); electronic machines and
equipment ( $ 367.1 billion , or 14.0%); vehicles ( $ 306.7 billion , or 11.7%);
fuel (9.2% of total imports). The main trading partners of the USA are China,
Canada, Mexico, Japan, Germany, South Korea and Great Britain. According
to 2018 data, these countries accounted for 75% of the US foreign trade
turnover (Fig. 3).

As we can see, the share of China in the US foreign trade turnover is
almost 16%. At the same time, the trade deficit with China is, according to the
current government of the country, the main problem in the field of national
economic security, because the merchandise deficit of the USA with China has
reached a record level - 419.2 billion dollars. In 2022, the US trade with China
is dominated by a deficit of commodity products. Although the USA
introduced tariffs from 10% to 25% on imports from China with a total value
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of 250 billion dollars . Although the US and China are willing to negotiate an
agreement to end the trade dispute, P. Krugman ,who is a Nobel laureate and
one of the most influential economists in the US and the world, described the
proposed agreement as "much ado about nothing™ [2], believing that it will do
little to help the US reduce the huge imbalance in the trade flow between the
US and China.

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THE IMPACT OF THE ENVIRONMENT ON THE GLOBAL
ECONOMY. THE CASE OF THE WAR IN UKRAINE

There is no doubt that the environment and the global economy are
inextricably linked and interact at different levels. The environment provides
resources for economic activity, such as water, air, soil, energy, etc. Most
economic sectors use natural resources in the production of goods and services.
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Despite this, the environment can have a significant negative impact on a
country's economy through its interconnections with human health,
infrastructure, and other elements of the economic system.

In addition, pollution can affect manufacturing and
product quality, which can reduce a country's competitiveness on the global
market.

- Moreover, the climate change also can have a huge impact on various
sectors of the economy, such as agriculture, forestry, tourism, energy, and
others. Climate change can cause natural disasters such as floods, heavy rains,
earthquakes, tornadoes, etc. They can have a negative impact on the country's
economy, reducing production and increasing the cost of infrastructure
recovery. (20 et al., How climate change impacts the economy 2020)

- The environment can also have an impact on a country’s infrastructure.
For example, floods, landslides, and other hazards can damage roads, bridges,
and buildings. This can lead to infrastructure repair costs and reduced
productivity.

- Availability of natural resources: The environment can also affect the
accessibility and cost of natural resources, such as oil, gas, timber, and other
materials. If resources become less available, this can lead to an increase in
their cost, which in turn can affect production costs and commaodity prices.

- Excessive use of natural resources can lead to their depletion or decline
in quality. This can have a negative impact on the country's economy by
reducing production and increasing the cost of replacing resources.

- Environmental regulations can affect a country's economy by
restricting the use of certain materials, technologies and other resources. This
may affect the production of goods and services, as well as exports and
imports.

Certainly, the worst occurrence that can cause all these terrible
environmental impacts on the economic situation of countries and problems
with natural resources is war. One of these tragedies is currently taking place in
Ukraine. The armed conflict has destroyed huge areas of agricultural land,
burned forests and destroyed national parks. The shelling of land and marine
ecosystems, industrial facilities, transportation infrastructure and homes, as
well as the destruction of water supply and waste management systems, has
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caused severe air, water and soil pollution, exposing residents to toxic
chemicals. Regular shelling around the Zaporizhzhia nuclear power plant, the
largest in Europe, means that the risk of an accident at the plant is still high.
This is causing widespread and serious damage with long-term environmental
consequences.

Regarding the impact of these environmental problems on the economic
situation, according to the government, the total number of environmental
damage cases exceeded 2,300. Ukraine has suffered over $51 billion in
environmental damage since the start of the war, mostly due to air and waste
pollution. (National Bank of Ukraine 2023) (Fig. 1).

Agricultural areas have been affected the most, preventing farmers from
using the fields and contaminating the soil. Obviously, this affects food
security in the long run.

To conclude, the connections between the economy and the environment
are diverse: the environment provides resources to the economy and acts as a
sink for emissions and waste. Natural resources are important factors of
production in many sectors, while production, consumption, or war lead to
pollution and other pressures on the environment. A year of conflict in Ukraine
has left deep marks - including on the country's natural landscape. The global
environmental community is concerned about the situation in Ukraine because
environmental issues and climate change are not a problem for one country.
Therefore, the war and its environmental consequences are repeatedly
emphasized by the international community, the media and representatives of
other countries. After all, poor environmental quality, in turn, affects economic
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growth and welfare by reducing the quantity as well as quality of resources or
by affecting health, etc.

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INVESTMENT CLIMATE OF CANADA: BENEFITS AND POSSIBLE
DANGERS

Today, the modern world economy cannot successfully develop without
foreign investment. Many countries of the world are actively investing their
funds in the economy of other countries, receiving a certain income and
developing certain sectors of the national economy of these countries. Foreign
investments are intended for raising and developing production, increasing its
capacity, technological level, as well as updating and developing all the
necessary sectors of the national economy, increasing production efficiency
and producing competitive goods. However, very often there are cases when
investors without deep knowledge choose the wrong country for investing
money and investments lead to financial losses. Therefore, in order to avoid
possible problems with investments, the investor needs to understand what the
country's investment climate is like and what disadvantages there may be. This
paper analyzes the benefits and threats of investing in a country like Canada.
The paper draws attention to Canada's investment climate in general, the
actions taken to attract foreign investors to Canada, and the advantages and
disadvantages of investing in the country's economy, which should be taken
into account before making a decision to get a profitable financial deal.

In general, foreign investments are important for the country's economy,
as they are a source of capital investments. Foreign investments are any
investments made by citizens of another country. The main goal of investment
activities, including foreign ones, is to make a profit. In addition, important
factors for foreign investments are the use of cheap labor, cheap raw materials,
favorable for their economic situation in an effort to increase the profit from
exported capital, freely restraining the development of those branches of the
national economy that could develop more successfully in the presence of their
own investment resources.
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The role of foreign investments have significant influence on the
development of the country's economy in general and the recipients of these
investments in particular. It is very beneficial for the country to receive foreign
investments from abroad, because they develop their production, new
innovative production techniques, jobs appear, and taxes are paid to the
national budget. Foreign investment can be formed depending on the type of
investor, his goal and the degree of risk he is ready for.

Let's consider foreign investment and the overall investment climate of a
specific country like Canada. Hence, international economic experts ranked
Canada as one of the most profitable investment destinations in the world. For
investors, Canada as a country with the second largest territory and 37th
population became a full member of the G7 has a huge potential where
business can reach true excellence.

The main factors determining the attractiveness of Canada's investment
climate for foreign companies are a diversified economy, the stability of the
banking system, developed infrastructure, the availability of skilled labor,
continuous improvement of customs, immigration and tax legislation. At the
same time, the Government of Canada has entered into agreements with the
main countries - partners in investment cooperation on the protection of mutual
investments and on the avoidance of double taxation.

First, we would like to take a look at the FDI Confidence Index for 2022.
The results of the 2022 FDI Confidence Index illustrate both the areas for
business leaders' foresight and the blind spots on the changes that were on the
near horizon. Investors cite transparency of government regulation and absence
of corruption as the most important common factors when choosing a location
for FDI. Therefore, it is not surprising that Canada ranks third (Kearney
Foreign Direct Investment, 2022).

On the next step, Canadian position in the Doing Business index, a
comprehensive measurement of the country's general investment climate, will
be important. Canada is ranked 23 among 190 economies in the ease of doing
business, according to the latest World Bank annual ratings 2020 (World Bank,
2020).

Moving to the next index, we consider Economic freedom, which is the
fundamental right of human beings to dispose of their own work and property.
In 2022, index of economic freedom for Canada was 76.6 score, making its
economy the 16th freest. Though Canada index of economic freedom
fluctuated substantially in recent years, it tended to increase through 2003 -
2022 period ending at 76.6 score in 2022 (Statista, 2022).

In terms of foreign direct investment, FDI in Canada grew by 18.6 percent
from 2018 to 2019, bringing Canadian FDI in 2019 to 42.5 percent above the
previous 10-year average. According to the UNCTAD World Investment

441



Report 2022, already in 2021 Canada attracted US$59.6 billion in FDI. In
addition, FDI inflows to Canada increased in the first half of 2022, reaching
US$33 billion against the latest OECD data $31.2 billion in the same period
last year (Fig.1).

Moving to the next point, to attract foreign investment, the Government
of Canada involves two main specialized organizations - the Canadian
Investment Bureau and Export Development Canada.

The main objectives of the Canadian Investment Bureau are to attract,
further promote and accumulate foreign investment in the country in the
following sectors, the development of which is a priority for the Government
of the country: aerospace and automotive industries, medical and
pharmaceutical industries, energy and information technology, mining,
telecommunications and insurance. The bureau has offices in all provinces of
Canada, as well as its representatives outside the country (in 150 countries),
thereby ensuring an active policy abroad to attract foreign investment.

The main activities of the Export Development Corporation of Canada are
the provision of government guarantees and financing of exports of Canadian
products, as well as insurance of political and economic risks of investors. The
corporation operates in all provinces of Canada and works with clients in more
than 200 foreign markets, 130 of which are developing.

It is also important to mention that the Government of Canada has
implemented numerous foreign investment assistance programs, consisting of
various incentives, tax deductions and refunds. For example, Community
Initiatives and Foreign Trade Zone Marketing Programs are two of the most
important foreign direct investment schemes in Canada. Grants and subsidies
are also available for research and development (R&D) of Canadian
companies. There are also several financial incentives for foreign investors
setting up business in the country.

Finally, let's consider the reasons why people choose Canada to invest.
Above all things, Canada has an extensive natural resource base that ranges
from precious metals to crude oil. These resources have allowed the country to
export energy while maintaining itself.
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Further, Canada has a very stable inflation rate despite its huge resource
base. Economies based on natural resources tend to suffer from fluctuating
inflation rates due to volatility in energy prices. This is partly due to a
tightening of monetary policy with a target interest rate of 2% and a more
conservative rescue policy. But inflation in Canada was 5.2% in 2023. The
Bank of Canada expects inflation in the country to slow down and reach the
2% target by the end of 2024 (Bank of Canada, 2023).

Moreover, benefits include low budget deficit. Canada's budget deficit
was just 4.70 percent of the country's Gross Domestic Product in 2021, and it
compares even more favorably to many troubled European and Asian
countries. This means a more manageable long term (TradingEconomics,
2020).

Among the advantages are also:

v Ranked highly in terms of civil liberties, quality of life, and economic
freedom;

v' Cultural, religious and ethnic tolerance, as well as a stable
environment with low crime rates;

v An open, dynamic economy offering great opportunities;

v Tax incentives and low cost of doing business.

However, there are also possible dangers to consider when choosing
Canada as a country to invest in, including:

v" US influence. According to the US Census Bureau, Canada's economy
is closely linked to that of the US as its largest trading partner. This means that
the country cannot offer US investors the same diversification as other markets.

v Dependence on commaodity prices. Canada's economy derives much of
its strength from commodities with a vast natural resource base. This means its
economy can be subject to fluctuations caused by often-volatile commodity
prices.

v" Falling productivity in the manufacturing industry.

v Decline in the labor force due to ageing.

Summing up, we would like to say that we considered foreign investment
and its importance using the example of Canada and found out the advantages
and threats of investing in this country. We would like to conclude that the
modern world economy cannot develop successfully without foreign
investment. In order to effectively invest and benefit from it, it is necessary to
analyze the selected country and consider all possible threats. Considering
Canada's investment climate, it can be said with certainty that Canada is
considered one of the most cost-effective investment destinations in the world.
For investors, Canada has a huge potential where business can achieve real
excellence thanks to the benefits we have listed. But also do not forget about

difficulties.

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PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS FOR THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE HOTEL BUSINESS IN UKRAINE

In recent years, the hotel services sector has been one of the most
dynamically developing sectors of the Ukrainian economy with an annual
growth of 10-15% (The World Bank, 2022). In addition, the average
profitability of hotel real estate was 11%, in some regions it was possible to get
up to 17% per annum on invested funds for objects (Ribas Hotel Group -
Managing Group, 2022). That is why, before the full-scale Russian invasion of
Ukraine, the hotel business was considered one of the most profitable
investments. New airlines entered the country, infrastructure was significantly
improved in the regions, roads were built. All this encouraged domestic and
inbound tourism to develop rapidly and at the same time, motivated investors
to invest in the construction of hotels.
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The demand for accommaodation establishments has also grown due to the
rapid development of tourism. So, in 2021, despite the coronavirus pandemic,
in general, more than 200,000 tourists from the countries of the Arabian
Peninsula came to the western region of Ukraine, and the solvency of domestic
tourism increased by at least $3 billion (Ribas Hotel Group - Managing Group,
2022).

Figure 1 shows a comparison of tourist tax in different parts of Ukraine in
2021 and 2022.

Despite the losses suffered by the tourism industry of Ukraine due to the
war, in the first six months of 2022, the amount of tourist tax amounted to 89.4
million UAH, which is almost 28.8% more compared to the same period of
2021. The tourist tax in the Carpathian region increased by 7 million UAH in
2022 compared to 2021. Among the main reasons are immigrants who moved
to the lvano-Frankivsk region due to the war and the inability of certain
categories of people to go abroad, which is why they chose to rest in Ukraine.
Among the popular destinations were the mountainous regions of the region.
Regarding Kyiv, about 98,000 foreigners and 170,000 domestic tourists visited
Kyiv in the nine months of 2022, while in 2021, three times more foreigners
visited the city during this time - more than 300,000 people. Not tourists in the
usual sense came to Kyiv from abroad, but journalists, representatives of
charitable foundations and international structures, volunteers and politicians.
And the city budget received 35.2 million UAH of tourist tax. For the same
period in 2021, the tourist tax amounted to 46.6 million UAH (State Tourism
Development Agency, 2022) (Figure 1).

International experience shows that a necessary prerequisite for the active
and successful promotion of the industry to the state market is a modern tourist
infrastructure. That is why the problems of ensuring the appropriate level of
competitiveness of domestic enterprises of the hotel and restaurant business on
the basis of a qualitative analysis of the conditions of the external and internal
environment of their operation are becoming highly relevant.

It is worth noting the complex problems of the development of tourism
and the hotel and restaurant business in Ukraine, namely:

- non-compliance with international norms and standards of state
regulation and service in the industry;

- imperfection of the legislation regarding tourist, hotel and restaurant
business;

- lack of effective state support for small and medium-sized tourist and
hotel and restaurant businesses;

- insufficient number of highly qualified personnel;

- insufficient state financing of the tourist and hotel-restaurant business
due to underestimation of the potential of these industries;

- ageneral decrease in the number of tourists by region due to the war;

- lack of shelters, curfew and air alarms.

Due to military operations, the offer on the hotel market of Ukraine has
decreased: many establishments have been closed due to security
considerations, lack of demand, technical reasons or damage from shelling. In
general, the state of affairs in this segment depends on the region. The problem
is the lack of shelters and the far location of bomb shelters from hotel rooms.
Even long after the war, the availability of storage will exceed the demand for
unlimited Wi-Fi and the first line to the sea.

Hotel enterprises that did not stop working were forced to transfer all their
business processes to a new format. At the same time, it was necessary to
ensure a standard level of guest service and the safety of their stay, help
employees and their families, engage in volunteering: whoever has the
opportunity - provide shelter, receive displaced persons, provide humanitarian
aid, etc. The curfew has also made changes to hotel facilities, and some hotel
services are unavailable during air alerts.

The work of hotels of international brands deserves special attention: such
accommodation facilities in large cities have mostly ceased their activities.
Currently, Hilton Kyiv, InterContinental Kyiv, Radisson Blu Hotel and some
others have resumed operations in Kyiv. But despite these trends, according to
Artur Lupashko, the founder of Ribas Hotels Group (which manages 26
properties in Ukraine), about 20% of hotels are currently operating in Ukraine
(Commercial Property, 2022). Many hotels were damaged as a result of the
hostilities.
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Ukraine has great potential for the development of the hotel business, but
it does not use what it has. An example of this is insufficient use of the factor
of Ukraine's natural conditions and geographical location. For the successful
development of the hotel industry in the post-war period, it is, first of all,
necessary to create a favorable business climate in Ukraine, which will enable
not only the fastest and highest quality development of the hotel business. The
instability of the political situation, a high level of corruption, a large tax
burden, a high price for land and high tariffs for communal services - these
factors will also not allow us to effectively use the potential of the hotel
business that exists in Ukraine, so measures must be taken to overcome them
today.

The main trends in the development of the hotel business in Ukraine are:

- strengthening the specialization of the hospitality industry, which will
lead to a clearer focus on specific market segments or consumers;

- personalization of service and full compliance with customer requests
and needs;

- the use of new technologies at enterprises in the field of hospitality in
relation to the business strategy, which involves the full use of the Internet for
the promotion of products and services;

- integration of the state into the world structures of international
cooperation;

- privatization, as well as shareholding, which will contribute to the
improvement of the material and financial condition, as well as the quality of
service and management, and faster entry to the European level,

- creation of international hotel chains, which form a corporate structure
in the hotel industry of the world.

The process of social development requires the creation of prerequisites
for the formation of new non-traditional components in the social sphere,
innovative means of social activity, and innovation is a form of this social
development. Modern trends of world socialization put forward new
requirements for service of people with disabilities and other groups of the
population with limited mobility, as a segment of consumers not covered by
the full range of services. According to regulatory documents, groups of the
population with limited mobility include people who experience difficulties in
independent movement, in receiving services, necessary information or in
orientation in space (Hotel Restaurant Business in Ukraine, 2022).

The perspective of development also consists in the analysis of the
territories where tourism is developing and in the construction of facilities in
the territories where the demand for them is increasing, the investment in
which will be as profitable as possible, for which it is necessary to conduct
constant analysis and monitoring, follow the information that appears regarding
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the development strategies of certain centers. Investors from other countries
pay attention to the construction of high-quality hotels in the capital and in
large cities, the demand for which appears as a result of business tourism, both
international and domestic. In the future, it is important for Ukraine to pay
attention to the principles related to the construction of modern tourist
infrastructure, conduct marketing analysis, research, increase investment
attractiveness, pay attention to the development of business tourism, which
contributes to the fact that all large cities need four-star hotels. The state should
also promote the development of programs to attract investors and provide
certain facilities from its property for development.

Thus, the demand for accommodation services in hotels has significantly
decreased in most regions of Ukraine as a result of the war, the same is typical
for tourist enterprises. Most hotel and tourism enterprises barely break even,
and cover losses at the expense of other sources of income. Foreign hotel
chains are less risky, and a large number of chains remain closed. Business
mainly develops in the western regions of Ukraine. Most travel companies
have been transferred to the online mode, domestic tourism in the safest cities
of the country is currently relevant. The main problems of the hotel and tourist
business are the curfew, the lack of bomb shelters, the lack of workers, the
decrease in the income of the population and, as a result, the impossibility of
using services. However, domestic entrepreneurs in the hotel and tourism
sector are finding a way out of the situation and are gradually adapting to new
business conditions.

To conclude, certain problems and prospects for the development of the
hotel industry in Ukraine have been analyzed, as a result of which it can be
concluded that the investment of international and domestic partners can make
a significant contribution, which will contribute to the development of the level
of service and provision of services, bringing the quality closer to the European
level. Also, the need to introduce innovations in hospitality enterprises is an
important tool for rebuilding the national economy in the post-war period.
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CURRENT TRENDS IN GLOBAL INVESTMENT

The current era of globalization highlights the significance of
understanding the challenges associated with the development of the
international investment. The movement of foreign capital in the form of direct
and portfolio investments has a cyclical nature that impacts the economy in
various ways. It can lead to an increase in GDP, stimulate production, and
bring in new technologies, management, and marketing techniques, thereby
contributing to employment growth. However, investment overseas can also
aggravate economic crises, recessions, and lead to the depreciation of weak
national currencies.

The connection between the state of the economy, its growth, and the
movement of foreign money is evident from the liquidity of national
enterprises' financial instruments. The global financial and economic crisis of
2008 had a notable impact on capital flows between developed and developing
countries, resulting in a balance in investment inflows. Developing markets are
now seen as profitable, dependable, spacious, liquidated, and appealing to
investors.

Foreign investments have a crucial role in promoting economic growth,
developing new technology, and implementing modern corporate management
in emerging countries. They also provide an opportunity for established
economies to expand output and gain real assets. Capital mobility in the global
economy connects its different components, and it is essential to monitor
patterns, recognise trends and record new occurrences.

To benefit from foreign investments while mitigating the risks, it is
crucial to monitor global trends in the current era of globalization continuously.
Therefore, it is essential to research current trends in the growth of
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international investments now more than ever. Determining the present trends
in international investment was the goal of the study.

The term "investment" has a diverse definition in both domestic and
foreign literature due to the wide range of essential features encompassed by
this complex economic category. In modern economic theory, investment
refers to the process of investing capital with the aim of increasing its value in
the future. Ukraine's Law on Investment Activity defines investment as "all
types of property and intellectual values invested in objects of business and
other types of activity, resulting in profit (income) or a social effect” [1].

The global foreign direct investment (FDI) decreased by 42% on previous
years in 2020-2021, primarily due to the economic effects of the coronavirus
pandemic, according to the United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development [2]. Cross-border mergers and acquisitions are expected to
account for any growth in global FDI flow in 2022, with India and Turkey
attracting a record amount of business in the digital and IT consulting
industries [3]. The movement of portfolio investments worldwide was
influenced by several significant trends such as ESG investing, the transition
from active to passive investments, the decline in interest rates, the rise in
intangible assets, and the application of Al and ML to investing.

ESG investing, one of the tenets of socially responsible investing, is a
relatively new trend in the investment world. It involves evaluating a company
in three areas: ecology, social development, and corporate governance.

The shift towards passive investing is a global trend with adverse effects,
including a decline in market efficiency since active funds have less free
money and savings to invest in themselves and a decline in commissions and
overall active fund liquidity [4]. The United States experienced a significant
shift in passive fund share from 14% in 2014 to 41% in 2021 (Fig.1).

Since 1981, interest rates for the US dollar have been on a steady decline.
One potential benefit of lowering interest rates in major currencies such as the

454



dollar, euro, and pound sterling is that it could create opportunities to lower
rates in other currencies as well. This is because the difference in interest rates
between currencies can be used for profitable "carry trade" [6].

A special-purpose acquisition company, commonly known as a SPAC, is
a type of company that is formed with the sole intention of merging with a
private company that seeks to go public without having to go through the
conventional IPO process. According to the guidelines, a SPAC has 24 months
to merge with a private company, and at least 80% of the funds raised must be
utilized. Additionally, all the funds raised must be retained in a designated
account until the merger is completed. If no merger is executed within 24
months, the SPAC is dissolved, and the investors receive a complete refund.

One instance of a SPAC is Trident Acquisitions.

The use of artificial intelligence (Al) and machine learning (ML) is
another significant trend in the investment world. According to Business
Insider, Al will save banks $447 billion by 2023. In finance, Al is currently
used to manage cybersecurity risks, assess borrower risks, and select those with
the greatest potential. The trend is expected to result in several outcomes,
including the transfer of various tasks from humans to machines, which will
enable businesses to offer services at a lower cost; the dominance of large
businesses that collect and effectively use information over rivals; and the
emergence of big data. The prevalence of Al and the elimination of jobs may
result in a tax on robots to prevent the domination of large corporations [8].
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In summary, foreign investment is crucial for stimulating economic
growth, creating new technologies and applying modern corporate
management in developing countries, while enabling existing economies to
increase production and acquire real assets. However, it can cause economic
crises, recession, and devaluation of weak national currencies. To benefit from
the foreign investment while mitigating risks, it is important to constantly
monitor the global trends described in this paper, such as the decline in global
foreign direct investment due to the coronavirus pandemic, cross-border
mergers and acquisitions, ESG investments, the transition to passive investing,
falling interest rates, rising intangibles, and the use of artificial intelligence and
machine learning in investing. It is also worth noting that understanding these
trends is necessary for both developing and developed countries to take
advantage of international investment.

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THE IMPACT OF CYCLICAL FLUCTATIONS ON THE DYNAMIC
OF REAL GDP OF GERMANY

The economic cycle is characterized as natural fluctuations of an
economy depending on periods of economic expansion and contraction. It is
usually measured with the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of a country or
region. Also, there are some more factors such as consumer spending, interest
rates and employment rates that can be used to define different stages of an
economic cycle. Speaking about the economic cycle (a business cycle), it is a
floating state of a market-based economy. Causes of business cycles are
divided into internal and external. Internal factors can be changes in demand,
fluctuations in investments, macroeconomic policies, and money supply.
External ones are wars, technology shocks, natural factors, and population
expansion [1].

We can use the economy of Germany as an example and investigate how
economic cycles have influenced the indicators of the real GDP over the past
20 years (Figure 1 and Figure 2).

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In 2000, there was a burst of the "dot-com bubble" which provoked a start
of a three-year downswing in the global economy. After a veritable agiotage
around IT and communication technologies, the market exploded, a lot of
private investors also tried their hand at it. Moreover, the Irag war did not pass
without a trace. At that time Germany had a period of slow growth, it
continuously remained below 2% for several years. Furthermore, Germany
experienced high unemployment. Nevertheless, the state of GDP growth began
to change in 2005 as exports increased and business investment rebounded.
Growth rates reached more than 3% in 2006 and 2007 which ended up in the
global economic and financial crisis in 2008. The consequences were a
slowdown in domestic consumption and a sharp decline in demand for exports.
All in all, a real GDP shrunk by 5% in 2009.The result of federal government
intervention was an announcement of economic stimulus package I: "Securing
jobs by boosting growth™ and economic stimulus package II: "Pact for
employment and stability”. Somehow it helped recover relatively quickly [3].

Then the Eurozone crisis occurred that also had a substantial impact when
stronger economies had to ensure support to weaker members such as Greece
and Portugal. However, Germany managed to avoid a recession because of the
strong export sector and low levels of debts.

In subsequent years, there was a steady growth until the outbreak of the
COVID-19 pandemic. Due to this fact, Germany’s economy contracted by 5%
in 2020 and the measures needed to be taken to contain it. Manufacturing
activity fell by 10.4%, mostly because of supply chain disruptions. Sanitary
restrictions and health concerns resulted in a strong downturn in non-food
stationary retail, hospitality and other contact-intensive services, and foreign
travel. It was the first time since 2009 when exports and imports of goods and
services decreased in 2020, by 9.9% and 8.6%, accordingly. Economic activity
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had an experience of large fluctuations throughout the whole of 2020. The
outcome from the coronavirus was already reflected in the first quarter when
GDP declined by 2.0%. The brunt and sharpest quarterly decline on record
happened when GDP dropped by 9.7% in the second quarter. On the contrary,
GDP managed to rebound by 8.5% in the third quarter due to softening
quarantine restrictions and revival of foreign trade. In the fourth quarter, the
number of infected people rose again and confines were re-imposed on a
number of sectors. However, GDP avoided shrinking as the industry
demonstrated strong growth and some consumer spending was redirected from
services to goods. There were many factors that helped Germany not to fall in
depression. Firstly, it is implementation of measures supporting businesses and
individuals (financial assistance, tax relief, loan guarantees). Secondly, it is a
strong export sector. And thirdly, they are social safety net and strong labour
market policies. The government provided a reduction in working hours
instead of firing and ensured wage subsidies to affected workers. It should be
noted that Germany has an advanced medical technology that helped to
develop its own vaccines. The GDP succeeded to achieve 2.6% of growth in
2021 [5].

In conclusion, it can be said that Germany has a strong developed
economy that can resist cyclical fluctuations.

WORLD’S TRADE WARS: CONCEPT AND CLASSIFICATION

World trade wars are closely related to international trade, which in turn
is an integral part of international economic relations. But international trade
can be used not only for exchange, but also as a means of political and
economic pressure. A trade war is the highest level of escalation of tension
between countries, which is associated with the use of various trade policy
measures. Trade disputes and conflicts lead to a trade war.

As for the term itself, a trade war is a trade rivalry between two or more
parties, countries or regions, which is conducted with the aim of seizing foreign
markets, or with the aim of preventing trade occupation of the national
economy. Accordingly, trade war can be divided into offensive and defensive
(Trade wars, 2023).

The main methods of offensive trade war include:

- increase in export quotas;

- reduction of export customs tariffs;

- use of dumping prices;

- embargo and economic blockade;

- recognition of competitors' products as harmful to consumers or the
environment, and also, promotion of international standards and norms limiting
and prohibiting competitors' products.

The main methods of defensive trade war include:

- increase in import duties;

- reduction of import quotas;

- introduction of non-tariff restrictions;

- recognition of competitors' products as harmful to consumers or the
environment.

The history of trade since the Age of Discovery has always been
associated with trade wars. Trade wars are not a new phenomenon in history,
and even more so, they are quite common. Both China and the US already have
a history of trade conflicts. The most famous of them are the first and second
Opium Wars, as a result of which China lost part of its territories. For the USA,
these are trade conflicts with Canada and Japan. Regarding the latter, the US-
Japan trade dispute is one of the longest-running trade conflicts in modern
trade history. They continue to this day, starting with the Second World War.
For further analysis, it is worth determining the clear reasons and conditions
for the conflict between China and the United States (Chen, 2022).

Classification of trade wars:
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1) those that arise due to political motives: in order to support national
producers and protect national interests, there is a ban on the entry of goods of
a certain country to the domestic market, an unjustified increase in export
customs rates, the creation of export quotas, dumping or embargoes;

2) trade wars caused by technical factors are distinguished. These include
international conflicts caused by serious contradictions in the environmental
norms of countries.

In trade wars, the tariff method is most often used. In general, changes in
the way a trade war is conducted depend primarily on changes in the state
itself. With the development of the state structure, democracy, transparency of
the state system and compliance with international norms, reports and
macroeconomic indicators began to be used to measure the effectiveness of
certain policies or economic methods. That is why it is important to sell more
abroad, and in every way to limit sales in one's territory. In the table 1
presented a description of the forms of trade wars.

The methods of trade war are identical to the methods of economic
protectionism. Their totality is designed to protect the economy of the subject
of economic life, capable of active opposition to other subjects. Or any action
aimed at protecting one's own economic interests automatically opposes the
economy of a competing economy. Conversely, any action that weakens an
economic opponent strengthens one's own economy.

Among the main means of waging trade wars, it is possible to single out:
definition of a group of «sensitive» goods and the introduction of prohibited or
excessively high customs rates in relation to them; the introduction of
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economic trade sanctions against a certain country in the form of a ban on the
import of certain goods; introduction of licensed import of certain groups of
goods; introduction of export subsidies for priority industries and enterprises;
introduction of a special regime of standardization and certification of goods,
introduction of special sanitary and phytosanitary standards; restriction or
prohibition of the participation of foreign companies and individuals in the
purchase of land, real estate or in the shareholding of so-called natural
monopolies; introduction of control mechanisms over the export of high-tech
equipment and engineering products and others.

Among the specified methods of waging world trade wars, one can single
out the tariff method, which is the most used and effective. The biggest
challenge is to respond to trade restrictions, as they can be defined as methods
of protectionism.

The phenomenon of international trade disputes has been known since
ancient times. The initiation and development of international trade under
conditions of competition between countries for sales markets, which was
constantly intensifying, caused violent trade and often armed conflicts. To
protect their own markets from the goods of foreign competitors and to
strengthen their positions in foreign markets, countries used a wide variety of
methods: from diplomacy to military interventions.

The participants in trade conflicts and their motives in each specific
confrontation need detailed consideration (Table 2).

We can say that the main participants in trade wars and disputes are
developed countries. The USA is the leader among them. The second position
in the ranking of claimant and respondent countries is occupied by the EU.
China, as a leading country in international trade, during its membership in the
WTO was often the object of complaints from trading partners, but instead
initiated only 10 complaints against its trading partners

International commercial arbitration and the WTO system are most often
used to resolve disputes arising in international trade between parties of
different states.
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The modern practice of international partnership shows that many
disagreements and disputes that arise during the execution of foreign contracts
are resolved by international commercial arbitration, the prestige of which is
unconditional today. It historically originated in Great Britain on the European
continent. It gained wide recognition and corresponding legal status only in the
20th century. Organizations and companies of different countries, when
concluding contracts, usually believe that arbitration is better than litigation. Its
advantages are: relative speed of consideration; voluntary submission of the
dispute to arbitration; the competence and neutrality of the arbitrators, as well
as the ability of the parties to choose such arbitrators as they consider to be the
most qualified to consider a particular dispute; confidentiality of disputes; the
relatively small cost of arbitration proceedings compared to court proceedings;
the arbitration decision is not subject to appeal.

In the institutional structure of international arbitration, a special place is
occupied by the UN Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL),
which is not an international arbitration center, but it has developed several
documents on the unification of the law of international arbitration, i.e. they
contain typical rules for pre-arbitration settlement of disputes («IIpo
MDKHAPOJHUN KOMEPIiHHIN apOiTpax», 1994).

Another popular way to resolve international trade conflicts is the WTO
dispute settlement mechanism. Dispute settlement in the WTO is a system that
is universal in its nature and content, which confirms that the resolution of a
dispute in this organization is significantly different from the resolution of a
dispute in a national or international court, as it combines diplomatic, judicial
and arbitration elements.

The WTO dispute settlement mechanism aims to «facilitate» relations
both between WTO member states and between non-WTO member states,
since WTO member states are obliged to refer to WTO dispute settlement
bodies in the event of economic disputes.

Disputes within the framework of the WTO are disagreements between
two or more members of the WTO, when one state claims that the actions,
regulations or approaches of other states harm its interests. Usually, disputes
arise when the exporting country believes that the importing country treats the
goods or services it exports unfairly, which does not comply with WTO rules.
The first official sign of a dispute appears in the form of a «request for
consultationsy, that is, a request for confidential negotiations between the
parties to the dispute, which are usually held in Geneva. «Requests for
consultations» is the first event in the dispute settlement «schedule», the
sequence of which may lead to a decision on the relevant dispute by the
Dispute Settlement Body, if the parties to the dispute do not reach an
agreement among themselves earlier. Usually, a dispute is based on a certain
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commercial problem related to the rules applied by the government of another
country, but a dispute in the sense of the WTO begins only when the
government of a WTO member notifies the WTO Secretariat of the existence
of such a dispute ('ATT, 1947).

The basis of trade wars in the international economy is the clash of
economic interests of the participants in the war and the variety of tools of
hidden protectionism that are used in the trade war.

In conclusion, a trade war is a manifestation in an acute form of
contradictions of a political and economic nature between the most developed
modern countries in the field of foreign trade. The purpose of a trade war is to
ensure the interests of national monopolies, creating favorable conditions for
them to fight against monetary competitors in the domestic and foreign
markets. The system of trade, political and legal measures taken at the state
level acts as a weapon of a trade war. Thus, a trade war is a foreign policy
action of a country aimed at maintaining its economic positions or increasing
them by maintaining a tough trade policy in relation to other countries.
